2 Corinthians 3:6
6 Who also hath made us able ministers of the new testament; not of the letter, but of the spirit: for the letter killeth, but the spirit giveth life.

Note:  the word killeth in 2 Corinthians 3:6 above means:  apokteinó or apoktennó: to kill
Original Word: ἀποκτείνω
Part of Speech: Verb
Transliteration: apokteinó or apoktennó
Phonetic Spelling: (ap-ok-ti'-no)
Short Definition: I put to death, kill
Definition: I put to death, kill; fig: I abolish, to kill in any way whatever, to extinguish, abolish, to deprive of spiritual life and procure eternal misery, to inflict moral death, to kill outright; figuratively, to destroy -- put to death, kill, slay.


Also used in:


Matthew 10:28
28 And fear not them which kill the body, but are not able to kill the soul: but rather fear him which is able to destroy both soul and body in hell.

Note:  Matthew 10:28 is NOT referring to satan, for satan is not spoken of having that power/authority at all.  This is spoken of God Himself, who is able to destroy both soul and body in Hell.



Matthew 16:21
21 From that time forth began Jesus to shew unto his disciples, how that he must go unto Jerusalem, and suffer many things of the elders and chief priests and scribes, and be killed, and be raised again the third day.


Matthew 22:6
6 And the remnant took his servants, and entreated them spitefully, and slew them.
Note:  Same Greek word, could have been written and killed them.


Mark 6:14-20
14 And king Herod heard of him; (for his name was spread abroad:) and he said, That John the Baptist was risen from the dead, and therefore mighty works do shew forth themselves in him.

15 Others said, That it is Elias. And others said, That it is a prophet, or as one of the prophets.

16 But when Herod heard thereof, he said, It is John, whom I beheaded: he is risen from the dead.

17 For Herod himself had sent forth and laid hold upon John, and bound him in prison for Herodias' sake, his brother Philip's wife: for he had married her.

Note:  Herodias was King Herod's brother Philip's wife.

18 For John had said unto Herod, It is not lawful for thee to have thy brother's wife.

19 Therefore Herodias had a quarrel against him, and would have killed him; but she could not:

20 For Herod feared John, knowing that he was a just man and an holy, and observed him; and when he heard him, he did many things, and heard him gladly.

/What did Jesus REALLY say concerning divorce - Matthew 5-31 and32.doc, here King Herod had heard of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, for His Name was spread abroad . . . and since John the Baptist spoke from the Law, what was according to the Law, as did the Lord Jesus Christ, King Herod believe the Lord Jesus Christ to be John the Baptist, whom King Herod had beheaded, was now raised from the dead, " . . . : he is risen from the dead."  Herodias was King Herod's brother Philip's wife.  John the Baptist had spoken against King Herod and Philip, who married King Herod's wife Herodias.  Why, because they were heathen, non-Christian, non-Hebrew, and divorced according to Babylonian law, which allowed King Herod to simply say, "I divorce you, and sent her away, that is:  put her away."  However, even a King is under God's Law, and in God's Law, a man can lawfully divorce, but there  are two parts to divorce.  Not simply "saying" you are divorced, then putting away, as the Babylonians did.  God's Law Commands, in that he must write her a writ of divorcement, or a bill of divorcement . . . then put her away, send her away out of his household, forever, she then can Lawfully, according to God's Law remarry, as can He.

God's Law on Divorce is found in Deuteronomy 24.  Contrary to what most of the modern "churches" and their seminaries teach, The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth did not destroy the Law, but instead refers the Scribes and Pharisees to the Law concerning divorce:

Deuteronomy 24:1-5

1 When a man hath taken a wife, and married her, and it come to pass that she find no favour in his eyes, because he hath found some uncleanness in her: then let him write her a bill of divorcement, and give it in her hand, and send her out of his house.

2 And when she is departed out of his house, she may go and be another man's wife.

3 And if the latter husband hate her, and write her a bill of divorcement, and giveth it in her hand, and sendeth her out of his house; or if the latter husband die, which took her to be his wife;

4 Her former husband, which sent her away, may not take her again to be his wife, after that she is defiled; for that is abomination before the Lord: and thou shalt not cause the land to sin, which the Lord thy God giveth thee for an inheritance.

5 When a man hath taken a new wife, he shall not go out to war, neither shall he be charged with any business: but he shall be free at home one year, and shall cheer up his wife which he hath taken.


Matthew 19:1-9

1 And it came to pass, that when Jesus had finished these sayings, he departed from Galilee, and came into the coasts of Judaea beyond Jordan;

Note:  Beyond the Jordan, is where King Herod had his power.  They waited until the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth was into the coasts of Judaea, beyond the Jordan, to spring this on the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, believing they could trap Him into saying something concerning marriage that would cause them to be able to put Him to death, as King Herod had John the Baptist.  They were trying to equate Babylonian divorce, to God's Law of Divorce, which is completely different.  Therefore, the Lord Jesus Christ referred them to God's Law on Divorce.

2 And great multitudes followed him; and he healed them there.

3 The Pharisees also came unto him, tempting him, and saying unto him, Is it lawful for a man to put away his wife for every cause?

Note:  Putting away is the question, indirectly, for they were trying to equate Babylonian divorce, which allowed a man to simply speak that he had divorced his wife and then put her away, with God's Law on Divorce, which Commands a Writ or Bill of Divorcement, then to send away or put away.

4 And he answered and said unto them, Have ye not read, that he which made them at the beginning made them male and female,

5 And said, For this cause shall a man leave father and mother, and shall cleave to his wife: and they twain shall be one flesh?

6 Wherefore they are no more twain, but one flesh. What therefore God hath joined together, let not man put asunder.

7 They say unto him, Why did Moses then command to give a writing of divorcement, and to put her away?

8 He saith unto them, Moses because of the hardness of your hearts suffered you to put away your wives: but from the beginning it was not so.

Note:  Suffered in the Greek means:  I allow, permit, to grant permission.

 
9 And I say unto you, Whosoever shall put away his wife, except it be for fornication, and shall marry another, committeth adultery: and whoso marrieth her which is put away doth commit adultery.

Note:  She commits adultery when simply "put away" not divorced according to God's Law on Divorce, for she is still married in the eyes of God and His Law, which required a Write or Bill of Divorcement, then the putting away.  He then who also married a woman who is put away, not Divorced according to God's Law on Divorce, also commits adultery.  Further note:  fornication is unlawful relationships of any kind, illegal according to God's Law, i.e.:  a man marrying his father's wife, as an example, is fornication.  It is not adultery, for their was a Commandment for adultery:  death by stoning.


Mark 12:1-5

12 And he began to speak unto them by parables. A certain man planted a vineyard, and set an hedge about it, and digged a place for the winefat, and built a tower, and let it out to husbandmen, and went into a far country.

2 And at the season he sent to the husbandmen a servant, that he might receive from the husbandmen of the fruit of the vineyard.

3 And they caught him, and beat him, and sent him away empty.

4 And again he sent unto them another servant; and at him they cast stones, and wounded him in the head, and sent him away shamefully handled.

5 And again he sent another; and him they killed, and many others; beating some, and killing some.


Luke 12:4
4 And I say unto you my friends, Be not afraid of them that kill the body, and after that have no more that they can do.


Revelation 6:11
11 And white robes were given unto every one of them; and it was said unto them, that they should rest yet for a little season, until their fellowservants also and their brethren, that should be killed as they were, should be fulfilled.


Revelation 13:10
10 He that leadeth into captivity shall go into captivity: he that killeth with the sword must be killed with the sword. Here is the patience and the faith of the saints.


The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth fulfills all of the Law, period.  He passes Judgment on the Scribes (Doctors of the Law,) and the Pharisees, and calls them actors, faking their positions.  They used only the Letter of the Law, and judged according to it, not as God Judges man:  in using the exact letter of the Law, judging according to it, they missed the weightier matters of the Law:  Judgment, Mercy, and Faith.

Let's see how the Lord Jesus Christ demonstrates how the Letter of the Law Kills, but the Holy Spirit makes alive and frees from the Law:


Matthew 23:23
23Woe unto you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! for ye pay tithe of mint and anise and cummin, and have omitted the weightier matters of the law, judgment, mercy, and faith: these ought ye to have done, and not to leave the other undone.
In Dr. Luke’s Gospel, Luke:42, it is added, "and all manner of herbs": for, according to the traditions of the Elders of the Jews, they were in general subject to Tithes (plural): and it is a common saying or maxim of the Jews, that the Tithing of corn is from the Law, but, "the Tithing of herbs is from the Rabbis themselves, the Rabbins":  it is a constitution of theirs, and not of the Law of Moses:  and in theirs, they have omitted the weightier matters that God’s Law deal with in His Law.

The distinction of the Commandments of the Law into lighter and heavier, “or weightier,” to which the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth here refers, is frequent with the Jews. When one comes to be made a proselyte, they acquaint him with some of, "the light commands," and some of, "the heavy," or "weighty commands". So again, they paraphrase the words in Isaiah 33:18 ". . . where is the Scribe?" It is he that numbers all the letters in the Law. "Where is the receiver?" Who is it that weighs the "light" things, and "heavy," or "weighty things in the Law". Again, "in the words of the Law there are some things "light," and some things "heavy," or "weighty,":" but those heavy or weighty things they omitted, and regarded those that were light; yea, the light things that have no foundation in the Law at all: and no wonder, since, the law of the Rabbins, they say, that "the words of the Scribes are all of them "weighty" and that the sayings of the Elders are more "weighty" than the words even of the Prophets of God written in Holy Scripture."  Therefore, by weighing their words as more mighty than God’s Prophets, they did (and do) err. 


I.  "This is the general rule about Tithes; whatsoever serves for food, whatsoever is kept [that is, which is not of common right], and whatsoever grows out of the earth, shall be Tithed." 

II. According to the Law, cattle, corn, and fruit were to be Tithed: the way and measure of which, as the Scribes teach, was this: "Of bread-corn that is thrashed and winnowed, 1. A fifth part is taken out for the Priest; this was called the great offering. 2. A tenth part of the remainder belonged to the Levite; this was called the first tenth, or Tithe. 3. A tenth part again was to be taken out of the remainder, and was to be eaten at Jerusalem, or else redeemed; this was called the Second Tithe, and was used to pay for festivals. 4. The Levite gives a tenth part out of his to the Priest; this was called the Tithe of the Tithe, which was 10% of 10% or 1%.

III. III. The tithing of herbs is from the Rabbins. This Tithing was added by the Scribes, and yet approved of by our Saviour, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, when he saith, "Ye ought not to have left these undone.

Leviticus 27:30

30 And all the tithe of the land, whether of the seed of the land, or of the fruit of the tree, is the Lord's: it is holy unto the Lord.


The things our Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth refers to, and instances in, are as follow:  judgment, mercy, and faith. "Judgment" means the administration of justice in Courts of Judicature, by the Sanhedrin which was the “Supreme Court,” or the high court amongst the Jews; the putting in execution of good judgments, righteous laws and statutes; protecting and relieving the injured and oppressed, and doing that which is right and equitable between man and man: but, on the contrary, these men, the Scribes and the Pharisees devoured widows' houses, and oppressed the poor and fatherless. "Mercy" includes all acts of compassion to the distressed, relieving their necessities, and showing all kindness and beneficence to the poor and needy; which the Scribes and Pharisees very little practiced, being a set of cruel, hard hearted, and covetous persons. "Faith" may not only design faithfulness in a man's keeping his word and promise, and fidelity to a trust reposed in him; but also and of most importance is a man's faith in God, as the God of Providence, and as the God of Grace and mercy; believing in His Word and promises, and Worshiping Him as He has Commanded the Worship, which the Law requires; and this seems to be intended, because Dr. Luke, states instead of "faith," he puts "the love of God," which faith includes, and works by, and is the end of the Commandment, arising from faith unfeigned: so that the Lord Jesus Christ holds in the balance the instances in the weightier matters of both Tables of the Law, which these men neglected, and the latter, as well as the former; not believing the revelation of the Gospel, nor of God’s Messiah, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, Who was promised, and Prophesied of by the Prophets of God, in the writings of the Old Testament:  these ought ye to have done: more especially, and in the first place, as being of the greatest use and importance:  and not to leave the other undone (I always had thought that what the Lord Jesus Christ was saying her was that they should have continued to Tithe.  However, the meaning is much deeper than that, and it also means they were to Tithe as well); meaning either the lighter matters, and lesser commands of their law; or even their tithes of herbs: as the Lord Jesus Christ would not dispute the matter with them; if they thought fit to observe them, they might, so long as they did not interfere with, and take them off from things of greater moment and magnitude. But alas! these men preferred the rituals of the Ceremonial Law, and the traditions of their Elders, above the duties of the Moral Law; and reckoned that the latter were nothing, if the former were wanting; for they say, that ". . . the words of the Scribes, are more lovely than the words of the Law."

What did God, by the Prophet Micah, whom they superseded with their words, say that the Lord God required of a man?

Micah 6:8
8 He hath shewed thee, O man, what is good; and what doth the Lord require of thee, but to do justly, and to love mercy, and to walk humbly with thy God?
