In 1870, "pope" Pius IX (Latin: Pius PP. IX; Italian: Pio IX; 13 May 1792 – 7 February 1878), born Giovanni Maria Mastai-Ferretti, was the head of the Roman Catholic "church" from 16 June 1846 to his death in 1878. He was the longest-reigning elected "pope" in the history of the Roman Catholic "church"—nearly 32 years. During his pontificate, he convened the First Vatican Council in 1869, which decreed papal infallibility. The "pope", Pius IX defined the dogma of the Immaculate Conception of the Blessed Virgin Mary, meaning that Mary was conceived without original sin, contrary to what the Holy Bible states, Romans 3:23. Pius IX also granted the Marian title of Our Mother of Perpetual Help, a famous Byzantine icon from Crete entrusted to the Redemptorist priests. 

(Redemptorists priesthood:  In order to advance their mission and provide places of pilgrimage, the Redemptorists administer several shrines, which draw hundreds of thousands of people, the best-known being in Brazil, Canada, Colombia, the Philippines, Rome, and Singapore. The Congregation operates many retreat houses where people of all walks of life, Catholic or otherwise, can spend some time in reflection, either individually or in a group.  Redemptorists, http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Redemptorists, are caretakers of Byzantine icon of Our Mother of Perpetual Help, depicting the Blessed Virgin Mary with the Child Jesus and the instruments of the Passion, which was entrusted to them by "pope" Pius IX. It is now enshrined in the Redemptorist Church of St. Alphonsus Liguori, Rome, and Redemptorists propagate devotion to Mary under this title.)

In addition to this, "pope" Pius IX was also the last "pope" to rule as the Sovereign of the Papal States, which fell completely to Italian nationalist armies by 1870 and were incorporated into the Kingdom of Italy. After this, he styled himself as the first "Prisoner of the Vatican". He was beatified in 2000.  Again, when faced with the challenge of Italy's unification and armies massing against the "papal state," and in response to the loss of his lands, "pope" Pius IX embraced the supernatural notion of "papal infallibility," which holds that as the "vicar of the son of God," or "vicar of Christ" when the "pope" speaks, his words are to be unassailably (Unassailable:  not liable to doubt, attack, or even to question) true for all of time.

The "doctrine of infallibility" and others held with real ferocity, further distanced ordained men from laypeople and remade the "pope's domain" into an mainly "moral empire" that was respected around the world until the 1980s. Since then, the hierarchy's authority has been devastated by an international child sexual abuse crisis that has seen hundreds and hundreds of priests imprisoned, and thousands more subject to accusations deemed "credible" by the bishops themselves. Over three billions U.S. dollars have been paid to victims as a system of cover-up and denial has been exposed in the "church's" own documents. Public trust in "Priests" and Bishops who claimed spiritual superiority plummeted.

Faced with the worst crisis since the Reformation, the popular "pope" John Paul II and the not-so-popular "pope" Benedict XVI failed to act decisively. In Rome, and in Roman Catholic "churches" around the world, foot dragging and aggressive lawyering actually made the crisis worse. The release of documents held by the Archdiocese of Los Angeles, which fought to keep them secret, revived public outrage over "Priests" who abused children and were protected by higher-ups, including accusation that the "pope" Benedict XVI was involved in the cover-up. A prompt and commonsense response to abuse cases would have settled the scandal and put the "church authorities" and victims on the road to reconciliation long ago. Instead, attempts suppress the facts and avoid a big release of shaming evidence, kept the stream of evil revelations flowing for decades.

Early this year, 2013 "pope" Benedict resigned his office becoming the first pope to do so in roughly 600 years. His explanation -- weariness and concern over his ability to lead. As the man who handled all cases for "pope" John Paul II, now "pope" Benedict XVI knew more concerning these crimes than anyone in the Vatican. As "pope" he made attempts at penance and to seek forgiveness, but his outreach to victims always seemed strained, and was certainly lacking.

The new "pope" Francis I arrived in March with a kind of humility not seen in anyone's memory. "Pope" Francis I refused to stand above "his brother Bishops" when he was named winner of the "papal election". "Pope" Francis I refused to wear the fancy red leather shoes and ermine stole favored by his predecessor, "pope" Benedict XVI. "Pope" Francis I shocked traditionalists when he included women and Muslims in the foot-washing ritual popes have long conducted at the Mass of the Last Supper during Holy Week. Now comes word that this "pope" Francis believes that Heaven's gate swings open "for all good people, even atheists".   Once elevated to "pope", a "pope" has more power as an Executive that any President or Prime Minister. He can set policies, adjust teachings, and even, "invite atheists into the Kingdom of God".

Responding to a hypothetical question, the "pope" said he believes that the spiritual redemption offered to the world by the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth is available to all, including non-Catholics, "pope" Francis I responded, "yes". Pressed on the matter of non-believers, i.e.:  atheists also getting to Heaven, "pope" Francis I added, "Even them, everyone." Furthermore, "pope" Francis I added, "Just do good and we'll find a meeting point (in Heaven)."

Dear Brother Priests,

What is most helpful to the Church in such cases is not only a frank and complete acknowledgment of the weaknesses of her ministers, but also a joyful and renewed realization of the greatness of God’s gift, embodied in the splendid example of generous pastors, religious afire with love for God and for souls, and insightful, patient spiritual guides. Here the teaching and example of Saint John Mary Vianney can serve as a significant point of reference for us all. The Curé of Ars was very humble, yet as a priest he was conscious of being an immense gift to his people: “A good shepherd, a pastor after God’s heart, is the greatest treasure which the good Lord can grant to a parish, and one of the most precious gifts of divine mercy”.[3] He spoke of the priesthood as if incapable of fathoming the grandeur of the  gift and task entrusted to a human creature: “O, how great is the priest! … If he realized what he is, he would die… God obeys him: he utters a few words and the Lord descends from heaven at his voice, to be contained within a small host…”.[4]
Note:  Really?  The Lord descends from Heaven at the Command of the “priests” voice, to be contained within a small host . . .  That's not what Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible declares of the Lord God, ONE with God the Father:
