1 John 5:15-17

15 And if we know that he hear us, whatsoever we ask, we know that we have the petitions that we desired of him.
16 If any man see his brother sin a sin which is not unto death, he shall ask, and he shall give him life for them that sin not unto death. There is a sin unto death: I do not say that he shall pray for it.
17 All unrighteousness is sin: and there is a sin not unto death.

Note:  We ought to pray for others, as well as for ourselves. We cannot pray that the sins of the impenitent and unbelieving should, while they are such, be forgiven them (There is a sin unto death: I do not say that he shall pray for it.). Which means we are NOT to pray for the unSaved, that their sin is forgiven, as their sin is unto death. While they are not Saved, their sin is unto death, and we shall NOT pray that God's Mercy is upon them while they continue to deny the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth as their Lord and Savior.  Many people do that, particularly for family members, and pray for God's Mercy upon them, which supposes the forgiveness of all their sins, should be granted to them, while they yet willfully deny the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth as their Lord, God, and Savior.  We MAY pray for their repentance, according to God's Will for their life, that they might be enriched with the Saving faith in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, alone, if God peradventure is Calling them to repentance, 2 Timothy 2:24-26, and thereupon for all His Saving Mercies. We should pray for others in Christ Jesus, for the Brethren, a Brother in Christ Jesus, as the Lord Jesus Christ taught us to pray, “And forgive us our debts . . .” which is a prayer for our sins, and the sins of the Brethren, Matthew 6:12,  as well as for ourselves, beseeching the Lord to pardon and recover the fallen, as well as to relieve the tempted and afflicted, ONLY according to God's perfect Will.

As there is NO sin, of which any one truly repents by believing in the Lord Jesus Christ's Saving Grace, which is unto death.  All unrighteousness of ours is sin against God, but the righteousness of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth justifies our sin before God the Father, Romans 3:26, and that sin is now NOT unto our death, but forgiven forever, Romans 8:1. As a Born Again Believer, one Called of God, God's Elect, a True Worshiper of God through the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth is justified freely by His Grace, through the redemption that is in Christ Jesus, Romans 3:24-26.  Where one of the Brethren’s, a Brother in Christ Jesus, sin abounds . . . God’s Grace did much more abound . . .  Romans 5:20-21.
We could therefore understand this as, All unrighteousness (Unrighteousness:  iniquity, unjust, unrighteousness, wrong) is against God alone, as is all sin, Psalm 51:4.  We ARE to pray for another Brethren (a True Worshiper of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, one Born Again) if he commits a sin -- as one Born Again's sin is NOT unto his death.   ". . . and he shall give him life for them that sin not unto death."  That is, God the Father shall give the sinning Brethren, a Brother in Christ Jesus, One Born Again -- life. Not Eternal Life, for that is already granted a Brother, one of the Brethren, a Born Again Believer in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.  ". . . and he shall give him life . . ."  That is, comfort from his sin, and God will give the Brother, one of the Brethren, absolute fullness of life, that which will revive his drooping spirits, and cause him to live cheerfully and comfortably KNOWING his sins are forgiven, that so he may not be swallowed up with much sorrow, but return and have life more abundantly!



John 10:10
10 The thief cometh not, but for to steal, and to kill, and to destroy: I am come that they might have life, and that they might have it more abundantly.

Note:  The Brethren will have life more abundantly, KNOWING their sins are forgiven, and that when they die and come to stand before the Judgment Seat of God the Son guiltless, having no sin, for their sins have been paid in full by the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth's perfect sacrifice of Himself on the Cross of Calvary.  

The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth is NOT a “happy thief,” as the antichrist proclaims.  As “The thief cometh not, but for to steal, and to kill, and to destroy: . . . ,” which is satan, the devil, that old serpent.
