Galatians 4:16
16 Am I therefore become your enemy, because I tell you the truth?
Note:  The Galatians had accepted false teachers and they had really forsaken Christian ground, Christian Doctrine.  The Galatians had a zeal for God. True zeal was good; if it had a right thing for its object.  The Galatians should have persevered in their zeal for the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth and His Gospel, and not merely have maintained it while the Apostle Paul was with them.  Instead, they had accepted false teachers into their midst.  These new teachers were very zealous to have the Galatians accept their own world view and along with that to now exclude them from the Apostle Paul so that they might be attached to themselves and believe their false doctrine.  Had the Apostle Paul now become their enemy because he had told them the Truth of the Gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ?  Just as the Apostle Paul had warned the Corinthians, that there were false teachers -- even some calling themselves Apostles, 2 Corinthians 11:13 -- here he also warns the Galatians that there were those who had moved into the Churches as spies, Galatians 2:3-5 to destroy the Churches from within.  These men of satan who came in take money from the Churches, Jude 1:10-11; were wandering stars, fake Preachers who were as clouds, Jude 1:12-13, who produced no water (Water represents the Holy Spirit).  These clouds without water, false Preachers/Apostles/Prophets were without the Holy Spirit.

2 Corinthians 11:14-15
14 And no marvel; for Satan himself is transformed into an angel of light.
Note:  An Angel is God's messenger.  An Angel is a messenger, generally a (supernatural) messenger from God conveying news or behests from God to men.  Angels, however, can also refer to the leaders in the Church, such as Elders or Pastors or men sent by them for specific purposes, Galatians 4:14; James 2:25; Revelation 1:16-20. 
15 Therefore it is no great thing if his ministers also be transformed as the ministers of righteousness; whose end shall be according to their works. 

The Apostle Peter had warned the Churches of this very apostasy, turning from the Truth of the Lord Jesus Christ and His Gospel.  
2 Peter 2:1
1 But there were false prophets also among the people, even as there shall be false teachers among you, who privily shall bring in damnable heresies, even denying the Lord that bought them, and bring upon themselves swift destruction.
The Apostle Paul wanted to show the Galatians their mistake and folly and to change his voice, change the way he tried to convince them of the Truth of the Gospel, Galatians 4:20, which he does in the following allegory:  by observing that Abraham had two sons, one by a bondmaid, the other by Abraham's lawful wife.  One was after the flesh, the other by God's Promise; which allegorically signified the two Covenants of Sinai, Exodus 19:20-25; Exodus 20: 1-17, also called the Mosaic Covenant (named after Moses) and of Sion also referred to as Mount Hermon, Deuteronomy 4:48-49.  Agar also known as Hagar, was the handmaid of Sarah and the concubine of Abraham.  Agar (Hagar) was the bondmaid (handmaiden, a woman slave; a woman bound to service without wages, bondwoman, i.e.:  a female slave, woman-servant) and represented the Covenant made at Mount Sinai in Arabia, under which the carnal Jews and their posterity were in a state of bondage, Galatians 4:24-30.  Sarah the lawfully wedded wife of Abraham was the free woman, which represents the Covenant of Grace under the Gospel dispensation and the Gospel Church which is made a people of God's Covenant by Grace from above, free, fertile, which is confirmed, Galatians 4:27, by a passage out of Isaiah 44:1-8.  These two women were typical of the two Covenants; so, too, their respective offspring represented the two sorts of professors (those who profess to be Christians):  legalists (Legalist:  False Christians; in theology legalists mean those who follow the doctrine that Salvation is gained through good works, e.g.:  popery, the papacy, the Roman Catholic "church," all religions worldwide EXCEPT True Christianity) are those who deny God's Truth written in Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible, and Evangelical Christians -- True Worshipers, those of God's Promise, those Called of God, those Born Again by Grace through faith in the Lord Jesus Christ's righteousness alone.
The True Worshipers, the Born Again Believers in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth are like Isaac, Genesis 17:19-21, as they are the children of the Promise.  Whereas, legalists are those who deny God's Truth written in Holy Scripture and are like Ishmael the son of Hagar the Egyptian (making Ishmael half Egyptian,) Genesis 21:9, who was mocking i.e.:  to laugh outright, to scorn, to make sport (Make sport:  Derisive mockery or the object of such mockery to make sport of someone.) Yes, mocking Isaac himself, maybe laughing at his name as Isaac means "he laughs," and/or treating him with contempt as his younger brother, and boasting that he, Ishmael was the firstborn, and that the inheritance belonged to him; and threatening what he would do to him should he hereafter offer to dispute it with him, under pretense of the promise of God that Isaac should be Abraham's heir, and at which promise also he may be supposed to mock.  Indeed, this contention was about the inheritance seems plain from the words of Sarah, Genesis 21:10. These legalists (false Christians) are "earthly" men after the flesh, and of the same persecuting spirit, Galatians 4:29, persecuting the True Christians, those Called of God as did Ishmael of Isaac.  Wherefore as it was then during the time of Abraham and Sarah, that carnal Ishmael persecuted spiritual Isaac, so too the carnal Jews and the false Church persecuted and does persecute the real Christians, Galatians 4:28.  Nevertheless, for the comfort of the latter, it is observed out of the Scripture that the former shall be cast out, and not be heir with them, Galatians 4:30, and the conclusion of the whole is this, that the Saints under the Gospel dispensation are not in bondage to the Law of Moses, but are made free, John 8:31-32; John 8:33; John 8:36; Romans 6:18; Romans 6:22, by the Lord Jesus Christ, Who IS the Truth, John 14:6; to which freedom they are Called, and in which they should stand, Galatians 4:31.
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Note:  So, too, today this is the same.  Preachers, and other Born Again Believers, who speak forth the Truth of God, the glorious Gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth become the enemy of those legalists (false Brethren,) who persecute them for speaking the Truth of the Lord Jesus Christ and His Gospel.
