Jeremiah 49:18
18 As in the overthrow of Sodom and Gomorrah and the neighbour cities thereof, saith the Lord, no man shall abide there, neither shall a son of man dwell in it.
Jeremiah 50:40
40 As God overthrew Sodom and Gomorrah and the neighbour cities thereof, saith the Lord; so shall no man abide there, neither shall any son of man dwell therein.
Isaiah 13:19-21
19 And Babylon, the glory of kingdoms, the beauty of the Chaldees' excellency, shall be as when God overthrew Sodom and Gomorrah.
20 It shall never be inhabited, neither shall it be dwelt in from generation to generation: neither shall the Arabian pitch tent there; neither shall the shepherds make their fold there.

21 But wild beasts of the desert shall lie there; and their houses shall be full of doleful creatures; and owls shall dwell there, and satyrs shall dance there.
Jeremiah 51:42-44
42 The sea is come up upon Babylon: she is covered with the multitude of the waves thereof.
Note:  Sea in the Hebrew here means:  A sea (as breaking in noisy surf) or large body of water; such as the Mediterranean Sea; sometimes a large river, or an artificial basin.
43 Her cities are a desolation, a dry land, and a wilderness, a land wherein no man dwelleth, neither doth any son of man pass thereby.
44 And I will punish Bel in Babylon, and I will bring forth out of his mouth that which he hath swallowed up: and the nations shall not flow together any more unto him: yea, the wall of Babylon shall fall.

Note:  Jeremiah 51:58
Note:  Babylon was the head of the Chaldean nations, and histories show it obtained great fame in the whole world.  The word Babylon means confusion.  By their earthly wisdom and false worship Babylon led people away from Jehovah God.  Babylon shall be as when God overthrew Sodom and Gomorrah.  Though not at once, and not by fire from heaven.  Yet this overthrow was of God, and, when completed, was like Sodom and Gomorrah -- irrecoverable.  Babylon's overthrow was begun by Kings Cyrus and Darius and in after times finished.  There was a circumstance which made it similar to that of Sodom and Gomorrah for as the men of Sodom were eating and drinking when their destruction came upon them, so King Belshazzar, and his nobles, were feasting and reveling (Reveling:  To make merry; indulge in boisterous festivities.  An occasion of merrymaking or noisy festivity with dancing, etc . . . ) when the city was taken, Daniel 5:1-3; Daniel 5:31.  After King Belshazzar was slain, King Darius reigned one year, and in his second year the city was overthrown.  God overthrew Sodom and Gomorrah by fire from heaven on one day.  Babylon continued many years after this, and continued to the time of Alexander the Great.  However, with certainty ancient Babylon ended up like Sodom and Gomorrah.  You could then say that as one was like the other, so too the same thing that eventually happened to Babylon was what had happened to Sodom and Gomorrah and the cities of the plain.

Both things mentioned by the Prophet Isaiah concerning Babylon also happened to Sodom and Gomorrah and the cities of the plain:  They were both covered by the sea (Sea in the Hebrew can also mean a large river (in Babylon's case the Euphrates,)) in Sodom and Gomorrah and the cities of the plain specifically the Dead Sea.  Furthermore, Sodom and Gomorrah and the cities of the plain are also indeed a desolation, a dry land, and a wilderness, a land wherein no man dwelleth, neither doth any son of man pass thereby.
