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Exodus 20:1-17
1 And God spake all these words, saying,

2 I am the Lord thy God, which have brought thee out of the land of Egypt, out of the house of bondage.

3 Thou shalt have no other gods before me.

4 Thou shalt not make unto thee any graven image, or any likeness of any thing that is in heaven above, or that is in the earth beneath, or that is in the water under the earth.

5 Thou shalt not bow down thyself to them, nor serve them: for I the Lord thy God am a jealous God, visiting the iniquity of the fathers upon the children unto the third and fourth generation of them that hate me;

6 And shewing mercy unto thousands of them that love me, and keep my commandments.

7 Thou shalt not take the name of the Lord thy God in vain; for the Lord will not hold him guiltless that taketh his name in vain.

8 Remember the sabbath day, to keep it holy.

9 Six days shalt thou labour, and do all thy work:

10 But the seventh day is the sabbath of the Lord thy God: in it thou shalt not do any work, thou, nor thy son, nor thy daughter, thy manservant, nor thy maidservant, nor thy cattle, nor thy stranger that is within thy gates:

11 For in six days the Lord made heaven and earth, the sea, and all that in them is, and rested the seventh day: wherefore the Lord blessed the sabbath day, and hallowed it.

12 Honour thy father and thy mother: that thy days may be long upon the land which the Lord thy God giveth thee.

13 Thou shalt not kill.
14 Thou shalt not commit adultery.
15 Thou shalt not steal.

16 Thou shalt not bear false witness against thy neighbour.
17 Thou shalt not covet thy neighbour's house, thou shalt not covet thy neighbour's wife, nor his manservant, nor his maidservant, nor his ox, nor his ass, nor any thing that is thy neighbour's.
1 Corinthians 6:9-18

9 Know ye not that the unrighteous shall not inherit the kingdom of God? Be not deceived: neither fornicators, nor idolaters, nor adulterers, nor effeminate, nor abusers of themselves with mankind,
Note:  Unrighteous in the Greek here means:  Unjust, unrighteous, wicked. Properly, workers of inequity, lawlessness, those who were never part of God's plan, for the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth NEVER knew them, Matthew 7:13-23 as His sheep, John 10:14; John 10:26-28, they are those who are without; those who are unjust, violating what God says is just in God's Law and His Word; thus, they are Divinely disapproved.  Which describes being found guilty in God's Court of Law, i.e. as a binding, legal infraction against God's Law which calls for Divine Justice, retribution for disrespecting God's True Justice. 

Adulterers in the Greek means:  A man having sexual relations with a married woman, but also of a woman having sexual relations with a married man.  To commit adultery with, have unlawful intercourse with another's wife, OR even to think the very thought itself:  Deuteronomy 5:18; Leviticus 20:10; Matthew 5:28.  However, in keeping with the context of 1 Corinthians 6, Adulterers here means (by that of a woman's solicitation, i.e.:  specifically women “preachers” which are not lawful) men and women are drawn away to idolatry, e.g.:  Jeremiah 3:9; Revelation 2:18-22.  See the parable of the mustard seed, www.alemattec.com/Against Women Preaching.doc

10 Nor thieves, nor covetous, nor drunkards, nor revilers, nor extortioners, shall inherit the kingdom of God.
Note:  www.alemattec.com/. . . , and covetousness, which is idolatry . . . .doc

11 And such were some of you: but ye are washed, but ye are sanctified, but ye are justified in the name of the Lord Jesus, and by the Spirit of our God.
12 All things are lawful unto me, but all things are not expedient: all things are lawful for me, but I will not be brought under the power of any.

13 Meats for the belly, and the belly for meats: but God shall destroy both it and them. Now the body is not for fornication, but for the Lord; and the Lord for the body.
Note:  Fornication in the Greek here is an unlawful relationship, used here, i.e :  Being a Whore/Harlot, which is whoredom giving oneself to the worship of idols/icons, which is idolatry.  Selling oneself because of covetousness, which is idolatry:  www.alemattec.com/. . . , and covetousness, which is idolatry . . . .doc
14 And God hath both raised up the Lord, and will also raise up us by his own power.

15 Know ye not that your bodies are the members of Christ? shall I then take the members of Christ, and make them the members of an harlot? God forbid.
Note:  Harlot in the Greek means:  A prostitute, met (Met:  to come together for a common purpose, assemble) as an idolatrous community, a “false church”.  Properly a woman who sells her body for sexual uses. One who is an idolatress -- so of 'Babylon' i. e. Rome, the chief seat of idolatry:  Revelation 17:1, 5, 15; Revelation 19:2.
16 What? know ye not that he which is joined to an harlot is one body? for two, saith he, shall be one flesh.

Note:  Whore (the Great Whore) Revelation 17:1-6 / the mother of Harlots, Revelation 18, 2 Corinthians 6:14-18.

17 But he that is joined unto the Lord is one spirit.


Note:  1 Corinthians 12:12-14.
18 Flee fornication. Every sin that a man doeth is without the body; but he that committeth fornication sinneth against his own body.
Note:  Fornication in the Greek here is an unlawful relationship, used here, i.e :  Being a Whore/Harlot, which is whoredom giving oneself to the worship of idols/icons, which is idolatry.  Selling oneself because of covetousness, which is idolatry:  www.alemattec.com/. . . , and covetousness, which is idolatry . . . .doc
“Every sin that a man doeth is without the body; . . .”  Every sin, i.e.:  gluttony, drunkenness, etc . . . are "without," that is it is DONE to his physical body, (in keeping with the context in so doing affects the body of Christ when done to himself,) but does not defile the body of Christ which is Holy, which is the Lord Jesus Christ's Church, which is dealing with True Worship.  Indeed, he certainly injures himself, but he does not alienate the body itself, which is against his/her soul rather than against the body in its permanent essence (Essence:  The basic nature of a thing.  The quality or qualities that make a thing what it is by its very nature as a Born Again Christian's nature, as part of the body of Christ.)  However, the fornicator alienates that body which is the Lord's, as a member of the body of Christ, and makes his body one with a whore's or a harlot's body, and so "sinneth against his own body, i.e.:  the body of Christ " that is, against the verity and nature of his body; not a mere effect on the body from without, but a contradiction of the Truth of the body, wrought within itself.      
“ . . . but he that committeth fornication sinneth against his own body.”  Which IS both against himself AND against the body of Christ.  1 Corinthians 3:17; 1 Corinthians 12:12-14.  It certainly appears that the false teachers who were among the Corinthians taught unholy doctrines. Such teaching tended to corrupt, to pollute, and destroy the body of Christ, which should be kept pure and Holy for God. Those who spread loose principles, which render the Church of God, or that which is called such, as unholy, bring destruction upon themselves.  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth by His Holy Spirit dwells in all True Born Again Believers. Christians are to be Holy by profession, and should be pure and clean, both in heart and conversation. He is deceived who deems himself the Temple of the Holy Ghost, yet is unconcerned about his personal Holiness, or the peace and purity of the Church.  Indeed, false teachers did indeed defile the body or Temple of God, by polluting, according to the Apostle Paul's judgment, who by their fleshly eloquence did then, and do today, defile the purity of the Gospel and teach men untruth which harms the body of Christ.
“If any man defile the Temple of God, . . .”  By the wisdom of the world, through philosophy, and vain deceit, by bringing in false doctrines, errors, and heresies, and hereby corrupt their own minds (and the minds of others) from the simplicity that is in Christ Jesus, and make rents, factions, and divisions among them, then him shall God destroy.  God will destroy both his body and soul in Hell, because of their wicked principles and heretical notions which indeed are pernicious to others, they are certainly heretical as well are damnable to themselves, and will bring upon them that Judgment which lingereth not, and that damnation which slumbereth not. The false prophet, as well as the beast, and satan -- the devil, shall be cast into the Lake of Fire and brimstone. God is not only an avenger of all immoralities committed against God's Righteous Law, but of all false doctrine and false worship, and of everything that is contrary to the Gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, and to the order and ordinances of the Gospel.
If any defile i.e.:  destroy--rather as the Greek verb is the same in both cases, "defile . . . destroy” the Temple, the body of Christ," God repays in kind by a righteous recompense, Ezekiel 7:4, 9; Hebrews 10:29-31. The destroyer, satan, shall himself be destroyed.  As temporal death was the penalty of marring the material Temple Leviticus 16:2; Daniel 5:2-3, 30, so eternal death is the penalty of marring the spiritual Temple of a Christian – which is the body of the Church.  The destroyers here 1 Corinthians 3:16-17, are distinct from the unwise or unskilful builders 1 Corinthians 3:12, 15; the latter held fast the "foundation" 1 Corinthians 3:11, and did not try to change the foundation, and, therefore, though they lose their work of superstructure and the special reward, yet they are themselves Saved.  The destroyers, on the contrary, assailed with false doctrines and teaching such as they try to change the foundation, and so subvert the Temple itself, and shall therefore be destroyed.
That which defiles comes from within, out of the heart, the subconscious, inner life, intention, character, inner self will,:  “For from within, out of the heart of men, . . . “  “All these evil things come from within, and defile the man.”  Which are evil thoughts, adulteries, fornications, murders, thefts, covetousness, wickedness, deceit, lasciviousness, an evil eye, blasphemy, pride, foolishness . . . , Mark 7:14-23.

Some do think that the Apostle Paul passes here from the false teachers to all the members of the Church, who, by profession, are truly "priests unto God" Exodus 19:6; 1 Peter 2:9; Revelation 1:6.  As the Aaronic Priests were doomed to die if they violated the old Temple structure, Exodus 28:43, so any Christian who violates the sanctity of the spiritual Temple -- which is his body, which is part of the body of Christ, shall perish eternally, Hebrews 12:14; 10:26, 31.
 
I however, believe this means, keeping in context:
1 Corinthians 3:17
17 If any man defile the temple of God, him shall God destroy; for the temple of God is holy, which temple ye are. 

Note:  If any man, i.e.:  (one who is a false teacher, one who comes proclaiming false doctrine) does defile/destroy a real Christian, by and through their false doctrines and teachings which are fundamentally wrong, him shall God destroy.  A Christian, a True Worshiper, God's Elect, one Called of God, One Born Again, is ALWAYS Saved, John 10:24-30; John 17:12.
1 Corinthians 12:12-14
12 For as the body is one, and hath many members, and all the members of that one body, being many, are one body: so also is Christ.
13 For by one Spirit are we all baptized into one body, whether we be Jews or Gentiles, whether we be bond or free; and have been all made to drink into one Spirit.
14 For the body is not one member, but many.
“ . . . for the temple of God is holy, which temple ye are.”  Holy—inviolable (Inviolable:  Secure from violation or profanation.  Secure from assault or trespass, which Temple ye are--rather, "the which (that is, Holy) are you."  Set apart, Holy, sacred.  One who is set apart by (or for) God.  Different from others, "Different from the world, i.e.:  satan's family."  The Temple building used as a place of Worship during the time of the Lord Jesus Christ on earth, was different from other buildings, as it was used for the purpose of Worship alone.  Thus, True Worshipers, Christians, those Born Again, Called of God are "Different from the world, i.e.:  satan's family" because Christians being Born Again are like the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth having His new nature placed in them.  

Therefore, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, Who alone is the Savior of the body, 
Romans 8:10; Romans 12:5; 1 Corinthians 12:27; Ephesians 5:23; Colossians 1:24; 2 Thessalonians 3:3; 2 Corinthians 1:12; Romans 5:19-21
keeps a Christian by the Lord Jesus Christ's Righteousness and faithfulness, Romans 3:20-27.


Let all things glorify God the Father through glorifying God the Son, by the Power of God the Holy Spirit sent to Glorify God the Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, John 16:13-15.  Glory to God who presents a Christian before His Presence with exceeding joy and KEEPS US FROM FALLING – not only willing to keep us from falling, but Who is able to keep us from falling (away from the faith, as once Saved ALWAYS Saved, by God's Grace which a Christian does NOTHING for, as it is a free gift from God done to one that believes by faith from hearing/reading God's Word) unto the only wise God our Savior, be Glory and Majesty, Dominion and Power both now and forever, Amen.
