Deuteronomy 18:22
22When a prophet speaketh in the name of the Lord, if the thing follow not, nor come to pass, that is the thing which the Lord hath not spoken, but the prophet hath spoken it presumptuously: thou shalt not be afraid of him.

Note:  Prophet in the Hebrew here means:  A spokesman, speaker, an inspired man, inspired by God's Holy Spirit, one who CLAIMS to speak the Truth of God's Word(s).  When a "prophet" speaketh, that is, one who Claims to speak the Truth of God's Word(s,) in the name of the Lord, if the things this "prophet" makes claim of does NOT come to pass or does NOT follow what this "prophet" spoke concerning the "CLAIM" that this "prophet's" words were God's Words, then " . . .thou shalt not be afraid of him."


Jeremiah 14:14-15
14Then the Lord said unto me, The prophets prophesy lies in my name: I sent them not, neither have I commanded them, neither spake unto them: they prophesy unto you a false vision and divination, and a thing of nought, and the deceit of their heart.

Note:  Prophet in the Hebrew here means:  A spokesman, speaker, an inspired man, inspired by God's Holy Spirit, one who CLAIMS to speak the Truth of God's Word(s).  
Prophesy here in the Hebrew means:  One who give religious instruction, with occasional predictions of future Truths which have yet to be fulfilled.  One who speaks (or sings) SUPPOSEDLY by God's inspiration, under the power of God's Holy Spirit in prediction (Prediction:  a statement about what will happen in the future, or using a simple discourse (Discourse:  the use of words to exchange thoughts and ideas, formal and orderly and usually extended expression of thought on a specific subject, using a mode of organizing knowledge, ideas, or experience that is rooted in language and its concrete contexts)).  One who makes the claim of being God's messenger, a Prophet:  A spokesman, speaker, an inspired man, one who CLAIMS to speak the Truth of God's Word(s).

Jeremiah 23:25

Note:  Here, a false Prophet, one who prophesy lies in the name of the Lord of Hosts, the Lord God of Israel, saying, " . . . I have dreamed, I have dreamed."  Why?  Why are they claiming, falsely, these false prophets, who falsely prophesy lies in the name of the One Triune God, that "I have dreamed, I have dreamed."  Simply, because the Lord of Hosts had spoken to the Children of Israel, and had specifically said that to Moses, whom God had spoken to face to face, and again here to Moses's face, i.e.:  mouth to mouth, but to all other Prophets of Jehovah God, God would speak to them ONLY in visions, and dreams.

Note:  Prophet in the Hebrew here means:  A spokesman, speaker, an inspired man, inspired by God's Holy Spirit, one who CLAIMS to speak the Truth of God's Word(s).  
Prophesy here in the Hebrew means:  One who give religious instruction, with occasional predictions of future Truths which have yet to be fulfilled.  One who speaks (or sings) SUPPOSEDLY by God's inspiration, under the power of God's Holy Spirit in prediction (Prediction:  a statement about what will happen in the future, or using a simple discourse (Discourse:  the use of words to exchange thoughts and ideas, formal and orderly and usually extended expression of thought on a specific subject, using a mode of organizing knowledge, ideas, or experience that is rooted in language and its concrete contexts)).  One who makes the claim of being God's messenger, a Prophet:  A spokesman, speaker, an inspired man, one who CLAIMS to speak the Truth of God's Word(s).  

" . . .saying, I have dreamed, I have dreamed."  The Lord God, the Lord of Hosts, appears to the Jews, and against Aaron, and most specifically again Miriam, who made claim of being a Prophetess, "a female prophet" having words equal to or the same as a Prophet, Prophet in the Hebrew here means:  A spokesman, speaker, an inspired man, inspired by God's Holy Spirit, one who CLAIMS to speak the Truth of God's Word(s).  

Miriam and Aaron sinned against God when they spoke against Moses.  Miriam was a "Prophetess, or was known as a Prophetess" by the people, and Miriam made claim of speaking God's Truth, being inspired of God to do so, and thought herself equal to God's Prophet, Moses.  See, *x*x*x, below.  God then speaks, the Lord of Hosts, and makes it clear that Miriam words, her being "a female prophet," was not equal to, nor the same as Moses, God's Prophet, nor even was the High Priest, Aaron, who was under God's Prophet Moses.  Aaron being older, served the younger brother, Moses.  Such as Esau would do with Jacob.  Genesis 25:23; Romans 9:9-13. 
Numbers 12:1-9
1 And Miriam and Aaron spake against Moses because of the Ethiopian woman whom he had married: for he had married an Ethiopian woman.
Note:  *** See explanation about Moses marrying an Ethiopian woman below.
2 And they said, Hath the Lord indeed spoken only by Moses? hath he not spoken also by us? And the Lord heard it.

Note: God sent Moses to give them God's Laws; Aaron to be the High Priest and to pray for the people of God; Miriam was to follow her brothers Moses and Aaron, and to be assistant to her brothers, and an example to the women of Israel.  However, when those who are to be an assistant, demands to be the Head, the leader, when God has NOT called them for that purpose, then they cause conflict, not bring order as Moses had done, for God is a God of order, not disorder or tumult, and a God of peace, not confusion, 1 Corinthians 14:33.
Simply because one "believes" that the Lord God, Jehovah God, has spoken to them does NOT mean it is so.  Many times, satan, too speaks to people who not having the discernment offered by the Holy Spirit, even though they may be a True Worshiper, falsely understand by failing to examine what is being said, "shown in the New Testament Command, to "try" or test the Spirits, 1 John 4:1, to see if the Words are of God, (or not of God, instead of satan).  How?  Seeing what is spoken to them aligns itself with God's Word, Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible.  If those who speak, if their words aligns itself with God's Word, and "if that thing comes to pass, perfectly" then it is of God.  If not, that "spirit" that spoke was NOT of God, but of satan, who comes speaking God's Words, falsely, as the tempter of God's people, www.alemattec.com/The antiChrist moves . . . .doc, www.alemattec.com/1 Beloved, believe not every spirit, but try the spirits whether they are of God . . . .doc.

3 (Now the man Moses was very meek, above all the men which were upon the face of the earth.)

One who is kept in bondage:  One kept to be a worshipper!  A True worshiper of the Lord of Hosts, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.


8 With him will I speak mouth to mouth, even apparently, and not in dark speeches; and the similitude of the Lord shall he behold: wherefore then were ye not afraid to speak against my servant Moses?

Note:  Servant here in the Hebrew means:  Bondage, one under bondage, one who is a slave.  A male slave.  One who is compelled.  One who is enslaved.  One who is kept in bondage:  One kept to be a worshipper!  A True worshiper of the Lord of Hosts, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.  www.alemattec.com/The Lord of Hosts the God of Israel, I AM HE, the Lord thy God, I AM the Lord, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, Lord God, Jehovah God.doc

Numbers 12:1
1 And Miriam and Aaron spake against Moses because of the Ethiopian woman whom he had married: for he had married an Ethiopian woman.

Note:  Ethiopian in the Hebrew means:  Cushite, a Cushite woman, an Egyptian.  Moses had married an Ethiopian, a Cushi, or Cushite (an Egyptian) proselyte, a dark skinned proselyte woman of Egypt.  Remember, who was with them in the desert?  A mixed company, a mixed multitude, the Hebrews and their spouses from Egypt that the Israelis had intermarried with in Egypt.

A proselyte:  A new convert to a particular faith, or cause.  One who completely accepts a particular faith, or cause, but was not part of that faith, or cause, originally.
A righteous proselyte is a Gentile who has converted to Judaism, is bound to all the Doctrines and precepts of the Jewish economy, and is considered a full member of the Jewish people.

A gate proselyte is a "resident alien" who lives in the Land of Israel and follows some of the customs. They are not required to be circumcised nor to comply with the whole of the Law.



Exodus 12:36-38

36 And the Lord gave the people favour in the sight of the Egyptians, so that they lent unto them such things as they required. And they spoiled the Egyptians.

Note:  ". . . And they spoiled the Egyptians."  Spoiled here in the Hebrew means:  To snatch away, to escape, be delivered, whether in a good or a bad sense.  

37 And the children of Israel journeyed from Rameses to Succoth, about six hundred thousand on foot that were men, beside children.

38 And a mixed multitude went up also with them; and flocks, and herds, even very much cattle.
Note:  "And a mixed multitude . . ."  The Children of Israel went out with their Egyptian husbands and wives, etc . . . (Moses married a Cushite woman, an Ethiopian, a Cushi, or Cushite (an Egyptian) proselyte, an Egyptian. 
 
Jeremiah 13:23
23 Can the Ethiopian change his skin, or the leopard his spots? then may ye also do good, that are accustomed to do evil.

Cushite, or Ethiopian is a dark skinned people of Arabia, the South Nile Valley of Egypt.

Miriam and Aaron sinned against God when they spoke against Moses.  Miriam was a "Prophetess, or was known as a Prophetess" by the people, and Miriam made claim of speaking God's Truth, being inspired of God to do so, and thought herself equal to God's Prophet, Moses.  God then speaks, the Lord of Hosts, and makes it clear that Miriam words, her being "a female prophet," was not equal to, nor the same as Moses, God's Prophet, nor even was the High Priest, Aaron, who was under God's Prophet Moses.  Aaron being older, served the younger brother, Moses.  Such as Esau would do with Jacob.  Genesis 25:23; Romans 9:9-13.




Exodus 15:20-21

20 And Miriam the prophetess, the sister of Aaron, took a timbrel in her hand; and all the women went out after her with timbrels and with dances.
Note:  Miriam is the same name as Mary or Maria with us today.  Miriam means rebellious, and signifies bitterness, one who is bitter, change, be disobedient, disobey, grievously, provocation, provoking.  Miriam, bitterness, i.e. (figuratively) rebellion; concretely, bitter, or rebellious -- bitter, (most) rebel(-lion, -lious). Miriam comes from the HEBREW marah.  This rebellion could either be good or bad, but is shown here to be bad.  (God gave people names to reflect their character).

Judges 11:34, a custom the Jews observed in certain situations, signifying their great joy, i.e.:  dancing.  However, this should not be used as a means to justify dancing of any kind in a Christian Church, as there is simply no mention at all of dancing in the New Testament, nor in the Churches of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.
21 And Miriam answered them, Sing ye to the Lord, for he hath triumphed gloriously; the horse and his rider hath he thrown into the sea.
Note:  Prophets, would often times Prophecy, (Prophecy:  To speak God's Truth,) through music, as was done in the Psalms.  Therefore, being known as a "Prophetess," Miriam, instructs the people to sing.  We must realize, however, that those of satan also come speaking God's Truth.  Simply because someone speaks God's Truth, does NOT mean they are of God.  Try the spirits, test the spirits, to see (certainly over time, as we are not to lay our hands on, approve of anyone too quickly,) but have them pass the test of time to see if what they speak is of God, 1 Timothy 5:22, if what they peak is True, is of God, or false, of satan.  As the singers went before the players of instruments, and the women playing on timbrels, Psalm 68:25.  
Micah 6:4
4 For I brought thee up out of the land of Egypt, and redeemed thee out of the house of servants; and I sent before thee Moses, Aaron, and Miriam.
Note:  Servant here in the Hebrew means:  Bondage, one under bondage, one who is a slave.  A male slave.  One who is compelled.  One who is enslaved.

1 Peter 1:10
10Of which salvation the prophets have enquired and searched diligently, who prophesied of the grace that should come unto you:
Note:  Prophets here in the Greek means:  Prophet, a poet; a person gifted at expositing (Expositing:  Expound,  to explain or state (something), to give details about (something), to set forth, to state, or defend in careful and often elaborate detail) Divine Truth, (an interpreter or forth-teller of the Divine Will).  One who knows beforehand.  Properly, one who speaks forth by the inspiration of God.  One called forth to elevate/assert one idea over another, especially through the "spoken-Word".  A Prophet declares the mind (message) of God, which sometimes predicts the future (foretelling) – and more commonly, speaks forth God's Truth, God's Word in a message revealed to them for a particular situation.  A True Prophet of God then is someone inspired by God to foretell or tell-forth (forthtell) the Word of God.

Prophesied here in the Greek means:  To foretell, tell forth, Prophesy.  One who sets forth a matter of Divine teaching by special faculty.  One called forth to elevate/assert one idea over another, especially through the "spoken-Word".  One who is Called to "assert by elevating one statement over another") – properly, "speak forth" in divinely-empowered forthtelling or foretelling:  to Prophesy. Usually one who speaks forth from forthtelling which reveals the mind (message) of God in a particular situation.  Prophesy can also refer to foretelling, i.e. predicting the future as the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth reveals it.


1 John 4:1
1Beloved, believe not every spirit, but try the spirits whether they are of God: because many false prophets are gone out into the world.

Note:  World in the Greek means a group, a family.  Here, world, is spoken of as God's Family on earth, the Lord Jesus Christ's Church.  Many false "prophets" are gone out into the Churches.

In the Greek, false prophets here means:  One who in God's Name teaches what is false.  Properly, a false prophet is someone "pretending to speak the Word of the Lord God (Prophesy,)" but in fact they are simply a phony (an imposter), a hypocrite (one "acting" as God's spokesman,) but is in fact a wolf in sheep's clothing.  A false prophet specializes in "the art of misimpression, (Misimpression:  A mistaken impression, misconstruing, misreading, misunderstanding, misinterpretation of God's Word)".  They are quick to show how they are "ordained, hand Chosen" by their "church," and claim to be "commissioned" by the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth to teach the Word of God to the world, proudly proclaiming to the world "their message".  In fact, they operate by self and for self, and more often than not they are simply a hireling, John 10:13.  Therefore, they must be exposed for what they are – and are not!


1 John 4:4
4Ye are of God, little children, and have overcome them: because greater is he that is in you, than he that is in the world.
Note:  Little Children in the Greek means:  Darlings (Christian Converts) -- little children, those loved of God.  A term of kindly address by Teachers to their Disciples, i.e.:  Learners. (Always used in the plural little children).


1 John 5:21
21Little children, keep yourselves from idols. Amen.

Note:  Little Children in the Greek means:  Darlings (Christian Converts) -- little children, those loved of God.  A term of kindly address by Teachers to their Disciples, i.e.:  Learners. (Always used in the plural little children).

Idols in the Greek means:  An image (of God in any form).  Which is a false god, and false worship.  An idol is an image, or any likeness of anything, specifically of either God the Father, God the Son, or God the Holy Spirit is an idol, and generally of Heavenly Angels.

An Icon is an idol:  An icon is an image, usually in pictorial form, but simply an image.  Any man made object of uncritical devotion, which is an idol.  A person who is very successful and admired.


Exodus 20:1-6
1 And God spake all these words, saying,

2 I am the Lord thy God, which have brought thee out of the land of Egypt, out of the house of bondage.
3 Thou shalt have no other gods before me.

4 Thou shalt not make unto thee any graven image, or any likeness of any thing that is in heaven above, or that is in the earth beneath, or that is in the water under the earth.
