2 Corinthians 10:3-6
3 For though we walk in the flesh, we do not war after the flesh:
4 (For the weapons of our warfare are not carnal, but mighty through God to the pulling down of strong holds;)
5 Casting down imaginations, and every high thing that exalteth itself against the knowledge of God, and bringing into captivity every thought to the obedience of Christ;

6 And having in a readiness to revenge all disobedience, when your obedience is fulfilled.
1 Timothy 1:15-23
15 This is a faithful saying, and worthy of all acceptation, that Christ Jesus came into the world to save sinners; of whom I am chief.

16 Howbeit for this cause I obtained mercy, that in me first Jesus Christ might shew forth all longsuffering, for a pattern to them which should hereafter believe on him to life everlasting.
17 Now unto the King eternal, immortal, invisible, the only wise God, be honour and glory for ever and ever. Amen.
18 This charge I commit unto thee, son Timothy, according to the prophecies which went before on thee, that thou by them mightest war a good warfare;
19 Holding faith, and a good conscience; which some having put away concerning faith have made shipwreck:

20 Of whom is Hymenaeus and Alexander; whom I have delivered unto Satan, that they may learn not to blaspheme.
Ephesians 6:11-13
11 Put on the whole armour of God, that ye may be able to stand against the wiles of the devil.
12 For we wrestle not against flesh and blood, but against principalities, against powers, against the rulers of the darkness of this world, against spiritual wickedness in high places.

Note:  Here, the Apostle Paul gives these names to the evil angels--demons, devils, i.e.:  " . . . principalities, against powers, against the rulers of the darkness of this world, against spiritual wickedness in high places." by reason of the effects which they work; not that they are able to do the same in and of themselves, but because God gives them permission.  These evil angels . . . do their work by possession of men, take over them as satan does what he wills with those not Born Again, against those who are Not the True Worshipers.  Everybody worships; even atheist.  They worship themselves and have no place for God, John 4:23; 2 Timothy 2:24-26.

13 Wherefore take unto you the whole armour of God, that ye may be able to withstand in the evil day, and having done all, to stand.
Psalm 10:4
4 The wicked, through the pride of his countenance, will not seek after God: God is not in all his thoughts.
Psalm 36:1
1 The transgression of the wicked saith within my heart, that there is no fear of God before his eyes.
Malachi 3:17-18
17 And they shall be mine, saith the Lord of hosts, in that day when I make up my jewels; and I will spare them, as a man spareth his own son that serveth him.

18 Then shall ye return, and discern between the righteous and the wicked, between him that serveth God and him that serveth him not.

1 John 5:18
18 We know that whosoever is born of God sinneth not; but he that is begotten of God keepeth himself, and that wicked one toucheth him not.

Note:  This does not mean that a Christian doesn't sin, nor fall into the sin the so easily besets us, Hebrews 12:1-3, as individuals.  (Each man/woman has a weakness (sin) that is easy for them to fall back into).  This passage simply means for eternity, satan can't strike you down nor take you away from the Lord Jesus Christ, or God His/Our Father.  The Apostle John gives us here reassurance, 1 John 3:18-20; the reason why no sin is mortal to some, i.e.:  Born Again Believers, the True Worshipers, as we know, believe, and trust in the Truth, John 8:32; John 14:6; John 8:36.  That is, because they are Born Again Believers in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, they are born of God, that is to say, have been made the Sons of God in Christ Jesus, and being endowed (Endowed:  Provided with something freely or naturally; here by God through the Lord Jesus Christ.) with God's Holy Spirit, thus, they do not serve sin, nor are they mortally wounded by sin, by the wiles (Wiles:  Enticed by trickery, deceivedl) of satan.
