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Isaiah 9:16
16 For the leaders of this people cause them to err; and they that are led of them are destroyed.
A government that fails to secure its borders is guilty of dereliction of duty. A government that fails to care for our men and women on the frontlines is guilty of malpractice. A government that puts the needs of illegal aliens above U.S. veterans for political gain should be prosecuted for criminal neglect bordering on treason. 


Compare, contrast and weep:
In Sacramento, Calif., lawmakers are moving forward with a budget-busting plan to extend government-funded health insurance to at least 1.5 million illegal aliens.
In Los Angeles, federal bureaucrats callously canceled an estimated 40,000 diagnostic tests and treatments for American veterans with cancer and other illnesses to cover up a decade-long backlog.

In New York, doctors report that nearly 40 percent of their patients receiving kidney dialysis are illegal aliens. A survey of nephrologists in 44 states revealed that 65 percent of them treat illegal aliens with kidney disease.
In Memphis, a VA whistleblower reported that his hospital was using contaminated kidney dialysis machines to treat America's warriors. The same hospital previously had been investigated for chronic overcrowding at its emergency room, leading to six-hour waits or longer. Another watchdog probe found unconscionable delays in processing lab tests at the center. In addition, three patients died under negligent circumstances, and the hospital failed to enforce accountability measures.

In Arizona, illegal aliens incurred health care costs totaling an estimated $700 million in 2009.
In Phoenix, at least 40 veterans died waiting for VA hospitals and clinics to treat them, while government officials created secret waiting lists to cook the books and deceive the public about deadly treatment delays.
At the University of California at Berkeley, UC President Janet Napolitano (former secretary of the Department of Homeland Security), www.alemattec.com/Janet Napolitano Pledges $5 Million To Aid Students Living In The U.S. Illegally . . . .doc, has offered $5 million in financial aid to illegal alien students. Across the country, 16 states offer in-state tuition discounts for illegal aliens: California, Colorado, Connecticut, Illinois, Kansas, Maryland, Minnesota, Nebraska, New Jersey, New Mexico, New York, Oklahoma, Oregon, Texas, Utah and Washington. In addition, the Rhode Island Board of Governors for Higher Education, the University of Hawaii Board of Regents and the University of Michigan Board of Regents all approved their own illegal alien tuition benefits. (Note:  Now Missouri, where I live, so now 17 states give in-state tuition discounts to illegal aliens.  Out of State AMERICAN students have to pay a much higher price than these illegal aliens).
In 2013, the nation's most selective colleges and universities had enrolled just 168 American veterans, down from 232 in 2011. Anti-war activists have waged war on military recruitment offices at elite campuses for years. The huge influx of illegal aliens in state universities is shrinking the number of state-subsidized slots for vets.


In 2013, the Obama Department of Homeland Security released 36,007 known, convicted criminal illegal aliens, according to the Center for Immigration Studies. The catch-and-release beneficiaries include thugs convicted of homicide, sexual assault, kidnapping, and thousands of drunk or drugged driving crimes.

The same Department of Homeland Security issued a report in 2009 that identified returning combat veterans as worrisome terrorist and criminal threats to America.

In Washington, Big Business and open-borders lobbyists are redoubling efforts to pass another massive illegal alien amnesty to flood the U.S. job market with low-wage labor.

Across the country, men and women in uniform returning home from Iraq and Afghanistan have higher jobless rates than the civilian population. The unemployment rate for new veterans has spiked to its worst levels, nearing 15 percent. For veterans ages 24 and under, the jobless rate is a whopping 29.1 percent, compared to 17.6 percent nationally for the age group.
A Forbes columnist reported last year that an Air Force veteran was told: "We don't hire your kind."
Note:  As a Navy Veteran, I experienced this for some 20 years trying to get a career established.  My Navy experience was not considered, and I was told that it gave me a four year "gap," of work history as far as the civilian work force was concerned.


And last December, Democrats led the charge to reduce cost-of-living increases in military pensions — while blocking GOP Alabama Sen. Jeff Sessions' efforts to close a $4.2 billion loophole that allows illegal aliens to collect child tax credits from the IRS, even if they pay no taxes. The fraudulent payments to illegal aliens would have offset the cuts to veterans' benefits.

15 Only the Lord had a delight in thy fathers to love them, and he chose their seed after them, even you above all people, as it is this day.
16 Circumcise therefore the foreskin of your heart, and be no more stiffnecked.
17 For the Lord your God is God of gods, and Lord of lords, a great God, a mighty, and a terrible, which regardeth not persons, nor taketh reward:
18 He doth execute the judgment of the fatherless and widow, and loveth the stranger, in giving him food and raiment.

Note:  " . . . and loveth the stranger, in giving him food and raiment."  The stranger, one that is in a foreign country, at a distance from his native land, Israel, and destitute of friends to provide basic necessities, food and clothes.  Such God in His Providence takes care of, and expresses His love and kindness to, by giving them the necessaries of life, i.e.:  food, and raiment.  As the Jews were strangers in the land of Egypt, and therefore should sympathize with such who are strangers in foreign lands, and show them compassion, relieve them in distress, and whatever God doeth make available to them by the power of their hands to communicate to them the love of God through the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.  The Jews here are called to remember their own condition in Egypt, and how welcome such a treatment would have been to them then, as well as the kind and careful Providence of God towards them at that time.  God's common Providence, which extends itself to all nations of men, they being all made of one blood, BUT NOT OF ONE SPIRIT. God loveth the stranger, verse 18 above, that is, God gives to all life, and breath, and all things, even to those that are Gentiles, heathen, and who are strangers to the commonwealth of Israel, www.alemattec.com/Genesis 5, the Olive Tree and the Commonwealth of Israel . . . .doc, and to Israel's God.  God, who knows all things, knows those perfectly whom are His in those nations a far off, even though we know nothing of them. God gives food and raiment even to those to whom he has not shown His Word and statutes, His Law, Matthew 5:45. God's common gifts to mankind oblige us to honor all men. Or the expression denotes the particular care which Providence takes of strangers in distress, which we ought to praise God for his love, Psalm 146:9. 

19 Love ye therefore the stranger: for ye were strangers in the land of Egypt.

20 Thou shalt fear the Lord thy God; him shalt thou serve, and to him shalt thou cleave, and swear by his name.
Matthew 17:24-26

24 And when they were come to Capernaum, they that received tribute money came to Peter, and said, Doth not your master pay tribute?

25 He saith, Yes. And when he was come into the house, Jesus prevented him, saying, What thinkest thou, Simon? of whom do the kings of the earth take custom or tribute? of their own children, or of strangers?
26 Peter saith unto him, Of strangers. Jesus saith unto him, Then are the children free.
Note:  The Lord Jesus Christ spoke first to give Simon Peter proof that no thought can be withholden from Him. We who are Christians must never decline our duty for fear of giving offense.  We move neither to the left or the right in battle, www.alemattec.com/4 He that observeth the wind shall not sow; and he that regardeth the clouds shall not reap.doc.  However, we as Christians must sometimes deny ourselves in our worldly interests, rather than give offense.

" . . . or of strangers?"  Meaning not foreigners, living in their land, or such who formerly belonged to other nations, but were now taken captive or as slaves, and brought into subjection.  Speaking here are those outside their Tribe, or City who are, so called, in distinction from their own domestics helpers not of their household, their children, or those of their own family.

The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth as He was a son of David, the mighty King of Israel, was of King David's house and family, and heir apparent to King David's Throne and Kingdom, thus according to this rule, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth must be exempt from paying such tribute or tax.  Only strangers paid taxes, not the sons or daughters of the King.  The meaning of "Tribute" is the poll-tax, payable to the pagan Romans by everyone whose name was in the census. This, therefore, it will be observed, was strictly a civil tax. This cannot mean "foreigners," from other nations were to be taxed for those outside of their nation, non-citizens, living in their nation from whom sovereigns certainly do raise taxes, and those who are not of their own family, that is, their subjects are taxed.  The general principle observed by sovereigns, Kings, who do not draw taxes from their own children, and thus convey the Truth respecting the Lord Jesus Christ's Own exemption the more strikingly.  A King did not tax his own children, but received taxes from his subjects, and those in the land legally, but who were foreigners, and those foreigners who came in to do business or who owned land there.  Hence, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, the King's Only Begotten Son, for whom the Temple was built, was not subject to the Temple tax either, for the benefit of the Temple. The Son of the King would not pay tribute to the King, nor the Son of Man, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth need to pay a Temple tax.

" And when they were come to Capernaum, they that received tribute money . . . ," verse 24 above.  
Capernaum, Autumn, A.D. 29

The Law of Moses required from every male of twenty years and upward the payment of a tax of half a shekel for the support of the Temple, Exodus 30:12-16; 2 Chronicles 24:5-6.  This tax was collected annually. We are told that a dispute arose between the Pharisees and Sadducees as to whether the payment of this tax was voluntary or compulsory.  Every male Israelite of age, including proselytes and manumitted (Manumitted:  Those released from slavery) Jews, was expected to pay annually for the Temple-service a half-shekel or didrachm, about thirty-five cents. This must be paid in the ancient money of Israel, the regular half-shekel of the treasury.  The money-changers, therefore, were in demand to change the current coinage of outside nations into the Temple coin, which they did at a rate of discount fixed by Law, between four and five cents on every half-shekel. The annual revenue to the money-changers from this source has been estimated at nearly forty-five thousand dollars.  This, indeed, was a very large sum in a country where a laborer received less than twenty cents for a day's work, and where the good Samaritan (the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth) left about thirty-three cents at the inn for the keeping of the wounded man. The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth attacked a very powerful interest when He overthrew the tables of the money-changers, not once but twice. 

In the time of the Prophet Nehemiah, there was a yearly charge of the "third" part of a "shekel", for the service of the Temple, Nehemiah 10:32.  This was not done by virtue of a Divine order, or any Law of Moses, with which it did not agree; but by an ordinance the Jews then made for themselves, as their necessity required.
Over a period of time, this tax, as taxes often do which are "temporary," became a fixed thing, that every year a half shekel should be paid by every Israelite and proselyte (Proselyte:  A foreigner who had converted to Judaism,) excepting women, children, and slaves, towards defraying the necessary charges of the Temple service, and this obtained in the time of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth. There is a whole tract in the Jewish Misna, called Shekalim, in which an account is given of the persons who are obliged to pay this money, the time and manner of collecting it, and for what uses it is put.  This tax continued until the time of Titus Vespasian, who also considered himself a "god,".  Josephus says, Tiberius Caesar Divi Augusti filius Augustus, laid a tax of two drachms, the same with the half shekel, upon the Jews as Tribute money, and through the Jewish Tax Collectors, like Matthew who worked for pagan Rome, collected and was ordered to bring this Tribute money yearly into the capitol at Rome.


From Thebes, reign of Tiberius year 17 (31 A.D.) tax of the Palm of the God: lit. silver of the Palm of the God.  
Temple palm tax
Demotic and Greek ostrakon, inv. no. 1067
Demotic: Pteamenope, son of Pamonth, has paid to the Bank as tax of the Palm of the God for the year 16: 2 stater 1½ kit 1½ obols (its half making) 1 stater ½ kit 3½ obols (-) 2 stater 1½ kit 1½ obols, with the additional charge at 1 obol. Written in the year 17 of the exalted Tiberius, the exalted Caesar, the exalted Augustus, on the 13th of Thoth. Andrus, son of Piko, has written (this).

However, this was not the Temple tax required by God in the Law of Moses to pay for the upkeep and repair of the Temple, nor a voluntary amount done during the time of the Prophet Nehemiah, but was tribute money owned to support the "gods" worshiped by pagan Rome, specifically Tiberus Caesar, who was called the "son of god."  It was to pay a tax, "tribute" to Caesar, worshiped by the Herodians as a "god".  

The Roman tribute, spoken of in Matthew 22:15-21, below, is the reason of such a question that they might ensnare the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, and to have known whether He was of the same mind with Judas of Galilee, a rebel against Rome, http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Judas_of_Galilee, that had refused to pay tribute to Caesar.  As they could not tell whether the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth was reckoned as an inhabitant, or citizen of Capernaum.
Tribute money was indeed a "temple tax," but was for false deities, emperors, Baal, satan . . .  The Lord Jesus Christ, nor the Apostles, nor ANY child of the King, was to pay taxes, for they owed nothing to such, but should pay it "not owing allegiance to it," but still required to pay it by the pagan's law.  Herodians, those who worshiped the King as a "god," came to the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, to trick Him, along with the Pharisees, so they could put the Lord Jesus Christ to death.  These Herodians, also had their Jewish follows, who had turned from Jehovah God.
Matthew 22:15-21

15 Then went the Pharisees, and took counsel how they might entangle him in his talk.
16 And they sent out unto him their disciples with the Herodians, saying, Master, we know that thou art true, and teachest the way of God in truth, neither carest thou for any man: for thou regardest not the person of men.
Note:  Mark 3:6,  Mark 12:13.


17 Tell us therefore, What thinkest thou? Is it lawful to give tribute unto Caesar, or not?
18 But Jesus perceived their wickedness, and said, Why tempt ye me, ye hypocrites?
19 Shew me the tribute money. And they brought unto him a penny.
Note:  This had to have been a horrific thing for the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, here to be mocked by the Herodians.  See note in next verse.

20 And he saith unto them, Whose is this image and superscription?

Note:  The image on the penny was "Tiberius Caesar, Augustus, son of what the pagan Roman's believed was divine Augustus," thus Tiberius Caesar, was called and considered, "the son of god," and when the Lord Jesus Christ asks whose inscription is on it, they reply, "Caesar's."  See the exact coin here:  ROMAN DENARIUS:  TIBERIUS AS SON OF GOD, Furthermore, see that Julius Caesar (God,) and Octavian (Son of God) were also worshipped by the Herodians as “gods” also., http://ejc-nexus.net/AMBS-Handouts/Jn1.1-18-SonofGodandAncientCoins.pdf,

21 They say unto him, Caesar's. Then saith he unto them, Render therefore unto Caesar the things which are Caesar's; and unto God the things that are God's.
22 When they had heard these words, they marvelled, and left him, and went their way.

Note:  As the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth had already silenced the Sadducees, Matthew 22:31-46, here to the Lord Jesus Christ silences the Herodians, who were sent by the Pharisees to try and trap the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.  Yet, once again, an attempt to trap the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth has failed.  The Only Begotten Son of God, John 1:14; John 1:18; John 3:16, John 3:18, 1 John 4:9, the Lord Jesus Christ's work transcends politics. The Lord Jesus Christ's opponents are unable to trap Him in His reply. In fact, they are silenced by His response.  What happens when there is a blatant moral conflict between the affairs of state and Christian's union to Jehovah God? The reply by the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth gives a Christian his answer.  The Lord Jesus Christ does not endorse a separation of church and state, as if these were two totally distinct spheres. What it shows us is that government, even a pagan heathen government, has the right to exist and be supported by all its citizens. Its existence is not an inherent violation of a Christians' commitment to God, unless forced to deny God's Word.  Then, a Christian is NOT required to follow man, but God, www.alemattec.com/Antipas.doc, even if the whole world (satan's family) is against you.
The Jews were lying about the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, as anyone who refused to pay Roman taxes, i.e.:  here the Roman Tribute, was to be put to death as a traitor against pagan Rome.  Thus, the Jews made this false accusation against the Lord Jesus Christ:
Luke 23:1-3

1 And the whole multitude of them arose, and led him unto Pilate.

2 And they began to accuse him, saying, We found this fellow perverting the nation, and forbidding to give tribute to Caesar, saying that he himself is Christ a King.
Note:  Referring to Matthew 17:24-26, above.
3 And Pilate asked him, saying, Art thou the King of the Jews? And he answered him and said, Thou sayest it.
Government has the right to exist and function, but its presence does not cancel out a True Worshiper's allegiance to God, and requirement to keep the Lord Jesus Christ's Commandments.  The Apostle Paul, said that the "ministers of the government," were to be paid tribute, as God had placed them there; therefore, they are God's ministers.
Romans 13:5-7

5 Wherefore ye must needs be subject, not only for wrath, but also for conscience sake.
6 For for this cause pay ye tribute also: for they are God's ministers, attending continually upon this very thing.
7 Render therefore to all their dues: tribute to whom tribute is due; custom to whom custom; fear to whom fear; honour to whom honour.
We who are Christians are not to be those who despise government.  God has placed the government, under His control, placing government officials, even evil ones there as God's ministers, to either take care of or to punish the people, as these ministers are under their Governors who are for the punishment of evildoers, and for the praise of them that do well.
2 Peter 2:10
10 But chiefly them that walk after the flesh in the lust of uncleanness, and despise government. Presumptuous are they, selfwilled, they are not afraid to speak evil of dignities.
Note:  Presumptuous in the Greek means:  Bold or daring, literally, darers, very bold people who foolishly ignore what should make them afraid, i.e. as they blatantly (boldly) practice their vile, disrespectful acts.  Those who are too confident, especially in a way that is rude and or demeaning.  Done or made without permission, right, or with good reason, thus overstepping due bounds, and/or taking liberties themselves when none has been given.  Selfwilled and pleased with themselves, and their own conceits, their dogmas and opinions.  Those having their own high sense and profound judgment, and being obstinate in their sentiments, and resolutely bent to retain and defend them.

These, those who are presumptuous are not afraid to speak evil of dignities, even against Apostles, who were set in the first place in the the Lord Jesus Christ's Church, and were the glory of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, 1 Corinthians 12:28, and or of Angels, styled thrones, dominions, principalities, and powers.  Or, of civil magistrates, those whom God has set in high places, and to whom glory and honor are due, which to do is contrary to the Law of God, and of dangerous consequence, Exodus 22:28, Thou shalt not revile the gods, that is, the judges and magistrates.  As judges and magistrates were to be able to distinguish between good and evil, for their executing these laws, which means:  Civil magistrates, the judges of the land, and the like, are meant, who are powers ordained of God, are in His stead, and represent Him, even though they might be pagan, not knowing God, www.alemattec.com/Secular humanism has displaced the Judeo-Christian world view.doc.  Magistrates ought not to fear the reproach of men, nor their revilings, but those that do revile them for their being a terror to evil works and workers reflect upon God Himself, and such who do will have a great deal to answer for in the Day of Judgment.  They, God's Ministers, Governors, magistrates , should have respect shown them for acting in God's stead.  Neither should they be treated with any degree of slight and/or contempt, which may discourage and intimidate them, and deter them from the execution of their Office, Psalm 82:1.
Dignities mean, authority of magistrates:  Princes and or great men; those men high in authority, those who rule over others.  Curse them not, even in private, Ecclesiastes 10:20, for that which is spoken is found out.
1 Peter 2:13-25

13 Submit yourselves to every ordinance of man for the Lord's sake: whether it be to the king, as supreme;

14 Or unto governors, as unto them that are sent by him for the punishment of evildoers, and for the praise of them that do well.
15 For so is the will of God, that with well doing ye may put to silence the ignorance of foolish men:

16 As free, and not using your liberty for a cloke of maliciousness, but as the servants of God.

17 Honour all men. Love the brotherhood. Fear God. Honour the king.

18 Servants, be subject to your masters with all fear; not only to the good and gentle, but also to the froward.

19 For this is thankworthy, if a man for conscience toward God endure grief, suffering wrongfully.

20 For what glory is it, if, when ye be buffeted for your faults, ye shall take it patiently? but if, when ye do well, and suffer for it, ye take it patiently, this is acceptable with God.

Jupiter, Juno and Minerva were honored in temples known as Capitolia, which were built on hills and other prominent areas in many cities in Italy and the provinces, particularly during the Augustan and Julio-Claudian periods. Most had a triple cella.  Cella:  A cella (from Latin for small chamber) or naos (from the Greek ναός meaning temple), is the inner chamber of a temple in classical architecture, or a shop facing the street in domestic Roman architecture.  In Ancient Greek and Roman temples the cella is a room at the centre of the building, usually containing a cult image or statue representing the particular deity venerated in the temple, which also included the Roman Emperor worshiped as a "god".
Although the word Capitolium (pl. Capitolia) could be used to refer to any temple dedicated to the Capitoline Triad, it referred especially to the temple on the Capitoline Hill in Rome known as aedes Iovis Optimi Maximi Capitolini ("the temple of the Best, Greatest, Capitoline Jupiter"), http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Seven_hills_of_Rome. 


The temple was built under the reign of Lucius Tarquinius Superbus, the last King of Rome prior to the establishment of the Roman Republic. Although the temple was shared by Jupiter, Juno and Minerva, each deity had a separate cella, with Juno Regina on the left, Minerva on the right, and Jupiter Optimus Maximus in the middle. It included a podium and a tetrastyle (four column) pronaos (porch).[9]
Another shrine (sacellum) dedicated to Jupiter, Juno Regina and Minerva was the Capitolium Vetus on the Quirinal Hill. It was thought to be older than the more famous temple of Jupiter Optimus Maximus on the Capitoline Hill, and was still a landmark in Martial's time, in the late 1st century.[10]  For cultic reasons, but also to use the light of the rising sun, virtually all Greek temples were oriented to the east.  The Parthenon cella, also had another impressive feature, namely two tiers of columns atop each other, as did the temple of Aphaia on Aegina. The cella of a Greek temple was entered only rarely and by very few visitors. Generally, entry to the room, except during important festivals or other special occasions, was limited to the priests. Sometimes, the divine character of the cult image was stressed even more by removing it further into a separate space within the cella, the adyton. Especially in Magna Graecia, this tradition continued for a long time. Over the decades and centuries, numerous votive offerings could be placed in the cella, giving it a museum-like character.
