Matthew 6:9-13  King James Version


9 After this manner therefore pray ye: Our Father which art in heaven, Hallowed be thy name.

10 Thy kingdom come, Thy will be done in earth, as it is in heaven.

11 Give us this day our daily bread.

12 And forgive us our debts, as we forgive our debtors.

13 And lead us not into temptation, but deliver us from evil: For thine is the kingdom, and the power, and the glory, for ever. Amen.


Note:  We know God's Will written in Holy Scripture, but not specifically God's Will for us specifically, or for someone else.  So, we do as the Lord Jesus Christ did in the Garden of Gethsemane, bow the knee to God's Will, Matthew 26:42 .  In other words, instead of praying for your healing (which may be contrary to God's Will and thus God does not hear the prayer,) I pray simply that's God's Will be done, and according to the Apostle Paul, God then God hears the prayer, the supplication.  Everything ultimately is done according to God's Will alone.

Ephesians 1:11  King James Version

11 In whom also we have obtained an inheritance, being predestinated according to the purpose of him who worketh all things after the counsel of his own will: 

1 John 5:13-15   King James Version
13 These things have I written unto you that believe on the name of the Son of God; that ye may know that ye have eternal life, and that ye may believe on the name of the Son of God.

14 And this is the confidence that we have in him, that, if we ask any thing according to his will, he heareth us:

Note:  So, what’s the opposite reasoning?  If we DON’T ask God, according to His Will, He simply does not hear.  The Lord Jesus Christ certainly followed this, and Christ Jesus alone is the Founder -- and simply fits all of the meanings for the word Author in the Original Greek:  (Author in the Greek means:  Founder, leader.  Usage: Originator, author, founder, Prince, leader.) -- and Finisher of our faith, Mark 14:36; Hebrews 12:2 

15 And if we know that he hear us, whatsoever we ask, we know that we have the petitions that we desired of him.


Note:  Again, God ONLY hears our prayers if:  1.)  We asked according to God the Father’s Will; Matthew 6:9-10  2.)  We ask in the Lord Jesus Christ’s name, John 14:13-14.  The answer may still be no.  Therefore, praying that someone is healed (without following the Commands in Holy Scripture) may be opposite of what God’s Will is for that person, and our prayer is then not heard, simply is denied.  It was for the Apostle Paul, 2 Corinthians 12:7-10.
