The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth steps forward from eternity past, not to do His Own Will, but the Will of His Father in Heaven, Jehovah God.  You cannot separate them, for the Lord Jesus Christ told us that “I and the Father are One.”  At His birth at Bethlehem , the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth comes yet again to the Jews, to correct their Babylonian  way of thinking as the Jews had corrupted themselves in both Egypt and in Babylon.  When they refuse Him as their Messiah, despite the overwhelming evidence to the contrary, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, who was Israel's Shepherd, from the beginning, the God, the very Son of God, who came and had guided them; Who had taught them God's Law, and had sent them into captivity for their forsaking His Law, places a curse on the Jews, and tells them that no other sign would be given them except the sign of Jonah.  Jonah, was a Jewish Preacher, Called by God to Preach to the Gentiles.  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, turns from the Jews who had rejected Him as their Messiah, and turns to call out from the Gentiles a people for His Own Name:  Christians.

The Jews, who had rejected the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth as their Messiah sent forth spies into Christ's Church to destroy that system from within.  These Judaizers, these false Brethren, were simply of satan.  They had opposed the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, and the Lord Jesus Christ had said of them, that they were satan's children, and did the “will of their father: who was a murderer, and a lair, yes, the very “father of lies””.  These satanic Jews/Egyptian/Babylonian/ worshipers hated the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, God's Only Begotten Son, and had Him crucified.  Therefore, like the Scribes and Pharisees, and all the people who followed their leaders, these corrupted Jews sent forth their spies into Christianity.  These Judaizers, who came from this corrupted group of Jews who had brought their false Egyptian/Babylonian worship into the Hebrew worship at the Temple at Jerusalem, came into Christianity as spies, to destroy by corruption the people of God.
Below, I will show you the indisputable evidence of the Lord Jesus Christ declaring Himself, the Shepherd of Israel, the Messiah, Israel's Lord, Mighty God, and King.
Furthermore, I am adding at the bottom, the reason I believe that Cornelius bowed down to Worship, mistakenly, the Apostle Peter.
John 10:23-25
23 And Jesus walked in the temple in Solomon's porch.
24 Then came the Jews round about him, and said unto him, How long dost thou make us to doubt? If thou be the Christ, tell us plainly.
25 Jesus answered them, I told you, and ye believed not: the works that I do in my Father's name, they bear witness of me.
The Lord Jesus Christ was spoken of as Israel's Shepherd, the one King David called His Lord.  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, yet again, tries to guide the Jews, the Scribes and Pharisees thinking to see Who He was, their Messiah, but they would not have this man rule over them.
King David had wrote in the Psalm . . .
Psalm 110:1
1The LORD said unto my Lord, Sit thou at my right hand, until I make thine enemies thy footstool.
Matthew 22:41-45
41 While the Pharisees were gathered together, Jesus asked them,

42 Saying, What think ye of Christ? whose son is he? They say unto him, The son of David.

43 He saith unto them, How then doth David in spirit call him Lord, saying,

44 The Lord said unto my Lord, Sit thou on my right hand, till I make thine enemies thy footstool?

45 If David then call him Lord, how is he his son?
Note:  The Sadducees did not believe in the resurrection of the dead, no Eternal Life.  They were “sad you see”.  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth declares, that God the Father has created EXACTLY the number of children that will spend all of eternity with Him in Heaven.

Luke 20:27-43
27 Then came to him certain of the Sadducees, which deny that there is any resurrection; and they asked him,

28 Saying, Master, Moses wrote unto us, If any man's brother die, having a wife, and he die without children, that his brother should take his wife, and raise up seed unto his brother.

29 There were therefore seven brethren: and the first took a wife, and died without children.

30 And the second took her to wife, and he died childless.

31 And the third took her; and in like manner the seven also: and they left no children, and died.

32 Last of all the woman died also.

33 Therefore in the resurrection whose wife of them is she? for seven had her to wife.
34 And Jesus answering said unto them, The children of this world marry, and are given in marriage:

35 But they which shall be accounted worthy to obtain that world, and the resurrection from the dead, neither marry, nor are given in marriage:

36 Neither can they die any more: for they are equal unto the angels; and are the children of God, being the children of the resurrection.
37 Now that the dead are raised, even Moses shewed at the bush, when he calleth the Lord the God of Abraham, and the God of Isaac, and the God of Jacob.
38 For he is not a God of the dead, but of the living: for all live unto him.
39 Then certain of the scribes answering said, Master, thou hast well said.

40 And after that they durst not ask him any question at all.
41 And he said unto them, How say they that Christ is David's son?

42 And David himself saith in the book of Psalms, The Lord said unto my Lord, Sit thou on my right hand,

43 Till I make thine enemies thy footstool.
Repeating the Lord Jesus Christ's declaration that He was the Shepherd of Israel, the One who had guided the Jews, the Apostle Peter declared to the Jews and Gentiles present, that King David knew of His Lord, the Shepherd of Israel, the One King David saw was always before him, always before his face, and the one King David wrote the 23rd Psalm concerning:

Acts 2:25-27

25 For David speaketh concerning him, I foresaw the Lord always before my face, for he is on my right hand, that I should not be moved:
26 Therefore did my heart rejoice, and my tongue was glad; moreover also my flesh shall rest in hope:

27 Because thou wilt not leave my soul in hell, neither wilt thou suffer thine Holy One to see corruption.
Therefore, the Apostle Peter declares:
Acts 2:33-35
33 Therefore being by the right hand of God exalted, and having received of the Father the promise of the Holy Ghost, he hath shed forth this, which ye now see and hear.

34 For David is not ascended into the heavens: but he saith himself, The Lord said unto my Lord, Sit thou on my right hand,

35 Until I make thy foes thy footstool.
Yet again, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth tells them plainly Who He Was, the Shepherd of Israel, God's Messiah, the Only Begotten Son of the Father, Jehovah God. 
John 10:24-25
24 Then came the Jews round about him, and said unto him, How long dost thou make us to doubt? If thou be the Christ, tell us plainly.
25 Jesus answered them, I told you, and ye believed not: the works that I do in my Father's name, they bear witness of me.
Deuteronomy 32:39
39See now that I, even I, am he, and there is no god with me: I kill, and I make alive; I wound, and I heal: neither is there any that can deliver out of my hand.
Isaiah 41:4
4Who hath wrought and done it, calling the generations from the beginning? I the LORD, the first, and with the last; I am he.
Isaiah 43:10
10Ye are my witnesses, saith the LORD, and my servant whom I have chosen: that ye may know and believe me, and understand that I am he: before me there was no God formed, neither shall there be after me.
Isaiah 43:13
13Yea, before the day was I am he; and there is none that can deliver out of my hand: I will work, and who shall let it?
Isaiah 43:25
25I, even I, am he that blotteth out thy transgressions for mine own sake, and will not remember thy sins.
Isaiah 46:4
4And even to your old age I am he; and even to hoar hairs will I carry you: I have made, and I will bear; even I will carry, and will deliver you.
Isaiah 48:12
12Hearken unto me, O Jacob and Israel, my called; I am he; I am the first, I also am the last.
Isaiah 51:12
12I, even I, am he that comforteth you: who art thou, that thou shouldest be afraid of a man that shall die, and of the son of man which shall be made as grass;

John 14:15-17
15 If ye love me, keep my commandments.
16 And I will pray the Father, and he shall give you another Comforter, that he may abide with you for ever;
17 Even the Spirit of truth; whom the world cannot receive, because it seeth him not, neither knoweth him: but ye know him; for he dwelleth with you, and shall be in you.

Isaiah 52:6
6Therefore my people shall know my name: therefore they shall know in that day that I am he that doth speak: behold, it is I.
John 4:25-26
25 The woman saith unto him, I know that Messias cometh, which is called Christ: when he is come, he will tell us all things.

26 Jesus saith unto her, I that speak unto thee am he.
John 8:24
24I said therefore unto you, that ye shall die in your sins: for if ye believe not that I am he, ye shall die in your sins.
John 8:28
28Then said Jesus unto them, When ye have lifted up the Son of man, then shall ye know that I am he, and that I do nothing of myself; but as my Father hath taught me, I speak these things.
John 13:19
19Now I tell you before it come, that, when it is come to pass, ye may believe that I am he.
John 18:4-9
4 Jesus therefore, knowing all things that should come upon him, went forth, and said unto them, Whom seek ye?
5 They answered him, Jesus of Nazareth. Jesus saith unto them, I am he. And Judas also, which betrayed him, stood with them.
6 As soon then as he had said unto them, I am he, they went backward, and fell to the ground.
7 Then asked he them again, Whom seek ye? And they said, Jesus of Nazareth.
8 Jesus answered, I have told you that I am he: if therefore ye seek me, let these go their way:
9 That the saying might be fulfilled, which he spake, Of them which thou gavest me have I lost none.

Revelation 1:18
18I am he that liveth, and was dead; and, behold, I am alive for evermore, Amen; and have the keys of hell and of death.
Revelation 2:23
23And I will kill her children with death; and all the churches shall know that I am he which searcheth the reins and hearts: and I will give unto every one of you according to your works.

Note:  Why did Cornelius come and bow down to the Apostle Peter?  I believe, though, only through speculation, for I have no evidence except what I read “between the lines”.  That Cornelius, like all of those who had heard of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth's mighty works, and the declaration by Himself of being Israel's Messiah, the great Shepherd of Israel, the great I AM HE, Cornelius hears the Apostle Peter's response to the men whom Cornelius had sent to seek out the Apostle Peter, where the Apostle Peter declares to them “I am he,” and  these men reporting this back to Cornelius.  Cornelius' immediate response upon meeting the Apostle Peter was then to fall at the Apostle Peter's feet, thinking that the Apostle Peter was the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth resurrected, the I AM HE.  (Could this explain what had happened here)?

Acts 10:17-26
17 Now while Peter doubted in himself what this vision which he had seen should mean, behold, the men which were sent from Cornelius had made enquiry for Simon's house, and stood before the gate,
18 And called, and asked whether Simon, which was surnamed Peter, were lodged there.
19 While Peter thought on the vision, the Spirit said unto him, Behold, three men seek thee.
20 Arise therefore, and get thee down, and go with them, doubting nothing: for I have sent them.
21 Then Peter went down to the men which were sent unto him from Cornelius; and said, Behold, I am he whom ye seek: what is the cause wherefore ye are come?
22 And they said, Cornelius the centurion, a just man, and one that feareth God, and of good report among all the nation of the Jews, was warned from God by an holy angel to send for thee into his house, and to hear words of thee.
23 Then called he them in, and lodged them. And on the morrow Peter went away with them, and certain brethren from Joppa accompanied him.
24 And the morrow after they entered into Caesarea. And Cornelius waited for them, and he had called together his kinsmen and near friends.
25 And as Peter was coming in, Cornelius met him, and fell down at his feet, and worshipped him.
26 But Peter took him up, saying, Stand up; I myself also am a man.
