I've seen it. Thanks.  Nonsense.

People who "claim" to have been a Calvinist and turned from it were never a Calvinist.  (Much like those who "claim" to have been a Christian and walk away, makes the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth a liar, John 6:37-39).  This man is being deceitful.  One could say he's subtil, like satan, deceitful, twisting God's words, Genesis 3:1.  Around 19:20, he talks about how Calvinist say that a man cannot come to God of their own free will, that is, Calvinist believe that man cannot come to God out of his own free will -- as that would be "a work."  This, is simply a lie.  Calvinist believe that no man can bring themselves spiritually alive to come to God.  No man seeks after God, Romans 3:11, so with all their free will they cannot come to God.  All men are dead (spiritually) in their trespasses and sins, Ephesians 2:1; Colossians 2:12-17.  Being spiritually dead, man cannot bring himself spiritually alive to "claim" God by their own free will.  The spiritual ALWAYS trumps the physical.

Man is NOT good.  Man is totally depraved.  The Holy Bible doesn’t assert that human beings are totally evil in every way.  What God does show us in His Holy Word is that all aspects, the totality of man's human nature, i.e.:  our mind, spirit, soul, body, reason, affections, emotions, and our will -- have been equally infected with sin.  We are not as depraved as we could be, but totally in the sense their is nothing good a man can offer God by his nature but our sin.  A man's heart deceives him, Jeremiah 17:9, and many believe that on some imaginary scale, that they are no worse than anyone else, and therefore God would not cast them out of Heaven to Hell for all eternity.  There will be MANY who say to the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth on the day of Judgement, Lord, Lord, . . . Matthew 7:21-29.  All man can offer God is our sin.  Man is NOT good.  Only God is good (without sin,) Matthew 19:17.

No man can come to God by his free will.  God MUST draw him, quicken him (make him spiritually alive, place God's seed in him, the seed is the Holy Spirit, 1 John 3:9) make him a "new man" a spiritually alive man (one born again this time spiritually) whom God then declares that such a man cannot sin (as the Lord Jesus Christ's blood cleanses us of all sin); not a born again new physical man, (that was Nicodemus' error) but a new man, a new spirit man, a brand new creation, a new creature, 2 Corinthians 5:17, by giving him the Spirit of God, that is the Holy Spirit, making a new spiritual being from one that was dead.

So, who comes to the Lord Jesus Christ by his own free will?  No man, John 6:44.  Being dead (spiritually) in their trespasses and sins . . . man cannot raise himself from the dead by his own free will and seek or come to God.  God's choice, so that many, not ALL, are Chosen to be Saved, Matthew 20:28; only those Chosen before the foundation of the earth are in God's family, adopted there by God into His family through the Lord Jesus Christ, Ephesians 1:4-14.

I've seen dead things, and they don't raise themselves from the dead.  Only God can do that, John 10:17-18; John 10:14-15, 17; Acts 5:30; Galatians 1:1; Romans 8:11. 
