We know the Church is to oppose anyone, any rule that opposes the Word of God, The Holy Scriptures, The Holy Bible.  Not Just the Command to worship a ruler.  Any earthly ruler or Law made that takes away the worth of man, makes him a slave to government or to an individual is and should be opposed by all Christians.  Christians throughout history have fought wars to defend individual's freedoms.  Religious wars for centuries were fought by Protestants against the Roman Catholic 'church' that ran government, which ruled over Kings.  Romans 13 defines that Christians should follow the King and Governors, that received their power from God.  However, the majority of the world does not live under Kings and their Governors today.  Instead of the power over the people coming from the top (the King) down over the people, the United States of America grants our representatives their authority and power to represent its citizens, as the individual citizen literally rule through their elected Representative. Governments are, according to the Holy Bible to provide two things, also mentioned below:  Safety, to punish evil doers, and to encourage those who do well.  Those who follow the rules, the Laws, that are to be under God's Law 1.) God's Law, and no law made that contradicts God's Law as described in the New Testament.  If a Law does contradict God's Law, it is unlawful and Christians need not obey it.  The law is only good, if it is used lawfully, according to the principles and foundation under God's Law.  Although 1 Timothy 1:8-11 below is speaking of God's Law, the principle is EXACTLY the same under man's law.  If a law is made that is supposed to be for the good of the people, or to punish those who are evildoers is instead used to punish good people, the law has been used unlawfully, against the individual freedom of men.
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Declaration of Independence 
In Congress, July 4, 1776
The unanimous Declaration of the thirteen united States of America, When in the Course of human events, it becomes necessary for one people to dissolve the political bands which have connected them with another, and to assume among the powers of the earth, the separate and equal station to which the Laws of Nature and of Nature's God entitle them, a decent respect to the opinions of mankind requires that they should declare the causes which impel them to the separation.
We hold these truths to be self-evident, that all men are created equal, that they are endowed by their Creator with certain unalienable Rights, that among these are Life, Liberty and the pursuit of Happiness.--That to secure these rights, Governments are instituted among Men, deriving their just powers from the consent of the governed, --That whenever any Form of Government becomes destructive of these ends, it is the Right of the People to alter or to abolish it, and to institute new Government, laying its foundation on such principles and organizing its powers in such form, as to them shall seem most likely to effect their Safety and Happiness. Prudence, indeed, will dictate that Governments long established should not be changed for light and transient causes; and accordingly all experience hath shewn, that mankind are more disposed to suffer, while evils are sufferable, than to right themselves by abolishing the forms to which they are accustomed. But when a long train of abuses and usurpations, pursuing invariably the same Object evinces a design to reduce them under absolute Despotism, it is their right, it is their duty, to throw off such Government, and to provide new Guards for their future security.


If the government instituted by men make a law, or laws, that would kill an innocent child, that government should be thrown off.  In a free Republic, this is done by General Elections.  Fair elections.  If Elections are rigged, are not just, men have the right to throw off a government that uses the law unlawfully against its own people.


1 Timothy 1:8-11

8 But we know that the law is good, if a man use it lawfully;

Note: If the Law is NOT used lawfully, it is unjustly used, not used according to God and His Order, and therefore should be opposed.  Government, according to the Holy Bible, has but two functions which is GOOD, and both supports individual's liberty.  (See *** below.)

9 Knowing this, that the law is not made for a righteous man, but for the lawless and disobedient, for the ungodly and for sinners, for unholy and profane, for murderers of fathers and murderers of mothers, for manslayers,

10 For whoremongers, for them that defile themselves with mankind, for menstealers, for liars, for perjured persons, and if there be any other thing that is contrary to sound doctrine;

11 According to the glorious gospel of the blessed God, which was committed to my trust.

To live peacefully, to allow men individual liberty without coercion of conscious by other men or government, government is instituted by God for two purposes:

1.)  Punish Evil Doers (Including wielding the sword, in which the Lord Jesus Christ Himself gave approval of the death penalty. below, Matthew 26:52.)

2.) and for the praise of them that do well.



Subjects under the King, Governor, or Magistrate were to behave according to the Laws of God and nations laws, and are to be obedient to magistrates, and subject to every ordinance; these have praise of men, of magistrates, and are rewarded by them.  What is required of those that ruled over their subjects?  They were to protect their persons, defend their properties, and preserve them in the peaceable enjoyment of their estates and possessions.
Matthew 26:51-54

51 And, behold, one of them which were with Jesus stretched out his hand, and drew his sword, and struck a servant of the high priest's, and smote off his ear.

52 Then said Jesus unto him, Put up again thy sword into his place: for all they that take the sword shall perish with the sword.

Individuals are not called to take the sword to put people to death, except in self-defense if necessary.  The sword is left to governments, called to use the Law lawfullly  1.) above to punish evil doers.  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth had the right to self-defense if He so desired to use it, and explains in verse 53 below.  Remember, Christ Jesus came to earth for this very reason, to be taken to the Cross to die for sinners, God's Elect.  Also, remember, it was satan that used the Apostle Peter before this to try and convince the Lord Jesus Christ that He would not be Crucified.  Christ Jesus rebuked satan by speaking to the Apostle Peter (as satan was using Peter and the Lord Jesus Christ's love for Peter, to try and keep the Lord Jesus Christ from the Cross).  Therefore, Christ Jesus spoke to satan through Peter . . . get behind me satan, Matthew 16:20-24.  The Lord Jesus Christ could have called upon 12 legions of Angels to defend Himself.  He would not.

However, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth defended His Apostles, John 18:4-9 by violently throwing all those who opposed Him:  the Priests, the soldiers, Judus Iscariot, backward to the ground.  Declaring, ". . . I AM He, . . ." -- https://www.alemattec.com/I-AM-HE,-the-Lord-Jesus-Christ-of-Nazareth-in-the-Old-Testament-as-well-as-in-the-New-Testament.htm
Note:  They were using the law unlawfully when they came to arrest the Lord Jesus Christ.  Roman law did not allow arrests at night time unless it was for violent criminals.  They came and arrested Christ Jesus in the middle of the night, against Roman law.


53 Thinkest thou that I cannot now pray to my Father, and he shall presently give me more than twelve legions of angels?
54 But how then shall the scriptures be fulfilled, that thus it must be?
A government, any government, instituted by man that fails to secure its borders is guilty of dereliction of duty. A government that fails to care for its men and women, for its citizens, is guilty of malpractice.  A government that puts the needs of illegal aliens above American citizens for political gain should be prosecuted for criminal neglect bordering on, if not outright, treason.

Kings are not to submit to their subjects, nor are parents to be subject to their children, nor husbands to their wives, nor masters to their servants.  If there is a King, we are subject to him, and He not to us (his subjects).  Again, today, we do NOT have a King over us that derives his power from God, and men are merely his subjects.  Instead, we elect men/woman who get their authority, their power from the consent of the governed (the American people).
