The word El comes from a root word meaning "might, strength, power" and probably
 derives from the Ugaritic term for god.

The Ugaritic language, a Northwest Semitic language,[1] discovered by French archaeologists in 1929, is known almost only in the form of writings found in the ruined city of Ugarit (modern Ras Shamra), Syria.[2][3] It has been used by scholars of the Old Testament to clarify Biblical Hebrew texts and has revealed ways in which ancient Israelite culture finds parallels in the neighboring cultures.[3]

Ugaritic has been called "the greatest literary discovery from antiquity since the deciphering of the Egyptian hieroglyphs and Mesopotamian cuneiform".[4]

In Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible, the primary meanings of this root are "god" (pagan or false gods), "God" (the One Triune God of Israel), and sometimes "the mighty" (referring to men or Angels). When used of the One Triune God of Israel, El is almost always qualified by additional words that further define the meaning that distinguish Him from false gods. These other names or titles for God are sometimes called "construct forms."

Note:  "Know therefore that the Lord (From hayah; (the) self-Existent or Eternal; Jehovah, Jewish national name of God -- Jehovah, the Lord.), He is God, (Elohim), the faithful God (El), . . ."  From aman, to support, nourish. 

"Iehouah is God's name." (There was no "J" in English at this time; the J is a product of a stylized I; thus giving us the current Jehovah in modern day English rather than the Old English Iehouah. The "u" was used since there was no "v" in Old English, as you can read the name David in the original King James version was written "Dauid".)


LORD, Lord in the King James Version, the Authorized Version:
It can be confusing to understand how the different titles used for God are used in the Holy Bible. Part of the problem is that different Bible translations use the terms somewhat differently, thus causing confusion. The primary reason for the use of LORD in place of God's Hebrew name is to follow the tradition of the Israelites in not pronouncing or spelling out God's name.  So, when God's Hebrew name "YHWH" is used in the Old Testament, English translations usually use "LORD" in all caps or small caps.  Also, since ancient Hebrew did not use vowels in its written form, it is not entirely clear how God's name should be spelled or pronounced.  Therefore, it could be Yahweh, or Jehovah, or Yehowah, or something else.

As stated above, when "LORD" in all caps or small caps occurs in the Old Testament, it is a replacement for an occurrence of God's Hebrew name "YHWH," also known as the Tetragrammaton, https://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Tetragrammaton. This is fairly consistent throughout all the different English translations of the Bible. When "Lord" occurs in the Old Testament, referring to God, it is usually a rendering of "Adonai," a Name/Title of God that emphasizes His Lordship. LORD/YHWH and Lord/Adonai are by far the two most consistent renderings throughout all the different English Bible translations.

In the Old Testament, when "God" is used, it is usually a rendering of the general Hebrew word for God, "Elohim." When "LORD GOD" or "Lord GOD" occurs, it is usually a rendering of a dual name for God "Adonai YHWH."  The Hebrew term "YHWH Sabaoth" is usually rendered "Lord of Hosts."  The Hebrew term "YHWH Shaddai" is usually rendered "LORD Almighty."  The Old Testament uses many different names and titles to refer to God, to emphasize certain aspects of His person and attributes. This can result in confusion in translation, but in the original Hebrew, it was done entirely in an effort to glorify and magnify God's name.

The usage of "Lord" and "God" in the New Testament is much less complicated.  Almost universally, "God" is a translation of "theos," the general Greek word for deity.  Also almost universally, "Lord" is a translation of "kurios," the general Greek word for a Master.  The key point in all of this is that whether we use His actual Hebrew name, or refer to Him as God, or Lord, or Lord God, we are to always show reverence and Godly fear to Him and His name.

This is a very glaring proof of the Deity of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, since Christ Jesus is not only called the Lord God, but the LORD God of the Holy Prophets.  The Prophets of the Old Testament, who foretold things to come, and spake of the Messiah, the Christ of God spake of His Person, Office, sufferings, death, and the glory that should follow.  Furthermore, of the New Testament Prophets also, who had a gift of explaining the Prophecies of the Old Testament, as well as some of them predicted future events are here mentioned.  Both sorts were Holy men, set part by God for this Office of Prophet, and had principles of holiness wrought in them, and were moved by the Holy Ghost, in which these Christ inspired, and qualified with gifts suitable to their work.
Likewise, Lord is used also of God the Father . . .

The All-Sufficient God, Almighty God, or God Almighty

El Shaddai, Shadday, shadad 
The All Sufficient God, the Almighty God, God Almighty, the destroyer, all powerful. 

Genesis 17:1; Genesis 28:3; Genesis 35:11; Genesis 43:14; Genesis 48:3; Genesis 49:25; Exodus 6:3; Numbers 24:6; Ruth 1:20;  Job (various references);  Psalm 22:10; Psalm 68:15; Psalm 91:1; Ezekiel 1:24; Ezekiel 10:5; Ezekiel 23:21 etc.). Occurs 48 times in the Old Testament. 

In Genesis 17:1, YHVH, Jehovah, said to Abram: ". . . I am the Almighty God (El Shadday); walk before me, and be thou perfect."  So why did the LORD God choose to reveal Himself using this distinctive Name to Abram? 

Most English translations render El Shaddai as "God Almighty," probably because the translators of the Septuagint (i.e., the Greek translation of the Old Testament) thought Shaddai came from a root verb (shadad) that means "to overpower" or "to destroy." The Latin Vulgate likewise translated Shaddai as "Omnipotens" (from which we get our English word omnipotent). God is so overpowering that He is considered "Almighty."

El Shaddai is used almost exclusively as God reveals Himself to the three great patriarchs: Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob, and (according to Exodus 6:2-3) was the primary name by which God was known to the founders of Israel (the Name YHVH meaning (Lord, the proper name, of deity Yahweh, Jehovah, the proper name of the God of Israel) given to Moses suggests God's absolute self-sufficiency).  The word "Shaddai" (by itself) was used later by the Prophets (e.g., Numbers 24:4; Isaiah 13:6; Ezekiel 1:24) as well as in the Books of Job, Ruth, and in the Psalms.

Yahweh the God of the Israelites, His Name being revealed to Moses as four Hebrew CONSONANTS (YHWH) CALLED THE TETRAGRAMMATON. AFTER THE EXILE (6TH CENTURY B.C.), and especially from the 3RD CENTURY B.C. on, the Jews ceased to use the name Yahweh for two reasons. As Judaism became a universal religion through its proselytizing in and throughout the Greco-Roman world, the more common noun elohim, meaning "god," tended to replace Yahweh to demonstrate the universal sovereignty of Israel's God over all others. At the same time, the Divine Name was increasingly regarded as too sacred to be uttered; it was thus replaced vocally in the synagogue ritual by the Hebrew word Adonai ("My Lord"), which was translated as Kyrios ("Lord") in the Septuagint, the Greek version of the Old Testament.

The Masoretes, (Hebrew: בעלי המסורה, ba'alei hamasorah) were groups of Jewish scribe-scholars) who from about the 6th to the 10th century A.D. worked to reproduce the original text of the Hebrew Bible, replaced the vowels of the name YHWH with the vowel signs of the Hebrew words Adonai ("Lord", editor) or Elohim ("God", editor). Thus, the name Jehovah (YeHoWaH), YHWH, came into being.  Although Christian scholars after the Renaissance and Reformation periods used the term Jehovah for YHWH, in the 19th and 20th centuries Biblical scholars again began to use the form Yahweh. Early Christian writers, such as Clement of Alexandria in the 2nd century, had used a form like Yahweh, and this pronunciation of the Tetragrammaton was never really lost. Other Greek transcriptions also indicated that YHWH should be pronounced Yahweh.


Tetragrammaton

The term Tetragrammaton (from Greek τετραγράμματον, meaning "four letters")[1][2] refers to the Hebrew theonym (Hebrew: יהוה‎) transliterated to the Latin letters YHWH. It may be derived from the verb that means "to be",[1] in the existential sense of the verb 'be' (that is, 'to exist'), not in the copula (as 'to be someone'). It is considered in Judaism to be the proper name of the God of Israel used in the Hebrew Bible.

While YHWH is the usual transliteration of the tetragrammaton in English academic studies, the alternatives YHVH, JHVH and JHWH are also used.[3][4]

The most widely accepted pronunciation of the Tetragrammaton (YHWH) is Yahweh, though Jehovah is used in many Bibles, but in few modern ones. The Samaritans understood the pronunciation for the Tetragrammaton to be iabe. Some patristic sources give evidence to a Greek pronunciation iao.[5]

As religiously observant Jews are forbidden to say or write the Tetragrammaton word in full, when reading the Torah they use the word Adonai.[5] And although most Christians have no prohibition on vocalizing the Tetragrammaton as Yahweh, in most Christian translations of the Bible, "LORD" is used in place of the Tetragrammaton, after the Hebrew Adonai, and is often written with small capitals (or in all caps) to distinguish it from other words translated as "Lord".

The Hebrew letters are (right to left) Yodh, He, Waw and He (יהוה). It is written as YHWH, YHVH, or JHVH in English, depending on the transliteration convention that is used. YHWH is an archaic third person singular imperfect of the verb "to be" (meaning, therefore, "He is"). This interpretation agrees with the meaning of the name given in Exodus 3:14 where God is represented as speaking, and hence as using the first person ("I am").


The Most High God

El Elyon 
The Most High God, God the Highest.

Note:  Nothing requires more vigor and unceasing exertion than wrestling. It is an emblem of the true spirit of faith and prayer when we wrestle and struggle with our sins exposing them to God in our prayers. Jacob kept his ground; though the struggle continued long, this did not shake his faith, nor silence his prayer. Jacob will have a blessing from God, and had rather have all his bones put out of joint than go away without one. 
The fervent prayer, James 5:16, is the effectual prayer. The Angel puts a lasting mark of honor upon Jacob, by changing his name. Jacob signifies a supplanter (Supplant:  to take the place of (someone or something that is old or no longer used, accepted, or acceptable). From henceforth Jabob shall be celebrated, not for craft and artful management, but for true valor. Thou shalt be called Israel, a prince with God, a name greater than those of the great men of the earth. Israel becomes indeed a prince, that is a prince with God.  Those are truly honorable, those that are mighty in prayer, fervent in their prayer have power with God, as he shall have power with men too.  Israel fervent in prayer shall prevail, and gain Esau's favor as well. Jacob, now Israel, gives a new name to the place. He calls it Peniel, the face of God, because there Jacob had seen the appearance, the face of God, Genesis 32:30, and obtained the favor of God. It becomes those whom God honors, to admire God's Grace towards them. The Angel, the One who Jacob sees, this Angle (God's Messenger,) the One Who Himself is God, Who wrestled with Jacob was the second Person in the sacred Trinity, the very Son of God, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, who was afterwards God manifest in the flesh, Emmanuel, God with us, Matthew 1:23, and Who, as Lord God of Hosts, dwelling in human nature, is called Immanuel, Isaiah 7:14, and Hosea 12:4-5. Jacob halted on his thigh. It might serve to keep him from being lifted up with the abundance of the revelations, as God had struck the Apostle Paul with the same intent, 2 Corinthians 12:1-10. The sun rose on Jacob, now Israel: it is sun-rise with that soul, which has had Communion with God.



The God of my strength

El Sali 
God my Rock (Psalm 42:9).

The God of my Salvation

In this phrase from the Prophet Isaiah we were given a foretaste of the Messianic Kingdom, by firstly acknowledging that it is God that is “yeshuati” (My Salvation). There is no difference in meaning between the various transliterations (Yohanan, Yochanan, and Johanan)  In the New Testament, the Greek adaptation of the Hebrew name is Ἰωάννης (Iōánnēs), the name used for both John the Baptist and John the Apostle. In the Latin Vulgate this was originally transliterated as Iohannes (or Johannes – in Latin, J is the same letter as I). The words "God" (used for the Hebrew Elohim) and "Lord" (used for the Hebrew Adonai) are often written by many Jews as "G-d" and "'L-rd'" as a way of avoiding writing in full any name of God. In Deuteronomy 12:3-4, exhorts one to destroy idolatry, adding, "Ye shall not do such to the Lord your God." From this verse, it is understood that one should not erase or blot out the name of God. The general halachic opinion is that this only applies to the "sacred Hebrew names of God," but not to other euphemistic references; there is a dispute whether the word "God" in English or other languages may be erased.


Adonai:  Adonai (אֲדֹנָי) is Hebrew for "my lords", from adon "lord, owner" -- which is plural.  (The singular form is Adoni, "my lord". The singular form was used by the Phoenicians for the "god" Tammuz and is the origin of the Greek name Adonis. Jews only use the singular to refer to a distinguished person).

A fault due to weakness -- especially of moral character) of His wife.

The Jews, since the word "Baal," meant Lord, have felt that the word Lord is of doubtful signification, an ambiguous word, used for the idol Baal (satan), as well as signifies one's Lord and husband, and therefore should be laid aside, lest, when they mentioned it, it should be thought they spoke of Baal, and not of the Lord God -- Jehovah.  Lest they should be led to think of that idol, and remember him, the idol of Baal instead of Jehovah.

Hosea 2:17
17 For I will take away the names of Baalim out of her mouth, and they shall no more be remembered by their name.

Note:  Out of the mouth of Israel, out of the mouth of the converted Jews, and even out of the mouth of the Gentiles, that the several Baals, as:  Baalpeor, Baalberith, and Baalzebub, and other like names of them should be no more used, should not be spoken of, unless with detestation and abhorrence. El:  El appears in Ugaritic, Phoenician and other 2nd and 1st millennium B.C. texts both as generic "god" and as the head of the divine pantheon. In the Hebrew Bible, the Old Testament, El (Hebrew: אל) appears very occasionally alone (e.g. Genesis 33:20, el elohe yisrael, "God the God of Israel", and Genesis 46:3, ha'el elohe abika, "God the God of thy father"), but usually with some epithet or attribute attached (e.g. El Elyon, "Most High El", El Shaddai, "El of Shaddai", El `Olam "Everlasting El", El Hai, "Living El", El Ro'i "El my Shepherd", and El Gibbor "El of Strength").  In theophoric names such as Gabriel ("Strength of God"), Michael ("Who is like God?"), Raphael ("God's medicine"), Ariel ("God's lion"), Daniel ("God's Judgement"), Israel ("one who has struggled with God"), Immanuel ("God with us").


Elah (Hebrew: אֵלָה), (plural "elim") is the Aramaic word for "awesome", Daniel 2:28. The origin of the word is uncertain and it may be related to a root word, meaning "reverence, reverend". Elah is found in the Old Testament books of Ezra, Daniel, and Jeremiah (Jeremiah 10:11, the only verse in the entire Book of Jeremiah written in Aramaic.)  Elah is used to describe both pagan gods and the Jews' God - Jehovah. 

Elah Ab, God of my fathers, (Daniel 2:23)
Elah Elohim ('Elohiym), God of gods (Daniel 2:47)
Elah Jerusalem, God of Jerusalem (Ezra 7:19)
Elah Israel, God of Israel (Ezra 5:1)
Elah Shamayin, God of Heaven (Ezra 7:23)





Eloah:  The Hebrew form Eloah (אלוהּ), which appears to be a singular feminine form of Elohim, is comparatively rare, occurring only in poetry and prose (in the Book of Job, 41 times).

This unusual singular form of Elohim is used in six places for heathen deities (examples: 2 Chronicles 32:15; Daniel 11:37, 38). The normal Elohim form is also used in the plural to refer to multiple entities other than God, either for gods or images: (Exodus 9:1, 12:12, 20:3, etc . . .) or for multiple "gods" (Exodus 32:1; Genesis 31:30, 32 and elsewhere). However, in the great majority of cases both are used as names of the One Triune God of Israel.



Elohim

2 Chronicles 6:41

El Shaddai

Note:  I AM the El Shaddai, the Almighty God.  Almighty (El Shaddai) properly, to be burly, powerful, impregnable (Impregnable:  Incapable of being taken by assault :  unconquerable,) a God who can lay to waste.




EL Elyon

Genesis 14:18 
18And Melchizedek king of Salem brought forth bread and wine: and he was the priest of the most high God.


Note:  El Elyon, the God on High.  




The Eternal One, the Eternal God

Deuteronomy 33:27

Note:  Eternal in the Hebrew here means:  aforetime, ancient time, before, east end, part, side eternal, everlasting, forward.



Yhvh Shalom, Jehovah-Shalom

Judges 6:24
24 Then Gideon built an altar there unto the Lord, and called it Jehovahshalom: unto this day it is yet in Ophrah of the Abiezrites.


Note:  Yhvh Shalom, Yahweh-Shalom, Yhovah-Shalom, Jehovahshalom (which means "the LORD is peace").



Shechinah, Shekinah:
The public domain Easton's Bible Dictionary, published in 1897, states:

Shekinah – a Chaldee word meaning resting-place, not found in Holy Scripture, but used by the Jews to designate the visible symbol of God's presence in the Tabernacle, and afterwards in Solomon's Temple. When the Lord led Israel out of Egypt, he went before them "in a pillar of a cloud, representing His Glory." This was the symbol of God's presence with His people. God also spoke to Moses through the 'Shekinah' out of a burning bush. For references made to it during the wilderness wanderings, see Exodus 14:20; 40:34-38; Leviticus 9:23, 24; Numbers 14:10; 16:19, 42. It is probable that after the entrance into Canaan this glory-cloud settled in the Tabernacle upon the Ark of the Covenant in the most Holy place. We have, however, no special reference to it till the consecration of the Temple by Solomon, when it filled the whole house with its glory, so that the Priests could not stand to minister (1 Kings 8:10–13; 2 Chr. 5:13, 14; 7:1–3). Probably it remained in the First Temple in the Holy of Holies as the symbol of Jehovah’s presence so long as that Temple stood. It afterwards disappeared.


References to the Shekinah in Christianity often see the presence and the glory of the Lord as being synonymous, as illustrated in the following verse from Exodus:

Exodus 24:15-17

15 And Moses went up into the mount, and a cloud covered the mount.

16 And the glory of the Lord abode upon mount Sinai, and the cloud covered it six days: and the seventh day he called unto Moses out of the midst of the cloud.

17 And the sight of the glory of the Lord was like devouring fire on the top of the mount in the eyes of the children of Israel.


Note:  Shekinah:  Light, or the source of light:  The manifestation of God's self-existent life, in the fullness of the Godhead, the Trinity all together.  The unspoken manifestation of God's splendor, majesty, brightness.  God's Divine illumination to reveal and impart life, through the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.

The Prophet Isaiah saw the Lord Jesus Christ's Glory, the Lord of Hosts, saw His Majesty, which alone filled the Temple:  Isaiah 6:1-4.



2 Peter 1:16
16 For we have not followed cunningly devised fables, when we made known unto you the power and coming of our Lord Jesus Christ, but were eyewitnesses of his majesty.

Note:  Majesty in the Greek here means:  Glory or splendor -- magnificence, Divine majesty, mighty power.

Baal, also Baalim and Baalberith, god worshiped in many ancient Middle Eastern communities, especially among the Canaanites, who apparently considered him a fertility deity and one of the most important gods in the pantheon. As a Semitic common noun baal (Hebrew baʿal) meant “owner” or “lord,” although it could be used more generally; for example, a baal of wings was a winged creature, and, in the plural, baalim of arrows indicated archers. Yet such fluidity in the use of the term baal did not prevent it from being attached to a god of distinct character. As such, Baal designated the universal god of fertility, and in that capacity his title was Prince, Lord of the Earth. He was also called the Lord of Rain and Dew, the two forms of moisture that were indispensable for fertile soil in Canaan. In Ugaritic and Old Testament Hebrew, Baal’s epithet (Epithet:  an offensive word or name that is used as a way of abusing or insulting someone) as the storm god was He Who Rides on the Clouds. In Phoenician he was called Baal Shamen, Lord of the Heavens.

Knowledge of Baal’s personality and functions derives chiefly from a number of tablets uncovered from 1929 onward at Ugarit (modern Ras Shamra), in northern Syria, and dating to the middle of the 2nd millennium B.C. The tablets, although closely attached to the worship of Baal at his local temple, probably represent Canaanite belief generally. Fertility was envisaged in terms of seven-year cycles. In the mythology of Canaan, Baal, the god of life and fertility, locked in mortal combat with Mot, the god of death and sterility. If Baal triumphed, a seven-year cycle of fertility would ensue; but, if he were vanquished by Mot, seven years of drought and famine would ensue.

Ugaritic texts tell of other fertility aspects of Baal, such as his relations with Anath, his consort and sister, and also his siring a divine bull calf from a heifer. All this was part of his fertility role, which, when fulfilled, meant an abundance of crops and fertility for animals and mankind.

But Baal was not exclusively a fertility god. He was also king of the gods, and, to achieve that position, he was portrayed as seizing the divine kingship from Yamm, the sea god.

The myths also tell of Baal’s struggle to obtain a palace comparable in grandeur to those of other gods. Baal persuaded Asherah to intercede with her husband El, the head of the pantheon, to authorize the construction of a palace. The god of arts and crafts, Kothar, then proceeded to build for Baal the most beautiful of palaces which spread over an area of 10,000 acres. The myth may refer in part to the construction of Baal’s own temple in the city of Ugarit. Near Baal’s temple was that of Dagon, given in the tablets as Baal’s father.

The worship of Baal was popular in Egypt from the later New Kingdom in about 1400 bc to its end (1075 B.C.). Through the influence of the Aramaeans, who borrowed the Babylonian pronunciation Bel, the god (Baal) ultimately became known as the Greek Belos, identified with Zeus.

Baal was also worshiped by various communities as a local god. The Old Testament speaks frequently of the Baal of a given place or refers to Baalim in the plural, suggesting the evidence of local deities, or “lords,” of various locales. It is not known to what extent the Canaanites considered those various Baalim identical, but the Baal of Ugarit does not seem to have confined his activities to one city, and doubtless other communities agreed in giving him cosmic scope.

In the formative stages of Israel’s history, the presence of Baal names did not necessarily mean apostasy or even syncretism (Syncretism:  the combination of different forms of belief or practice). The Judge Gideon was also named Jerubbaal (Jeru, meaning one who contents with, thus Gideon assigned name Jerubbaal meant one who contends with or fights against Baal) (Judges 6:32), and King Saul had a son named Eshbaal (Eshbaal meaning:  "man of Baal," a son of Saul, Esh meaning:  fire, flames, supernatural fire, altar-fire, God's anger, one under satan's control) (I Chronicles 8:33). For those early Hebrews, “Baal” meaning Lord or owner, designated the Lord of Israel, Jehovah God, just as “Baal” farther north designated the Lord of Lebanon or of Ugarit. What made the very name Baal anathema to the Israelites was the program of Jezebel, in the 9th century B.C., to introduce into Israel her Phoenician cult of Baal in opposition to the official worship of Yahweh (I Kings 18), the Lord of Hosts, the Lord God of Israel. By the time of the Prophet Hosea (mid-8th century B.C.) the antagonism to Baalism was so strong that the use of the term Baal was often replaced by the contemptuous boshet (“shame”); in compound proper names, for example, Ishbosheth ("man of shame," a son of Saul and King of Isr.) replaced the earlier Eshbaal ("man of Baal," a son of Saul).




God of Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob . . .

God meaning (good). Throughout the Hebrew Scriptures, the Old Testament, two chief names are used for the one true divine Being--ELOHIM, commonly translated God in our version (the Authorized version, King James Version, KJV, and JEHOVAH, translated Lord . Elohim is the plural of Eloah (in Arabic Allah), a name taken by Muslims for their own false antiGod; it is often used in the short form EL (a word signifying strength,) as in El Shaddai, Shadday, shadad,The All Sufficient God, the Almighty God, God Almighty, the destroyer, all powerful.  God Almighty, the name by which God was specially known to the Patriarchs. Genesis 17:1; 28:3; Exodus 6:3. The etymology is uncertain, but it is generally agreed that the primary idea is that of strength, power of effect, and that it properly describes God in that character in which He is exhibited to all men in His works, as the Creator, sustainer and Supreme Governor of the world. The plural form of Elohim has given rise to much discussion. The fanciful idea that it referred to the Trinity of persons in the Godhead hardly finds now a supporter among scholars. It is either what grammarians call the plural of majesty, or it denotes the fullness of Divine strength, the sum of the powers displayed by God. Jehovah denotes specifically the One True God, whose people the Jews were, and Who made them the guardians of His Truth. The name is never applied to a false god, nor to any other being except one:  the ANGEL-JEHOVAH who is thereby marked as One with God, and Who appears again in the New Covenant, the New Testament as "God manifested in the flesh," Matthew 1:23.  Thus much is clear.  At a time too early to be traced, the Jews abstained from pronouncing the name, for fear of its irreverent use. The custom is said to have been founded on a strained interpretation of (Leviticus 24:16) and the phrase there used, "THE NAME," Shema, is substituted by the Rabbis for the unutterable word. In reading the Holy Scriptures, the Holy Bible they substituted for it the word ADONAI (LORD), we have the LORD of our version. The substitution of the word Lord to some is most unhappy, for to them it in no way represents the meaning of the sacred name. The key to the meaning of the name is unquestionably given in God's revelation of Himself to Moses by the phrase "I AM THAT I AM," Exodus 3:14; 6:2-3. We must connect the name Jehovah with the Hebrew substantive verb to be, with the inference that it expresses the essential, eternal, unchangeable being of Jehovah.  Moreover, it is not the expression only, or chiefly, of an absolute Truth: it is a practical revelation of God Himself, in His essential, unchangeable relation to this His Chosen people, the basis of His Covenant with them.


Exodus 6:2-3

2 And God spake unto Moses, and said unto him, I am the Lord:

Note:  I AM the Yhovah (Jehovah), proper name, of deity Yahweh, the proper name of the God of Israel.  To be, (the) self-Existent or Eternal One.

3 And I appeared unto Abraham, unto Isaac, and unto Jacob, by the name of God Almighty, but by my name Jehovah was I not known to them.

Note:  " . . . but by my name Jehovah was I not known to them."  Which God had in the preceding verse, verse 2, called Himself by. It is certain that God had made Himself known by this name, and this name was known unto Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob.  That by God's name Jehovah He was not only made known to them, but also by his name El Shaddai, or Shadday, or shadad and others also.


To the Jews God's name was not lawful for a man to speak.  This is the common notion of the Jews, that it is ineffable, and not lawful to be pronounced, and therefore they put Adonai and Elohim in the room of it, and the vowel points of these words to it, which is a false and superstitious notion.  Both are no other than a corruption of Jah or Jehovah, above shown in Genesis 15:6 as Lord.

Genesis 15:6
6 And he believed in the Lord; and he counted it to him for righteousness.
Note:  Lord, Yahweh, Yhvh, Phonetic Spelling: (yeh-ho-vaw',) Jehovah.
