Nehemiah 10:39 
39For the children of Israel and the children of Levi shall bring the offering of the corn, of the new wine, and the oil, unto the chambers, where are the vessels of the sanctuary, and the priests that minister, and the porters, and the singers: and we will not forsake the house of our God.

Note:  " . . . of the new wine, . . ." is representative of the New Covenant, as oil here is representative of the Holy Spirit.  The new wine is a blessing:

1 Samuel 16:13 
13Then Samuel took the horn of oil, and anointed him in the midst of his brethren: and the Spirit of the Lord came upon David from that day forward. So Samuel rose up, and went to Ramah.

Isaiah 61:3 
3To appoint unto them that mourn in Zion, to give unto them beauty for ashes, the oil of joy for mourning, the garment of praise for the spirit of heaviness; that they might be called trees of righteousness, the planting of the Lord, that he might be glorified.

Note:  " . . . the oil of joy for mourning, . . ."  Oil used to be poured on the heads of persons during the times when there were high entertainments and festivals, and at times of great rejoicing.  

Psalm 23:5
5 Thou preparest a table before me in the presence of mine enemies: thou anointest my head with oil; my cup runneth over.
Note:  When Jerusalem would be in great mourning, then shall appear the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, Who when anointed, was called "the oil of gladness," and the Grace of the Holy Spirit poured out upon Him without measure, and God will make a New Covenant with man through His Only Begotten Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.

John 3:34

34 For he whom God hath sent speaketh the words of God: for God giveth not the Spirit by measure unto him.

Psalm 45:7
7 Thou lovest righteousness, and hatest wickedness: therefore God, thy God, hath anointed thee with the oil of gladness above thy fellows.

Hebrews 1:9

 9Thou hast loved righteousness, and hated iniquity; therefore God, even thy God, hath anointed thee with the oil of gladness above thy fellows.

Jeremiah 31:31 
31Behold, the days come, saith the Lord, that I will make a new covenant with the house of Israel, and with the house of Judah:

Hebrews 8:8 
8For finding fault with them, he saith, Behold, the days come, saith the Lord, when I will make a new covenant with the house of Israel and with the house of Judah:

Hebrews 8:13 
13In that he saith, A new covenant, he hath made the first old. Now that which decayeth and waxeth old is ready to vanish away.

Hebrews 12:24 
24And to Jesus the mediator of the new covenant, and to the blood of sprinkling, that speaketh better things than that of Abel.

Note:  " . . . that speaketh better things than that of Abel." Able who being dead, yet speaks to us even now.  Able, who was a type of Christ Jesus in his death, and the punishment God required for his death, to be caste out from God's people forever, as Able was slain by his own kin, his own brother Cain, who was punished for it.  So, then the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, too, was put to death by His own nation and people, the Jews, for which wrath is come upon them to the uttermost.  However, God Who is rich in Mercy toward those He chooses to pardon, does so by the efficacy of the Lord Jesus Christ's blood for the procuring pardon, peace, reconciliation, and the redemption and purchase of His Church and His people.  In this, it shows the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth to be greater than Abel, and it speaks better things than Able did, or does, or than the blood of Abel, as Abel's blood cried out for vengeance, Genesis 4:10.  The Lord Jesus Christ's blood cries for peace and pardon for God's Chosen, both in the court of Heaven, where it is pleaded by the Mighty God, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.

Nehemiah 13:5 
5And he had prepared for him a great chamber, where aforetime they laid the meat offerings, the frankincense, and the vessels, and the tithes of the corn, the new wine, and the oil, which was commanded to be given to the Levites, and the singers, and the porters; and the offerings of the priests.
Note:  " . . . the new wine, . . ." is representative of the New Covenant, as oil here is representative of the Holy Spirit.  The new wine is a blessing:

Nehemiah 13:12 
12Then brought all Judah the tithe of the corn and the new wine and the oil unto the treasuries.
Note:  " . . . and the new wine, . . ." is representative of the New Covenant, as oil here is representative of the Holy Spirit.  The new wine is a blessing:
Proverbs 3:10 
10So shall thy barns be filled with plenty, and thy presses shall burst out with new wine.

Isaiah 24:7 
7The new wine mourneth, the vine languisheth, all the merryhearted do sigh.

Note:  " The new wine, . . ." is representative of the New Covenant. The new wine is a blessing.


Isaiah 65:8 
8Thus saith the Lord, As the new wine is found in the cluster, and one saith, Destroy it not; for a blessing is in it: so will I do for my servants' sakes, that I may not destroy them all.

Note:  " . . . As the new wine, . . ." is representative of the New Covenant.  The new wine is a blessing.

Hosea 4:11 
11Whoredom and wine and new wine take away the heart.

Note:  " . . . and new wine, . . ." is representative of the New Covenant.  The new wine is a blessing.
Israel's whoredom with other "gods" mixed with their Old Covenant, then mixed in with the New Covenant takes away the heart.  Uncleanness and intemperance besot men, deprive them of reason and judgment, and of common sense, making them downright fools.  Fools so stupid as they take away the heart from following the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, and taking heed to Him, and lead them into idolatry.  Take away the heart, and fill it up with unrighteousness, and cause it to prefer sensual lusts and pleasures to the fear and love of God through the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth alone for man's Salvation.

Hosea 9:2 
2The floor and the winepress shall not feed them, and the new wine shall fail in her.

Note:  " . . . and the new wine, . . ." is representative of the New Covenant.  The new wine is a blessing.

Israel gave rewards to their idols, in the offerings presented to them. It is common for those who turn from the right Worship of the Living God, to be prodigal upon their lusts. Those are reckoned as idolaters, who love a reward in the corn-floor better than a reward in the favor of God and in eternal life. They are here and now full of the joy of harvest, and have no disposition to mourn for their sin. When we make the world, and the things of it, our idol and our portion, it is just with God to show us our folly, and if we be His child, correct us. None may expect to dwell in the Lord's land, who will not be subject to the Lord's Laws, or be influenced by His great love, in the Law of Christ Jesus. 

Joel 1:5 
5Awake, ye drunkards, and weep; and howl, all ye drinkers of wine, because of the new wine; for it is cut off from your mouth.

Note:  " . . . because of the new wine, . . ." is representative of the New Covenant.  The new wine is a blessing.

Joel 1:10 
10The field is wasted, the land mourneth; for the corn is wasted: the new wine is dried up, the oil languisheth.

Note:  " . . . the new wine . . ." is representative of the New Covenant, as oil here is representative of the Holy Spirit.  The new wine is a blessing.  " . . . the oil languisheth".  (Languisheth:  To be or become feeble, weak, or enervated.  To be or live in a state of depression or decreasing vitality.  To suffer neglect).

Joel 3:18 
18And it shall come to pass in that day, that the mountains shall drop down new wine, and the hills shall flow with milk, and all the rivers of Judah shall flow with waters, and a fountain shall come forth out of the house of the Lord, and shall water the valley of Shittim.

Note:  " . . . new wine, . . ." is representative of the New Covenant.  The new wine is a blessing.

Haggai 1:11 
11And I called for a drought upon the land, and upon the mountains, and upon the corn, and upon the new wine, and upon the oil, and upon that which the ground bringeth forth, and upon men, and upon cattle, and upon all the labour of the hands.

Note:  " . . . new wine, . . ." is representative of the New Covenant.  The new wine is a blessing.

Zechariah 9:17 
17For how great is his goodness, and how great is his beauty! corn shall make the young men cheerful, and new wine the maids.

|Note:  " . . . and new wine, . . ." is representative of the New Covenant.  The new wine is a blessing.
By "young men" are meant believers in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, see 1 John 2:14 directly below, who are lively, warm, and zealous for their Lord, God, King, the Lord Jesus Christ, His cause and interest.  These young men are active, diligent, and industrious in the discharge of their Christian duty, and are strong in Christ Jesus.  Strong in His Grace, and particularly in the Grace of faith, and quit themselves like men.  By "maids" are meant "virgins" so called because of their chaste adherence to the Truth of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth and His Gospel, and describe their beauty, comeliness, and attire, and for their purity of their divine Worship and conversation.  The Gospel is intended by "corn" and "new wine"; which is compared to "corn," in opposition to the chaff of human doctrines.  In this corn, it contains the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, "the Bread of Life, the Manna that came down from Heaven, and is nourishing and comfortable.  To "new wine," not because it is a novel Doctrine, for it is the everlasting Gospel ordained before the world was.  This "new wine" which is the New Testament, under the Gospel dispensation, to which this Prophecy refers, as the New Testament is not only new, but in it more clearly revealed God's plan of Salvation unto Eternal Life.



1 John 2:14
14 I have written unto you, fathers, because ye have known him that is from the beginning. I have written unto you, young men, because ye are strong, and the word of God abideth in you, and ye have overcome the wicked one.

Note:  " . . . and new wine, . . ." is representative of the New Covenant.  The new wine is a blessing.


Luke 5:38 
38But new wine must be put into new bottles; and both are preserved.

Note:  " . . . and new wine, . . ." is representative of the 
New Covenant.  The new wine is a blessing.



Acts 2:13 
13Others mocking said, These men are full of new wine.

Note:  " . . . and new wine, . . ." is representative of the New Covenant.  The new wine is a blessing.
Thus, they were not saying they were physically drunk, but speaking a New Doctrine, that of the Gospel message, that the Jews had not heard before.  The evidence was clear to them, as each man heard this New Covenant, the Gospel message, in their own language, that the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth was the Son of God, and the only hope for Salvation and Eternal life.  Not only was this true for the Jews, but the Jews (who were the nonbelievers) found out that the Gentiles, too, were including in God’s plan of Salvation.


Isaiah 65:8
