
God declares his creation in the Book of Genesis.  No mention of any further beings except Angels, Man, and beast.

I have been personally attacked for speaking out against the Roman Catholic church/state and their system of error.  I was told, and had Holy Scripture wrongly quoted to me not to judge or I'll be judged, www.alemattec.com/Judge not, not!, 2.doc.  It was told me that I could Preach, but I didn't have to "attack" the Roman Catholic church/state or any other system, and that this basically showed a lack of “generosity of Spirit”.  Simply put, I should love those of other faiths, because they call themselves "Christians."  The fact that you said you follow a system, doesn't make you one of those of the system.  I I do a bit of bookkeeping, I cannot call myself a CPA, a Certified Public Accountant.  I may fancy myself “an accountant,” or tell people that I'm an accountant, but simply doing A/R, Accounts Receivable makes one NOT an accountant, nor a CPA.

I have stated this before:  Doctrine divides.  There are two views:  God's declaration in His Holy Scripture, and every thing else declared or believed by fallen man.  Left to themselves, man is of an evil nature, desiring only what pleases him/her self.  Two ways only.  Cain and Able, two ways only.  Noah (God's Chosen, as His Righteous Preacher) and everyone else.  God's Chosen, Lot, and the cities of the plain including Sodom and Gomorra.  The Children of Israel, against the rest of the nations of the world.  Christians who are truly Christians, called by Jesus Christ in the Gospel of John as "True Worshippers," and everyone else who claims the name, but doesn't walk the walk, and can't walk the walk, as they believe another Gospel.  They declare peace, when destruction is upon them.

 2For yourselves know perfectly that the day of the Lord so cometh as a thief in the night. 
 3For when they shall say, Peace and safety; then sudden destruction cometh upon them, as travail upon a woman with child; and they shall not escape. 

 4But ye, brethren, are not in darkness, that that day should overtake you as a thief.

 22Wondrous works in the land of Ham, and terrible things by the Red sea. 

 23Therefore he said that he would destroy them, had not Moses his chosen stood before him in the breach, to turn away his wrath, lest he should destroy them.
(Moses did not literally stand in the breach, but Moses had Aaron stand in the breach, but Aaron did so at the command of Moses, who was God's Chosen.)

 24Yea, they despised the pleasant land, they believed not his word: 

 25But murmured in their tents, and hearkened not unto the voice of the LORD.
Isaiah 58:11-12
 11And the LORD shall guide thee continually, and satisfy thy soul in drought, and make fat thy bones: and thou shalt be like a watered garden, and like a spring of water, whose waters fail not. 
 12And they that shall be of thee shall build the old waste places: thou shalt raise up the foundations of many generations; and thou shalt be called, The repairer of the breach, The restorer of paths to dwell in.
Isaiah 30:25-28

 25And there shall be upon every high mountain, and upon every high hill, rivers and streams of waters in the day of the great slaughter, when the towers fall. 
 26Moreover the light of the moon shall be as the light of the sun, and the light of the sun shall be sevenfold, as the light of seven days, in the day that the LORD bindeth up the breach of his people, and healeth the stroke of their wound. 
 27Behold, the name of the LORD cometh from far, burning with his anger, and the burden thereof is heavy: his lips are full of indignation, and his tongue as a devouring fire:

( . . . and there shall be a bridle in the jaws of the people, causing them to err.  Like a rudder on a great ship that can cause the whole ship to turn, a bridle in the jaws of a horse can turn the whole horse, their will be a bridle in the jaws of the people, turning the people, causing them to err.)
Amos 9:10-12
 10All the sinners of my people shall die by the sword, which say, The evil shall not overtake nor prevent us.

(God's judgment is here called evil against them who say they are His, but are not, and are here called sinners within His family, His people.  They shall die by the sword.) 
11In that day will I raise up the tabernacle of David that is fallen, and close up the breaches thereof; and I will raise up his ruins, and I will build it as in the days of old:
In that day, the Great Day of the Lord, when Jesus Christ and His Angels return in wrath.

(Gog is the leader of Russia, Magog the land of Russia or those under Russian rule.)

 20So that the fishes of the sea, and the fowls of the heaven, and the beasts of the field, and all creeping things that creep upon the earth, and all the men that are upon the face of the earth, shall shake at my presence, and the mountains shall be thrown down, and the steep places shall fall, and every wall shall fall to the ground.
Haggai 2:6-7
 6For thus saith the LORD of hosts; Yet once, it is a little while, and I will shake the heavens, and the earth, and the sea, and the dry land; 

 7And I will shake all nations, and the desire of all nations shall come: and I will fill this house with glory, saith the LORD of hosts.

These unclean spirits will catch their prey, the peoples of the earth spoken of as the "sea," unorganized masses, and they do it because they have unclean spirits, demons who are the spirits of devils, who speak for them, speaking what satan would have them speak, for satan is a liar and the father of lies, as will be the demonic speaking of the false prophet, one who claims to speak the Truth of God, but does not speak the Truth of God, nor does he speak for God as one of God's own ministers.)
 14For they are the spirits of devils, working miracles, which go forth unto the kings of the earth and of the whole world, to gather them to the battle of that great day of God Almighty.
 15Behold, I come as a thief. Blessed is he that watcheth, and keepeth his garments, lest he walk naked, and they see his shame. 

 16And he gathered them together into a place called in the Hebrew tongue Armageddon. 

 17And the seventh angel poured out his vial into the air; and there came a great voice out of the temple of heaven, from the throne, saying, It is done.

Doctrine divides.  What you believe divides you from all others.  What you believe also unites you with others who proclaim the same belief.  Declaring error is for one's own protection.  If you cannot speak against error to warn, then nobody is safe.  That is why God has called certain men to Preach the Gospel, to warn of error by those who claim part of God's Truth, deceiving many.  Yes, if you speak the Truth, the Whole Truth of God's Gospel to the world, they will hate you.
2 Timothy 3:12-13
 12Yea, and all that will live godly in Christ Jesus shall suffer persecution. 

 13But evil men and seducers shall wax worse and worse, deceiving, and being deceived.
James 1:21-24
 21Wherefore lay apart all filthiness and superfluity of naughtiness, and receive with meekness the engrafted word, which is able to save your souls.

Engrafted Word, engrafted by Who?  By ourselves when we choose?  No, God is the husbandman, and He does the engrafting of His Word into those He Chooses, those He Chose, the Elect.
 22But be ye doers of the word, and not hearers only, deceiving your own selves. 

 23For if any be a hearer of the word, and not a doer, he is like unto a man beholding his natural face in a glass: 

 24For he beholdeth himself, and goeth his way, and straightway forgetteth what manner of man he was.

John 15:1-3
 1I am the true vine, and my Father is the husbandman. 

 2Every branch in me that beareth not fruit he taketh away: and every branch that beareth fruit, he purgeth it, that it may bring forth more fruit. 

 3Now ye are clean through the word which I have spoken unto you.

 5And if a man also strive for masteries, yet is he not crowned, except he strive lawfully. 
 6The husbandman that laboureth must be first partaker of the fruits.

 16For by him were all things created, that are in heaven, and that are in earth, visible and invisible, whether they be thrones, or dominions, or principalities, or powers: all things were created by him, and for him: 

 17And he is before all things, and by him all things consist.


Note:  Those who err preach only part of the Gospel:  only that part consisting of God's Love, Mercy and Grace.  (Remember part of a Truth is deception and a lie, even though there is some Truth in the lie.)  They who err do not declare the whole of the Truth of Holy Scripture which includes God's Righteousness, His Justice and fury at those who receive not His Only Begotten Son, Jesus Christ, calling them children of wrath.  Those who err preach everyone can come just as they are, no repentence, unchanged heart, simply by declaring that they chose when and how and where to come to God.  That is not why Jesus Christ came.  He came to save His People from their sins, by God Calling them, Choosing them, by Election.

As Israel of old should have been able to connect all the dots and see that Jesus was the Christ, the Messiah, those who should be able to do the same thing today calling themselves Christians, should be able by connecting the dots of Election, Calling, God's Chosen or by His Choosing, are His people declared righteous before Him  God simply declares they are righteous before Him, by making them so, not by anthing they do.  Not by anything they did nor could have done to be made righteous before Him or they justified.
Matthew 1:20-23

20But while he thought on these things, behold, the angel of the LORD appeared unto him in a dream, saying, Joseph, thou son of David, fear not to take unto thee Mary thy wife: for that which is conceived in her is of the Holy Ghost. 

 21And she shall bring forth a son, and thou shalt call his name JESUS: for he shall save his people from their sins. 

 22Now all this was done, that it might be fulfilled which was spoken of the Lord by the prophet, saying, 

 23Behold, a virgin shall be with child, and shall bring forth a son, and they shall call his name Emmanuel, which being interpreted is, God with us.

What reason did Jesus Christ come to earth and to whom did He come to save?  Did Jesus Christ come to save the whole world, as some who err in their understanding of John 3:16?

Why did Jesus Christ through God's eternal Holy Spirit offer himself without spot to God?  Why?  "15 And for this cause he is the mediator of the new testament, that by means of death, for the redemption of the transgressions that were under the first testament, they which are called might receive the promise of eternal inheritance.

Jesus Christ, by his death, bought His, redeemed them with His blood, for their transgression as declared by God under the first testament (Old Covenant, Old Testament).
Again this word might above doesn't mean "possibly will," but means "certainly will".
Hebrews 9:14-16
14How much more shall the blood of Christ, who through the eternal Spirit offered himself without spot to God, purge your conscience from dead works to serve the living God? 

 15And for this cause he is the mediator of the new testament, that by means of death, for the redemption of the transgressions that were under the first testament, they which are called might receive the promise of eternal inheritance. 

 16For where a testament is, there must also of necessity be the death of the testator.

Those are are Called by God, are His, and are fellow workers as laborers in His field . . .
2 Corinthians 6:1-10
1We then, as workers together with him, beseech you also that ye receive not the grace of God in vain.
(Hebrews 12:15-16
15Looking diligently lest any man fail of the grace of God; lest any root of bitterness springing up trouble you, and thereby many be defiled; 

 16Lest there be any fornicator, or profane person, as Esau, who for one morsel of meat sold his birthright.

Jude 1:4

 4For there are certain men crept in unawares, who were before of old ordained to this condemnation, ungodly men, turning the grace of our God into lasciviousness, and denying the only Lord God, and our Lord Jesus Christ.

Who what?  Who were before of old ordained to this condemnation.  God had declared that they would be condemned.  When, before of old, before the foundations of the world God declared who were His, the Elect, and who was ordained, declaired by His own authority those to be condemned.)


Returning to 2 Corinthians 6 . . .

 2(For he saith, I have heard thee in a time accepted, and in the day of salvation have I succoured thee: behold, now is the accepted time; behold, now is the day of salvation.) 
 3Giving no offence in any thing, that the ministry be not blamed: 

 4But in all things approving ourselves as the ministers of God, in much patience, in afflictions, in necessities, in distresses, 

 5In stripes, in imprisonments, in tumults, in labours, in watchings, in fastings; 

 6By pureness, by knowledge, by long suffering, by kindness, by the Holy Ghost, by love unfeigned, 

 7By the word of truth, by the power of God, by the armour of righteousness on the right hand and on the left, 
 8By honour and dishonour, by evil report and good report: as deceivers, and yet true; 

 9As unknown, and yet well known; as dying, and, behold, we live; as chastened, and not killed; 

 10As sorrowful, yet alway rejoicing; as poor, yet making many rich; as having nothing, and yet possessing all things.

Isaiah 49:7-9
 7Thus saith the LORD, the Redeemer of Israel, and his Holy One, to him whom man despiseth, to him whom the nation abhorreth, to a servant of rulers, Kings shall see and arise, princes also shall worship, because of the LORD that is faithful, and the Holy One of Israel, and he shall choose thee. 

 8Thus saith the LORD, In an acceptable time have I heard thee, and in a day of salvation have I helped thee: and I will preserve thee, and give thee for a covenant of the people, to establish the earth, to cause to inherit the desolate heritages; 

 9That thou mayest say to the prisoners, Go forth; to them that are in darkness, Shew yourselves. They shall feed in the ways, and their pastures shall be in all high places.

Isaiah 49:7-9 above speaks of the blessing that should be brought to the Gentiles through Christ's work and by His resurrection. when Jesus Christ would be also at the same time rejected by the Jews.

Man is blessed when he is taken out of himself and a state of calm reflection, is entirely absorbed with, and his heart is made to turned towards God, and, when he does think soberly and calculates, is occupied in love in seeking the good of his Brethren, who are also the members of Christ body, with Jesus Christ being the Head: yes, a man is blessed who is either rapt up into the contemplation of God and communion with Him, and filled with Him, so as to think only of others of the Brethren in love! 

This passage  in Isaiah sets two things before us: that God is present in His Assembly, when those who are Brethren who are separated, being distinct from the world, and God walks among them in His Holy Spirit, as He did in the case of Israel in the wilderness when they had come out of Egypt; and that the individuals who compose the True Assembly of Believers, the True Worshippers enter into the relationship of sons and daughters, adopted into His family by Jesus Christ.

Now, let's return to the error of the Roman Catholic church/state:

"But in an interview published Tuesday in the Vatican newspaper L'Osservatore Romano, the Rev. Jose Gabriel Funes says rejecting the notion of extraterrestrial life outright would mean ''putting limits on God's creative freedom.''

Belief in such life, intelligent or otherwise, ''doesn't contradict our faith'' because aliens would still be God's creatures, the Jesuit said.


It's a thorny topic among Christians. Some fundamentalists, who Preach the historical and spiritual inerrancy of Scripture, reject the possibility of alien life because it undermines the centrality of man in the drama of creation and redemption as described in the Holy Bible in the Book of Genesis.

Catholics, however, ''are not biblical fundamentalists,'' said Larry Chapp, a theologian at DeSales University in Center Valley. ''We've always held open the possibility that there may be other planets, and that there may be creatures made in the image and likeness of God just as we are.''

Alien life hasn't been a major topic among church thinkers because it is purely speculative, said Chapp, who is inclined to think of the universe as a place teeming with life. ''From a theological point of view, it makes much more sense to me that an infinite God made a cosmos flooded with life forms,'' he said.

Asked if he was referring to beings similar to humans or even more evolved than humans, he said: "Certainly, in a universe this big you can't exclude this hypothesis."

In the interview headlined, "The extraterrestrial is my brother," he said he saw no conflict between belief in such beings and faith in God.

"Just as there is a multiplicity of creatures on earth, there can be other beings, even intelligent, created by God. This is not in contrast with our faith because we can't put limits on God's creative freedom," he said.

"Why can't we speak of a 'brother extraterrestrial'? It would still be part of creation."
Funes, who runs the observatory that is based south of Rome and in Arizona, held out the possibility that the human race might actually be the "lost sheep" of the universe.
There could be other beings "who remained in full friendship with their creator," he said.
(Yes, they are called demons, although God created everything, they are in friendship with their "spiritual" leader, satan who they would acknowledge and worship the creature instead of the Creator.  The Holy Bible declares, in Romans 3:23:
Romans 3:23
23For all have sinned, and come short of the glory of God;) 


Christians have sometimes been at odds with scientists over whether the Bible should be read literally and issues such as creationism versus evolution have been debated for decades.
The Inquisition condemned Galileo in the 17th century for insisting that the Earth revolved around the Sun. The Roman Catholic Church did not rehabilitate him until 1992.
Funes said dialogue between faith and science could be improved if scientists learned more about the Bible and the church kept more up to date with scientific progress.

He said he believed as an astronomer that the most likely explanation for the start of the universe was "the big bang," the theory that it sprang into existence from dense matter billions of years ago. But he said this was not in conflict with faith in God as creator. "God is the creator," he said. "There is a sense to creation. We are not children of an accident."

He added: "As an astronomer, I continue to believe that God is the creator of the universe and that we are not the product of something casual but children of a good father who has a project of love in mind for us."

The Bible "is not a science book," Funes said, adding that he thinks the Big Bang theory is the most "reasonable" explanation for the creation of the universe. The theory holds that the universe began billions of years ago in the explosion of a single, super-dense point that contained all matter.

But he continues to believe that "God is the creator of the universe and that we are not the result of chance," he said.

Funes urged the church and the scientific community to leave behind divisions caused by Galileo's persecution 400 years ago, saying the incident had "caused wounds."

In 1633 the astronomer was tried as a heretic and forced to recant his theory that Earth revolved around the sun. Church teaching at the time placed Earth at the center of the universe.

"The church has somehow recognized its mistakes," he said. "Maybe it could have done it better, but now it's time to heal those wounds and this can be done through calm dialogue and collaboration."

Pope John Paul II declared in 1992 that the ruling against Galileo was an error resulting from "tragic mutual incomprehension."
(Hummmm . . .  I thought the pope, and his "church," was the only true church, and that the pope declaring himself Pontiff, and as the Vicar or substitute for Jesus Christ, was "infallible."  Infallible means to be like God, without error in the Spiritual Rhealm.  You mean, this "pope," pontiff, vicar of Christ made an error with Galileo, and it only took over 400 years to say, "Oops!"  We made a mistake.  No, not even then.  The blame is thrust back to Galileo who wasordered imprisoned by the Inquisition; the sentence was later commuted to house arrest.   

Galileo was eventually forced to recant his beliefs and spent the last years of his life under house arrest on orders of the Inquisition.)

The Vatican Observatory has been at the forefront of efforts to bridge the gap between religion and science. Its scientist-clerics have generated top-notch research and its meteorite collection is considered one of the world's best.

The observatory, founded by Pope Leo XIII in 1891, is based in Castel Gandolfo, a lakeside town in the hills outside Rome where the pope has a summer residence. It also conducts research at an observatory at the University of Arizona in Tucson.


The Rev. Christopher Corbally, vice director of the Vatican Observatory, said he has been bombarded with e-mails from colleagues pondering whether God could have created more than one world and whether other beings could be granted redemption via "a Christ-like savior."

(Hummmm . . . . There is no one except Jesus Christ who can be the Savior and Mediator between man and God.  No "Christ-like savior" exists nor could exist.  Not a substitute, but only the real thing, a real Savior, one Redeemer of His people, the man Jesus Christ or Lord.)

"It's a fun way to catch people's imagination," he said. "How wonderful it would be to have other life beyond our own world, because it would show how God's creation just flows out without abandon."

"Any kind of literalist in Christianity would be barring these sorts of beliefs," said Thomas O'Brien, a professor of religious studies at DePaul University. "If you were to go to some fundamentalist Christian churches, you'd hear some pastors say belief in UFOs is tantamount to a non-belief in Jesus Christ."

Such pooh-poohing of cosmic possibilities runs quite counter to last week's comments from the Vatican Observatory. Funes said that to not believe life exists beyond our planet would be to "set limits on the creative liberty of God."

Humm, . . . so, let me get this straight.  Believe what God said about Jesus Christ creating the heavens and the earth in Genesis (paralleled in the Book of John in the New Testament) "set limits on the creative liberty of God."  No, it simply declares that we Protestants who oppose the error of the Roman Catholic church/state believe what God had stated in His Holy Word. The LBT was originally named the "Columbus Project". It is a joint project of these members: the Italian astronomical community represented by the Istituto Nazionale di Astrofisica, the University of Arizona; University of Minnesota, University of Notre Dame, University of Virginia, the LBT Beteiligungsgesellschaft in Germany (Max Planck Institute for Astronomy in Heidelberg, Landessternwarte in Heidelberg, Leibniz Institute for Astrophysics Potsdam (AIP), Max Planck Institute for Extraterrestrial Physics in Munich and Max Planck Institute for Radio Astronomy in Bonn); The Ohio State University; Research Corporation in Tucson. 

The Istituto Nazionale di Astrofisica (National Institute for Astrophysics), or INAF for short, is the most important Italian institution conducting scientific research in astronomy and astrophysics. Researches performed by the scientific staff of the Institute go from the study of the planets and minor bodies of the solar system up to researches of cosmological interest (e.g. large-scale structure of the Universe and systems of galaxies).

Pope urges Thailand's bishops to work with Buddhists
Vatican City, May 16: Pope Benedict XVI Friday urged Thailand's Roman Catholic bishops to continue working with Buddhists in combating secularism and other "disturbing" aspects of globalization.
"You have readily expressed to me your great respect for the Buddhist monasteries and the esteem you have for the contribution they make to the social and cultural life of the Thai people," Benedict told the visiting bishops in a meeting at the Vatican.

The pontiff noted how Thailand's "small and scattered" Catholic community coexisted with the Asian nation's Buddhist majority against a backdrop of globalisation which forces humanity between "two poles".
Remember "pontiff," in both Itailian and Latin means "the bridge."  The "pope" declares that he is the substitute of Jesus Christ, and as Jesus's substitute, he is the bridge or mediator between man and God.  There is only One Mediator between man and God, the man Jesus Christ.  Using mystical type of talk that Buddhist would certainly be comfortable with, this "pope," declares:
"On the one hand there is the growing multitude of economic and cultural bonds which usually enhance a sense of global solidarity and shared responsibility for the well-being of humanity.

"On the other there are disturbing signs of a fragmentation and a certain individualism in which secularism takes a hold, pushing the transcendent and the sense of the sacred to the margins and eclipsing the very source of harmony and unity within the universe," Benedict said.

The pontiff told the bishops that together with Buddhists, they should promote respect for traditions amongst Thailand's youth and teach ethical values linked to spirituality and prayer.

"Spirituality and prayer."  Seeming "religious," and prayer to whom?  Bubba, I mean Budda?  There is only One God, Jehovah, and one Mediator between man and God, the man Jesus Christ.  No other.  No substitute.  It is simply blasphemy, worthy of death to declare oneself a substitute for God or equal with God, or taking the place of God, or a Mediator between God and man, or a bridge between God and man.
