1 John 4:18 KJV

18 There is no fear in love; but perfect love casteth out fear: because fear hath torment. He that feareth is not made perfect in love.

Note:  That word perfect in the Greek is teleios which means: Whole, complete; complete in all its parts.  Mature (consummated) finished, complete from going through the necessary stages to reach the end-goal.  Love is a process.  The root of the word (tel-) means:  "reaching the end (aim)." It is well-illustrated with the old pirate's telescope, unfolding (extending out) one stage at a time to finally function at full-strength (capacity effectiveness) complete strength. 

Love at first (attempting to trust fully) is scary, as one exposes themselves in order to love.  Love at first is exciting as the prospect of something more complete, full, finished trusting with certainty the one loved, like a child does who doesn't think of consequences before loving.


Matthew 18:1-4  KJV

1 At the same time came the disciples unto Jesus, saying, Who is the greatest in the kingdom of heaven?

2 And Jesus called a little child unto him, and set him in the midst of them,

3 And said, Verily I say unto you, Except ye be converted, and become as little children, ye shall not enter into the kingdom of heaven.

Note:  Converted in the Greek means:  To be changed (repent from one's sin) and turn to God; become Saved from the wrath of God and from ALL of one's sins by believing on the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth ALONE for one's Salvation.    

4 Whosoever therefore shall humble himself as this little child, the same is greatest in the kingdom of heaven.

Note:  Humble in the Greek means:  To show true humility, true lowliness, as opposed to pretended lowliness, by putting aside "self".  As this happens one can then learn to become fully dependent on the Lord Jesus Christ -- dismissing reliance upon self (self-government) and emptying carnal (relating to or given to crude (Crude:  Marked by the primitive, gross, elemental, or by uncultivated simplicity or vulgarity) bodily pleasures and appetites) self-centered ego.
A child doesn't need to humble themselves, as they don't enter into relationships the same as adults.  A child comes by following rules they don't make, trusting the one who has authority over them to love and care for them.  They are already humble.  This is the same approach a Christian has to take, following the "rules" they do not make, following the "rules" laid down by God to follow the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth alone for their Salvation, and to love as a child does our neighbor.  (How do we do that, love our neighbor when I don't even like most of them?)  It's not what you think.  How do we fulfill God's Law of loving our neighbor?

Galatians 5:14
14 For all the law is fulfilled in one word, even in this; Thou shalt love thy neighbour as thyself.

Note:  For all the Law (Second Table of the Law) is fulfilled in one word, love.

Again, the Greeks have eight words for love.  English uses one.  What love is being Commanded?  It is explained by the Apostle Paul using the Second Table of the Law.  (First Table, as Moses was given two tables or Tablets by the Lord Jesus Christ Who wrote them with His finger in tablets of stone.) is how God Commands we worship Him.  The Second Table is how we are to have relationship with others.

The Apostle Paul explains how to love thy neighbor, using the Second Table of the Law (The Ten Commandments):


Romans 13:8-10

8 Owe no man any thing, but to love one another: for he that loveth another hath fulfilled the law.

Note:  Fulfilled the Law (Followed what God Commands in the Ten Commandments how to treat our neighbor according to the Second Table of the Law.)

9 For this, Thou shalt not commit adultery, Thou shalt not kill, Thou shalt not steal, Thou shalt not bear false witness, Thou shalt not covet; and if there be any other commandment, it is briefly comprehended in this saying, namely, Thou shalt love thy neighbour as thyself.

Note:  The 10 Commandments are a "summary" of all of the Law of God.

10 Love worketh no ill to his neighbour: therefore love is the fulfilling of the law.

Note:  When you work no ill toward your neighbor, by NOT doing the things Commanded by God in the Second Table of the Law against your neighbor, you fulfill the Law of loving your neighbor.  Love here is the Greek word agapé, the highest form of love; simply a love of choice.  This is the kind of love God shows toward us.  God CHOSE to love us when we were unlovely.  Loved us not because we merited love (for all merited God's wrath!) we merited condemnation.

Therefore, by God's agapé, love toward us, there is no condemnation.


Romans 8:1
8 There is therefore now no condemnation to them which are in Christ Jesus, who walk not after the flesh, but after the Spirit.



Colossians 2:13-15

13 And you, being dead in your sins and the uncircumcision of your flesh, hath he quickened together with him, having forgiven you all trespasses;

14 Blotting out the handwriting of ordinances that was against us, which was contrary to us, and took it out of the way, nailing it to his cross;

15 And having spoiled principalities and powers, he made a shew of them openly, triumphing over them in it. 



1 John 4:10

10 Herein is love, not that we loved God, but that he loved us, and sent his Son to be the propitiation for our sins.


Note:  Propitiation in the Greek means:  An acceptable atoning sacrifice to God -- an acceptable offering.  The Lord Jesus Christ's atoning blood that appeases God's wrath, on all confessed sin -- confessed to God directly asking God's forgiveness -- not going through a "priest" as there is NO Priesthood in the New Testament Church; by the self-sacrifice of Himself Jesus Christ provided the ultimate wholly acceptable atonement, which was for the propitiation for our sins.



Hebrews 9:22
22 And almost all things are by the law purged with blood; and without shedding of blood is no remission.




Ephesians 1:6-12

6 To the praise of the glory of his grace, wherein he hath made us accepted in the beloved.

7 In whom we have redemption through his blood, the forgiveness of sins, according to the riches of his grace;

8 Wherein he hath abounded toward us in all wisdom and prudence;

9 Having made known unto us the mystery of his will, according to his good pleasure which he hath purposed in himself:

10 That in the dispensation of the fulness of times he might gather together in one all things in Christ, both which are in heaven, and which are on earth; even in him:

11 In whom also we have obtained an inheritance, being predestinated according to the purpose of him who worketh all things after the counsel of his own will:

12 That we should be to the praise of his glory, who first trusted in Christ. 



God loved us using agapé love toward us, a decision to love us when we were unlovely, while we were sinners.  God didn't wait until "we proved ourselves" righteous.  Why, on our own we can never be righteous before God.  Simply because of God's agapé love toward us, His decision to love us based not on our merits, therefore there is no condemnation for us.  God sent his Son to be the propitiation for our sins.



Romans 5:8
8 But God commendeth his love toward us, in that, while we were yet sinners, Christ died for us.

Note:  Commendeth in the Greek means:  To commend, to prove, to exhibit.  To exhibit:  (Exhibit:  To submit provide evidence (something, such as a document) to a court or officer of the court in course of proceedings to prove one's intentions).

This commendeth love is agape love, a love of choice not based on anything we have done.  Doing works does nothing for our Salvation, this is a misapplied understanding presented as Spiritual "Truth" by the satanic Roman Catholic "church" and taught to false "Protestant churches".


Titus 3:5-7
5 Not by works of righteousness which we have done, but according to his mercy he saved us, by the washing of regeneration, and renewing of the Holy Ghost;

6 Which he shed on us abundantly through Jesus Christ our Saviour;

7 That being justified by his grace, we should be made heirs according to the hope of eternal life. 
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
