Anyone that knows me well knows the reason that I was drawn to Preach was an experience I had in Warrensburg, MO.  I was seeking a Church.  I had visited a number of churches, but they weren't Preaching the Gospel, but another Gospel.  I visited the First Presbyterian Church in Warrensburg on two occasions.  The first occasion they had their associate "pastor," who was a woman preach a nice little "social gospel," but not the Gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ.  I visited again the following week, because they said their Senior Pastor, a man, was going to Preach.  His sermon was not as poor as the female's, but not much better.  After his "preaching," the female associate "pastor" prayed the congregational prayer and closed the prayer to "father/mother god".  No one as such even blinked an eye.  I felt sick.  The First Presbyterian church in Warrensburg is the second largest congregation of about 900 people.

I went to talk to the senior Pastor, and asked him what that was all about?  He said that well Jesus had a feminine side.  I said, "What?"  He said Jesus said that he would act like a mother hen to the Jews.  I told him that Jesus did NOT show His feminine side, that he was using imagery.  Some times He's a Lion, some time He's a Lamb.  This senior "pastor" said, "Well, we try to be 'all inclusive.'"  I told him that it didn't work, because he had now excluded me!

When I told people about this for the last eight years, most people didn't believe it.  They said what?  She prayed to father/mother god?  Yes, as does the Roman Catholics.  They pray to Mary as the goddess of heaven.
