Protests over police killings aim at occupying interstates 
http://www.foxnews.com/us/2016/07/11/protests-over-police-killings-aim-at-occupying-interstates.html
Romans 13:13
13 Let us walk honestly, as in the day; not in rioting and drunkenness, not in chambering and wantonness, not in strife and envying.
Note:  Drunkenness is most usually spoken of being intoxicated.  This can also mean to be intoxicated with the things of this world, i.e.:  drunk or as in a stupor as those of the night, those NOT of the light, not recognizing the spiritual realities of what is happening in the world around them as a Christian should having spiritual discernment, Ephesians 6:12.  Not in strife, meaning contention and quarrels.  Strife:  Varied forms of that venomous feeling between man and man which reverses the law of love, Romans 13:10-11.  Indeed, one should honor and obey the secular authorities.  The Apostle Paul adds this, that all should be subject to the higher powers, i.e.:  secular authorities, government officials who are ministers of God for good, Romans 13:1-17.  Not because it makes people virtuous in the sight of God, but because it insures that the virtuous have outward peace and protection, and that the wicked cannot do evil without fear and their peace is disturbed with the authorities. It is the duty, therefore, of virtuous people to honor secular authority, even though they do not necessarily need personally their protection, 1 Peter 2:13-18.  Furthermore, we are encouraged to pray for the secular authorities, that we may be able to live a quiet and peaceable life, 1 Timothy 2:1-2.
Ezekiel 23:32
32 Thus saith the Lord God; Thou shalt drink of thy sister's cup deep and large: thou shalt be laughed to scorn and had in derision; it containeth much.

Isaiah 65:11-12
11 But ye are they that forsake the Lord, that forget my holy mountain, that prepare a table for that troop, and that furnish the drink offering unto that number.

Note:  Troop here in the Hebrew means:  Troops which crowd upon, i.e. they attack -- invade, and overcome. (Worship violence, as did the pagan Roman Armies that worshiped idols).
12 Therefore will I number you to the sword, and ye shall all bow down to the slaughter: because when I called, ye did not answer; when I spake, ye did not hear; but did evil before mine eyes, and did choose that wherein I delighted not.
Jeremiah 51:7
7 Babylon hath been a golden cup in the Lord's hand, that made all the earth drunken: the nations have drunken of her wine; therefore the nations are mad.
Note:  Drunkenness is most usually spoken of being intoxicated.  This can also mean to be intoxicated with the things of this world, i.e.:  drunk or as in a stupor as those of the night, those NOT of the light, not recognizing the spiritual realities of what is happening in the world around them as a Christian should having spiritual discernment, Ephesians 6:12.
Babylon:  Babylon had by various specious pretenses drawn the nations of the earth into idolatry, and other sins, which were as poison she delivers in a golden cup (as though it was valuable and good to drink,) by which the nations had been deceived, and this suits best with the use of the phrase in Revelation 17:1-18, specifically verse 4,  Revelation 17:4, . . . spoken of the Roman Catholic “church” . . .
“ . . . that made all the earth drunken: . . .”  Either disturbed them with wars, so that they were like a drunken man that reels to and fro, and falls, as they did, into ruin and destruction, or made them drunk with the wine of her fornication, i.e.:  with idolatry, so that they were intoxicated with it, as the whore of Rome, mystical Babylon, is said to do, Revelation 17:1-2, . . . spoken of the Roman Catholic “church” . . .
“ . . . the nations have drunken of her wine; therefore the nations are mad.”  Mad, meaning act insanely.  They are made fools, thinking they are wise, Romans 1:21-23.  They drank of the wine of God's wrath by Babylon, i.e.:  the Roman Catholic “church” which means, being engaged in wars, which proved their ruin, and deprived theft of their riches, strength, and substance, as mad men are of their reason, or they drank in the errors of the Roman Catholic “church,” and partook of her fornication, i.e.:  idolatry, and ran mad upon her idols, as Babylon did, Jeremiah 50:1-46, specially verse 38, Jeremiah 50:38, and the Roman Catholic “church” known in the Book of Revelation as Babylon has taught the nations, Revelation 18:1-24, Revelation 18:3, Babylon = Rome, i.e.:  the Roman Catholic “church”.
