Proverbs 29:27

27 An unjust man is an abomination to the just: and he that is upright in the way is abomination to the wicked.



Acts 24:13-15

13 Neither can they prove the things whereof they now accuse me.

14 But this I confess unto thee, that after the way which they call heresy, so worship I the God of my fathers, believing all things which are written in the law and in the prophets:

Note:  Christians were first called Christians as a slur, Acts 11:26 . . . they were first called Christians – followers of the Lord Jesus Christ.  Notice, the Holy Bible doesn't say they called themselves Christians.  Previous to being called Christians, they identified themselves, as did the Apostle Paul above, as followers of The Way, John 14:6.

15 And have hope toward God, which they themselves also allow, that there shall be a resurrection of the dead, both of the just and unjust. 
The Judgment begins first at the House Of God, 1 Peter 4:17 -- the Just for presentation of Crowns of Righteousness 2 Timothy 4:1-8, not condemnation, Psalm 103:12; Romans 8:1; Hebrews 8:1-13; Hebrews 10:16-22.  We know that nothing we did, we did from our own righteousness, Isaiah 64:6.  The Elders in Heaven are Representatives of the People of God, and these Elders Cast Their Crowns of Righteousness at the feet of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, Revelation 4:1-11.

The unjust for condemnation to Hell.

John 3:16-21

16 For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have everlasting life.

Note:  The word world here is God's family.  ***  See notes below.

17 For God sent not his Son into the world to condemn the world; but that the world through him might be saved.
Note:  The first world (mixture of both Believers and Unbelievers, Matthew 13:47-48) God loved Those, His In this mixture, and Called them out of the world.  The second and third use of the word world above is God's family.  ***  See notes below.

18 He that believeth on him is not condemned: but he that believeth not is condemned already, because he hath not believed in the name of the only begotten Son of God.

19 And this is the condemnation, that light is come into the world, and men loved darkness rather than light, because their deeds were evil.

20 For every one that doeth evil hateth the light, neither cometh to the light, lest his deeds should be reproved.

21 But he that doeth truth cometh to the light, that his deeds may be made manifest, that they are wrought in God. 

*** Note:  John 3:16-21 directly above.  The word 'world' is the Greek word Kosmos:  Properly, an "ordered system" (like the universe, creation); also, a grouping of some kind -- a family, a nation, a tribe.  World can be "The ungodly multitude; the whole mass of men alienated from God, and therefore hostile to the cause of Christ, John 7:7; John 14:27 ; 1 Corinthians 1:21; 1 Corinthians 6:2; 1 Corinthians 11:32; 2 Corinthians 7:10; James 1:27; 1 Peter 5:9; 2 Peter 1:4; 2 Peter 2:20; 1 John 3:1, 13; 1 John 4:5; 1 John 5:19 or of Gentiles or Jews, or of Born Again Believers Only:  

a. Some organized group, e.g:  the Gentiles as contrasted to the Jews (Romans 11:12, whole chapter, Romans 11, etc . . .) 
b. Of believers only, John 3:16-17; John 1:29; John 6:33; 1 Corinthians 4:9; 2 Corinthians 5:19.

We've heard people use this word, world, such as:  My family is my whole world.  They mean the world to me.  (They are part of me, my group, my family, those I love.)  The wide world of sports, a group of people that make up those who are into sports, etc . . .  Simply, the word 'world' used in John 3:1-36 means a group.  What group?  We have two Groups: those that don't Believe, those who are NOT born again, called the Children of Wrath, Ephesians 2:1-3; we also have those that are of God's family, adopted into His family by Jesus Christ unto Himself, before the foundation of the world, before the world was created, here meaning the physical world and all in it, all of the planets, etc . . . Ephesians 1:1-14.

Jeremiah 6:15-17

15 Were they ashamed when they had committed abomination? nay, they were not at all ashamed, neither could they blush: therefore they shall fall among them that fall: at the time that I visit them they shall be cast down, saith the LORD.

16Thus saith the LORD, Stand ye in the ways, and see, and ask for the old paths, where is the good way, and walk therein, and ye shall find rest for your souls. But they said, We will not walk therein.

17Also I set watchmen over you, saying, Hearken to the sound of the trumpet. But they said, We will not hearken.

Note: Watchmen were God's Prophets, then Apostles, Preachers and Teachers. Hearken to their voice, lifted up like a trumpet:


Isaiah 58:1

1 Cry aloud, spare not, lift up thy voice like a trumpet, and shew my people their transgression, and the house of Jacob their sins.

Note:  Hearken to their voices, the voices of the Watchmen, whose voices were lifted up like a trumpet, hearken to the Word Preached by them. To God's Law, which lays before them their sin and danger. To the Gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, which is a joyful sound, and gives a certain sound, which proclaims God's peace, pardon, and Salvation, by the Lord Jesus Christ -- alone. "But they said, We will not hearken". So the Jews, in the times of the Lord Jesus Christ and His Apostles, turned a deaf ear to their ministry, contradicted, attacked, and blasphemed the very Son of God, the Word of God, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, Who had created them, and blasphemed His Gospel which was taught them, and judged themselves unworthy of it, and unworthy of Eternal Life, brought to light by the Gospel Watchmen.

Therefore, if one who claims to be one of God's Watchmen, one who lifts his voice up like a trumpet, to shew (i.e.: show) God's people their transgression and their sins, makes an uncertain sound, that is he is a false Preacher/Teacher, one who does NOT speaks God's Truth, how would God's people know to prepare themselves for battle? We MUST try, test the spirits, 1 John 4:1 to see if the Preacher/Teacher/Evangelist or Deacon, really ANY individual who claims to speak the Truth of God, to judge if their words agree with the Word of God, the Holy Bible. That is, not just merely quoting Holy Scripture as satan himself did that, Matthew 4:1-11; Luke 4:1-13, but does their words make Holy Scripture agree, or is there open contradiction from what they speak that they cannot explain? Indeed, if he makes an uncertain sound, i.e.: his words do NOT follow and harmonize Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible, the Gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, he is in fact a wolf in sheep's clothing, Matthew 7:15; 2 Corinthians 11:13-15; 1 John 2:18. Furthermore, if the Bible being used does NOT harmonize Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible, the Gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, that is, if it too makes "an uncertain sound," this "bible" is then counterfeit, and IS NOT GOD'S WORD. The King James Version, the Authorized Version, of the Holy Bible makes a certain sound, and IS God's Holy Word. Do NOT turn from God's Word, turn NOT to the right nor the left, Deuteronomy 5:31-33; Proverbs 4:26-27, and images shall be unto thee as a menstruous cloth, Isaiah 30:20-22. Neither shall they defile themselves any more with their idols, Ezekiel 37:23.
