King James I of England, who was also King James VI of Scotland, brought some of the greatest Biblical scholars in history together beginning in 1604 to translate into English the Holy Bible.  These scholars began then what was to became known as the King James Version (KJV), or the King James Bible (KJB), or simply the Authorized Version (AV) which was finally completed in 1611 -- taking some seven years to complete.

The Gunpowder Plot of 1605, in earlier centuries often called the Gunpowder Treason Plot or the Jesuit Treason, was a failed assassination attempt against Protestant, Calvinist, King James I of England who was also King James VI of Scotland, whom the King James Version of 1611, the Authorized Version of the Holy Bible was named, and kill his family and the English Parliament at the same time, by a group of provincial English Roman Catholics led by Robert Catesby.  Guy Fawkes was chosen to set off the fuse.

During a search of the House of Lords at about midnight on 4 November 1605, Guy Fawkes was discovered guarding 36 barrels of gunpowder—enough to reduce the House of Lords to rubble—and arrested. Most of the conspirators fled from London as they learned of the plot's discovery, trying to enlist support along the way. Several made a stand against the pursuing Sheriff of Worcester and his men at Holbeche House; in the ensuing battle, Robert Catesby, the ringleader, was one of those shot and killed. At their trial on 27 January 1606, eight of the survivors, including Guy Fawkes, were convicted and sentenced to be hanged, drawn and quartered. Details of the assassination attempt were known by the principal Jesuit of England, "father" Henry Garnet. 

King James I wise response kept religious wars from breaking out throughout Europe.  King James was anxious to avoid both a pogrom (Pogrom:  An organized massacre.) against his Roman Catholic subjects and diplomatic tensions with other Roman Catholic states.  King James gave an important speech to Parliament, and along with "official Sermons" Preached by leading Churchmen, which stressed the heinousness of the plot—but also accepted that many English Roman Catholics were still loyal subjects.

King James I of Great Britain gave government approval to two companies to explore the New World.  This was the beginning of English world wide Empire.  In 1606, Captain Bartholomew Gosnold obtained of King James I a charter for these two companies. The first company, for the South-Virginia or London Company, covered what are now Maryland, Virginia and the Carolinas, between Latitude 34° and Latitude 41° North.  The second Company, the Plymouth Adventurers, were empowered to settle as far as 45° North, encompassing what are present day Pennsylvania, New Jersey, New York, and New England.  The "Company" paid all the costs of establishing each colony, and in return controlled all land and resources there, requiring all settlers to work for the Company.  Jamestown, Virginia, https://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Jamestown,_Virginia, and the James River in Virginia were both named after and in honor of King James I.

Among other accomplishments of King James I:


In 1604 King James proclaims that smoking is harmful to the lungs and imposes a tax on tobacco

In 1607 Jamestown found in America by the Virginia Company.

In 1611 The King James Authorized Version of the Holy Bible is published.

King James I of England who was also King James VI of Scotland kept both countries he ruled out of war.

King James was fluent in four languages:  English, Greek, Latin, and French.  King James was reared a Calvinist and was a lifelong Calvinist. As King James made a stately progress from Edinburgh as King James VI to London as King James I during April and May of 1603, scores of English elites rode to seek favors from their popular new King -- a married man with children and an experienced Calvinist ruler known for his generosity. Notwithstanding the plot of Sir Walter Raleigh and a few others known as the  Bye Plot to replace King James with a Roman Catholic and/radical Puritans and the Main Plot, to capture and kill King James and to supplant him with the English noblewoman Lady Arbella Stuart, whom from her youngest years the Roman Catholic "church" tried to find a Roman Catholic to marry her. The idea was to secure toleration for English Roman Catholics or even win Arbella for the Roman Catholic faith.  To many people, King James I of Great Britain represented a promising change. In the year following his joint coronation with Anne of Denmark on July 25, 1603, in Westminster Abbey, King James addressed his first Parliament, concluded a peace agreement that ended the Anglo-Spanish War (1585–1604), and convened a religious conference at Hampton Court, where he affirmed his support of the Church of England's doctrines and structure and commissioned a translation of the Holy Bible that would come to bear his name.

In 1606, King James I granted a royal charter to the Virginia Company of London giving permission for its investors to send ships and settlers to North America. In April 1607, three ships—the Susan Constant, the Godspeed, and the Discovery — reached the Chesapeake Bay. Captains Christopher Newport, Bartholomew Gosnold, and John Ratcliffe and the original settlers established the first permanent English colony in North America. In recognition of the King, they named their settlement Jamestown, and the main river the James. On a voyage to Jamestown in 1609, the Sea Venture sailed into a storm and wrecked on the island of Bermuda. News of the incident may have inspired Shakespeare's The Tempest, performed for the first time at the Jacobean court. (The word Jacobean comes from the Latin name Jacobus, or James.) King James I sent presents to Powhatan—paramount Chief of Tsenacomoco, an alliance of Algonquian-speaking Virginia Indians—and saw Powhatan's daughter Pocahontas at court when she came to England in 1616.  King James also issued the so-called Great Charter of 1618— written in part by Virginia Company cofounder Sir Edwin Sandys— which created a representative assembly in Virginia; early in the 1620s.  After Sandys' financial policies angered investors, King James intervened to prevent Sandys' reelection as treasurer.  An investigation was launched into Sandys mismanagement of the Colony.  King James I ultimately revoked the Virginia Company's charter in July 1623.
