2 Thessalonians 2:10-12

10And with all deceivableness of unrighteousness in them that perish; because they received not the love of the truth, that they might be saved. 

 11And for this cause God shall send them strong delusion, that they should believe a lie: 

 12That they all might be damned who believed not the truth, but had pleasure in unrighteousness.



Jeremiah 30:12-14

12For thus saith the LORD, Thy bruise is incurable, and thy wound is grievous. 

 13There is none to plead thy cause, that thou mayest be bound up: thou hast no healing medicines. 

 14All thy lovers have forgotten thee; they seek thee not; for I have wounded thee with the wound of an enemy, with the chastisement of a cruel one, for the multitude of thine iniquity; because thy sins were increased.


When God is against a people, who will be for them? Who can be for them, so as to do them any kindness? Incurable griefs are owing to incurable lusts. Yet, though the captives suffered justly, and could not help themselves, the Lord intended to appear for them, and to punish their oppressors; and He will still do so. Every effort to heal ourselves must prove fruitless, so long as we neglect the heavenly Advocate between God and man, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth and the sanctifying of His Holy Spirit. The dealings of His Grace with every True convert, one Born Again, the Elect of God, Called, Chosen, and Justified by the Lord Jesus Christ, and every returning backslider, are the same in effect as His proceedings to the Jews.



Finally a principle which we have seen clearly explained is here announced:  namely, that judgment should fall upon the wicked; that this judgment went forth to the people of God first (for He chastises the one that He loves (Hebrews 12:5-7)), because they were disobedient and must bear the consequence. Wherever the wicked might be, this judgment shall reach them. Wheresoever the carcase might be, there should the eagles be gathered together (Luke 17:37).

Hebrews 12:5-7

 5And ye have forgotten the exhortation which speaketh unto you as unto children, My son, despise not thou the chastening of the Lord, nor faint when thou art rebuked of him: 

 6For whom the Lord loveth he chasteneth, and scourgeth every son whom he receiveth. 

 7If ye endure chastening, God dealeth with you as with sons; for what son is he whom the father chasteneth not?



Luke 17:22-37

22And he said unto the disciples, The days will come, when ye shall desire to see one of the days of the Son of man, and ye shall not see it. 

 23And they shall say to you, See here; or, see there: go not after them, nor follow them. 

 24For as the lightning, that lighteneth out of the one part under heaven, shineth unto the other part under heaven; so shall also the Son of man be in his day. 

 25But first must he suffer many things, and be rejected of this generation. 

 26And as it was in the days of Noe, so shall it be also in the days of the Son of man. 

 27They did eat, they drank, they married wives, they were given in marriage, until the day that Noah entered into the ark, and the flood came, and destroyed them all. 

 28Likewise also as it was in the days of Lot; they did eat, they drank, they bought, they sold, they planted, they builded; 

 29But the same day that Lot went out of Sodom it rained fire and brimstone from heaven, and destroyed them all. 

 30Even thus shall it be in the day when the Son of man is revealed. 

 31In that day, he which shall be upon the housetop, and his stuff in the house, let him not come down to take it away: and he that is in the field, let him likewise not return back. 

 32Remember Lot's wife. 

 33Whosoever shall seek to save his life shall lose it; and whosoever shall lose his life shall preserve it. 

 34I tell you, in that night there shall be two men in one bed; the one shall be taken, and the other shall be left. 

 35Two women shall be grinding together; the one shall be taken, and the other left. 

 36Two men shall be in the field; the one shall be taken, and the other left. 

 37And they answered and said unto him, Where, Lord? And he said unto them, Wheresoever the body is, thither will the eagles be gathered together.


The carcass of the Jewish nation, namely Jerusalem chiefly, and in whatsoever place:  where the eagles will be gathered together; that is the Roman army, whose Ensign was the eagle; these will come, seize upon them, and take them and devour them.  (An Eagle is swift and flies high in this world, and is seen as majestic, but an eagle is also a vulture; eagles are scavengers who prey upon the dead.  An eagle is both a bird of prey and a scavenger as well as one who flies high and quickly and surely).  The words of our Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth are an answer to a question, where such persons would be, who would be taken and destroyed, when others would be left, or preserved (the Elect of God); and manifestly refers to the body, or carcass of the Jewish people at Jerusalem, and other fortified places in Israel; where they should think themselves safe, but should not be so, in that the Roman armies gathered about them, and seized them as their prey.

The Church of our Lord Jesus Christ cannot be compared to a dead and filthy carcass, even in the worst of times, even in the times of the antichrist; for however forlorn, distressed, and afflicted her condition is, she is kept alive and preserved by her Lord and Savior, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth who can and will save them, and in some measure will keep them pure from antichristian pollutions:

Hebrews 2:17-18

 17Wherefore in all things it behoved him to be made like unto his brethren, that he might be a merciful and faithful high priest in things pertaining to God, to make reconciliation for the sins of the people. 

 18For in that he himself hath suffered being tempted, he is able to succour them that are tempted.

Note:  Succour (to run to the rescue, bring aid and relief, save.)

His True Church is represented by a woman, to whom two wings of a great eagle are given to fly with into the wilderness, where she is preserved and nourished for a time, and times, and half a time:

Revelation 12:14

 14And to the woman were given two wings of a great eagle, that she might fly into the wilderness, into her place, where she is nourished for a time, and times, and half a time, from the face of the serpent.

Nor is our Lord Jesus Christ's coming ever expressed by the gathering of Him to His people; but on the other hand, they are always said to be gathered unto Him:


2 Thessalonians 2:1-2

 1Now we beseech you, brethren, by the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ, and by our gathering together unto him, 

 2That ye be not soon shaken in mind, or be troubled, neither by spirit, nor by word, nor by letter as from us, as that the day of Christ is at hand.


Those who believe a lie, follow after some other way to be saved either spiritually or in the flesh, who seek NOT the Lord Jesus Christ will believe any and all kinds of fables to praise those OTHER than the Lord Jesus Christ by whom are all things . . .


1 Corinthians 8:5-7

 5For though there be that are called gods, whether in heaven or in earth, (as there be gods many, and lords many,) 

 6But to us there is but one God, the Father, of whom are all things, and we in him; and one Lord Jesus Christ, by whom are all things, and we by him. 

 7Howbeit there is not in every man that knowledge: for some with conscience of the idol unto this hour eat it as a thing offered unto an idol; and their conscience being weak is defiled.


2 Timothy 4:1-5

 1I charge thee therefore before God, and the Lord Jesus Christ, who shall judge the quick and the dead at his appearing and his kingdom; 

 2Preach the word; be instant in season, out of season; reprove, rebuke, exhort with all long suffering and doctrine. 

 3For the time will come when they will not endure sound doctrine; but after their own lusts shall they heap to themselves teachers, having itching ears; 

 4And they shall turn away their ears from the truth, and shall be turned unto fables. 


 
5But watch thou in all things, endure afflictions, do the work of an evangelist, make full proof of thy ministry.



1 Timothy 2:4-6

 4Who will have all men to be saved, and to come unto the knowledge of the truth. 

 5For there is one God, and one mediator between God and men, the man Christ Jesus; 

 6Who gave himself a ransom for all, to be testified in due time.

No body, no individual, no other name under heaven can save anyone, EXCEPT the man, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth!

Acts 4:8-12

8Then Peter, filled with the Holy Ghost, said unto them, Ye rulers of the people, and elders of Israel, 

9If we this day be examined of the good deed done to the impotent man, by what means he is made whole; 

10Be it known unto you all, and to all the people of Israel, that by the name of Jesus Christ of Nazareth, whom ye crucified, whom God raised from the dead, even by him doth this man stand here before you whole.

11This is the stone which was set at nought of you builders, which is become the head of the corner. 

12Neither is there salvation in any other: for there is none other name under heaven given among men, whereby we must be saved.


God does everything after the council of His own Will. He does nothing after man's will. None can stay His hand. Daniel 4:34-35, Ephesians 1:10-12

Daniel 4:34-35

 34And at the end of the days I Nebuchadnezzar lifted up mine eyes unto heaven, and mine understanding returned unto me, and I blessed the most High, and I praised and honoured him that liveth for ever, whose dominion is an everlasting dominion, and his kingdom is from generation to generation: 

 35And all the inhabitants of the earth are reputed as nothing: and he doeth according to his will in the army of heaven, and among the inhabitants of the earth: and none can stay his hand, or say unto him, What doest thou?


Ephesians 1:10-12

 10That in the dispensation of the fulness of times he might gather together in one all things in Christ, both which are in heaven, and which are on earth; even in him: 

 11In whom also we have obtained an inheritance, being predestinated according to the purpose of him who worketh all things after the counsel of his own will: 

 12That we should be to the praise of his glory, who first trusted in Christ.

God the Father requires His children to be under complete obedience to Him and His Only Begotten Son the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth. He knows what we need before we ask. He requires that we ask anyway. Matthew 6:7-15


Matthew 6:7-15

 7But when ye pray, use not vain repetitions, as the heathen do: for they think that they shall be heard for their much speaking. 

 8Be not ye therefore like unto them: for your Father knoweth what things ye have need of, before ye ask him. 

 9After this manner therefore pray ye: Our Father which art in heaven, Hallowed be thy name. 

 10Thy kingdom come, Thy will be done in earth, as it is in heaven. 

 11Give us this day our daily bread. 

 12And forgive us our debts, as we forgive our debtors. 

 13And lead us not into temptation, but deliver us from evil: For thine is the kingdom, and the power, and the glory, for ever. Amen. 

 14For if ye forgive men their trespasses, your heavenly Father will also forgive you: 

 15But if ye forgive not men their trespasses, neither will your Father forgive your trespasses.

When you pray . . . us NOT vain repetitions (like the “Hail Mary” that the Roman Catholic’s use, which is wrong in so many different spiritual ways including that Mary is NOT a mediator between man and God, therefore she can do nothing.  Wrongly believing God accepts this nonsense, they will be surprised to find that their prayers are in vain and are NOT heard by God).
The Lord Jesus Christ taught us how to pray . . . Thy (God the Father's) Will be done . . . not my (our) will be done. Submit solely to the Father's Will, pray His Will is done always and He hears our prayers.

If we ask anything according to His Will He hears us. Conversely, if we ask anything that is NOT according to His Will He does NOT hear us. 1 John 5:13-15


1 John 5:13-15

 13These things have I written unto you that believe on the name of the Son of God; that ye may know that ye have eternal life, and that ye may believe on the name of the Son of God. 

 14And this is the confidence that we have in him, that, if we ask any thing according to his will, he heareth us: 

 15And if we know that he hear us, whatsoever we ask, we know that we have the petitions that we desired of him.

We don't have because we don't know how to ask. We ask according to our own strong desire for something – our lust. James 4:2-4


James 4:2-4

 2Ye lust, and have not: ye kill, and desire to have, and cannot obtain: ye fight and war, yet ye have not, because ye ask not. 

 3Ye ask, and receive not, because ye ask amiss, that ye may consume it upon your lusts. 

 4Ye adulterers and adulteresses, know ye not that the friendship of the world is enmity with God? whosoever therefore will be a friend of the world is the enemy of God.

Sometimes, the Father's answer is simply no. God brings affliction to His own some times for His own purpose. The Apostle Paul was going blind. He asked the Lord Jesus Christ thrice (three times) to remove the thorn from his side, but the Lord's answer was no. 2 Corinthians 12:7-9

2 Corinthians 12:7-9

 7And lest I should be exalted above measure through the abundance of the revelations, there was given to me a thorn in the flesh, the messenger of Satan to buffet me, lest I should be exalted above measure. 

 8For this thing I besought the Lord thrice, that it might depart from me. 

 9And he said unto me, My grace is sufficient for thee: for my strength is made perfect in weakness. Most gladly therefore will I rather glory in my infirmities, that the power of Christ may rest upon me.

God the Father shows mercy and compassion on whom He Will. Exodus 33:18-20, Romans 9:6-33


Exodus 33:18-20

 18And he said, I beseech thee, shew me thy glory. 

 19And he said, I will make all my goodness pass before thee, and I will proclaim the name of the LORD before thee; and will be gracious to whom I will be gracious, and will shew mercy on whom I will shew mercy. 

 20And he said, Thou canst not see my face: for there shall no man see me, and live.

Romans 9:6-33

 6Not as though the word of God hath taken none effect. For they are not all Israel, which are of Israel: 

 7Neither, because they are the seed of Abraham, are they all children: but, In Isaac shall thy seed be called. 

 8That is, They which are the children of the flesh, these are not the children of God: but the children of the promise are counted for the seed. 

 9For this is the word of promise, At this time will I come, and Sarah shall have a son. 

 10And not only this; but when Rebecca also had conceived by one, even by our father Isaac; 

 11(For the children being not yet born, neither having done any good or evil, that the purpose of God according to election might stand, not of works, but of him that calleth;) 

 12It was said unto her, The elder shall serve the younger. 

 13As it is written, Jacob have I loved, but Esau have I hated. 

 14What shall we say then? Is there unrighteousness with God? God forbid. 

 15For he saith to Moses, I will have mercy on whom I will have mercy, and I will have compassion on whom I will have compassion. 

 16So then it is not of him that willeth, nor of him that runneth, but of God that sheweth mercy. 

 17For the scripture saith unto Pharaoh, Even for this same purpose have I raised thee up, that I might shew my power in thee, and that my name might be declared throughout all the earth. 

 18Therefore hath he mercy on whom he will have mercy, and whom he will he hardeneth. 

 19Thou wilt say then unto me, Why doth he yet find fault? For who hath resisted his will? 

 20Nay but, O man, who art thou that repliest against God? Shall the thing formed say to him that formed it, Why hast thou made me thus? 

 21Hath not the potter power over the clay, of the same lump to make one vessel unto honour, and another unto dishonour? 

 22What if God, willing to shew his wrath, and to make his power known, endured with much longsuffering the vessels of wrath fitted to destruction: 

 23And that he might make known the riches of his glory on the vessels of mercy, which he had afore prepared unto glory, 

 24Even us, whom he hath called, not of the Jews only, but also of the Gentiles? 

 25As he saith also in Osee, I will call them my people, which were not my people; and her beloved, which was not beloved. 

 26And it shall come to pass, that in the place where it was said unto them, Ye are not my people; there shall they be called the children of the living God. 

 27Esaias also crieth concerning Israel, Though the number of the children of Israel be as the sand of the sea, a remnant shall be saved: 

 28For he will finish the work, and cut it short in righteousness: because a short work will the Lord make upon the earth. 

 29And as Esaias said before, Except the Lord of Sabaoth had left us a seed, we had been as Sodoma, and been made like unto Gomorrha. 

 30What shall we say then? That the Gentiles, which followed not after righteousness, have attained to righteousness, even the righteousness which is of faith. 

 31But Israel, which followed after the law of righteousness, hath not attained to the law of righteousness. 

 32Wherefore? Because they sought it not by faith, but as it were by the works of the law. For they stumbled at that stumblingstone; 

 33As it is written, Behold, I lay in Sion a stumblingstone and rock of offence: and whosoever believeth on him shall not be ashamed.

God the Father shows blessings to the godly and the ungodly alike.  Those that are NOT His attribute these blessings to anyone OTHER than Him by His Only Begotten Son, and the power of His Holy Spirit.  They are NOT thankful to Him Romans 1:20-21, but give His glory to another Isaiah 48:8-11: Matthew 5:44-46

Romans 1:20-21

 20For the invisible things of him from the creation of the world are clearly seen, being understood by the things that are made, even his eternal power and Godhead; so that they are without excuse: 

 21Because that, when they knew God, they glorified him not as God, neither were thankful; but became vain in their imaginations, and their foolish heart was darkened.

God the Father, speaking through the Prophet Isaiah, speaks of His Only Begotten Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth . . .

Isaiah 42:1-9

 1Behold my servant, whom I uphold; mine elect, in whom my soul delighteth; I have put my spirit upon him: he shall bring forth judgment to the Gentiles. 

 2He shall not cry, nor lift up, nor cause his voice to be heard in the street. 

 3A bruised reed shall he not break, and the smoking flax shall he not quench: he shall bring forth judgment unto truth. 

 4He shall not fail nor be discouraged, till he have set judgment in the earth: and the isles shall wait for his law. 

 5Thus saith God the LORD, he that created the heavens, and stretched them out; he that spread forth the earth, and that which cometh out of it; he that giveth breath unto the people upon it, and spirit to them that walk therein: 

 6I the LORD have called thee in righteousness, and will hold thine hand, and will keep thee, and give thee for a covenant of the people, for a light of the Gentiles; 

 7To open the blind eyes, to bring out the prisoners from the prison, and them that sit in darkness out of the prison house. 

 8I am the LORD: that is my name: and my glory will I not give to another, neither my praise to graven images. 

 9Behold, the former things are come to pass, and new things do I declare: before they spring forth I tell you of them.

Isaiah 48:8-11
 8Yea, thou heardest not; yea, thou knewest not; yea, from that time that thine ear was not opened: for I knew that thou wouldest deal very treacherously, and wast called a transgressor from the womb. 

 9For my name's sake will I defer mine anger, and for my praise will I refrain for thee, that I cut thee not off. 

 10Behold, I have refined thee, but not with silver; I have chosen thee in the furnace of affliction. 

 11For mine own sake, even for mine own sake, will I do it: for how should my name be polluted? and I will not give my glory unto another.

Matthew 5:44-46

 44But I say unto you, Love your enemies, bless them that curse you, do good to them that hate you, and pray for them which despitefully use you, and persecute you; 

 45That ye may be the children of your Father which is in heaven: for he maketh his sun to rise on the evil and on the good, and sendeth rain on the just and on the unjust. 

 46For if ye love them which love you, what reward have ye? do not even the publicans the same?
