Rwanda's Catholic Church seeks genocide forgiveness for Christians
https://www.yahoo.com/news/rwandas-catholic-church-seeks-genocide-forgiveness-christians-165434438.html
In the article directly above, the so called “commission president,” Bishop Philippe Rukamba washes his hands like Pontius Pilate the Governor of Judaea, Matthew 27:24, saying “ . . . that the Church was seeking forgiveness for individuals and not for the institution as such.  The Church did not participate in the genocide,” he said.
Note:  The Church is NOT an institution, nor is it a building, but made up of individual Born Again Believers, True Worshipers, the Saints of God, as lively (living) stones – with the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth as the Chief corner stone in a building, having its foundation the Prophets and Apostles, Ephesians 2:19-22, 1 Peter 2:5.

The Catholic Church in Rwanda apologized on Sunday for the church's role in the 1994 genocide, saying it regretted the actions of those who participated in the massacres.

"We apologize for all the wrongs the church committed. We apologize on behalf of all Christians (Don't apologize for all Christians as the Roman Catholic "church" IS NOT Christian at all, but are Baal worshipers -- my note here in parentheses.) for all forms of wrongs we committed. We regret that church members violated (their) oath of allegiance to God's commandments," said the statement by the Conference of Catholic Bishops, which was read out in parishes across the country.


Note:  Yes, like the 6th Commandment, 13 Thou shalt not kill.  As well as the 9th Commandment, 16 Thou shalt not bear false witness against thy neighbour.  Exodus 20:1-17.
The statement acknowledged that church members planned, aided and executed the genocide, in which over 800,000 ethnic Tutsis and moderate Hutus were killed by Hutu extremists.
(Cover up) . . . In the years since the genocide — which was sparked by a contentious plane crash that killed the then-president, a Hutu — the local church had resisted efforts by the government and groups of survivors to acknowledge the church's complicity in mass murder, saying those church officials who committed crimes acted individually.
Many of the victims died at the hands of priests, clergymen and nuns, according to some accounts by survivors, and the Rwandan government says many died in the churches where they had sought refuge.
The bishops' statement is seen as a positive development in Rwanda's efforts at reconciliation.
"Forgive us for the crime of hate in the country to the extent of also hating our colleagues because of their ethnicity. We didn't show that we are one family but instead killed each other," the statement said.

(Note:  They stated, “ . . . We didn't show that we are one family but instead killed each other," . . .”  Killed each other?  Sounds like it was an equal guilt by declaring people (on both sides) did the killing, i.e.:  killed each other.  This was not the case.  It was simply the Roman Catholic “church” in cahoots with “Hutu extremists” that killed the innocent, including their colleagues.)
The statement was timed to coincide with the formal end Sunday of the Holy Year of Mercy declared by Pope Francis to encourage greater reconciliation and forgiveness in his church and in the world, said Bishop Phillipe Rukamba, spokesman for the Catholic Church in Rwanda.
Note: Maybe, just maybe, this "Holy Year of Mercy" declared by the satanic "pope" Francis was done specifically so that they could justify, pressure others "to show Mercy" toward their satanic system.
Tom Ndahiro, a Rwandan genocide researcher, said he hoped the church's statement will encourage unity among Rwandans.

"I am also happy to learn that in their statement, bishops apologize for not having been able to avert the genocide," he said.
