2 Corinthians 11:13-15

13 For such are false apostles, deceitful workers, transforming themselves into the apostles of Christ.

14 And no marvel; for Satan himself is transformed into an angel of light.

15 Therefore it is no great thing if his ministers also be transformed as the ministers of righteousness; whose end shall be according to their works. 
A "sermon" by False "pastor," false teacher Steven Furtick where he said:
“The power of God was in Jesus, the healing power of God, the restoring power of God, the same power that made demons flee was in Nazareth, but Jesus could not release it. Because it was trapped in their unbelief. And there’s one thing that even Jesus can’t do. One thing that even the son of God can’t do. Even Jesus cannot override your unbelief. I see y’all looking at me like, ‘Is that true? I thought He could do anything.’ It said, ‘He could not.’ He wanted to. He was prepared to. He was able to. The power of God was in Nazareth, but it was trapped in their perspective.”

The usage of the negative particle οὐκ in combination with δύναμαι in Mark 1:5:

Mark 6:1-5
1 And he went out from thence, and came into his own country; and his disciples follow him. 

2 And when the sabbath day was come, he began to teach in the synagogue: and many hearing him were astonished, saying, From whence hath this man these things? and what wisdom is this which is given unto him, that even such mighty works are wrought by his hands?

3 Is not this the carpenter, the son of Mary, the brother of James, and Joses, and of Juda, and Simon? and are not his sisters here with us? And they were offended at him.

4 But Jesus, said unto them, A prophet is not without honour, but in his own country, and among his own kin, and in his own house.
5 And he could there do no mighty work, save that he laid his hands upon a few sick folk, and healed them.
Note:  "he (Jesus) could" οὐ – no ("not") there do no mighty work.  Mighty work, in the Greek is:  dunamis: Which means (miraculous) power, might, strength.  Power through God's ability.  
However, this Greek word, οὐ, occurs elsewhere within the New Testament and it does not always dictate inability; does not always mean no or not.

Luke 14:16-20
16 Then said he unto him, A certain man made a great supper, and bade many:

17 And sent his servant at supper time to say to them that were bidden, Come; for all things are now ready.

18 And they all with one consent began to make excuse. The first said unto him, I have bought a piece of ground, and I must needs go and see it: I pray thee have me excused.

19 And another said, I have bought five yoke of oxen, and I go to prove them: I pray thee have me excused.

20 And another said, I have married a wife, and therefore I cannot come.

Note:  Here in the Greek in verse 20, the word cannot is the same Greek word οὐ – no ("not") in Mark 6:5 above.  Which from the context does not mean there was no way on earth, or no he could not come, but that the man simply was UNWILLING.  As the Lord Jesus Christ told us in verse 18 above they all with one consent began to MAKE EXCUSE.
Let's look at another verse in Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible to help discernment of what is being said:
Matthew 2:18
18 In Rama was there a voice heard, lamentation, and weeping, and great mourning, Rachel weeping for her children, and would not be comforted, because they are not.

The word here not in the Greek is  οὐ – no ("not") which means here refused.  

As I have demonstrated above, the context of the parable of the wedding feast, Luke 14:16-20, is not that the man is "unable" to come, he is "unwilling".  In similar fashion, 



Luke 11:5-7

5 And he said unto them, Which of you shall have a friend, and shall go unto him at midnight, and say unto him, Friend, lend me three loaves;

6 For a friend of mine in his journey is come to me, and I have nothing to set before him?

7 And he from within shall answer and say, Trouble me not: the door is now shut, and my children are with me in bed; I cannot rise and give thee.

Note:  I cannot here is the Greek word οὐ – no ("not") which means here refuse and it exhibits a man who is unwilling in that he refuses to offer bread, not that he is literally prevented from doing so.

Furthermore, God would not be God if He could NOT do as he pleased.


This is just another way to beguile (Beguile:  To lead astray, i.e. (mentally) to delude, or (morally) to seduce -- beguile, deceive, ) twist the Word of God, to deny that the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth is the very Son of God with equality to God the Father, given all power, all authority in Heaven and in earth.  Saying the Lord Jesus Christ COULD NOT do something by stealth as this false teacher Steven Furtick does is to OPENLY deny Christ Jesus as the Only Begotten Son of God; as God the Son having equal authority/power with God the Father.
Psalm 115:3
3 But our God is in the heavens: he hath done whatsoever he hath pleased.
Psalm 135:6
6 Whatsoever the Lord pleased, that did he in heaven, and in earth, in the seas, and all deep places.
Matthew 19:23-27

23 Then said Jesus unto his disciples, Verily I say unto you, That a rich man shall hardly enter into the kingdom of heaven.

24 And again I say unto you, It is easier for a camel to go through the eye of a needle, than for a rich man to enter into the kingdom of God.

25 When his disciples heard it, they were exceedingly amazed, saying, Who then can be saved?

26 But Jesus beheld them, and said unto them, With men this is impossible; but with God all things are possible.

27 Then answered Peter and said unto him, Behold, we have forsaken all, and followed thee; what shall we have therefore? 

Mark 14:35-36

35 And he went forward a little, and fell on the ground, and prayed that, if it were possible, the hour might pass from him.

36 And he said, Abba, Father, all things are possible unto thee; take away this cup from me: nevertheless not what I will, but what thou wilt. 

Luke 10:22

22 All things are delivered to me of my Father: and no man knoweth who the Son is, but the Father; and who the Father is, but the Son, and he to whom the Son will reveal him. 

John 3:35

35 The Father loveth the Son, and hath given all things into his hand. 
Matthew 28:18

18 And Jesus came and spake unto them, saying, All power is given unto me in heaven and in earth. 

Mark 1:23-28

23 And there was in their synagogue a man with an unclean spirit; and he cried out,

24 Saying, Let us alone; what have we to do with thee, thou Jesus of Nazareth? art thou come to destroy us? I know thee who thou art, the Holy One of God.

25 And Jesus rebuked him, saying, Hold thy peace, and come out of him.

26 And when the unclean spirit had torn him, and cried with a loud voice, he came out of him.

27 And they were all amazed, insomuch that they questioned among themselves, saying, What thing is this? what new doctrine is this? for with authority commandeth he even the unclean spirits, and they do obey him.

28 And immediately his fame spread abroad throughout all the region round about Galilee. 

Daniel 4:35
35 And all the inhabitants of the earth are reputed as nothing: and he doeth according to his will in the army of heaven, and among the inhabitants of the earth: and none can stay his hand, or say unto him, What doest thou?
Note:  None can resist or stop God's power, resist His Will, or hinder Him from acting, or cause God to cease from His work, which He is bent upon; God's will in both worlds (Heaven and earth) is sovereign and arbitrary, and God's power uncontrollable. It was so in creation, God spoke, and it was done; it is so in God's providence, He does what he pleases; there is nothing done without God's knowledge and Will, and there is no counsel against the Lord: it is so in His works of Grace; in the great work of redemption; no difficulties could discourage or hinder the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth from the performance of that arduous work;  Christ Jesus being the mighty God:

Genesis 49:24
24  But his bow abode in strength, and the arms of his hands were made strong by the hands of the mighty God of Jacob; (from thence is the shepherd, the stone of Israel:)
Deuteronomy 7:21
21 Thou shalt not be affrighted at them: for the Lord thy God is among you, a mighty God and terrible. 
Psalm 50:1
1 The mighty God, even the Lord, hath spoken, and called the earth from the rising of the sun unto the going down thereof. 
Psalm 132:2
2 How he sware unto the Lord, and vowed unto the mighty God of Jacob;
Psalm 132:5
5 Until I find out a place for the Lord, an habitation for the mighty God of Jacob.
Isaiah 9:6
6 For unto us a child is born, unto us a son is given: and the government shall be upon his shoulder: and his name shall be called Wonderful, Counsellor, The mighty God, The everlasting Father, The Prince of Peace. 
Isaiah 10:21
21 The remnant shall return, even the remnant of Jacob, unto the mighty God. 

Jeremiah 32:18
18 Thou shewest lovingkindness unto thousands, and recompensest the iniquity of the fathers into the bosom of their children after them: the Great, the Mighty God, the Lord of hosts, is his name,

Habakkuk 1:12

No man can stop the work of God's Grace upon the heart of a sinner, when God begins to work, none can let; not corruptions within, nor satan without; nor can anything hinder the carrying of it on; not indwelling sin, nor the snares of the world, nor the temptations of satan. The purposes of God, Romans 9:11, cannot be disannulled; God's hand cannot be held, stopped, or turned back from the execution of them; God will do His Will and His work in the world, and in His Churches, and on particular persons, maugre (Maugre:  In spite of; notwithstanding) all the opposition of devils and men.

Or say unto Him, what dost thou? what is this thou hast done? and wherefore hast thou done it?  Why was it not done in another form and manner, and for other ends and purposes?  All such striving against God and all such like questions are vain and foolish, and are despised by the Lord God, Isaiah 45:9; God answers to no man, nor does He give any account of His matters unto the children of men. Some may with wonder say, "What has God wrought!, Numbers 23:23" but none ought to say, in a complaining and murmuring way, "what dost thou?, John 6:30" and should they, it is of no avail, God has done and will do what He pleases. 
Jonah 1:14
14 Wherefore they cried unto the Lord, and said, We beseech thee, O Lord, we beseech thee, let us not perish for this man's life, and lay not upon us innocent blood: for thou, O Lord, hast done as it pleased thee.
Ephesians 1:1, 5, 9, 11-12

1 Paul, an apostle of Jesus Christ by the will of God, to the saints which are at Ephesus, and to the faithful in Christ Jesus:
5 Having predestinated us unto the adoption of children by Jesus Christ to himself, according to the good pleasure of his will,
9 Having made known unto us the mystery of his will, according to his good pleasure which he hath purposed in himself:
11 In whom also we have obtained an inheritance, being predestinated according to the purpose of him who worketh all things after the counsel of his own will:

12 That we should be to the praise of his glory, who first trusted in Christ.

The spiritual will of God ALWAYS trumps the physical will of man.  It is God who specifically violate one’s unbelief. There would be no hope for any sinner if the Lord Jesus Christ could not override unbelief, for we know that satan (satan:  the god of this world, 2 Corinthians 4:4) has blinded the minds of unbelievers so that they cannot see the glorious Gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ:
2 Corinthians 4:3-4

3 But if our gospel be hid, it is hid to them that are lost:

4 In whom the god of this world hath blinded the minds of them which believe not, lest the light of the glorious gospel of Christ, who is the image of God, should shine unto them.

Note:  God sends His Holy Word, the Holy Bible, spoken concerning the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, called God's REPORT given us by the Prophets, Apostles and Preachers, to whom God chooses:

Isaiah 53:1
53 Who hath believed our report? and to whom is the arm of the Lord revealed?

Isaiah 55:10-11
10 For as the rain cometh down, and the snow from heaven, and returneth not thither, but watereth the earth, and maketh it bring forth and bud, that it may give seed to the sower, and bread to the eater:
Note:  Thither in the Hebrew means:  To be saturated, drink one's fill.  Satiate (Satiate:  A state of saturation,) abundantly satisfy, soak, water abundantly.  Thus, as the rain cometh down, and the snow (cometh down) from heaven -- it does not returneth saturated but (empties themselves) of rain/snow, and makes things grow.   
11 So shall my word be that goeth forth out of my mouth: it shall not return unto me void, but it shall accomplish that which I please, and it shall prosper in the thing whereto I sent it.
Note:  "For as the rain cometh down, . . ."  "So shall my word be that goeth forth out of my mouth: . . ." In the same way that rain cometh down, God's Holy word cometh down from Heaven and accomplishes what God pleases, and it SHALL PROSPER in the thing (person) to whom God has sent it.
Are we so foolish to assume a puny, impotent God, bested by satan, worst of all by humanity?  As a general, hermetical rule of thumb, if your interpretation of a passage contradicts other passages in Holy Scripture, when following basic lines of philosophical reasoning, you’ve yet to reach the proper conclusion.

Finally, Preachers must have a concern for clarity. If the result of one’s sermon is a misunderstanding of the text, you’ve failed to do your primary task.  If the result is confusion, it may not necessarily be tied to poor exegetical (Exegetical:  Meaning, the critical explanation or interpretation of a text or portion of a text, especially of the Holy Bible) work, but could simply be poor presentation.  This then highlights the Pastor’s role as teacher; it involves a tremendous amount of work to dig out the meaning of the text to feed the Lord Jesus Christ's sheep. Yet this brings us full-circle in understanding how one must feed His sheep.  According to Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible, Pastors are to speak the things which are fitting for sound doctrine.
Titus 2:1-8
1 But speak thou the things which become sound doctrine:

2 That the aged men be sober, grave, temperate, sound in faith, in charity, in patience.

3 The aged women likewise, that they be in behaviour as becometh holiness, not false accusers, not given to much wine, teachers of good things;

4 That they may teach the young women to be sober, to love their husbands, to love their children,

5 To be discreet, chaste, keepers at home, good, obedient to their own husbands, that the word of God be not blasphemed.

6 Young men likewise exhort to be sober minded.

7 In all things shewing thyself a pattern of good works: in doctrine shewing uncorruptness, gravity, sincerity,

8 Sound speech, that cannot be condemned; that he that is of the contrary part may be ashamed, having no evil thing to say of you.


By the Lord Jesus Christ’s own admission in John 4:48, they would have believed had they seen signs and wonders.

John 4:45-50

45 Then when he was come into Galilee, the Galilaeans received him, having seen all the things that he did at Jerusalem at the feast: for they also went unto the feast.
Note:  The Lord Jesus Christ came into Galilee where the Galilaeans received him . . . for they also went unto the feast.
46 So Jesus came again into Cana of Galilee, where he made the water wine. And there was a certain nobleman, whose son was sick at Capernaum.
Note:  So the Lord Jesus Christ returns to the Galilaeans there in Galilee, and a certain nobleman approaches the Lord Jesus Christ with a request in the midst of the group that was there.  Wherever the Lord Jesus Christ went people followed Him, some pushing to get close to Him, Luke 8:40 . . .

47 When he heard that Jesus was come out of Judaea into Galilee, he went unto him, and besought him that he would come down, and heal his son: for he was at the point of death.

48 Then said Jesus unto him, Except ye see signs and wonders, ye will not believe.

Note:  Jesus said to the man, except ye (In the south those called Southerns in the United States by the Yankees (the Northerners) when speaking to more than one, one would say you'all).  Jesus said to the man, except you'all -- if you will -- or, put another way except all of you, or all of you as a group (all that was there hearing or seeing what was taking place between this nobelman and the Lord Jesus Christ.  The text making it clear that the Lord Jesus Christ was NOT speaking to just the nobleman about this, but was directing His speech to all within that group.) see signs and wonders, (you'all, all of you, you as a group) will not believe. *** See note below about ye, you, thee, thou, etc . . .  


49 The nobleman saith unto him, Sir, come down ere my child die.

50 Jesus saith unto him, Go thy way; thy son liveth. And the man believed the word that Jesus had spoken unto him, and he went his way.

*** Note:  The use of the pronouns ye, you [are plural] and these words starting with a "T, t" thee, thou, thy, thine [are singular] in the King James Bible greatly helps a believer in “rightly dividing the word of truth”.  For instance: The King James Bible translators never used the word ye in the singular case -- it is ALWAYS plural. Every time the word ye show’s up in the King James Bible, it is always used to denote a plural pronoun (in reference to - more than one person). 
Mark 6:5
5 And he could there do no mighty work, save that he laid his hands upon a few sick folk, and healed them. 

Note:  "he (Jesus) could" οὐ – no ("not") there do no mighty work, . . .

This Greek word, οὐ, occurs elsewhere within the New Testament and it does not always dictate inability.
In response to their showing fully their unbelief in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, not understanding nor receiving Christ Jesus as their Messiah, as their Lord and God, as a result of not seeing signs and miracles which they hoped was that the Messiah was to throw the Romans off, free the Jews from Roman rule. The Lord Jesus Christ didn't pound on His chest and say, "Well, let me prove it to you!"  Instead of relenting and demonstrating His authority and power, the Lord Jesus Christ withheld these as an act of judgment upon them.  This was therefore God's Will to deny them the very thing they desired as validation to the Lord Jesus Christ's open proclamation to them that He was the Son of God.

Surely, not only can the God of all creation, Jehovah God do as He pleases with respect to your unbelief causing you to be quickened -- spiritually by God's power to make you alive when your spirit was dead in your trespasses and sins – God also can intentionally withhold the very means of your deliverance by His sovereign choosing. Yes, this is the God of the Bible. 

Does not the potter (God) have right over the lump, o’ man, Lamentations 4:2; Isaiah 29:16; Isaiah 64:8; Romans 9:21; Revelation 2:26-27? Does not the Lord God do with His creation as He pleases?
2 Corinthians 13:5
5 Examine yourselves, whether ye be in the faith; prove your own selves.  Know ye not your own selves, how that Jesus Christ is in you, except ye be reprobates?
Note:  This was spoken to the Church at Corinth.

*** Note:  The use of the pronouns ye, you [are plural] and these words starting with a "T, t" thee, thou, thy, thine [are singular] in the King James Bible greatly helps a believer in “rightly dividing the word of truth”.  For instance: The King James Bible translators never used the word ye in the singular case -- it is ALWAYS plural. Every time the word ye show’s up in the King James Bible, it is always used to denote a plural pronoun (in reference to - more than one person). 
Genesis 17:10
10 This is my covenant, which ye shall keep, between me and you and thy seed after thee; Every man child among you shall be circumcised.
Exodus 3:11-15
11 And Moses said unto God, Who am I, that I should go unto Pharaoh, and that I should bring forth the children of Israel out of Egypt?

12 And he said, Certainly I will be with thee; and this shall be a token unto thee, that I have sent thee: When thou hast brought forth the people out of Egypt, ye shall serve God upon this mountain.

24 But that ye may know that the Son of man hath power upon earth to forgive sins, (he said unto the sick of the palsy,) I say unto thee, Arise, and take up thy couch, and go into thine house.

25 And immediately he rose up before them, and took up that whereon he lay, and departed to his own house, glorifying God. 

Luke 22:8-12

8 And he sent Peter and John, saying, Go and prepare us the passover, that we may eat.

9 And they said unto him, Where wilt thou that we prepare?

10 And he said unto them, Behold, when ye are entered into the city, there shall a man meet you, bearing a pitcher of water; follow him into the house where he entereth in.

11 And ye shall say unto the goodman of the house, The Master saith unto thee, Where is the guestchamber, where I shall eat the passover with my disciples?

12 And he shall shew you a large upper room furnished: there make ready. 

John 3:1-8
1 There was a man of the Pharisees, named Nicodemus, a ruler of the Jews:

2 The same came to Jesus by night, and said unto him, Rabbi, we know that thou art a teacher come from God: for no man can do these miracles that thou doest, except God be with him.

3 Jesus answered and said unto him, Verily, verily, I say unto thee, Except a man be born again, he cannot see the kingdom of God.

4 Nicodemus saith unto him, How can a man be born when he is old? can he enter the second time into his mother's womb, and be born?

5 Jesus answered, Verily, verily, I say unto thee, Except a man be born of water and of the Spirit, he cannot enter into the kingdom of God.

6 That which is born of the flesh is flesh; and that which is born of the Spirit is spirit.

7 Marvel not that I said unto thee, Ye must be born again.

8 The wind bloweth where it listeth, and thou hearest the sound thereof, but canst not tell whence it cometh, and whither it goeth: so is every one that is born of the Spirit. 

Hebrews 13:5

5 Let your conversation be without covetousness; and be content with such things as ye have: for he hath said, I will never leave thee, nor forsake thee. 

Note:  False Teacher Steven Furtick “preachers” another false Gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth and is therefore cursed of God!

Galatians 1:8-9
8 But though we, or an angel from heaven, preach any other gospel unto you than that which we have preached unto you, let him be accursed.

9 As we said before, so say I now again, if any man preach any other gospel unto you than that ye have received, let him be accursed.
