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Note:  I need to comment on # 2, spanking.  This does not show the difference between people who are lovingly spanked, and those who are abused by their parents.  Those who are abused (which I believe most are who have not been taught of God in God's Word) would certainly have functional issues which could lower overall intelligence.
Proverbs 13:23-25  
23 Much food is in the tillage of the poor: but there is that is destroyed for want of judgment.
Note:  The word tillage in the Hebrew means:  Plowing, i.e. (concretely) freshly plowed land -- fallow ground, plowing, tillage.  The lose much of their substance, much of what is needed daily, through lack of judgment. 
24 He that spareth his rod hateth his son: but he that loveth him chasteneth him betimes.
Note:  The phrase his rod in the Hebrew means:  To branch off; a scion, i.e. (literally) a stick (for punishing, writing, fighting, ruling, walking, etc.) Or (figuratively) a clan -- X correction, dart, rod, sceptre, staff, tribe.  A man who withholds or withdraws his rod of correction, which is in his hand, which he has power to use, and ought to exercise at proper times; he, instead of loving his son by correcting him with the rod, may be said to hate him.  "Fond love" is no better than hatred.  Refusing to correct a child is hatred of that child.  The Father could scarcely do a more ill thing by him than not to correct him for a fault; which was the sin of good old Eli the Priest, and both he and his sons suffered for it.

However, a man that loveth his child; that has a true love for his son, and a hearty concern for his welfare and future good, he will regulate his affections by his judgment to discipline his child, and not give way to a fond passion, to the prejudice of his child.  A loving father, using a rod to chasten his son/daughter chasteneth him betimes, or "in the morning," i.e.:  in the morning of his infancy, before vicious habits are contracted, or before he/she is accustomed to sinning freely without being corrected, and hardened in it.  Corrected by the rod as soon as a crime is perpetrated, before it is forgot or repeated -- or every morning -- that is, continually, as often as it is necessary, or as faults are committed.
Note:  The word betimes in the Hebrew means:  To search for (with painstaking) -- (do something).   Betimes, enquire early, rise early in the morning.  See *** below:
25 The righteous eateth to the satisfying of his soul: but the belly of the wicked shall want.
*** Note: 
Micah 6:9
9 The Lord's voice crieth unto the city, and the man of wisdom shall see thy name: hear ye the rod, and who hath appointed it. 

Proverbs 28:4-9
4 They that forsake the law praise the wicked: but such as keep the law contend with them.

5 Evil men understand not judgment: but they that seek the Lord understand all things.

6 Better is the poor that walketh in his uprightness, than he that is perverse in his ways, though he be rich.

7 Whoso keepeth the law is a wise son: but he that is a companion of riotous men shameth his father.

8 He that by usury and unjust gain increaseth his substance, he shall gather it for him that will pity the poor.

9 He that turneth away his ear from hearing the law, even his prayer shall be abomination.
Proverbs 29:8-18
8 Scornful men bring a city into a snare: but wise men turn away wrath.

9 If a wise man contendeth with a foolish man, whether he rage or laugh, there is no rest.
10 The bloodthirsty hate the upright: but the just seek his soul.

11 A fool uttereth all his mind: but a wise man keepeth it in till afterwards.
12 If a ruler hearken to lies, all his servants are wicked.

13 The poor and the deceitful man meet together: the Lord lighteneth both their eyes.

14 The king that faithfully judgeth the poor, his throne shall be established for ever.

15 The rod and reproof give wisdom: but a child left to himself bringeth his mother to shame.

16 When the wicked are multiplied, transgression increaseth: but the righteous shall see their fall.

17 Correct thy son, and he shall give thee rest; yea, he shall give delight unto thy soul.

18 Where there is no vision, the people perish: but he that keepeth the law, happy is he.
2 Samuel 7:1-15
1 And it came to pass, when the king sat in his house, and the Lord had given him rest round about from all his enemies;

2 That the king said unto Nathan the prophet, See now, I dwell in an house of cedar, but the ark of God dwelleth within curtains.

3 And Nathan said to the king, Go, do all that is in thine heart; for the Lord is with thee.

4 And it came to pass that night, that the word of the Lord came unto Nathan, saying,
5 Go and tell my servant David, Thus saith the Lord, Shalt thou build me an house for me to dwell in?

6 Whereas I have not dwelt in any house since the time that I brought up the children of Israel out of Egypt, even to this day, but have walked in a tent and in a tabernacle.

7 In all the places wherein I have walked with all the children of Israel spake I a word with any of the tribes of Israel, whom I commanded to feed my people Israel, saying, Why build ye not me an house of cedar?
8 Now therefore so shalt thou say unto my servant David, Thus saith the Lord of hosts, I took thee from the sheepcote, from following the sheep, to be ruler over my people, over Israel:

9 And I was with thee whithersoever thou wentest, and have cut off all thine enemies out of thy sight, and have made thee a great name, like unto the name of the great men that are in the earth.

10 Moreover I will appoint a place for my people Israel, and will plant them, that they may dwell in a place of their own, and move no more; neither shall the children of wickedness afflict them any more, as beforetime,

11 And as since the time that I commanded judges to be over my people Israel, and have caused thee to rest from all thine enemies. Also the Lord telleth thee that he will make thee an house.
12 And when thy days be fulfilled, and thou shalt sleep with thy fathers, I will set up thy seed after thee, which shall proceed out of thy bowels, and I will establish his kingdom.

13 He shall build an house for my name, and I will stablish the throne of his kingdom for ever.

14 I will be his father, and he shall be my son. If he commit iniquity, I will chasten him with the rod of men, and with the stripes of the children of men:
15 But my mercy shall not depart away from him, as I took it from Saul, whom I put away before thee.
Psalm 89:20-33
20 I have found David my servant; with my holy oil have I anointed him:

21 With whom my hand shall be established: mine arm also shall strengthen him.

22 The enemy shall not exact upon him; nor the son of wickedness afflict him.

23 And I will beat down his foes before his face, and plague them that hate him.

24 But my faithfulness and my mercy shall be with him: and in my name shall his horn be exalted.

25 I will set his hand also in the sea, and his right hand in the rivers.

26 He shall cry unto me, Thou art my father, my God, and the rock of my salvation.

27 Also I will make him my firstborn, higher than the kings of the earth.

28 My mercy will I keep for him for evermore, and my covenant shall stand fast with him.

29 His seed also will I make to endure for ever, and his throne as the days of heaven.

30 If his children forsake my law, and walk not in my judgments;

31 If they break my statutes, and keep not my commandments;
32 Then will I visit their transgression with the rod, and their iniquity with stripes.
33 Nevertheless my lovingkindness will I not utterly take from him, nor suffer my faithfulness to fail.

Psalm 110:1-3
1 The Lord said unto my Lord, Sit thou at my right hand, until I make thine enemies thy footstool.
Note:  King David said, . . .  The LORD (God the Father) said unto my (i.e.:  King David's) Lord (the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth) . . . Repeated in:  Matthew 22:44; Luke 20:42; Acts 2:34


2 The Lord shall send the rod of thy strength out of Zion: rule thou in the midst of thine enemies.

Note:  The Hebrew word rod here in the Hebrew means:  A branch, www.alemattec.com/. . . and the fruit thereof shall be for meat, and the leaf thereof for medicine. . . .doc (as extending); figuratively, a tribe; also a rod, whether for chastising (figuratively, correction), ruling (a sceptre), throwing (a lance), or walking (a staff; figuratively, a support of life, e.g. Bread) -- rod, staff, tribe. 
3 Thy people shall be willing in the day of thy power, in the beauties of holiness from the womb of the morning: thou hast the dew of thy youth.
Job 21:7-9
7 Wherefore do the wicked live, become old, yea, are mighty in power?

8 Their seed is established in their sight with them, and their offspring before their eyes.

9 Their houses are safe from fear, neither is the rod of God upon them.


Note:  Christians (another others) see the wicked live, become old and become powerful in their communities and beyond.  The wicked get to see their children raise to such heights as well, and these wicked do not fear God, www.alemattec.com/Reverend, fear Him . . . .doc, and their houses are safe from fear.  Neither is the rod of God upon them.  (Therefore, they do not need nor desire God).  The Hebrew word rod here in the Hebrew means:  A branch, www.alemattec.com/. . . and the fruit thereof shall be for meat, and the leaf thereof for medicine. . . .doc (as extending); figuratively, a tribe; also a rod, whether for chastising (figuratively, correction), ruling (a sceptre), throwing (a lance), or walking (a staff; figuratively, a support of life, e.g. Bread) -- rod, staff, tribe. 
Isaiah 11:1-5
1 And there shall come forth a rod out of the stem of Jesse, and a Branch shall grow out of his roots:

2 And the spirit of the Lord shall rest upon him, the spirit of wisdom and understanding, the spirit of counsel and might, the spirit of knowledge and of the fear of the Lord;

3 And shall make him of quick understanding in the fear of the Lord: and he shall not judge after the sight of his eyes, neither reprove after the hearing of his ears:

4 But with righteousness shall he judge the poor, and reprove with equity for the meek of the earth: and he shall smite the earth: with the rod of his mouth, and with the breath of his lips shall he slay the wicked.
5 And righteousness shall be the girdle of his loins, and faithfulness the girdle of his reins.
Note:  Prophecy of the Messiah, the rod, that came forth out of Jesse -- the Father of King David, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, a Branch, www.alemattec.com/. . . and the fruit thereof shall be for meat, and the leaf thereof for medicine. . . .doc .



Hebrews 12:6-8

6 For whom the Lord loveth he chasteneth, and scourgeth every son whom he receiveth.

7 If ye endure chastening, God dealeth with you as with sons; for what son is he whom the father chasteneth not?
8 But if ye be without chastisement, whereof all are partakers, then are ye bastards, and not sons.

Note:  God is sometimes angry with His Own people.  Not correcting or chastising them with a rod -- as a sword to cut off -- but only as a rod to correct/discipline/punish.  It is to God's children the rod of God's wrath, a chastening which, though grievous for the present, will in the issue be advantageous.  By this rod, this chastisement, sons of God -- the True Worshipers, those Called, those Chosen, Christians must expect to see affliction, and, if we be made to see more than ordinary affliction by God's rod, we must not quarrel, for we are sure that the anger is just and affliction mild and mixed with mercy.  


Romans 8:28
