Proverbs 6:34 
34 For jealousy is the rage of a man: therefore he will not spare in the day of vengeance.
Note:  Here King Solomon shows that man by his very nature seeks the death of him that has abused his wife, or committed adultery with her.  Therefore, he will not spare him who has done so in the day he avenges her, for he is jealous for his wife.  He will surely recompense him for what was done to his wife. God’s name is jealous, Exodus 34:14-16, Ezekiel 25:14; Isaiah 34:6; Isaiah 63:1-5; Isaiah 59:10-20; Hebrews 10:30; Romans 12:19, Revelation 19:13-15.  This is an image of satan, and satan’s world (family, www.alemattec.com/The Lord of Hosts the God of Israel, I AM HE, the Lord thy God, I AM the Lord, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, Lord God, Jehovah God.doc ) who has caused God’s people to sin to commit adultery by whoring after other “gods”, Leviticus 17:5-7, Leviticus 20:4-6, Ezekiel 16:28, Ezekiel 23:19, Jeremiah 3:1-10, Jeremiah 32:35. 
Isaiah 61:2-3
2 To proclaim the acceptable year of the Lord, and the day of vengeance of our God; to comfort all that mourn;


Note: The Prophet Isaiah is alluding to the year of jubilee, when there was a proclamation of liberty, of release of ALL debts, a full restoration of inheritances, and of cessation from work.  All thus would make it a most acceptable year for those who owed what they could not pay, to be FREE from that debt, which must make it a most acceptable year, 2 Corinthians 6:2, Luke 4:20-21.   In his day of vengeance, as Israel had committed adultery with other “gods,” the Lord Jesus Christ comes to recompense satan and his family (world) who caused his wife, Israel, then God’s Church in the New Testament, to be unfaithful to Him, see Proverbs 6:34 above, Isaiah 63:4 , Malachi 4 , as John the Baptist came in the spirit and power of Elijah (shown here as Elias, Mark 9:12-13 , Luke 1:15-17).  When the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth would take vengeance on sin, He would destroy the works of satan, the devil himself, who held men captive at his will, 2 Timothy 2:25-26.  Christ Jesus would spoiled principalities and powers, Colossians 2:12-15, which He Himself had made, Colossians 1:10-17, when He would abolished death, and would take the sting from death, 1 Corinthians 15:55, of the plague and destruction of death, and conquer it completely, taking it captive that held men captive, Ephesians 4:8.  Then, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth would arise triumphantly from the grave, http://www.youtube.com/watch?v=0JMiUT6btb4, http://www.youtube.com/watch?v=jcZQhxb5lyw.  When He would bring wrath to the uttermost on the Jews for the rejection of Him, as they would not have Him to reign over them, Luke 19:11-27.  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth would take vengeance on the antiChrist at the man of sin's spiritual coming, and upon all the wicked at the day of judgment, 1 Thessalonians 4:16-17, 2 Thessalonians 1:7-10, Jeremiah 16:18, Jeremiah 25:14, Revelation 6:15-17,  Revelation 14:9-11. Thus, the Lord Jesus Christ came to adopt His into His family, Ephesians 1:4-6, Romans 8:17, Galatians 3:29, and comfort those who mourn for their sin under the Law, Galatians 4:1-5.

3  To appoint unto them that mourn in Zion, to give unto them beauty for ashes, the oil of joy for mourning, the garment of praise for the spirit of heaviness; that they might be called trees of righteousness, the planting of the Lord, that he might be glorified.
Note: “ . . . unto them that mourn in Zion . . .” those who belong the Church of God, and mourn for the corruptions in Zion's Doctrines, for the perversion, abuse, and neglect of God’s Ordinances, for the disorders and divisions in Zion; for the declensions there, for the carelessness, ease, and lukewarmness of many “nominal” professors, those who “lightly” profess the name of the Lord Jesus Christ.  To give unto them beauty for ashes . . .  in times of mourning, it was usual to put on sackcloth and ashes, Ester 4:1-3, Job 42:5-6.  Instead of mourning, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth gives His mourners the beautiful garments of Salvation, and those from the Great Tribulation have their robes made white in His blood, Revelation 7:9-15, and the robe of His righteousness, Isaiah 61:10, and the Graces of His Spirit and His presence, together with His Word and His Commands.

“ . . . the oil of joy for mourning . . .”  Oil was used and poured on the heads of persons at entertainments and festivals, and at times of great rejoicing, Psalm 23:5.  This is opposed to them in the state of their mourning, who were not so anointed.  Therefore, as the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth would mourn, also would His Own mourn, yet He received:  “the oil of gladness, Psalm 45:7, as would they.  Those Born Again, those Called of God, the True Worshipers would have same nature as their Lord, their Christ, their King, their God, though not of the same measure.  The effect of this nature, of His likeness in them would produce joy and gladness, Jude 1:24-25, even joy unspeakable, 1 Peter 1:7-9, and fullness of His Glory, Isaiah 6:1-4, John 1:14, Romans 9:23, Ephesians 3:15-21, Hebrews 1:1-4, which is had in believing in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, and through a hope of Eternal Life by Him, alone.  This oil is the Lord Jesus Christ's gift to His sheep, His flock, His Called, and not to be bought with money, Isaiah 55:1.  This Holy unction comes from Him alone, 1 John 2:20.  Note:  Unction in the Greek means:  An anointing, referring to the teaching ministry of the Holy Spirit, guiding the receptive believer into fullness of God's Will.  This Holy unction is by faith, God through the Holy Spirit inwardly persuading the Born Again Believer of God's preferences.  In that this golden oil is conveyed from the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth through the golden pipes of His Word and Commands, and is indeed very valuable, of great price, and to be desired, http://shine.yahoo.com/ellen-good-news/cracker-barrel-waitress-receives-life-changing-tip-193723354.html.  This oil of gladness that the Lord Jesus Christ alone gives to His own, being had, cannot be lost.  It is the anointing that abides eternally.  “ . . . that they might be called trees of righteousness, the planting of the Lord, . . .” http://www.alemattec.com/Men as Trees.doc.
Isaiah 63:4 
4 For the day of vengeance is in mine heart, and the year of my redeemed is come.

Note:  See Isaiah 61:2-3 above.
Jeremiah 46:10 
10 For this is the day of the Lord God of hosts, a day of vengeance, that he may avenge him of his adversaries: and the sword shall devour, and it shall be satiate and made drunk with their blood: for the Lord God of hosts hath a sacrifice in the north country by the river Euphrates.
Note:  See Proverbs 6:34 above.
Isaiah 66:10 
10 Rejoice ye with Jerusalem, and be glad with her, all ye that love her: rejoice for joy with her, all ye that mourn for her:
Note:  See Isaiah 61:2-3 above.
Matthew 5:4 
4Blessed are they that mourn: for they shall be comforted.
Note:  See Isaiah 61:2-3 above.
Mark 9:12-13
12 And he answered and told them, Elias verily cometh first, and restoreth all things; and how it is written of the Son of man, that he must suffer many things, and be set at nought.
Note:  Elias is Elijah who turned the people from the worship of Baal under Queen Jezebeel to Jehovah God.  John the Baptist Preaching against the wicked teaching of the Jews, the Scribes and Pharisees was to waken the godly, those Called of God, the True Worshipers, God's Elect, and call them to repentance as had Elijah the mighty Prophet of Jehovah before him.
13 But I say unto you, That Elias is indeed come, and they have done unto him whatsoever they listed, as it is written of him.
Note:  Listeth here means:  Wills, desires, am willing, intends, designs, wish, to love, pleases, determines.  Elias is Elijah, see Malachi 4:5-6 and others below: 
Malachi 4:5-6

5 Behold, I will send you Elijah the prophet before the coming of the great and dreadful day of the Lord:
6 And he shall turn the heart of the fathers to the children, and the heart of the children to their fathers, lest I come and smite the earth with a curse.
Note:  Verse 6 above, and :  Matthew 11:13-15, Luke 1:76-80.
Here, the Lord of Hosts, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, through the Prophet Malachi, shows what was to be John the Baptist Office and Calling:  John the Baptist's Calling would consist of: Turning the Jews back to Jehovah God from the Baal worship that they had returned to since Elijah, and uniting the father and children in one voice of faith.  So that the father will turn to and wholehearted embrace the religion and faith of their sons who converted to faith alone in Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth as their Lord and Savior.  The heart of the children:  their sons and daughters, would then embrace the True faith of their fathers:  i.e.:  the One Lord of Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob as their fathers who had followed Jehovah God, the Lord of Hosts, the Holy One of Israel, the Shepherd of Israel, the Mighty God of Israel, the Everlasting Father, the Prince of Peace, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.  The One Lord, see below:

Note:  The One Triune God is one LORD, Jehovah, the Lord of Hosts, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth:  www.alemattec.com/The Lord of Hosts the God of Israel, I AM HE, the Lord thy God, I AM the Lord, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, Lord God, Jehovah God.doc
5 And thou shalt love the Lord thy God with all thine heart, and with all thy soul, and with all thy might.

Note:  Mark 12:26-33, Psalm 51:16-17.
John 3:8
8 The wind bloweth where it listeth, and thou hearest the sound thereof, but canst not tell whence it cometh, and whither it goeth: so is every one that is born of the Spirit.
Note:  Listeth here means:  Wills, desires, am willing, intends, designs, wish, to love, pleases, determines.
James 3:4
4 Behold also the ships, which though they be so great, and are driven of fierce winds, yet are they turned about with a very small helm, whithersoever the governor listeth.

Note:  Governor here in the Greek means:  To steer, as one would a ship with the rudder.  To make the ship go straight, or to direct the ship.
Listeth means:  A violent rush.  An assault.  Quickly moving forward.
