Galatians 3:24-26
24 Wherefore the law was our schoolmaster to bring us unto Christ, that we might be justified by faith.

Note:  Schoolmaster in the Greek means:  A slave who had charge of the life and morals of the boys of a family, not strictly their teacher or tutor.  A legally appointed overseer, by the Master of the House, who was authorized to train (bring) up a child by administering:  Discipline, chastisement, and instruction, i.e. doing what was necessary to promote development.  The schoolteacher was required to keep him from evil, and from both physical and moral danger, and accompany him to his amusements and studies.  Until the Father comes.  The Law was our schoolmaster, which led us to the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth by faith.  Faith requires surrender.  Surrendering, by faith, leads to obedience.  Among the Greeks and Romans a schoolmaster was a trustworthy slave who was charged with the duty of supervising the life and morals of sons belonging to the slave's Master; the Master's children. The boys were not allowed so much as to step out of the house without being accompanied by their schoolmaster before arriving at the age of manhood.  The name schoolmaster carries with it an idea of severity (as of a stern censor and enforcer of morals).  Where the child’s Father is distinguished from the schoolmaster, is that the Father’s discipline is usually milder and meted out with love, which implies not only justice but also at times with mercy.  
The schoolmaster HAD NO RIGHT TO DISCIPLINE the Child, once the Child was of age coming then under the discipline of the Father in His household.  Therefore, the Law had no authority over a Born Again Christian, who is no longer under the schoolmaster, but by faith under the loving discipline of the Father.

25 But after that faith is come, we are no longer under a schoolmaster.
26 For ye are all the children of God by faith in Christ Jesus.
Galatians 4:1-11
1Now I say, That the heir, as long as he is a child, differeth nothing from a servant, though he be lord of all;

Note:  Servant here in the Greek means:  A bond-slave, one bought out of a market.  One owned. 

2But is under tutors and governors until the time appointed of the father.

Note:  Tutors in the Greek means:  A guardian appointed by a Father as a Stewart or manager over the Master's household, i.e.: an overseer.  In the sense as one who has full authority, to assist in developing the child's character, by permission, of the Father to raise the child until he becomes of age, usually a young man of 14 or so.  Even an one who IS to take the Master's, his Father's place, as is the son who is the heir of the Father, and thus, though he be Lord of all, as long as he is a child, differeth nothing from a servant i.e.:  a (bond-slave).  The child is simply told what to do.
3Even so we, when we were children, were in bondage under the elements of the world:
Note:  Elements in the Greek means:  The elements of religions training, or the ceremonial precepts (Laws) common to the ordered worship of both the Jews and of Gentiles alike, Galatians 4:3, 9.   These requirements on account of the difficulty of observing, caused men to sin, and they are to be regarded as a yoke:  Acts 15:10; Galatians 5:1. 
Romans 7
Did the Law of God in the Old Testament which is good and against sin, cause man to sin?  Yes.

The Law of Moses was a perpetual obligation until one's death.  It was believe by the Jews that death released a man from the power of the Law. The Law reigned only over the living.

The Apostle Paul describes his own experiences when seeking the righteousness of the Law, and thus describes those of human nature. The experiences here given are his own, but what he says is applicable to all men. The experiences are those of Saul of Tarsus; not those of Paul the Apostle. For I had not known lust; the greedy desire for the possessions of others. All evil desire was fully embraced.  

Strange a psychological fact, buts it is nevertheless true, that to the carnal nature what is forbidden seems especially desirable. Adam and Eve would hardly have desired the forbidden fruit had it not been forbidden. When sinful men's freedom is limited, he rages against the limitation. 

When there was no Law, there is no sin against the Law.  If there was no Law to be broken, sin would be not now developing or causing any symptoms, and therefore would be lifeless. The restraint of God's Law makes sin spring into vigorous life. Our carnal nature rebels whenever it is restrained. 

But when the commandment came, when the Apostle Paul realized that it required a heart service as well as an outward service, then sin revived. The dormant sin was brought to light when restraints came. 

For sin, taking occasion by the Commandment, deceived me. Sin is always a deceiver. This is referring to a period of life when he as Saul was self-deceived, and sinned, thinking he was doing God service. It exactly describes the persecutions of Saul of Tarsus against Christians. Sin deceived him. When the Apostle Paul found he was deceived, sin slew him, i.e.:  he was convicted before God when he saw the Truth of God in the Law of Christ.

It is sin, not the Law, that is the source of death. Sin is so exceedingly sinful, that it seizes upon the Law, that which is Holy, and just, and good, to work death. It stirs up the carnal nature to rebel against the Law, to break God’s Law, and hence, to pass under the condemnation of death. Thus the Commandment shows forth sin as exceeding sinful. 
In profession and privilege, those Born Again, Called by God, the Elect, the True Worshipers are under the Covenant of Grace, the New Testament, and not under a Covenant of Works, i.e.:  the Old Testament.  These are under the glorious Gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, not under the Law of Moses. The difference is spoken of under the similitude, i.e.:  likeness or figure of being married to a new husband. The second marriage is to the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, Romans 6:4-6. By death we are freed from obligation to the Law as our Covenant, as the wife is from her vows to her husband is freed upon his death, Romans 7:1-4. In our believing, by faith, in the Grace received from the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, alone, which is both powerfully and effectually so, those Born Again, the Elect of God are dead to the Law, and have no more to do with it than the dead slave, who is freed from his Master, has to do with his master's yoke. The day of our believing, is the day of being united to the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, Romans 8:2. 
4But when the fulness of the time was come, God sent forth his Son, made of a woman, made under the law, 
5To redeem them that were under the law, that we might receive the adoption of sons.
Note:  "To redeem them . . . "  Redeem in the Greek here means:  I buy out.  Properly, I go "out and out" "fully" to purchase, to "take full advantage of,"  "seizing a buying-opportunity!" In order to rescue those I love from loss.  To pay a full price for them, to buy them that were under the schoolmaster, the tutor, the Old Testament Law.  As born Again Believers are bought with a price, the precious blood of the Lamb slain before the foundation of the world, 1 Corinthians 6:19-20.

6And because ye are sons, God hath sent forth the Spirit of his Son into your hearts, crying, Abba, Father.
Note:  Only true sons of God, the Elect, Chosen of God, Called for a purpose can be intimate enough to cry Abba, Father.
 
7Wherefore thou art no more a servant, but a son; and if a son, then an heir of God through Christ.

Note:  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth says, I no longer call you bond-slaves, but friends, then Brethren (brothers/sisters, joint heirs).


8Howbeit then, when ye knew not God, ye did service unto them which by nature are no gods.
Note:  Before God placed His Holy Spirit in you, breathing into you Spiritual Life, you served them which by nature are no gods.    Yes, even the Elect served no gods as gods, before being Born Again in Spirit by God's Holy Spirit.
9But now, after that ye have known God, or rather are known of God, how turn ye again to the weak and beggarly elements, whereunto ye desire again to be in bondage?
Note:  The Apostle Paul here corrects himself, saying first they had known God, but says, no you have not known God, but rather are known of God, but if you are His and known of Him as His, the question arises, how could you turn again to the weak and beggarly elements, of the Old Testament Law that could not Save you from yours sins, so that you desire again to be a slave under bondage, i.e.:  back under the schoolmaster, the tutor?
 10Ye observe days, and months, and times, and years. 

 11I am afraid of you, lest I have bestowed upon you labour in vain.
Note:  All our knowledge of God begins on His part.  We know God only because we are known of Him, and He has revealed Himself to His own, the Elect, those Called of God, the True Worshipers, those Born Again unto a new and Living Way, Hebrews 10:19-25, by faith alone in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth alone. 
Colossians 2:13-15
13 And you, being dead in your sins and the uncircumcision of your flesh, hath he quickened together with him, having forgiven you all trespasses;
14 Blotting out the handwriting of ordinances that was against us, which was contrary to us, and took it out of the way, nailing it to his cross;
15 And having spoiled principalities and powers, he made a shew of them openly, triumphing over them in it.
Hebrews 12:7-8
7 If ye endure chastening, God dealeth with you as with sons; for what son is he whom the father chasteneth not?
8 But if ye be without chastisement, whereof all are partakers, then are ye bastards, and not sons.

1 Corinthians 4:15
15 For though ye have ten thousand instructers in Christ, yet have ye not many fathers: for in Christ Jesus I have begotten you through the gospel.
Note:  Instructers in the Greek is the same word as schoolmaster above, but here means “false teachers”.  You have many false teachers, who discipline you as strict as the schoolmaster, trying to keep you under the Law, yet have ye NOT many fathers: . . .  You have ONE Father, and that is God the Father in Heaven, Matthew 23:8-10: for in Christ Jesus I have begotten you through the Gospel . . .  Begotten you, that is:  Being born again, not from any man, but from above.  By being quickened (made spiritually alive) when dead in trespasses and sins, being Saved and being made a partaker of the Divine nature by faith in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth alone.  Then, by faith in Christ Jesus you now are a new creature.  Which the Apostle Paul ascribes to himself, not as the efficient cause for their Salvation, for their regeneration, as Saving faith is but by the Gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ the Apostle Paul had Preached.  Which by his Preaching of the Gospel they were Saved.  As (being Saved) is not of men, but of God alone.  They were Saved by the Grace of God.  Not of the will of the flesh, neither of a man's own free will and power, nor by the will of any other man, nor ANY minister.  They were Saved by the sovereign Will, Grace, and Mercy of God, Father, Son, and Spirit, by faith alone, in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, alone.

Galatians 3:28-29
28 There is neither Jew nor Greek, there is neither bond nor free, there is neither male nor female: for ye are all one in Christ Jesus.
29 And if ye be Christ's, then are ye Abraham's seed, and heirs according to the promise.
The Law of God, in the Old Testament, being called a schoolmaster, shows that the use of it was but temporary and its duration but for a time.  Why?  Why was the Old Testament Law to be set aside as old?  Children are not always to be under, nor designed to always be under a schoolmaster.  They are to be under the tutor ONLY until they reach an appropriate, proper age for greater business and higher exercises of life.  So, too, the Law was to continue, and did continue, to be of this use and service to God’s Chosen, the Jewish Assembly, i.e.:  Church during its minority, until faith was to come in the Lord Jesus Christ, Who was the substance and fullness of all it taught and directed, from the beginning to the end of the Old Testament, it spoke of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, Luke 24:13-27.


Matthew 9:16-17
16 No man putteth a piece of new cloth unto an old garment, for that which is put in to fill it up taketh from the garment, and the rent is made worse.

Note:  Do not mix the New Testament into the Old Testament, for they are made different.  The Old Testament was of works, and the blood of bulls and goats could NOT take away a man's sins, neither did God find pleasure in it.  The Old Testament, based on God's Law, the schoolmaster, was but a mere shadow, and was not the very image of the Lord Jesus Christ's blood shed for sins, Hebrews 10, which is the ONLY way that a man's sins are forgiven, Hebrews 8.  For if that First Covenant, i.e.:  the Old Testament had been faultless, then no place would have been sought for the Second Covenant, the New Testament.  The New Testament is by Grace alone.  As it would be folly trying to "patch up," or reforming, an old, worn out religion like Judaism.

A  New and Better Way, by a New and Living Way, Hebrews 10:19-25,  which is better than the Old, required New Wine which required new bottles to handle the fermenting of the wine.  The bottles were not of glass, but of skin, leather, the kind that is still used in the Middle East today. Old skin bottles would become worn out and tender with age, and would burst during the fermentation of the wine, www.alemattec.com/New wine . . . .doc.

17 Neither do men put new wine into old bottles: else the bottles break, and the wine runneth out, and the bottles perish: but they put new wine into new bottles, and both are preserved.
Note:  Again, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth is using a different image to mean the same thing.  If you force these two completely different systems together, there will be a great split.
Nehemiah 10:39 
39For the children of Israel and the children of Levi shall bring the offering of the corn, of the new wine, and the oil, unto the chambers, where are the vessels of the sanctuary, and the priests that minister, and the porters, and the singers: and we will not forsake the house of our God.

Note:  " . . . of the new wine, . . ." is representative of the New Covenant, as oil here is representative of the Holy Spirit.  The new wine is a blessing . . .
Isaiah 65:8 
8Thus saith the Lord, As the new wine is found in the cluster, and one saith, Destroy it not; for a blessing is in it: so will I do for my servants' sakes, that I may not destroy them all.
