Genesis 12:1-3
1 Now the Lord had said unto Abram, Get thee out of thy country, and from thy kindred, and from thy father's house, unto a land that I will shew thee:
2 And I will make of thee a great nation, and I will bless thee, and make thy name great; and thou shalt be a blessing:

3 And I will bless them that bless thee, and curse him that curseth thee: and in thee shall all families of the earth be blessed.

Note:  The ONE-SIDED COVENANT by the Lord God, TO ABRAM.  God did NOT say to Abram, go do this THEN I WILL BLESS THEE.  God, the Lord God, Jehovah, ALWAYS does everything after the counsel of His Own Will, Ephesians 1:11.  
Genesis 15:1-21
1 After these things the word of the Lord came unto Abram in a vision, saying, Fear not, Abram: I am thy shield, and thy exceeding great reward.
Note:  The Word here in the Hebrew means:  the Word of the Lord, the Word of God, as God's Divine Communication to man in the form of Commandments, Prophecy, and God's Words of help to His people, and is used 394 times.  Here are a few examples:  Exodus 24:3,4,8; Exodus 34:27; Exodus 34:1; Exodus 34:28; Deuteronomy 4:13;  Deuteronomy 4:10,36; Deuteronomy 9:10; Deuteronomy 10:2;Deuteronomy 10:4;  Deuteronomy 17:19; 2 Kings 22:11; 2 Kings 23:1-24;  Jeremiah 11:1-8; Jeremiah 34:18; Joshua 24:26; Ezra 7:11; Ezra 9:4; Nehemiah 8:9,13; Jeremiah 25:13; Jeremiah 36:4-32, Jeremiah 51:61-65;  Daniel 12:4,9; 1 Samuel 15:11; Psalm 50:17; Psalm 119:57; Psalm 119:130; Psalm 119:139;  2 Peter 2:4-6;2 Samuel 7:28; Nehemiah 9:8;  1 Chronicles 25:5; 2 Chronicles 36:16, Revelation 19:1-16.     
2 And Abram said, Lord God, what wilt thou give me, seeing I go childless, and the steward of my house is this Eliezer of Damascus?

Note:  I will show you in this Sermon note, that I AM, the I AM HE, the Lord of Hosts, Jehovah God, the Mighty God, the Everlasting Father, the Prince of Peace, IS the ALMIGHTY GOD which IS the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth!
3 And Abram said, Behold, to me thou hast given no seed: and, lo, one born in my house is mine heir.

4 And, behold, the word of the Lord came unto him, saying, This shall not be thine heir; but he that shall come forth out of thine own bowels shall be thine heir.

5 And he brought him forth abroad, and said, Look now toward heaven, and tell the stars, if thou be able to number them: and he said unto him, So shall thy seed be.

6 And he believed in the Lord; and he counted it to him for righteousness.

7 And he said unto him, I am the Lord that brought thee out of Ur of the Chaldees, to give thee this land to inherit it.

8 And he said, Lord God, whereby shall I know that I shall inherit it?

9 And he said unto him, Take me an heifer of three years old, and a she goat of three years old, and a ram of three years old, and a turtledove, and a young pigeon.

10 And he took unto him all these, and divided them in the midst, and laid each piece one against another: but the birds divided he not.

11 And when the fowls came down upon the carcases, Abram drove them away.

12 And when the sun was going down, a deep sleep fell upon Abram; and, lo, an horror of great darkness fell upon him.

13 And he said unto Abram, Know of a surety that thy seed shall be a stranger in a land that is not theirs, and shall serve them; and they shall afflict them four hundred years;

14 And also that nation, whom they shall serve, will I judge: and afterward shall they come out with great substance.

15 And thou shalt go to thy fathers in peace; thou shalt be buried in a good old age.

16 But in the fourth generation they shall come hither again: for the iniquity of the Amorites is not yet full.

17 And it came to pass, that, when the sun went down, and it was dark, behold a smoking furnace, and a burning lamp that passed between those pieces.
18 In the same day the Lord made a covenant with Abram, saying, Unto thy seed have I given this land, from the river of Egypt unto the great river, the river Euphrates:

19 The Kenites, and the Kenizzites, and the Kadmonites,

20 And the Hittites, and the Perizzites, and the Rephaims,

21 And the Amorites, and the Canaanites, and the Girgashites, and the Jebusites.
Note:  Note, again, a one-sided Covenant from Jehovah God, the Lord God to Abram.  In Genesis 12 and 15, the Lord God grants Abram land and descendants, but the Lord God does not place any stipulations, as the Covenant is unconditional, and one-sided made by God.  Ishmael was birthed BEFORE the Lord God changed Abram's name to Abraham.  Ishmael was also the son of a slave woman, not Abram's wife, Sarai, to be Sarah.
Genesis 17:1-22

1 And when Abram was ninety years old and nine, the Lord appeared to Abram, and said unto him, I am the Almighty God; walk before me, and be thou perfect.

Note:  El Shaddai, or El Shadday, "God Shaddai,"  or God Shadday meaning "God Almighty" was the name by which the Lord was known to Abraham, who had worshiped the moon God, Allah, like his father Terah, Ur of the Chaldees (Chaldees:  Chaldeans, i.e.:  Babylonian.  Babylon had a brief late flowering of power and influence under the Chaldean Dynasty which took over much of the Empire formerly held by their northern kinsmen.  The last King of Babylon, the Assyrian born Nabonidus, paid little attention to politics, preferring to obsess with worship of the moon god Sin, leaving day to day rule to his son Belshazzar.

The root word "shadad" (שדד) means "to overpower" or "to destroy," i.e.:  the God Who utterly lays waste, the one who has the power to kill, Deuteronomy 32:39, www.alemattec.com/Reverend, fear Him . . . .doc.  This would give Shadday, or Shaddai, the meaning of "destroyer", representing one of the characteristics of God.  The God to be feared, Deuteronomy 32:39; Genesis 17:1; Genesis 35:11; Exodus 6:3, Joshua 24:2, 14, 15. 
El Shaddai was a name used by the idolatrous people throughout the Middle-east, who worshiped many "gods" including the moon god, either Sin or Allah, in the land from which Abraham came.  The Lord God permitted Abram to call Him by the name already familiar to Abram, El Shaddai.  It is a sign of the Lord's gentleness in leading people to a truer knowledge of Him, and of His patience with our imperfect conceptions of Him.  When none of us knew the Lord God, as He truly is to be known, the Lord is gentle with us leading us to the knowledge of His Truth, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, the Almighty God!

The fact that the Lord God was first known by Abram as God Shaddai, the destroyer God, and then ONLY afterward by Abraham's descendants as Jehovah God, suggests that in our regeneration we may first know God's Power and we fear Him, because of our sins, before we can know the Truth of God in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth and the fullness of His love toward us while we were yet sinners, Romans 5:8.
Exodus 6:3
3 And I appeared unto Abraham, unto Isaac, and unto Jacob, by the name of God Almighty, but by my name Jehovah was I not known to them.
Returning to Genesis 17:2-22 

2 And I will make my covenant between me and thee, and will multiply thee exceedingly.

3 And Abram fell on his face: and God talked with him, saying,
4 As for me, behold, my covenant is with thee, and thou shalt be a father of many nations.
5 Neither shall thy name any more be called Abram, but thy name shall be Abraham; for a father of many nations have I made thee.
Note:  The only change from Abram (exalted or noble father, as the Patriarch of a local family) to Abraham (father of a multitude, or the ancestor of many nations) is the addition of the letter he after the rosh, and, in the he we see the Hebrew verb ברה (brh ; meaning:  To cut a Covenant!) emerge in the heart of the new name.  In Hebrew culture, names were descriptive of relationships.  In some respects, this is still true today for many people.  Consider someone named James Jones.  Many people may simply call him Jim.  All but his Father who still calls him James, but in his family everyone else now calls him Jimmy.  His close friends call him Jim, or Jimbo.  His wife often just calls him Honey.  These different names all are representative of  different relationships.  If someone stops calling him James, and starts calling him Jim, they are making a statement.  In this case, they are now claiming to be a closer friend or buddy.  As an example, I named both of my children, with my then wife's approval.  My son, was to be Matthew, named after the first Book of the New Testament.  This was significant to me, because as the Gospel of Matthew is the beginning of a New Covenant, a new way, so too was my first child, Matthew to me.  My daughter was first going to be called Sarah.  In fact, for the first six months of pregnancy, we referred to her as Sarah.  However, since many of my then wife's friends were also having girls and calling their daughters Sarah, we decided to look for a different name.  I looked through a Baby book of names, and when I came to Alexandra, I knew this was going to be my daughter's name.  My wife agreed.  I continued, always, to call my daughter Alexandra even to this day.  My ex-wife, on the other hand called her Alex, being more "buddy, buddy with her".  When I spoke to Alexandra lovingly, I always called her Punkin' Pie.

You will find several references in the Holy Bible to people whose names were changed by God, Abram--Abraham, Jacob--Israel, Simon--Peter, Saul--Paul.  It is often because the relationship with God had changed, but sometimes because the person was to be changed in some way by God.  Thus, when the Lord God conferred a change of name upon a person, it meant the Lord was altering that person's destiny to do God's Will planned for their life, having adopted them into God's family before the foundation of the world, Ephesians 1.



6 And I will make thee exceeding fruitful, and I will make nations of thee, and kings shall come out of thee.
7 And I will establish my covenant between me and thee and thy seed after thee in their generations for an everlasting covenant, to be a God unto thee, and to thy seed after thee.
8 And I will give unto thee, and to thy seed after thee, the land wherein thou art a stranger, all the land of Canaan, for an everlasting possession; and I will be their God.
9 And God said unto Abraham, Thou shalt keep my covenant therefore, thou, and thy seed after thee in their generations.

Note:  Back in Genesis, Abram was about 75 years old when God did make a one-sided Covenant with Abram.  Now, Abraham is 90 years old, and an addition to the original Covenant is then added by God, making Abraham to follow circumcision.  THIS IS IMPORTANT!  Why, Let's look.  Verse 12 below, Circumcision was to be done on the eight day.  Why then did the Lord God declare circumcision was on the eighth day? It was because it represented a new beginning.  Following a change initiated by God in the man, the old state is to be left behind and a new and better state is thus begun.  The eight day, is the first day of a new spiritual week, the Lord's Day, what we today call Sunday. 

10 This is my covenant, which ye shall keep, between me and you and thy seed after thee; Every man child among you shall be circumcised.
11 And ye shall circumcise the flesh of your foreskin; and it shall be a token of the covenant betwixt me and you.
12 And he that is eight days old shall be circumcised among you, every man child in your generations, he that is born in the house, or bought with money of any stranger, which is not of thy seed.
Note:  Why then did the Lord God declare circumcision was on the eighth day? It was because it represented a new beginning.  Following a change initiated by God in the man, the old state is to be left behind and a new and better state is thus begun within the man.  The eight day, is the first day of a new spiritual week, the Lord's Day, what we today call Sunday.
13 He that is born in thy house, and he that is bought with thy money, must needs be circumcised: and my covenant shall be in your flesh for an everlasting covenant.

14 And the uncircumcised man child whose flesh of his foreskin is not circumcised, that soul shall be cut off from his people; he hath broken my covenant.
15 And God said unto Abraham, As for Sarai thy wife, thou shalt not call her name Sarai, but Sarah shall her name be.
16 And I will bless her, and give thee a son also of her: yea, I will bless her, and she shall be a mother of nations; kings of people shall be of her.

17 Then Abraham fell upon his face, and laughed, and said in his heart, Shall a child be born unto him that is an hundred years old? and shall Sarah, that is ninety years old, bear?
18 And Abraham said unto God, O that Ishmael might live before thee!

Note:  Abraham loved Ishmael, and wanted that God would love Ishmael too, and that Ishmael would be with Abraham and God for all eternity.

19 And God said, Sarah thy wife shall bear thee a son indeed; and thou shalt call his name Isaac: and I will establish my covenant with him for an everlasting covenant, and with his seed after him.
20 And as for Ishmael, I have heard thee: Behold, I have blessed him, and will make him fruitful, and will multiply him exceedingly; twelve princes shall he beget, and I will make him a great nation.
21 But my covenant will I establish with Isaac, which Sarah shall bear unto thee at this set time in the next year.

22 And he left off talking with him, and God went up from Abraham.

Genesis 22:1-18
1 And it came to pass after these things, that God did tempt Abraham, and said unto him, Abraham: and he said, Behold, here I am.

2 And he said, Take now thy son, thine only son Isaac, whom thou lovest, and get thee into the land of Moriah; and offer him there for a burnt offering upon one of the mountains which I will tell thee of.

3 And Abraham rose up early in the morning, and saddled his ass, and took two of his young men with him, and Isaac his son, and clave the wood for the burnt offering, and rose up, and went unto the place of which God had told him.

4 Then on the third day Abraham lifted up his eyes, and saw the place afar off.

5 And Abraham said unto his young men, Abide ye here with the ass; and I and the lad will go yonder and worship, and come again to you.

6 And Abraham took the wood of the burnt offering, and laid it upon Isaac his son; and he took the fire in his hand, and a knife; and they went both of them together.

7 And Isaac spake unto Abraham his father, and said, My father: and he said, Here am I, my son. And he said, Behold the fire and the wood: but where is the lamb for a burnt offering?

8 And Abraham said, My son, God will provide himself a lamb for a burnt offering: so they went both of them together.

9 And they came to the place which God had told him of; and Abraham built an altar there, and laid the wood in order, and bound Isaac his son, and laid him on the altar upon the wood.

10 And Abraham stretched forth his hand, and took the knife to slay his son.

11 And the angel of the Lord called unto him out of heaven, and said, Abraham, Abraham: and he said, Here am I.

12 And he said, Lay not thine hand upon the lad, neither do thou any thing unto him: for now I know that thou fearest God, seeing thou hast not withheld thy son, thine only son from me.

13 And Abraham lifted up his eyes, and looked, and behold behind him a ram caught in a thicket by his horns: and Abraham went and took the ram, and offered him up for a burnt offering in the stead of his son.

14 And Abraham called the name of that place Jehovahjireh: as it is said to this day, In the mount of the Lord it shall be seen.

15 And the angel of the Lord called unto Abraham out of heaven the second time,

16 And said, By myself have I sworn, saith the Lord, for because thou hast done this thing, and hast not withheld thy son, thine only son:
17 That in blessing I will bless thee, and in multiplying I will multiply thy seed as the stars of the heaven, and as the sand which is upon the sea shore; and thy seed shall possess the gate of his enemies;

18 And in thy seed shall all the nations of the earth be blessed; because thou hast obeyed my voice.

Exodus 15:1-3

1 Then sang Moses and the children of Israel this song unto the Lord, and spake, saying, I will sing unto the Lord, for he hath triumphed gloriously: the horse and his rider hath he thrown into the sea.

Note:  See, Revelation 15:3.  This song that Moses and the children of Israel did sing unto the Lord God is the most ancient we know of in Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible.  It is a Holy song, to the honor of Jehovah God, to exalt His Name, and celebrate the praise of this Mighty God, and the Lord God only, not in the least to magnify any man.  Holiness to the Lord is in every part of it. It may be considered as typical, and Prophetical, of the final destruction of the enemies of the True Church of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.  Blessed is the nation, and happy are the people, whose God IS the Lord, Psalm 33:12; Psalm 144:15.  The Saints of God have work to do, temptations to grapple with, and afflictions to bear, and are weak in themselves being as but sheep, 2 Corinthians 12:7-10, but the Lord's Grace IS their strength, 1 Peter 5:6-11.  The True Worshipers of God who Worship God through the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, John 4:19-26, are often in sorrow, but in Christ Jesus they have comfort, 2 Corinthians 1:2-4; Colossians 2:1-3; 1 Corinthians 1:24.  As the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth who appeared in the Old Testament to His people, the Jews, John 1:11, as the Lord of Hosts and did comfort Israel, Ecclesiastes 4:1; Lamentations 1:16; Psalm 23:4; Psalm 119:50; Isaiah 12:1; Isaiah 49:13; Deuteronomy 32:39; Isaiah 51:12-15; Isaiah 52:6; John 8:24; John 8:28; Isaiah 51:12; Zechariah 1:17, whereas in the New Testament the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth sent another Comforter, the Holy Spirit -- the Spirit of Truth,  the Holy Ghost as the Spirit of the Truth of God, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth IS the Truth of God, John 14:6, and Christ Jesus sends His Holy Spirit, "the Spirit of Truth" to comfort His people, John 14:15-18; John 16:1-15, the Born Again Believers, those Called of God.  These Chosen of God, God's Elect, the Born Again Believers have as their Lord and Savior the Mighty God, with loving kindness toward His people, Deuteronomy 7:21; Psalm 50:1; Psalm 132:1-5; Isaiah 9:6; Isaiah 10:21; Genesis 1:1-2; John 1:1-4; Jeremiah 32:17-27; Psalm 119:88; Psalm 119:149; Psalm 138:2; Ephesians 1:20-23; Philippians 2:8-11; Jeremiah 9:24; Habakkuk 1:12, and it is the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth Who is their song.  Sin, death, and Hell threaten them, but the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth has conquered death and He alone is their Salvation.  Oh death, where is thy sting, 1 Corinthians 15:55?  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth is a God of Almighty Power/Authority in Heaven and earth, Matthew 28:18, and woe to those that strive with their Maker, Genesis 1:1-2; John 1:1-4!  The Mighty God, the Everylasting Father, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth is a God of matchless perfection, He is glorious in Holiness, Exodus 15:11 -- His Holiness is His Glory.  The Lord Jesus Christ's Holiness appears in His hatred of sin, and His wrath against obstinate sinners, and in His Holiness the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth does delivers His Chosen, the True Worshipers from the Wrath of God to come, 1 Thessalonians 1:9-10.  God Himself appears in the deliverance of Israel, and His faithfulness to His Own Promises.  This Mighty God, the Lord of Hosts, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth is fearful in praises, Exodus 15:11.  That which is matter of praise to His servants (slaves) of God, is very dreadful to His enemies. The Mighty God is doing wonders, things out of the common course of nature -- miracles, which are wondrous to those in whose favor they are wrought, who are so unworthy, that they had no reason to expect them at His Hand.  There were signs of power and wonders of Grace, Acts 14:3, in both, this Mighty God is to be humbly adored. 
2 The Lord is my strength and song, and he is become my salvation: he is my God, and I will prepare him an habitation; my father's God, and I will exalt him.
3 The Lord is a man of war: the Lord is his name.


Revelation 19:1-21
1 And after these things I heard a great voice of much people in heaven, saying, Alleluia; Salvation, and glory, and honour, and power, unto the Lord our God:
Note:  Alleluia is a misspelling in the English translation.  The correct spelling in the Greek would be transliterated, Halleluia, which means:  A shout.  Of Hebrew origin, Halleluia is an imperative (Imperative:  Having the form that expresses a command rather than a statement or a question, and expressing this command in a forceful and confident way).  A combination of the Hebrew word, halal -- meaning a shout.  Shout, both in joy and in holy terror! and the Hebrew word Yahh, which means praise ye Jah, meaning the Lord.  Shout and give praise to the Lord God, or Shout a praise of the Lord God!  Thus, the One Who is known as the Lord is to be praised, "Praise ye the Lord"!  Which is an adoring exclamation -- alleluiah, i.e.:  Halleluiah!  The word Jah, which means the Lord is a contraction of Yhovah, the sacred name -- Jah, the Lord is most vehement (Vehement:  Intensely emotional, deeply felt, and forcibly expressed)!   
2 For true and righteous are his judgments: for he hath judged the great whore, which did corrupt the earth with her fornication, and hath avenged the blood of his servants at her hand.

Note:  Who IS this Great and Mighty Yhovah, Jehovah God, Who hath Judged the Great Whore, the Roman Catholic "church," Revelation 17, 18?  Who is the God of the Trinity Who IS THE JUDGE?  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, ALONE, is the Judge but does NOT Judge alone, John 5:19-30, but in full agreement with God the Father.
3 And again they said, Alleluia And her smoke rose up for ever and ever.

4 And the four and twenty elders and the four beasts fell down and worshipped God that sat on the throne, saying, Amen; Alleluia.

5 And a voice came out of the throne, saying, Praise our God, all ye his servants, and ye that fear him, both small and great.

6 And I heard as it were the voice of a great multitude, and as the voice of many waters, and as the voice of mighty thunderings, saying, Alleluia: for the Lord God omnipotent reigneth.

Note:  Omnipotent means ALMIGHTY, the Lord God Almighty, the ALMIGHTY GOD!  The Lord of Hosts, Yhovah, Jehovah God, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth!
Deuteronomy 6:4-5; Mark 12:29-30; Matthew 28:19-20; Revelation 1:8; Revelation 1:15; Isaiah 6:1-4; Revelation 4:8; Revelation 2:7-9; Revelation 11:17; Revelation 15; Revelation 16:4-7; John 5:21-23; Jeremiah 17:10; Psalm 7:9; Jeremiah 11:20; Jeremiah 20:12; Revelation 2:23; Deuteronomy 32:39; Isaiah 52:6; John 8:24; John 8:28; 2 Timothy 4:6-8; Acts 17:24-31; John 1:1-4; Revelation 16:13-16

7 Let us be glad and rejoice, and give honour to him: for the marriage of the Lamb is come, and his wife hath made herself ready.
8 And to her was granted that she should be arrayed in fine linen, clean and white: for the fine linen is the righteousness of saints.
9 And he saith unto me, Write, Blessed are they which are called unto the marriage supper of the Lamb. And he saith unto me, These are the true sayings of God.
10 And I fell at his feet to worship him. And he said unto me, See thou do it not: I am thy fellowservant, and of thy brethren that have the testimony of Jesus: worship God: for the testimony of Jesus is the spirit of prophecy.

11 And I saw heaven opened, and behold a white horse; and he that sat upon him was called Faithful and True, and in righteousness he doth judge and make war.

12 His eyes were as a flame of fire, and on his head were many crowns; and he had a name written, that no man knew, but he himself.

13 And he was clothed with a vesture dipped in blood: and his name is called The Word of God.

14 And the armies which were in heaven followed him upon white horses, clothed in fine linen, white and clean.
15 And out of his mouth goeth a sharp sword, that with it he should smite the nations: and he shall rule them with a rod of iron: and he treadeth the winepress of the fierceness and wrath of Almighty God.

16 And he hath on his vesture and on his thigh a name written, King Of Kings, And Lord Of Lords.
17 And I saw an angel standing in the sun; and he cried with a loud voice, saying to all the fowls that fly in the midst of heaven, Come and gather yourselves together unto the supper of the great God;

Note:  "And I saw an angel standing in the sun; . . ."  This means:  Openly and in the sight of all, Numbers 25:4; 2 Samuel 12:11-12, AND means the throne of King David established by Covenant to extent forever.  More specifically, the Throne of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth which is the One Who is the Sun, i.e.:  the Sun of Righteousness, Malachi 4:2.  In the Lord Jesus Christ's seed, the direct descendants who come from Him, shall endure forever, as the sun is established as a Covenant never to be broken as a sign of a faithful witness in heaven, Psalm 89:34-37.  In the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth all the Mercies of Jehovah God, were to be concentrated, and to Whom the unchangeable faithfulness, perfection, and Wisdom of God were found in Him, and was to be shewn to His Elect, His sheep, God's Chosen, those Called of God, the True Worshipers who will be found to be in Him, in Christ Jesus, Romans 8:1, and therefore there is no condemnation to them, as they are in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth where God's Covenant lies— as the sure mercies of David, Isaiah 55:3; Acts 13:34.


18 That ye may eat the flesh of kings, and the flesh of captains, and the flesh of mighty men, and the flesh of horses, and of them that sit on them, and the flesh of all men, both free and bond, both small and great.
19 And I saw the beast, and the kings of the earth, and their armies, gathered together to make war against him that sat on the horse, and against his army.

20 And the beast was taken, and with him the false prophet that wrought miracles before him, with which he deceived them that had received the mark of the beast, and them that worshipped his image. These both were cast alive into a lake of fire burning with brimstone.

21 And the remnant were slain with the sword of him that sat upon the horse, which sword proceeded out of his mouth: and all the fowls were filled with their flesh.
Revelation 21:22-27
22 And I saw no temple therein: for the Lord God Almighty and the Lamb are the temple of it.
Note:  Lamb here originally -- meant "a little lamb used as a sacrifice, innocent, weak -- (a lambkin, or lambie -- a little lamb, a small or young lamb, a term of affection for a small endearing (Endearing:  To make one higher in cost, value, or estimation) child). One who is caused to become beloved or greatly admired, but diminutive (Diminutive:  Indicates that something is small). The diminutive force is now lost!  Thus, the Lamb which had been described as "small," the force of the word diminutive, i.e.:  "little, weak" Lamb is now lost!  Therefore, no more "lambkin, lambie -- little Lamb," weak Lamb -- but NOW APPEARS THE LAMB, One Who now steps forth as the mighty, strong, powerful, Lamb of God, the Everlasting Father, the Prince of Peace -- the Mighty God as ONE with the Father -- the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth steps forth as the Almighty God!

It in the Greek above means:  Themselves, auto, they, them, the same.  No more Temple, as the Lord God Almighty and the Lamb, the Triune God is ONE! as THEY are THE SAME, AND THEY ARE THE TEMPLE THEMSELVES!

23 And the city had no need of the sun, neither of the moon, to shine in it: for the glory of God did lighten it, and the Lamb is the light thereof.
24 And the nations of them which are saved shall walk in the light of it: and the kings of the earth do bring their glory and honour into it.

25 And the gates of it shall not be shut at all by day: for there shall be no night there.

26 And they shall bring the glory and honour of the nations into it.
27 And there shall in no wise enter into it any thing that defileth, neither whatsoever worketh abomination, or maketh a lie: but they which are written in the Lamb's book of life.



Isaiah 6:1-3
1 In the year that king Uzziah died I saw also the Lord sitting upon a throne, high and lifted up, and his train filled the temple.

2 Above it stood the seraphims: each one had six wings; with twain he covered his face, and with twain he covered his feet, and with twain he did fly.

3 And one cried unto another, and said, Holy, holy, holy, is the Lord of hosts: the whole earth is full of his glory.
Isaiah 6:1-3 above ties DIRECTLY with Revelation 4:1-8 directly below, www.alemattec.com/The Lord of Hosts the God of Israel, I AM HE, the Lord thy God, I AM the Lord, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, Lord God, Jehovah God.doc . . .
Revelation 4:1-8
1 After this I looked, and, behold, a door was opened in heaven: and the first voice which I heard was as it were of a trumpet talking with me; which said, Come up hither, and I will shew thee things which must be hereafter.

2 And immediately I was in the spirit: and, behold, a throne was set in heaven, and one sat on the throne.

Note:  God the Father sits on the Throne.  God the Son, the Lamb of God is in the midst of the Throne, "as one taking His place" not "taking the place of God the Father," but the Lamb of God, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth taking His place on the Throne WITH God the Father being One Triune God, www.alemattec.com/The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, is One LORD . . . .doc, being equal to Him that sits upon it, Philippians 2:5-11.  Sitting on the same Throne with God the Father, and having had the same power and authority, Matthew 28:18, which was returned to God the Father, so that the Father would be all in all, 1 Corinthians 15:24-28, for the Father is Greater than the Son, John 14:28.  The Lamb shall feed them as a shepherd his flock; for this Lamb is a Shepherd, the Good Shepherd, and this great multitude are His flock, Revelation 5:6; Revelation 7:9-10; Revelation 7:11; Revelation 7:17.
3 And he that sat was to look upon like a jasper and a sardine stone: and there was a rainbow round about the throne, in sight like unto an emerald.
4 And round about the throne were four and twenty seats: and upon the seats I saw four and twenty elders sitting, clothed in white raiment; and they had on their heads crowns of gold.
5 And out of the throne proceeded lightnings and thunderings and voices: and there were seven lamps of fire burning before the throne, which are the seven Spirits of God.
6 And before the throne there was a sea of glass like unto crystal: and in the midst of the throne, and round about the throne, were four beasts full of eyes before and behind.
7 And the first beast was like a lion, and the second beast like a calf, and the third beast had a face as a man, and the fourth beast was like a flying eagle.
8 And the four beasts had each of them six wings about him; and they were full of eyes within: and they rest not day and night, saying, Holy, holy, holy, Lord God Almighty, which was, and is, and is to come.

Note:  See directly above, the Lord God Almighty . . . which was, and is, and is to come . . .  and compare with the verse directly below!
Revelation 1:8

8 I am Alpha and Omega, the beginning and the ending, saith the Lord, which is, and which was, and which is to come, the Almighty.
Numbers 14:18-24
18 The Lord is longsuffering, and of great mercy, forgiving iniquity and transgression, and by no means clearing the guilty, visiting the iniquity of the fathers upon the children unto the third and fourth generation.

19 Pardon, I beseech thee, the iniquity of this people according unto the greatness of thy mercy, and as thou hast forgiven this people, from Egypt even until now.
20 And the Lord said, I have pardoned according to thy word:
21 But as truly as I live, all the earth shall be filled with the glory of the Lord.
22 Because all those men which have seen my glory, and my miracles, which I did in Egypt and in the wilderness, and have tempted me now these ten times, and have not hearkened to my voice;

23 Surely they shall not see the land which I sware unto their fathers, neither shall any of them that provoked me see it:

24 But my servant Caleb, because he had another spirit with him, and hath followed me fully, him will I bring into the land whereinto he went; and his seed shall possess it.
Psalm 72:18-20
18 Blessed be the Lord God, the God of Israel, who only doeth wondrous things.
19 And blessed be his glorious name for ever: and let the whole earth be filled with his glory; Amen, and Amen.
20 The prayers of David the son of Jesse are ended.
Habakkuk 2:13-14
13 Behold, is it not of the Lord of hosts that the people shall labour in the very fire, and the people shall weary themselves for very vanity?
14 For the earth shall be filled with the knowledge of the glory of the Lord, as the waters cover the sea.
Isaiah 40:4-5
4 Every valley shall be exalted, and every mountain and hill shall be made low: and the crooked shall be made straight, and the rough places plain:
5 And the glory of the Lord shall be revealed, and all flesh shall see it together: for the mouth of the Lord hath spoken it.
Ezekiel 1:25-28
25 And there was a voice from the firmament that was over their heads, when they stood, and had let down their wings.
26 And above the firmament that was over their heads was the likeness of a throne, as the appearance of a sapphire stone: and upon the likeness of the throne was the likeness as the appearance of a man above upon it.

27 And I saw as the colour of amber, as the appearance of fire round about within it, from the appearance of his loins even upward, and from the appearance of his loins even downward, I saw as it were the appearance of fire, and it had brightness round about.

28 As the appearance of the bow that is in the cloud in the day of rain, so was the appearance of the brightness round about. This was the appearance of the likeness of the glory of the Lord. And when I saw it, I fell upon my face, and I heard a voice of one that spake.
Revelation 22:1-5
1 And he shewed me a pure river of water of life, clear as crystal, proceeding out of the throne of God and of the Lamb.

2 In the midst of the street of it, and on either side of the river, was there the tree of life, which bare twelve manner of fruits, and yielded her fruit every month: and the leaves of the tree were for the healing of the nations.
