The Pre-Christian History of the Fish Symbol, and now worship by the Roman Catholic "church" as their "god" Dagon.  The pope with symbol name of dagon on his head, his fish hat.


Delilah was a Philistine.  Samson fell to her.  Philistines were a Canaanite people.  Canaanites were Phoenician.  Canaan, the land where the Canaanites or Phoenicians lived, was under the the sphere of influence and dominated by the Egyptians and the Hittite Empires.

Dagon was originally an Assyro-Babylonian fertility god who evolved into a major northwest Semitic god, reportedly of grain (as symbol of fertility) and fish and/or fishing (as symbol of multiplying). He was worshipped by the early Amorites and by the inhabitants of the cities of Ebla (modern Tell Mardikh, Syria) and Ugarit (modern Ras Shamra, Syria) (which was an ancient city near the Mediterranean containing a large variety of ancient writings and pre-Judeo-Christian shrines). Dagan was also a major member, or perhaps head god worshipped in the pantheon by the Biblical Philistines.

Judges 16:22-24

22Howbeit the hair of his head began to grow again after he was shaven. 

 23Then the lords of the Philistines gathered them together for to offer a great sacrifice unto Dagon their god, and to rejoice: for they said, Our god hath delivered Samson our enemy into our hand. 

 24And when the people saw him, they praised their god: for they said, Our god hath delivered into our hands our enemy, and the destroyer of our country, which slew many of us.

1 Samuel 5:1-7

1And the Philistines took the ark of God, and brought it from Ebenezer unto Ashdod. 
 2When the Philistines took the ark of God, they brought it into the house of Dagon, and set it by Dagon. 
 3And when they of Ashdod arose early on the morrow, behold, Dagon was fallen upon his face to the earth before the ark of the LORD. And they took Dagon, and set him in his place again. 

 4And when they arose early on the morrow morning, behold, Dagon was fallen upon his face to the ground before the ark of the LORD; and the head of Dagon and both the palms of his hands were cut off upon the threshold; only the stump of Dagon was left to him. 

 5Therefore neither the priests of Dagon, nor any that come into Dagon's house, tread on the threshold of Dagon in Ashdod unto this day. 

 6But the hand of the LORD was heavy upon them of Ashdod, and he destroyed them, and smote them with emerods, even Ashdod and the coasts thereof. 
 7And when the men of Ashdod saw that it was so, they said, The ark of the God of Israel shall not abide with us: for his hand is sore upon us, and upon Dagon our god.
1 Chronicles 10:1-14
 1Now the Philistines fought against Israel; and the men of Israel fled from before the Philistines, and fell down slain in mount Gilboa. 

 2And the Philistines followed hard after Saul, and after his sons; and the Philistines slew Jonathan, and Abinadab, and Malchishua, the sons of Saul. 

 3And the battle went sore against Saul, and the archers hit him, and he was wounded of the archers. 

 4Then said Saul to his armourbearer, Draw thy sword, and thrust me through therewith; lest these uncircumcised come and abuse me. But his armourbearer would not; for he was sore afraid. So Saul took a sword, and fell upon it. 

 5And when his armourbearer saw that Saul was dead, he fell likewise on the sword, and died. 

 6So Saul died, and his three sons, and all his house died together. 

 7And when all the men of Israel that were in the valley saw that they fled, and that Saul and his sons were dead, then they forsook their cities, and fled: and the Philistines came and dwelt in them. 
 8And it came to pass on the morrow, when the Philistines came to strip the slain, that they found Saul and his sons fallen in mount Gilboa. 
 9And when they had stripped him, they took his head, and his armour, and sent into the land of the Philistines round about, to carry tidings unto their idols, and to the people. 
 10And they put his armour in the house of their gods, and fastened his head in the temple of Dagon. 
 11And when all Jabeshgilead heard all that the Philistines had done to Saul, 

 12They arose, all the valiant men, and took away the body of Saul, and the bodies of his sons, and brought them to Jabesh, and buried their bones under the oak in Jabesh, and fasted seven days. 

 13So Saul died for his transgression which he committed against the LORD, even against the word of the LORD, which he kept not, and also for asking counsel of one that had a familiar spirit, to enquire of it; 

 14And enquired not of the LORD: therefore he slew him, and turned the kingdom unto David the son of Jesse.

The fish symbol has been used for millennia worldwide as a religious symbol associated with the Pagan Great Mother Goddess. It is the outline of her vulva. The fish symbol was often drawn by overlapping two very thin crescent moons. One represented the crescent shortly before the new moon; the other shortly after, when the moon is just visible. The Moon is the heavenly body that has long been associated with the Goddess, just as the sun is a symbol of the God. 

The link between the Goddess and fish was found in various areas of the ancient world:  In China, Great Mother Kwan-yin often portrayed in the shape of a fish. 
     In India, the Goddess Kali was called the "fish-eyed one".
     In Egypt, Isis was called the Great Fish of the Abyss.
     In Greece the Greek word "delphos" meant both fish and womb. The word is derived from the location of the ancient Oracle at Delphi who worshipped the original fish goddess, Themis. The later fish Goddess, Aphrodite Salacia, was worshipped by her followers on her sacred day, Friday. They ate fish and engaging in orgies. From her name comes the English word "salacious" which means lustful or obscene. Also from her name comes the name of our fourth month, April. In later centuries, the Christian church adsorbed this tradition by requiring the faithful to eat fish on Friday - a tradition that was only recently abandoned. 
     In ancient Rome Friday is called "dies veneris" or Day of Venus, the Pagan Goddess of Love. 
     Througout the Mediterranean, mystery religions used fish, wine and bread for their sacramental meal. 
     In Scandinavia, the Great Goddess was named Freya; fish were eaten in her honor. The 6th day of the week was named "Friday" after her. 
     In the Middle East, the Great Goddess of Ephesus was portrayed as a woman with a fish amulet over her genitals. 


The fish symbol "was so revered throughout the Roman empire that Christian "authorities within the church" insisted on taking it over, with extensive revision of myths to deny its earlier female-genital meanings.  Sometimes the Christ child was portrayed inside the vesica, which was superimposed on Mary's belly and obviously represented her womb, just as in the ancient symbolism of the Goddess."  Another author writes: "The fish headdress of the priests of Ea [a Sumero-Semitic God] later became the miter of the Christian bishops." 

Enki (or Enkil, Sumerian EN.KI(G)?￰ﾒﾆﾠ) is a god in Sumerian mythology, later known as Ea in Akkadian and Babylonian religious worship.  The main temple to Enki (EA) is called E-abzu, meaning "abzu temple" (also E-en-gur-a, meaning "house of the subterranean waters""), a ziggurat temple surrounded by Euphratean marshlands near the ancient Persian Gulf coastline at Eridu. He was the keeper of the divine powers called Me, the gifts of civilization. His image is a double-helix snake, or the Caduceus, very similar to the Rod of Asclepius used to symbolize medicine. Enki (EA) is often shown with the horned crown of divinity dressed in the skin of a fish (a carp).


The symbol itself, the eating of fish on Friday and the association of the symbol with deity were all taken over by the early Roman church from Pagan sources. Only the sexual component was deleted. 

The fish is an ancient Christian symbol known from the 1st century catacombs in Rome. The first literary reference to a fish as a Christian symbol is from Clement of Alexandria (born c. 150) in Paedogogus, III, xi. During times of persecution, early Christians would scratch a fish symbol on the ground as a means to distinguish friend from foe. The symbol itself may have come from the miraculous story of the loaves and fishes, and the feeding of five thousand then four thousand men, John 6:1-13, or from the meal of fish Jesus shared with His disciples at the Sea of Galilee after the Resurrection, John 21:1-13, or when the Lord Jesus Christ Called for the Apostles to follow him, and they He would make them fishers of men, 
1. Matthew 4:19
19And he saith unto them, Follow me, and I will make you fishers of men.
2. Mark 1:17
17And Jesus said unto them, Come ye after me, and I will make you to become fishers of men. 
Note the mitre on the head of this drawing of the goddess Cybele http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Cybele and the striking similarity to the fish head of Dagon. Cybele was worshipped in Rome and was also called the "Magna Mater", or the great queen mother goddess, which evolved into Catholic Mariology.   Cybele was worshiped by the Greek population as "The Mother of the Gods, the Savior who Hears our Prayers" and as "The Mother of the Gods, the Accessible One". Ephesus, one of the major trading centers of the area, was devoted to Cybele as early the 10th century B.C. , and the city's ecstatic celebration, the Ephesia, honored her.  The priesthood of Cybele was composed of castrated males, which parallels the celibate priesthood of Roman Catholicism. The basilica of Saint Peter's, according to some, stands upon the former site of Cybele's main Temple in Rome. The ruins of another temple to Cybele / Magna Mater can still be seen today in Rome on Palatine hill.




By using this fish icon in their worship as the Roman Catholics do using the "Dagon hat" by their Bishops and "pope", or any other icon (renamed from Idol to avoid the Second Commandment of God,) one is worshiping the god named by the Icon.


Semiramis Inanna Ishtar Astarte

According to satanic mythology, Cush, his wife Semiramis, and their son Nimrod, conspire to control the world through occult manipulation at the tower of Babel. The plan unfolds when Nimrod marries his mother. Statues of a young Semiramis holding her infant son, Tammuz (the reincarnated Nimrod, her dead husband/son) reflects or invokes the image of the "queen of heaven". Besides, we must note a fact of the greatest importance indeed. 7Babylon hath been a golden cup in the LORD's hand, that made all the earth drunken: the nations have drunken of her wine; therefore the nations are mad.


Two Babylons, two mysteries . . .

One stands to the other in the relation of type and antitype. Now, as the Babylon of the Apocalypse is characterized by the name of "MYSTERY," so the grand distinguishing feature of the ancient Babylonian system was the Chaldean "MYSTERIES," that formed so essential a part of that system. 

Revelation 17:1-6

 1And there came one of the seven angels which had the seven vials, and talked with me, saying unto me, Come hither; I will shew unto thee the judgment of the great whore that sitteth upon many waters: 
 2With whom the kings of the earth have committed fornication, and the inhabitants of the earth have been made drunk with the wine of her fornication. 
 3So he carried me away in the spirit into the wilderness: and I saw a woman sit upon a scarlet coloured beast, full of names of blasphemy, having seven heads and ten horns. 

 4And the woman was arrayed in purple and scarlet colour, and decked with gold and precious stones and pearls, having a golden cup in her hand full of abominations and filthiness of her fornication: 
 5And upon her forehead was a name written, MYSTERY, BABYLON THE GREAT, THE MOTHER OF HARLOTS AND ABOMINATIONS OF THE EARTH. 
 6And I saw the woman drunken with the blood of the saints, and with the blood of the martyrs of Jesus: and when I saw her, I wondered with great admiration.

The Chaldean Mysteries (Babylonian/Roman) can be traced up to the days of Semiramis, who lived only a few centuries after the flood, and who is known to have impressed upon them the image of her own depraved and polluted mind.  The name of Semiramis came to be applied to various monuments, or idols of worship in Western Asia, and into the Middle East, the origin of which was forgotten or unknown.


What's in a name?
The Greek form Babylon (Βαβυλών) is an adaptation of Akkadian Babili. The Babylonian name as it stood in the 1st millennium BC had been changed from an earlier Babilli in early 2nd millennium BC, meaning "Gate of God" or "Gateway of the God" (bāb-ili) by popular etymology.[2] The earlier name Babilla appears to be an adaptation of a non-Semitic source of unknown origin or meaning.[3]
In the Hebrew Bible, the name appears as בָּבֶל (Babel; Tiberian בָּבֶל Bavel; Syriac ܒܒܠ Bāwēl), interpreted in the Book of Genesis (11:9) to mean "confusion" (viz. of languages), from the verb בלבל bilbél, "to confuse".
The Holy Bible in Genesis 10 indicates that Nimrod was the original founder of Babel (Babylon). 
Genesis 10:8-10
 8And Cush begat Nimrod: he began to be a mighty one in the earth. 

 9He was a mighty hunter before the LORD: wherefore it is said, Even as Nimrod the mighty hunter before the LORD. 

 10And the beginning of his kingdom was Babel, and Erech, and Accad, and Calneh, in the land of Shinar.

Genesis 11:1-9
 1And the whole earth was of one language, and of one speech. 

 2And it came to pass, as they journeyed from the east, that they found a plain in the land of Shinar; and they dwelt there. 

 3And they said one to another, Go to, let us make brick, and burn them thoroughly. And they had brick for stone, and slime had they for morter. 

 4And they said, Go to, let us build us a city and a tower, whose top may reach unto heaven; and let us make us a name, lest we be scattered abroad upon the face of the whole earth. 

 5And the LORD came down to see the city and the tower, which the children of men builded. 

 6And the LORD said, Behold, the people is one, and they have all one language; and this they begin to do: and now nothing will be restrained from them, which they have imagined to do. 

 7Go to, let us go down, and there confound their language, that they may not understand one another's speech. 

 8So the LORD scattered them abroad from thence upon the face of all the earth: and they left off to build the city. 
 9Therefore is the name of it called Babel; because the LORD did there confound the language of all the earth: and from thence did the LORD scatter them abroad upon the face of all the earth.

Babylon eclipsed Nippur as the "holy city" of Mesopotamia around the time an Amorite king named Hammurabi first created the short lived Babylonian Empire; this quickly dissolved upon his death and Babylon spent long periods under Assyrian, Kassite and Elamite domination. Babylon again became the seat of the Neo-Babylonian Empire from 612 to 539 BC which was founded by Chaldeans and whose last king was an Assyrian. The Hanging Gardens of Babylon were one of the Seven Wonders of the Ancient World. After the fall of Babylon it came under the rules of the Achaemenid, Seleucid, Parthian, Roman and Sassanid empires. It was dissolved as a province after the Arab Islamic conquest of the 7th century AD.

Semiramis was one of several legendary Assyrian queens. The most recent was Semiramis II for whom the Hanging Gardens of Babylon were built.  Semiramis was of noble parents, the daughter of the fish-goddess Derketo of Ascalon in Syria and a mortal. Derketo abandoned her at birth and drowned herself. The child was fed by doves until she was found and brought up by Simmas, the royal shepherd. 

Afterwards she married Onnes or Menones, one of the generals of Ninus. Ninus was so struck by her bravery at the capture of Bactra that he married her, forcing Onnes to commit suicide.

Not only was she able to reign effectively, she also added Ethiopia to the empire. She restored ancient Babylon and protected it with a high brick wall that completely surrounded the city. She is also credited with inventing the chastity belt. Roman historian Ammianus Marcellinus credits her as the first person to castrate a male youth into eunuch-hood: "Semiramis, that ancient queen who was the first person to castrate male youths of tender age" (Lib. XIV)


The Babylon priesthood alone had the Mysteries of their "religion."  Their priesthood was the only depositories of their "secret knowledge".  The Babylonian priesthood, with their "secret knowledge" were the only ones who could "interpret" rightly their traditions by which the writs and their symbols could be administered to the people.  Thus, where ever the Babylon "religion" spread, the people were completely in bondage to, bound by their "priests" who ALONE could interpret and administer the "truth" of their god, Tammuz.  The Babylon "religion" demanded of their followers blind and complete submission to their "priesthood," who alone could show them the way for their salvation.  NOW, COMPARE THIS "MYSTERY" of the Babylon "religion" and their priesthood with the Roman Catholic "church".
Revelation 17
Tammuz was the Sumerian, "god" of food and vegetation, and was a shepherd-god.  Sumeria was a part of Iraq, which in ancient times was called Babylon.  In Babylon, the month Tammuz was established in honor of the eponymous god Tammuz, who originated as a Sumerian shepherd-god, Dumuzid or Dumuzi, the consort of Inanna and, in his Akkadian form, the parallel consort of Ishtar.


The mystery of this Mysteries "religion" is that at the very beginning of Christianity, in the very age of the Apostles, at the time of Pentecost, when the primitive Church of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth was in flower, beginning its spread throughout the world, when the Christian martyrs were sealing their confession of faith in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth by their own blood, the Apostle Paul declared:
2 Thessalonians 2:7
7For the mystery of iniquity doth already work: only he who now letteth will let, until he be taken out of the way.

1 John 2:18-19

18Little children, it is the last time: and as ye have heard that antichrist shall come, even now are there many antichrists; whereby we know that it is the last time. 

 19They went out from us, but they were not of us; for if they had been of us, they would no doubt have continued with us: but they went out, that they might be made manifest that they were not all of us.


It seems that the Judaizers, certain of the sect of the Pharisees which "believed", (later the Apostle Paul calls them false brethren,) were defeated when the Apostles and Elders met at Jerusalem to discuss their antiChristian charge of drawing the Old Testament into the New Testament by requiring the Gentile converts to Christianity to follow the Law of Moses and to be Circumcised.  
Acts 15 
During the time the Gospel of John, and the Acts of the Apostles had been written, the Judaizers seemed to disappear.  Not exactly.  Not all went out from them . . .  and, they eventually took over the whole system, the Church, and made it into a false hybrid Jewish/Egyptian/Etruscan/Roman/Babylonian system they called the Roman Catholic "church".


Galatians 2:4-5 
 4And that because of false brethren unawares brought in, who came in privily to spy out our liberty which we have in Christ Jesus, that they might bring us into bondage: 
 5To whom we gave place by subjection, no, not for an hour; that the truth of the gospel might continue with you.

 8And then shall that Wicked be revealed, whom the Lord shall consume with the spirit of his mouth, and shall destroy with the brightness of his coming:

 11And for this cause God shall send them strong delusion, that they should believe a lie:

Note:  God causes them to be delusional, which is a mental illness:  A delusion is a false belief held with absolute conviction despite superior evidence to the contrary.  The Apostle Paul declares they as ". . . having their conscience seared with a hot iron;"  1 Timothy 4:1-6  Delusions are always pathological.  As a pathology, it is distinct from a belief based on false or incomplete information.  In the key text used in Medical Schools on delusion, General Psychopathology, three criteria are used in diagnosis of this mental illness.  These criteria are that they hold their conviction as absolute even when Truth to the contrary is presented: 
· certainty (held with absolute conviction)

· incorrigibility (not changeable by compelling counterargument or proof to the contrary)

· impossibility or falsity of content (implausible, bizarre or patently untrue belief) 
12That they all might be damned who believed not the truth, but had pleasure in unrighteousness.

Note:  In other words, they hold the Truth of Holy Scripture as a lie in their unrighteousness . . .
Romans 1:17-19

17For therein is the righteousness of God revealed from faith to faith: as it is written, The just shall live by faith. 
 18For the wrath of God is revealed from heaven against all ungodliness and unrighteousness of men, who hold the truth in unrighteousness; 
 19Because that which may be known of God is manifest in them; for God hath shewed it unto them.

The Babylonian false system creeps today into the Churches, which called themselves Protestant -- "protesters of the Roman Catholic system of error, they call their "church," and they do the exact same thing today.  Even my Church, which is Calvinist has fallen into this trap of satan, as my Preacher has told us that he is our leader in the Church, and we don't do anything in the Church unless it is with his authority, and under his permission.  1The elders which are among you I exhort, who am also an elder, and a witness of the sufferings of Christ, and also a partaker of the glory that shall be revealed: 

 2Feed the flock of God which is among you, taking the oversight thereof, not by constraint, but willingly; not for filthy lucre, but of a ready mind; 
 3Neither as being lords over God's heritage, but being examples to the flock. 
 4And when the chief Shepherd shall appear, ye shall receive a crown of glory that fadeth not away. 

 5Likewise, ye younger, submit yourselves unto the elder. Yea, all of you be subject one to another, and be clothed with humility: for God resisteth the proud, and giveth grace to the humble.

One of the unOfficial Titles of the “pope” is Vicar of the Son of God.
