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Birds of a feather:  Notice the "double serpent cross" held by Orthodox Church leader Patriarch Bartholomew I, Archbishop of Constantinople . . . and the "crooked cross with the pine cone on the base" held by "pope" Francis I.
 
Pope Francis sent special greetings to Orthodox Church leader Patriarch Bartholomew I, Archbishop of Constantinople that expressed his brotherly love for his fellow spiritual leader. He said that he hoped for continued dialogue between the Catholic and Orthodox Churches in the missive delivered by Cardinal Kurt Koch, president of the Pontifical Council for Promoting Christian Unity.

“Your Holiness, beloved brother in Christ, this is the first time that I address you on the occasion of the feast of the Apostle Andrew, the first-called. I take this opportunity to assure you of my intention to pursue fraternal relations between the Church of Rome and the Ecumenical Patriarchate,” he said on Nov. 30.


 Pope Francis continued, “God, the source of all peace and love, has taught us throughout these years to regard one another as members of the same family. For indeed, we have one Lord and Savior. We belong to him through the gift of the good news of salvation transmitted by the apostles, through the one baptism in the name of the Holy Trinity, and through the holy ministry.”

The Pope also referred to the current disconnect between the Catholic and Orthodox churches. “United in Christ, therefore, we already experience the joy of authentic brothers in Christ, while yet fully aware of not having reached the goal of full communion. In anticipation of the day in which we will finally take part together in the Eucharistic feast, Christians are duty-bound to prepare to receive this gift of God through prayer, inner conversion, renewal of life and fraternal dialogue.”

The Pope also mentioned the persecution faced by Christians living in the Middle East, whose plight he has been vocal about before.

“The memory of the martyrdom of the apostle Saint Andrew also makes us think of the many Christians of all the Churches and Ecclesial Communities who in many parts of the world experience discrimination and at times pay with their own blood the price of their profession of faith,” he said.

“Christians of the East and West must give common witness so that, strengthened by the Spirit of the risen Christ, they may disseminate the message of salvation to the entire world.”
Note:  The word common means:   Belonging to or shared by two or more individuals or things or by all members of a group.  I'm for this definition, between these two groups:  Full Definition of COMMON:    The legal right of taking a profit in another's land in common with the owner or others.  Why?  First they are about profit, theirs.  Second, a word synonymous with Common is Universal (Universal:  Done or experienced by everyone : existing or available for everyone, existing or true at all times or in all places).  

The Roman Catholic "church," describes itself as the "universal church,"  meaning the ONLY "true church".  Universal means:    Comprehensive, universal; especially :  broad in sympathies, tastes, or interests.

catholic (small c then atholic,) means: Universal.

John 8:31-59

31 Then said Jesus to those Jews which believed on him, If ye continue in my word, then are ye my disciples indeed;
Note:  Some of the Jews believe on Him, on the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, as God's anointed, the Son of God, God's Messiah, God's Christ.  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth speaks to them here.

32 And ye shall know the truth, and the truth shall make you free.

33 They answered him, We be Abraham's seed, and were never in bondage to any man: how sayest thou, Ye shall be made free?
Note:  "They answered him, . . ." Not the believing Jews, whom the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth had here just addressed, but the unbelieving Jews, the Scribes and Pharisees, who were completely controlled by satan, who were also present, and heard these things.

34 Jesus answered them, Verily, verily, I say unto you, Whosoever committeth sin is the servant of sin.

35 And the servant abideth not in the house for ever: but the Son abideth ever.

36 If the Son therefore shall make you free, ye shall be free indeed.

37 I know that ye are Abraham's seed; but ye seek to kill me, because my word hath no place in you.

38 I speak that which I have seen with my Father: and ye do that which ye have seen with your father.

39 They answered and said unto him, Abraham is our father. Jesus saith unto them, If ye were Abraham's children, ye would do the works of Abraham.

40 But now ye seek to kill me, a man that hath told you the truth, which I have heard of God: this did not Abraham.

41 Ye do the deeds of your father. Then said they to him, We be not born of fornication; we have one Father, even God.
Note:  Fornication means an unlawful relationship.  They were NOT like Esau, who WAS a fornicator, for Esau had become a fornicator by marrying a Hittite and Hivite, non-believing wives, they claimed.  They were also NOT born, they claimed, from an unlawful relationship as their parents had not married outside of the Hebrew nation, as Esau had.  Esau was foolish in marrying two wives together, and still more in marrying Canaanites, strangers to the blessing of Abraham, and subject to the curse of Noah. It grieved his parents that he married without their advice and consent. It grieved them that he married among those who had no religion, were pagan.

Hebrews 12:16 
16Lest there be any fornicator, or profane person, as Esau, who for one morsel of meat sold his birthright.



42 Jesus said unto them, If God were your Father, ye would love me: for I proceeded forth and came from God; neither came I of myself, but he sent me.

43 Why do ye not understand my speech? even because ye cannot hear my word.

44 Ye are of your father the devil, and the lusts of your father ye will do. He was a murderer from the beginning, and abode not in the truth, because there is no truth in him. When he speaketh a lie, he speaketh of his own: for he is a liar, and the father of it.

45 And because I tell you the truth, ye believe me not.

46 Which of you convinceth me of sin? And if I say the truth, why do ye not believe me?

47 He that is of God heareth God's words: ye therefore hear them not, because ye are not of God.

48 Then answered the Jews, and said unto him, Say we not well that thou art a Samaritan, and hast a devil?
Note:  Proving further that they were of satan, the Scribes and Pharisees, "like their father satan, as a snake, the old serpent, the devil, the great dragon, Revelation 12:9; Revelation 20:1-3" they turn their venom upon the very Son of God, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth calling Him a devil.
 
49 Jesus answered, I have not a devil; but I honour my Father, and ye do dishonour me.

50 And I seek not mine own glory: there is one that seeketh and judgeth.

51 Verily, verily, I say unto you, If a man keep my saying, he shall never see death.

52 Then said the Jews unto him, Now we know that thou hast a devil. Abraham is dead, and the prophets; and thou sayest, If a man keep my saying, he shall never taste of death.

53 Art thou greater than our father Abraham, which is dead? and the prophets are dead: whom makest thou thyself?

54 Jesus answered, If I honour myself, my honour is nothing: it is my Father that honoureth me; of whom ye say, that he is your God:

55 Yet ye have not known him; but I know him: and if I should say, I know him not, I shall be a liar like unto you: but I know him, and keep his saying.

56 Your father Abraham rejoiced to see my day: and he saw it, and was glad.

Matthew 4:1-11

1 Then was Jesus led up of the Spirit into the wilderness to be tempted of the devil.

2 And when he had fasted forty days and forty nights, he was afterward an hungred.

3 And when the tempter came to him, he said, If thou be the Son of God, command that these stones be made bread.

4 But he answered and said, It is written, Man shall not live by bread alone, but by every word that proceedeth out of the mouth of God.

5 Then the devil taketh him up into the holy city, and setteth him on a pinnacle of the temple,

6 And saith unto him, If thou be the Son of God, cast thyself down: for it is written, He shall give his angels charge concerning thee: and in their hands they shall bear thee up, lest at any time thou dash thy foot against a stone.
Note:  Again, the tempter, satan, seeking to temp by his deceit, his lies, to murder, kill the people of God . . . all the while claiming to speak for God, as does the antiChrist whom comes  supposedly as a Minister of God, speaking God's Truth, and like satan who has complete control of the antiChrist to come, this antiChrist too seeks to temp by his deceit, his lies, to murder, kill the people of God . . . all the while claiming to speak for God.

7 Jesus said unto him, It is written again, Thou shalt not tempt the Lord thy God.
Note:  The Lord Jesus Christ IS the Lord thy God, satan.  Thou shalt NOT TEMPT the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, Deuteronomy 6:16, Not temp the Lord thy God by doubting His Authority/Power, by refusing Lawful means, nor of  abusing His Graces.  Not temp the Lord thy God by striving with Him or against Him, by murmuring at Him, or complaining of His Providential dealings with them, or by requiring a sign of or from Him, or asking miracles to be done by Him to further prove that He alone is the Lord thy God, as they had in Massah which was a place so called from the Israelites tempting the Lord there, Exodus 17:7.  www.alemattec.com/I Am come that they might have life, and that they might have it more abundantly . . . .doc


8 Again, the devil taketh him up into an exceeding high mountain, and sheweth him all the kingdoms of the world, and the glory of them;

9 And saith unto him, All these things will I give thee, if thou wilt fall down and worship me.

10 Then saith Jesus unto him, Get thee hence, Satan: for it is written, Thou shalt worship the Lord thy God, and him only shalt thou serve.

11 Then the devil leaveth him, and, behold, angels came and ministered unto him.


Let's look at the Holy Bible, and see how satan came as "a minister of Light," "an Angel, God's messenger," one who speaks the Truth of God, but twists God's Truth to temp, to lie, to deceive, and to destroy.

Also from your own selves, from within your midst, from among you, men shall rise speaking perverse things . . . to draw away disciples after the.  These are false Brethren, coming in as spies among God's people, www.alemattec.com/Some facts about 'popes,' who are supposed to be God on earth . . . they do not sweat.doc, www.alemattec.com/Ostrich fan, 'popes don't sweat'.htm, www.alemattec.com/pope treated as 'GOD,' and as 'GOD' he doesn't sweat.htm, www.alemattec.com/pope treated as 'GOD'.htm, to destroy the Church of the Lord Jesus Christ from within, as they are grievous wolves, sparing NOT the flock, coming in as satan, comes supposedly as a Minister of God, speaking God's Truth, and like satan who has complete control of these antiChrists, these too seeks to temp by their deceit, their lies, to murder, to kill the people of God . . . all the while claiming to speak for God, transforming themselves (not called of God to be Apostles, but they transform themselves) into Apostles of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.


Acts 20:25-30

25 And now, behold, I know that ye all, among whom I have gone preaching the kingdom of God, shall see my face no more.

26 Wherefore I take you to record this day, that I am pure from the blood of all men.

27 For I have not shunned to declare unto you all the counsel of God.

28 Take heed therefore unto yourselves, and to all the flock, over the which the Holy Ghost hath made you overseers, to feed the church of God, which he hath purchased with his own blood.

29 For I know this, that after my departing shall grievous wolves enter in among you, not sparing the flock.

30 Also of your own selves shall men arise, speaking perverse things, to draw away disciples after them.



2 Corinthians 11:12-15

12 But what I do, that I will do, that I may cut off occasion from them which desire occasion; that wherein they glory, they may be found even as we.
Note:  The Apostle Paul's adversaries sought all occasions they could to be equal to him as an Apostle.  The Apostle Paul seeing that they had rather live off of the Corinthians than to Preach to all the Counsel of God, the Gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth to the Corinthians for nothing, some desiring to be Apostles themselves sought then another occasion, that is, to make the Apostle Paul take something for his Preaching, www.alemattec.com/'pastors' salaries'.doc, www.alemattec.com/Wealth of The Churches . . . Laodicea or Babylon.doc,   If he had done this, then they hoped by this means to be considered equal to him before the Corinthian Church.  These false Brethren, making themselves “apostles” that they made such a show of zeal and knowledge, and set it forth with such a flattering type of eloquence, and truly some of them even despised the Apostle Paul. 


13 For such are false apostles, deceitful workers, transforming themselves into the apostles of Christ.
Note:  Transforming in the Greek means:  I change the outward appearance, transfigure, adapt, or to disguise, by accommodation to transform themselves into "Apostles".  To shape one's discourse so as to transfer to oneself what holds true of the whole class to which one belongs, i. e. so as to illustrate by what one says of them self is then what holds true of all:  1 Corinthians 4:1-6, where in 1 Corinthians 4:6:  the meaning is, "by what the Apostle Paul said of himself and Apollos, holds true of all TRUE Christian teachers."


14 And no marvel; for Satan himself is transformed into an angel of light.
Note:  An Angel of light, a Minister, a Pastor, a Shepherd, one who speaks God's Truth, as the Tempter, spoke to try and deceive the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.  There are those in the Church like the antiChrist who are completely controlled by satan, and they come as the tempter of God's people.   These antiChrist comes in as false Apostles, as a minister (an Angel) supposedly God's messenger (an Angel of Light, a Minister of Light, one who speaks God's Truth, as the Lord Jesus Christ is the Light of the world, so these false Apostles who transformed themselves, who become Bishops, Pastors, Shepherds, comes giving lip service (honors Him with their mouths, but their hearts are far from Him, Matthew 15:8; Mark 7:6)) to the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, but they are antiChrist.  These antiChrist are completely controlled by satan, as they come as Ministers of Light, to deceive and to destroy, if they could the Church of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.

15 Therefore it is no great thing if his ministers also be transformed as the ministers of righteousness; whose end shall be according to their works.







Revelation 13:1-18

1 And I stood upon the sand of the sea, and saw a beast rise up out of the sea, having seven heads and ten horns, and upon his horns ten crowns, and upon his heads the name of blasphemy.

2 And the beast which I saw was like unto a leopard, and his feet were as the feet of a bear, and his mouth as the mouth of a lion: and the dragon gave him his power, and his seat, and great authority.

"And the beast which I saw was like unto a leopard, and his feet were as the feet of a bear, and his mouth as the mouth of a lion: . . .". The similarity to the vision of Daniel 7 is very evident, and this resemblance extends even to the same language.  Daniel 7:1-28.  In the vision of Daniel Chapter 7, four beasts are seen rising from the sea. The first was like a lion, the second like a bear, the third like a leopard, the fourth was distinguished by having ten horns. Here in Revelation 13:1-2, we see the four are combined into the one, the first beast. The qualities which are indicated by the animals named are very generally agreed upon. The lion denotes lordly dominion and rule, kingly, kingdoms, as one who speaks as a King, with authority and power, the bear suggests crushing force and tenacity of purpose, the leopard is distinguished for its swiftness and cruel thirst for blood. These characteristics marked the pagan Roman Empire at the time of this vision, and this was the first fulfillment of the vision, but in the antiChrist in the last days, we see it fulfilled again in the form of the "pope".  Instead of pagan Rome, we will have the Roman Catholic "church" with its infallible "pope" speaking great blasphemies against the Most High God, all the while claiming to be God's spokesman (Angel, God's Messenger) on earth, giving lip service to the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, but whose heart is far from Him.

Note:  " . . . and the dragon gave him his power, and his seat, and great authority."  This is his "throne".  The throne by which the antiChrist rules on earth, a symbol of power, his seat where he rules, and by which he claims great authority over the whole earth. The dragon and this beast, the first beast are essentially one, since the first beast wields all the influence of the dragon, i.e.:  the old dragon, satan, the tempter of God's people. The devil lost his throne in Heaven.  However, through the power of the world he temporarily regains a throne as the "prince of this world, the king of this world, the prince of the power of air."



3 And I saw one of his heads as it were wounded to death; and his deadly wound was healed: and all the world wondered after the beast.

4 And they worshipped the dragon which gave power unto the beast: and they worshipped the beast, saying, Who is like unto the beast? who is able to make war with him?

5 And there was given unto him a mouth speaking great things and blasphemies; and power was given unto him to continue forty and two months.

6 And he opened his mouth in blasphemy against God, to blaspheme his name, and his tabernacle, and them that dwell in heaven.

7 And it was given unto him to make war with the saints, and to overcome them: and power was given him over all kindreds, and tongues, and nations.
Daniel 7:16-27, specifically verses, Daniel 7:18; Daniel 7:21; Daniel 7:22; Daniel 7:25; Daniel 7:27, like unto:  Revelation 17:6, 

8 And all that dwell upon the earth shall worship him, whose names are not written in the book of life of the Lamb slain from the foundation of the world.
Note:  Revelation 17:8

9 If any man have an ear, let him hear.

10 He that leadeth into captivity shall go into captivity: he that killeth with the sword must be killed with the sword. Here is the patience and the faith of the saints.

11 And I beheld another beast coming up out of the earth; and he had two horns like a lamb, and he spake as a dragon.
Note:  The first beast was a system of government, political power, pagan Rome.  This second beast, " . . . another beast . . ." which " . . . had two horns like a lamb, and he spake as a dragon" thus represents another system, having now two areas of power (horns) not just political like the first, but political and NOW religious power, as a Minister of Light, a Bishop, an Angel of God, God's Minister on earth, the papacy, the Roman Catholic "pope," who gives lip service "honors the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth with his mouth," but his heart is of satan, is one with satan, his heart is FAR from God," and he spake as a dragon, satan, the old serpent, the temper.

12 And he exerciseth all the power of the first beast before him, and causeth the earth and them which dwell therein to worship the first beast, whose deadly wound was healed.

Note:  "And he exerciseth all the power of the first beast before him, . . ."  The same amount of power, and the same kind of power. This shows a remarkable relationship between these two beasts, and proves that it was intended to refer to the same power substantially, though manifested or to be made known to us in a different form. In the fulfillment of this as it concerns power to rule, we should naturally look for some government whose authority extended far, and which was absolute and arrogant in its character, for this is the power attributed to the first beast.  To worship here means to respect, to reverence (which means to fear), www.alemattec.com/Reverend, fear Him . . . .doc, to honor, worship the power of the first beast. The word "worship" here refers to civil respect, and not to religious adoration.  The papacy, ". . . another beast . . ." when one considers its religious influence, or as a spiritual power coming from such as small base as the Vatican, the smallest nation/state in the world - represented by the second beast, http://geography.about.com/cs/countries/a/smallcountries.htm.  The second beast, the papacy, the "pope" secured for the "civil or secular power - represented by the first beast"  the homage, the respect, the honor, the reverence (which means to fear,) i.e.:  worship of the world. It was the means of keeping up that dominion, and of giving it its ascendency among the nations of the earth. The truth of this is simply a historical fact, and is well known. The Roman civil power, pagan Rome, would have long ago lost all its influence and been unknown, if it had not been for the papacy, for the Roman Catholic "church,"  In fact, all the influence which pagan Rome has had since the irruption of the northern barbarians, and the changes which their invasion produced, can be traced to "the new power which arose in the form of the papacy, that of "the pope" which is - represented in Daniel 7:8 by the "little horn," whose mouth speaks great things -- blasphemies".  That new power of the papacy gave life and energy to the declining influence of pagan Rome, and brought the world again to respect and honor its past, and now present, authority.

Other Kingdoms have long since passed away - the Egyptian, the Assyrian, the Babylonian, the Medo-Persian, the Macedonian, however, Rome alone, of all the ancient Empires, has prolonged its power over men. In all changes elsewhere, an influence has gone forth from the seven-hilled city, which is Rome -- http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Seven_Hills_of_Rome,  as wide and as fearful as it was in the brightest days of that Republic, the triumvirate, or the Empire, and a large part of the world still listens reverently to the mandates which issue from the seat (throne, place of authority) which for so long gave law to mankind. The fact that it is so is to be traced solely to the influence of that power, the power of the papacy, the "pope" represented here by the second beast that appeared in vision to the Apostle John, yes:  the papacy.

13 And he doeth great wonders, so that he maketh fire come down from heaven on the earth in the sight of men,

14 And deceiveth them that dwell on the earth by the means of those miracles which he had power to do in the sight of the beast; saying to them that dwell on the earth, that they should make an image to the beast, which had the wound by a sword, and did live.

15 And he had power to give life unto the image of the beast, that the image of the beast should both speak, and cause that as many as would not worship the image of the beast should be killed.

16 And he causeth all, both small and great, rich and poor, free and bond, to receive a mark in their right hand, or in their foreheads:

17 And that no man might buy or sell, save he that had the mark, or the name of the beast, or the number of his name.

18 Here is wisdom. Let him that hath understanding count the number of the beast: for it is the number of a man; and his number is Six hundred threescore and six.



Daniel 7:24

 24And the ten horns out of this kingdom are ten kings that shall arise: and another shall rise after them; and he shall be diverse from the first, and he shall subdue three kings.

This passage is stating the little horn is to be “different” from the ten nations that preceded it. Looking to the system of the papacy, we can easily see this fulfilled by the religious-political nature of its power, not just being a secular (political) state, but a religious AND secular (political) state. Never before in the history of mankind has there been a nation that is a Church at the same time! The Prophet Daniel saw that fact perfectly centuries prior to that reality! Revelation 17:3 confirms the Prophet Daniel's vision as well. 
Revelation 17:3

3So he carried me away in the spirit into the wilderness: and I saw a woman sit upon a scarlet coloured beast, full of names of blasphemy, having seven heads and ten horns.

Note:  The “ten horns” of this beast, as well as the other characteristics matching that of the little horn. What’s strange here is that a woman is sitting on a beast. What does this mean? (Sitting means to rule from or rule over).  In this Prophecy a beast is defined as a nation (or here a group of nations, the Roman Catholic "church" AND the European Union, www.alemattec.com/Who has 'precedence over' Ambassadors at the UN . . .  The 'pope' at the United Nations . . .  Church or State.doc, www.alemattec.com/The Vatican at the United Nations, A Major Cause for Concern . . . .doc. A woman also equals here a church system.
www.alemattec.com/_picture_Daniel 2, Revelation 17, the antiChirst, Tony Blair A Biblical symbol thatis being used in conjunction with the European Union is the one from Revelation17 where a.htm

Again, the Apostle Paul warns us as did the Apostle John in Revelation about the one who sits (sitteth) acting as though he is God, by making or changing Laws, times, and "forgiving sins" which ONLY God can do, as all sins are against God alone, Psalm 51:4.

Note:  Sitteth in the Greek here means:  I sit down, I stay, I appoint.  Also, Temple of God, means in the Greek:  A Divine dwelling place:  A temple (refers to the sanctuary) or A SHRINE - specifically the outer court, called the "utter court," given to the Gentiles, i.e.:  open to all worshippers -- even non-believers, which was to be measured:  (and set a broad separation between the sanctuary) and the utter court, the outer court, which was "the profane place," Ezekiel 42:14; Ezekiel 42:20, Revelation 11:2.

 5Remember ye not, that, when I was yet with you, I told you these things?




Esther 4:11 
11All the king's servants, and the people of the king's provinces, do know, that whosoever, whether man or women, shall come unto the king into the inner court, who is not called, there is one law of his to put him to death, except such to whom the king shall hold out the golden sceptre, that he may live: but I have not been called to come in unto the king these thirty days.

Note:  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth is a Great King, the King of Kings, the only Potentate (Potentate:   Absolute Ruler, sovereign; broadly :  one who wields great power or sway.  One who enforces Authority, His Rule, by Power, by force,) 
1 Timothy 6:14-16; Revelation 17:14; Revelation 19:16.

Man simply CANNOT come into His presence WITHOUT BEING CALLED.  Even a Queen cannot approach the King without being Called, for there is ONE LAW in that who IS NOT CALLED, by the King is put to death.  Except that the King shall hold out the Golden Sceptre, Calling the person to come nigh, near, they would be put to death, for again, there is but ONE LAW of God's concerning this . . .  Let's see what the Holy Bible says concerning those that come unto the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.  Do they do this by their own will, or by God's Will?  God the Father Chooses those who will come to receive Him, simply:  That no flesh should glory in his presence.

Note:  A person MUST be CALLED to approach a King.  They must be Called, drawn, by God the Father, to approach God the Son.

Note:  A person MUST be CALLED to approach a King.  They must be Called, drawn, by God the Father, to approach God the Son.

" . . . but he that is called of God, as was Aaron."  Did Aaron choose by his own free will to be made a High Priest?  Did Aaron's sons?  No.  Aaron's Calling was immediately from the Lord, and was unquestionable.  Moses was ordered to separate Aaron and Aaron's sons, from the children of Israel, and install them into this Office.  Those that disputed this Calling of the Lord's were destroyed by fire, or swallowed up by the earth.  This was a Holy Calling.  This Calling from God was confirmed by a miracle:  by his dry rod budding, blooming, and bringing forth almonds.  Numbers 17; Numbers 18.


Hebrews 9:15 
15And for this cause he is the mediator of the new testament, that by means of death, for the redemption of the transgressions that were under the first testament, they which are called might receive the promise of eternal inheritance.
Note:  A person MUST be CALLED to approach a King.  They must be Called, drawn, by God the Father, to approach God the Son.  Note also, the word might, in the Greek means:  to take an objective, which is active, to get hold of, properly:  to lay hold by aggressively (actively) accepting what is available (offered or given.)  This Greek word emphasizes the volition (assertiveness) of the receiver.  Desiring with all they have that which is given them.


Hebrews 11:8 
8By faith Abraham, when he was called to go out into a place which he should after receive for an inheritance, obeyed; and he went out, not knowing whither he went.
Note:  A person MUST be CALLED to approach a King.  They must be Called, drawn, by God the Father, to approach God the Son.

Ezekiel 8:16

Note:  Baal worshipers always worshiped toward the east, and they worshiped the sun toward the east:  with their backs towards the Temple of the Lord, that is, the most Holy Place, the Holy of Holies, which they were obliged to faced toward for the Sanctuary was built to the West, that in the worship then for the Jews that they would NOT look to the east, as the Gentiles did, as false worshipers did.  Wherefore these men, that they might imitate the Gentiles in their idolatry, turned their backs to the most Holy place, thus showing openly their utmost contempt for God, His Worship, and the place of it, His Temple, and their faces towards the east, when the sun rises, and they worshipped the sun towards the east, as many nations did, though forbidden the Jews by an express Law of God:





Deuteronomy 4:13-19

13 And he declared unto you his covenant, which he commanded you to perform, even ten commandments; and he wrote them upon two tables of stone.

14 And the Lord commanded me at that time to teach you statutes and judgments, that ye might do them in the land whither ye go over to possess it.

15 Take ye therefore good heed unto yourselves; for ye saw no manner of similitude on the day that the Lord spake unto you in Horeb out of the midst of the fire:

16 Lest ye corrupt yourselves, and make you a graven image, the similitude of any figure, the likeness of male or female,

17 The likeness of any beast that is on the earth, the likeness of any winged fowl that flieth in the air,

18 The likeness of any thing that creepeth on the ground, the likeness of any fish that is in the waters beneath the earth:

19 And lest thou lift up thine eyes unto heaven, and when thou seest the sun, and the moon, and the stars, even all the host of heaven, shouldest be driven to worship them, and serve them, which the Lord thy God hath divided unto all nations under the whole heaven.



Ezekiel 8:16 " . . . were about five and twenty men, with their backs toward the temple of the Lord, and their faces toward the east; and they worshipped the sun toward the east."

Note:  So, EXACTLY against what God had Commanded, they worshiped the sun and to serve them, instead of the Lord thy God.  As did Manesseh, 




2 Kings 21:1-3

1 Manasseh was twelve years old when he began to reign, and reigned fifty and five years in Jerusalem. And his mother's name was Hephzibah.

2 And he did that which was evil in the sight of the Lord, after the abominations of the heathen, whom the Lord cast out before the children of Israel.

3 For he built up again the high places which Hezekiah his father had destroyed; and he reared up altars for Baal, and made a grove, as did Ahab king of Israel; and worshipped all the host of heaven, and served them.

Note:  The word rendered "worshipped" is compounded of two words: one signifying to "corrupt," the other to "worship".  Thus, showing that, by worshipping the sun, they corrupted themselves, and held contempt the house of God.  Thus, they corrupted themselves, corrupted the Temple worship, and instead like the Gentiles, the nonbelievers, Baal worshipers, they worshipped the sun.




Ezekiel 8:16 
16And he brought me into the inner court of the Lord's house, and, behold, at the door of the temple of the Lord, between the porch and the altar, were about five and twenty men, with their backs toward the temple of the Lord, and their faces toward the east; and they worshipped the sun toward the east.


In "the inner court," immediately before the door of the Temple of Jehovah, between the porch and the altar, where the Priests were allowed to advance only on extraordinary occasions:


Thus, twenty-five men (the leaders of the twenty-four Orders of the Priests, along with the High Priest):


1 Chronicles 24:1-5;  

1 Now these are the divisions of the sons of Aaron. The sons of Aaron; Nadab, and Abihu, Eleazar, and Ithamar.

2 But Nadab and Abihu died before their father, and had no children: therefore Eleazar and Ithamar executed the priest's office.

3 And David distributed them, both Zadok of the sons of Eleazar, and Ahimelech of the sons of Ithamar, according to their offices in their service.

4 And there were more chief men found of the sons of Eleazar than of the sons of Ithamar, and thus were they divided. Among the sons of Eleazar there were sixteen chief men of the house of their fathers, and eight among the sons of Ithamar according to the house of their fathers.

5 Thus were they divided by lot, one sort with another; for the governors of the sanctuary, and governors of the house of God, were of the sons of Eleazar, and of the sons of Ithamar.


18 The three and twentieth to Delaiah, the four and twentieth to Maaziah.

19 These were the orderings of them in their service to come into the house of the Lord, according to their manner, under Aaron their father, as the Lord God of Israel had commanded him.



These twenty-five men (the leaders of the twenty-four Orders of the Priests, along with the High Priest):  were called "the princes of the sanctuary,":



Isaiah 43:25-28

25 I, even I, am he that blotteth out thy transgressions for mine own sake, and will not remember thy sins.
Note: "I AM HE" . . .  www.alemattec.com/The Lord of Hosts the God of Israel, I AM HE, the Lord thy God, I AM the Lord, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, Lord God, Jehovah God.doc


26 Put me in remembrance: let us plead together: declare thou, that thou mayest be justified.

27 Thy first father hath sinned, and thy teachers have transgressed against me.
Note:  The Hebrews "father" in rather in the plural, and should read, "Thy first fathers . . ."  Thus, all their forefathers had sinned, from their coming out of Egypt to that day.  Therefore it was in vain to have respect to them, or plead any worthiness of theirs in their favor.  As they imitated them in their sins, and were filling up the measure of their iniquities.  Thy teachers have transgressed against me.  Teachers or those who interpret God's Holy Word, the "interpreters" of the Law to and for the people:  the Priests and Levites, the Scribes and Pharisees.  These Priests and Levites, the Scribes and Pharisees should have taught the people, and instructed them in the knowledge of Divine things, and interceded with God for them.  Instead, these were transgressors of the Law themselves.  These "teachers" rejected the counsel of God against themselves, disbelieved the Messiah, and dissuaded the people from receiving Him as their Lord, God, and King.

28 Therefore I have profaned the princes of the sanctuary, and have given Jacob to the curse, and Israel to reproaches.

This then the 25 men represented the whole of the Priesthood which stood with their backs turned on the Temple of Jehovah God, with their faces towards the east, making obeisance to the rising sun, worshiping the sun:

16And he brought me into the inner court of the Lord's house, and, behold, at the door of the temple of the Lord, between the porch and the altar, were about five and twenty men, with their backs toward the temple of the Lord, and their faces toward the east; and they worshipped the sun toward the east.



Sun-worship came from the Persians, who made the sun the eye of their god Ormuzd:  http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Ormuzd. In fact, this false worship of this false sun "god" existed as early as Job:



Job 31:26-28

26 If I beheld the sun when it shined, or the moon walking in brightness;

27 And my heart hath been secretly enticed, or my mouth hath kissed my hand:

28 This also were an iniquity to be punished by the judge: for I should have denied the God that is above.



Deuteronomy 4:19

19 And lest thou lift up thine eyes unto heaven, and when thou seest the sun, and the moon, and the stars, even all the host of heaven, shouldest be driven to worship them, and serve them, which the Lord thy God hath divided unto all nations under the whole heaven.





King Josiah could only suspend sun worship for the time of his reign, but it would be revived under his successors.


2 Kings 23:5
5 And he put down the idolatrous priests, whom the kings of Judah had ordained to burn incense in the high places in the cities of Judah, and in the places round about Jerusalem; them also that burned incense unto Baal, to the sun, and to the moon, and to the planets, and to all the host of heaven.


2 Kings 23:11
11 And he took away the horses that the kings of Judah had given to the sun, at the entering in of the house of the Lord, by the chamber of Nathanmelech the chamberlain, which was in the suburbs, and burned the chariots of the sun with fire.




Ezekiel 8:16 
16And he brought me into the inner court of the Lord's house, and, behold, at the door of the temple of the Lord, between the porch and the altar, were about five and twenty men, with their backs toward the temple of the Lord, and their faces toward the east; and they worshipped the sun toward the east.

" . . . the inner court of the Lord's house, . . ."   The innermost, that which was next to the Temple, called here the Lord's house. Thus, " . . . at the door of the Temple of the Lord, . . ."  Before the Prophet Ezekiel saw the abominations in the gates of the inner Court, now he is come into the very House of the Lord itself.  " . . . between the porch and the alter of God . . ."  That stately porch, beautified with the curious and mighty brass pillars, and the Altar, The brazen altar for burnt-offerings offered ONLY to God and not shared with the Priest, which was placed in the court before the front of the Temple, and is here represented in its proper place. " . . . with their backs toward the Temple of the Lord, . . ."  In open defiance, and contempt of God, and His True Worship. With " . . . their faces toward the east; . . ."  ". . . they worshiped the sun toward the east, imitating the Persians, Egyptians, the Baal worshipers, and the other eastern idolaters.  
Thus, these Jews turn their back on God Who created the sun, and in so doing worship the creature instead of the Creator, and held the Creator God, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, in contempt, John 1:1-5.

Note:  "For without are dogs, . . ."   Without, meaning without the Holy City of God, or outside the Holy City of God, those who do not belong to the Christian Church, who are NOT God's Elect, the True Worshipers, those Born Again.  These are such persons who are comparable to dogs, as were the Gentiles, for their filthiness, impudence, and voraciousness, and are persecutors, heretics, and apostates, not knowing God.  As they do NOT keep the Lord Jesus Christ's Commandments, and they do not have a right to Tree of Life, and they are without, outside of Heaven, and may not enter in through the gates into the City of God.  Literally, are dogs or as a dog, a scavenging canine.  Or, figuratively a spiritual predator who feeds off of others.  A loose dog was disdained in ancient times, as he ran about as a scavenger.



Matthew 7:6
6 Give not that which is holy unto the dogs, neither cast ye your pearls before swine, lest they trample them under their feet, and turn again and rend you.


Thus, those without (without the Holy City of God, outside the Holy City of God, are such person who are comparable to dogs, as the Gentiles, or a heretic, or an apostate) as they do NOT know God.




Titus 3:10-11

10 A man that is an heretick after the first and second admonition reject;
Note:  Heretick in the Greek means to choose, to prefer for one self, make to doubt, to select, choose as one's own.  Lay hold of (reject, or doubt) by a personal choice.  Someone who by their personal choice believes or teaches something that goes against accepted or official beliefs.  To choose, have a distinctive opinion, such as a factious (Factious:  a group within a larger group that has different ideas and opinions than the rest of the group) person, specializing in half-truths and wrong impressions "to win others over" to their personal opinion (through their misguided zeal) – while creating harmful divisions.
  
11 Knowing that he that is such is subverted, and sinneth, being condemned of himself.




The woman of Canaan, a Gentile, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth calls a dog, one without God, she answers Him, True, i.e.:  Truth, Lord, I am a dog, I understand . . .


Matthew 15:22-28

22 And, behold, a woman of Canaan came out of the same coasts, and cried unto him, saying, Have mercy on me, O Lord, thou son of David; my daughter is grievously vexed with a devil.

The antiChrist reigns at Rome, speaks great blasphemies, sits on a throne, that is he takes to himself a throne, and then sits on a throne, so he "as God" sitteth in the temple of God, (specifically, a shrine that has been made for him at Saint Peter's Basilica, see:  2 Thessalonians 2:1-5 already mentioned above for shrine . . . As the temple (refers to the sanctuary) or A SHRINE) http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Saint_Peter's_Basilica. The excavations revealed the remains of shrines of different periods at different levels, from Clement VIII (1594) to Callixtus II (1123) and Gregory I (590–604), built over an aedicula containing fragments of bones that were folded in a tissue with gold decorations, tinted with the precious murex purple. Although it could not be determined with certainty that the bones were those of Peter, the rare vestments suggested a burial of great importance. On 23 December 1950, in his pre-Christmas radio broadcast to the world, Pope Pius XII announced the discovery of Saint Peter's tomb.[17] 

Old St. Peter's Basilica was the fourth-century church begun by the Emperor Constantine the Great between 319 and 333 AD, (Note:  Constantine NEVER converted to Christianity, www.alemattec.com/satanic images of the Vatican .htm, www.alemattec.com/2 And I saw the seven angels which stood before God; and to them were given seven trumpets.doc) www.alemattec.com/Liturgical year --  SEASONS or TIMES.doc.[18] It was of typical basilical Latin Cross form with an apsidal end at the chancel, a wide nave and two aisles on either side. It was over 103.6 metres (340 ft) long, and the entrance was preceded by a large colonnaded atrium. This church had been built over the small shrine believed to mark the burial place of St. Peter. It contained a very large number of burials and memorials, including those of most of the popes from St. Peter to the 15th century. Like all of the earliest churches in Rome, both this church and its successor had the entrance to the east and the apse (Aspe:  a projecting part of a building (as a church) that is usually semicircular in plan and vaulted, from apsis, the point in an astronomical orbit at which the distance of the body from the center of attraction is either greatest or least,) at the west end of the building.[19] Since the construction of the current basilica, the name Old St. Peter's Basilica has been used for its predecessor to distinguish the two buildings.[20]


2 Thessalonians 2:4
Note:  Sitteth in the Greek here means:  I sit down, I stay, I appoint.  Also, Temple of God, means in the Greek:  A Divine dwelling place:  A temple (refers to the sanctuary) or A SHRINE - specifically the outer court, called the "utter court," given to the Gentiles, i.e.:  open to all worshippers -- even non-believers, which was to be measured:  (and set a broad separation between the sanctuary) and the utter court, the outer court, which was "the profane place," Ezekiel 42:14; Ezekiel 42:20, Revelation 11:2.




Ezekiel 8:16 
16And he brought me into the inner court of the Lord's house, and, behold, at the door of the temple of the Lord, between the porch and the altar, were about five and twenty men, with their backs toward the temple of the Lord, and their faces toward the east; and they worshipped the sun toward the east.

Note:  Baal worshipers always worshiped toward the east, and they worshiped the sun toward the east:  with their backs towards the Temple of the Lord, that is, the most Holy Place, the Holy of Holies, which they were obliged to faced toward for the Sanctuary was built to the West, that in the worship then for the Jews that they would NOT look to the east, as the Gentiles did, as false worshipers did.  Wherefore these men, that they might imitate the Gentiles in their idolatry, turned their backs to the most Holy place, thus showing openly their utmost contempt for God, His Worship, and the place of it, His Temple, and their faces towards the east, when the sun rises, and they worshipped the sun towards the east, as many nations did.

Architectural forms common to many cathedrals and great churches

Note- The list below is compiled from Banister Fletcher.[2] Because of the diversity in the individual building histories, not all the characteristics pertain to every building.

Axis

As described above, the majority of cathedrals and great churches are cruciform in shape with the church having a defined axis. The axis is generally east/west with external emphasis upon the west front, normally the main entrance, and internal emphasis upon the eastern end so that the congregation faces the direction of the coming of Christ. Because it is also the direction of the rising sun, the architectural features of the east end often focus on enhancing interior illumination by the sun. Not every church or cathedral maintains a strict east/west axis, but even in those that do not, the terms East End and West Front are used.  From: 'St. Peter's Basilica - A Virtual Tour' by Our Sunday Visitor
 Above the Confession, the papal altar rises on seven steps, where only the Pope can celebrate Mass, facing the people and looking toward the east as in the old Christian churches. It was installed and consecrated here in 1594 by Clement VIII using a large block of marble coming from the Forum of Nerva, including the altar of Callisto II consecrated in 1123.

The Pantheon (/ˈpænθiən/ or US /ˈpænθiɒn/;[1] Latin: Pantheon,[nb 1] [pantʰewn] from Greek: Πάνθεον [ἱερόν], an adjective understood as "[temple consecrated] to all gods") is a building in Rome, Italy, commissioned by Marcus Agrippa during the reign of Augustus as a temple to all the gods of ancient Rome, and rebuilt by the emperor Hadrian about 126 AD.[2]

The building is circular with a portico of large granite Corinthian columns (eight in the first rank and two groups of four behind) under a pediment. A rectangular vestibule links the porch to the rotunda, which is under a coffered concrete dome, with a central opening (oculus) to the sky. Almost two thousand years after it was built, the Pantheon's dome is still the world's largest unreinforced concrete dome.[3] The height to the oculus and the diameter of the interior circle are the same, 43.3 metres (142 ft).[4]

It is one of the best-preserved of all Roman buildings. It has been in continuous use throughout its history, and since the 7th century, the Pantheon has been used as a Roman Catholic church dedicated to "St. Mary and the Martyrs" but informally known as "Santa Maria Rotonda."[5] The square in front of the Pantheon is called Piazza della Rotonda.




Temple of Portunus
The Temple of Portunus (Italian: Tempio di Portuno) is an ancient building in Rome, Italy, the main temple dedicated to the god Portunus in the city. It is in the Ionic order and is still more familiar by its erroneous designation, the Temple of Fortuna Virilis ("manly fortune") given it by antiquaries. Located in the ancient Forum Boarium by the Tiber, during Antiquity the site overlooked the Port Tiberinus at a sharp bend in the river; from here, Portunus watched over cattle-barges as they entered the city from Ostia.

In ancient Roman religion, Portunes (alternatively spelled Portumnes or Portunus) was a god of keys, doors and livestock. He protected the warehouses where grain was stored. Probably because of folk associations between porta "gate, door" and portus "harbor", the "gateway" to the sea, Portunus later became conflated with Palaemon and evolved into a god primarily of ports and harbors.[1] In the Latin adjective importunus his name was applied to untimely waves and weather and contrary winds, and the Latin echoes in English opportune and its old-fashioned antonym importune, meaning "well timed' and "badly timed". Hence Portunus is behind both an opportunity and importunate or badly timed solicitations.

Dating from the first century BC,[1] the rectangular building consists of a tetrastyle portico and cella, raised on high podium reached by a flight of steps, which it retains. Like the Maison Carrée in Nîmes, it has a pronaos portico of four Ionic columns across and two columns deep. The columns of the portico are free-standing, while the five columns on the long sides and the four columns at the rear are engaged along the walls of the cella. This form is sometimes called pseudoperipteral, as distinct from a true peripteral temple like the Parthenon entirely surrounded by free-standing columns. It is built of tuff and travertine with a stucco surface.

The temple owes its state of preservation from its being converted to use as a church in 872 and rededicated to Santa Maria Egyziaca (Saint Mary of Egypt, http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Mary_of_Egypt). Its Ionic order has been much admired, drawn and engraved and copied since the 16th century (see illustration, right). The original coating of stucco over its tufa and travertine construction has been lost.

Pope Francis today closed the Year of Faith, opened on 11 October 2012 by Benedict XVI on the day of the 50th anniversary of Vatican II and 20 years after the promulgation of the Catechism of the Catholic Church. 

There are many signs that point to the solemnity of the moment, above all the exposition, for the first time in history, of the relics of St. Peter. They are contained in a box bearing the inscription in bronze Ex ossibus quae in Arcibasilicae Vaticanae hypogeo inventa Beati Petri Apostoli esse putantur ( "From the bones found in the hypogeum of the Vatican Basilica, which are considered of Blessed Peter the Apostle "). Pope Francis holds it in his hands (see photo) , while the almost 100 thousand present sing the Creed .

 Among the 1200 concelebrants are the patriarchs and major archbishops of the Eastern Catholic Churches . Their presence gives Pope Francis the opportunity to speak of the Christians of the East. "The exchange of peace, which I will make with them - he says - means, first of all the Bishop of Rome's high regard for these communities, who have confessed the name of Christ with an exemplary fidelity, often paying dearly. Similarly - he adds - through them, with this gesture I mean to embrace all Christians living in the Holy Land, Syria and throughout the East, and invoke the gift of peace and harmony for all". At the Angelus, indeed he invoked the "protection of Mary, especially for our brothers and sisters who are persecuted because of their faith ''

The Pope's concern for the East is also tangible in the collection during the offertory procession - quite unusual in the celebrations in St Peter's- to be allocated to the people of the Philippines affected by Typhoon Haiyan .

 And there is the symbolic delivery of the apostolic exhortation Evangelii gaudium , written by Francis at the conclusion of the Year of Faith . It will be published next Tuesday , November 26th , but today, before the Angelus , the Pope gifted it to 36 representatives of God's people from 18 different countries : a bishop, a priest and a deacon from among the youngest to be ordained , religious then some representatives of each event this year : the confirmed, a seminarian and a novice , a family , catechists , a blind person - in audio on a CD-ROM  - young people , members of the brotherhoods , movements , and finally two artists - Etsuro Sotoo , a Japanese sculptor known for his collaboration in the Sagrada Família and Anna Gulak a young Polish painter - and two journalists.

The Pope concluded the Angelus with the words: "Our gratitude goes to the missionaries who , over the centuries , have proclaimed the Gospel and spread the seed of faith in many parts of the world."

"Jesus' promise to (be) the good thief gives us great hope: it tells us that God's grace is always greater than the prayer which sought it.  The Lord always grants more than what he has been asked: you ask him to remember you, and he brings you into his Kingdom! Let us ask the Lord to remember us, in the certainty that by his mercy we will be able to share his glory in paradise.  Let's all together on this path".

Note:  A thief is one who steals, period.  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth does not promise to be a good thief, nor a thief of any kind!  The Lord Jesus Christ simply had His returning compared by the Apostles Paul and Peter (where people would not expect the Lord Jesus Christ's return) with that of a thief who comes in the middle of the night, when people don't expect such a one to suddenly appear.

1 Thessalonians 5:2 
2For yourselves know perfectly that the day of the Lord so cometh as a thief in the night.


2 Peter 3:10 
10But the day of the Lord will come as a thief in the night; in the which the heavens shall pass away with a great noise, and the elements shall melt with fervent heat, the earth also and the works that are therein shall be burned up.


The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth also uses the comparison, that He would come "as a thief, but not be a thief," that He would come to destroy unexpectedly:

Revelation 3:3 
3Remember therefore how thou hast received and heard, and hold fast, and repent. If therefore thou shalt not watch, I will come on thee as a thief, and thou shalt not know what hour I will come upon thee.
Note:  We are Commanded to Watch:  Watch and Pray, that we are led not into Temptation, .

Revelation 16:15 
15Behold, I come as a thief. Blessed is he that watcheth, and keepeth his garments, lest he walk naked, and they see his shame.
Note:  Again, see Revelation 3:3 above and compare what is said here in Revelation 16:15.  The Lord Jesus Christ was and is NOT a thief, for that would break God's Law.  The Lord Jesus Christ was reminding those who are His, to Watch:  Watch and Pray.

41Watch and pray, that ye enter not into temptation: the spirit indeed is willing, but the flesh is weak.

Mark 13:33 
33Take ye heed, watch and pray: for ye know not when the time is.

Fifty years of Catholic Church dialogue with other religions

Vatican City ( AsiaNews) - "The Catholic Church is conscious of the importance of promoting friendship and respect between men and women of different religious traditions," said Pope Francis at the beginning of his pontificate to the representatives of the Churches and ecclesial communities and other religions, words that highlight the importance the Catholic Church, especially after the Second Vatican Council, places in the dialogue with believers of other faiths, something that Francis had already indicated in early August by personally signing the Church's annual message of greetings to the Muslim community as it celebrated the end of Ramadan. 

The texts and documents of this "dialogue of friendship", a goal pursued by the past six pontificates starting with John XXIII, have been put together in a single volume, and presented this morning at a press conference held at the Holy See Press Office.

The one 2,100-page tome titled Interreligious Dialogue in the Official Teaching of the Catholic Church (1963-2013 (in Italian) contains a collection of Council texts, encyclicals, apostolic exhortations and addresses from John XXIII to Benedict XVI. There are also some papers from the dicasteries of the Roman Curia regarding interreligious dialogue. 

In total, the 909 documents include 7 Council texts, 2 by John XXIII, 97 by Paul VI, 2 by John Paul I, 591 by John Paul II, 188 by Benedict XVI, 15 from the Roman Curia, 3 legislative texts, and 4 from the International Theological Commission.

As Card Jean-Louis Tauran, president of the Pontifical Council for Interreligious Dialogue, noted, the book, now in its third edition, contains the 188 texts Benedict XVI devoted to interreligious dialogue in his seven years as pope.  For Benedict XVI as for his predecessors, religious freedom was a sacred and inalienable right, and he lost no opportunity to reiterate it."

"Convinced that to deny or arbitrarily restrict religious freedom means cultivating a reductive vision of the human person, making it impossible to establish a genuine and lasting peace of the whole human family (Message for World Day of Peace, 1 January 2011, n.1.4.), Benedict XVI noted that the ongoing process of world globalisation was a good opportunity to promote relations of universal brotherhood among human beings."

Fr Miguel Angel Ayuso Guixot, M.C.C.J., secretary of the Pontifical Council for Interreligious Dialogue, briefly listed the contents of the book, starting with John XXIII, who in his opening address at the Second Vatican Council (11 October 1962) called "for the promotion of the 'unity in esteem and respect for the Catholic Church which animates those who follow non-Christian religions," and not limit it to the unity in the Christian and human family, the unity of Catholics, and unity with Christians not yet in full communion (Gaudet Mater Ecclesia, n. 8.2.)'."

"In the Encyclical Pacem in Terris (11 April 1963), John XXIII warned, "It is always perfectly justifiable to distinguish between error as such and the person who falls into error-even in the case of men who err regarding the truth or are led astray as a result of their inadequate knowledge, in matters either of religion or of the highest ethical standards. A man who has fallen into error does not cease to be a man. He never forfeits his personal dignity; and that is something that must always be taken into account (n. 158)'."

"Paul VI, in his Ecclesiam Suam (6 August 1964), expressed his profound conviction that 'The Church must enter into dialogue with the world in which it lives. It has something to say, a message to give, a communication to make" (n. 67). 

"John Paul I, in spite of the brevity of his 33-day pontificate, followed the same path as his predecessor, 'calling all to collaborate in creating a bulwark, within nations, against blind violence and to promote improvement in the conditions of less fortunate populations'."

"John Paul II developed the 'culture of dialogue'. It would be impossible to list here all the meetings that marked his pontificate." However, "I would like to remember that, in 1986, he met followers of all the world's religions for a Day of Prayer in Assisi." Similarly, "in 2002, following the dramatic events of 11 September 2001 and their tragic consequences in the Middle and Near East, he proposed a Decalogue for peace to the Heads of State and representatives of the governments of the world."

"On the 50th anniversary of the opening of the Council, Benedict XVI reiterated that in order to find the true spirit of Vatican II, we must return to its 'letter', that is, its texts. Two statements - Nostra Aetate (28 October 1965) and Dignitatis Humanae (December 6, 1965) - underscore the openness of the Church."

"In the first one, now considered the 'Magna Charta of dialogue', there is the recognition that all religious traditions have something good. The second insists on freedom, which belongs to every human being, to follow one's own conscience in the sphere of religion. In fifty years, significant steps have been taken towards the goals laid down by the Second Vatican Council and the last five popes, steps that have been documented in this volume."

Vatican tells Islam: "Let us continue on the path of dialogue"

To mark the end of Ramadan, the Pontifical Council for Interreligious Dialogue has sent its customary message to the Muslim community. Highlighted are a commitment to peace, the memory of John Paul II and the direction taken by Benedict XVI along the same path.

Vatican City (AsiaNews) – It is up to Christians and Muslims "to strengthen the commitment to building up good relations among people of different religions, to promote cultural dialogue and to work together for greater justice and enduring peace". 

This was the thrust of the customary message sent by the Pontifical Council for Interreligious Dialogue to Muslims around the world to mark the end of the "sacred month of Ramadan". The president of the council, Archbishop

Michael L. Fitzgerald invited all to show "as Christians and Muslims" that "we can live together in true fraternity, striving always to do the will of Merciful God who created humanity to be one family."

The message mentions John Paul II, as the archbishop recalls "many Muslims around the world" who "with Catholics and other Christians, followed closely the news of the Pope's last illness and his death", as well as "official delegations of Muslims, political and religious leaders from many countries" who attended his funeral. The commitment of the pope to inter-faith dialogue, continued Mgr Fitzgerald, "was actually rooted in the Gospel, following the example of the Lord Jesus who showed his love and respect for each person, even for those who did not belong to his own people".

The path to follow remains the same, as highlighted by Benedict XVI when he received representatives of other religions who participated in celebrations to mark the beginning of his Pontificate. The message notes that on that occasion, the Pope said: "I am particularly grateful for the presence in our midst of members of the Muslim community, and I express my appreciation for the growth of dialogue between Muslims and Christians, both at the local and international levels. I assure you that the Church wants to continue building bridges of friendship with followers of all religions, in order to seek the true good of every person and of society as a whole". Then, continues Mgr Fitzgerald, "making reference to the conflicts, violence and wars present in our world, the Pope emphasized that it is the duty of every one, especially those who profess to belong to a religious tradition, to work for peace, and that 'our efforts to come together and foster dialogue are a valuable contribution to building peace on solid foundations'. Pope Benedict XVI concluded by saying: 'It is therefore imperative to engage in sincere and authentic dialogue, built on respect for the dignity of every human person, created, as we Christians firmly believe, in the image and likeness of God' (cf. Gen. 1: 26-27) (L'Osservatore Romano, 26 April 2005)."

The message concludes: "Encouraged by these words of the Pope, it is for us to strengthen our engagement in building up good relations among people of different religions, to promote cultural dialogue and to work together for greater justice and enduring peace. Let us, as Christians and Muslims, show that we can live together in true fraternity, striving always to do the will of Merciful God who created humanity to be one family."

13 But we are bound to give thanks alway to God for you, brethren beloved of the Lord, because God hath from the beginning chosen you to salvation through sanctification of the Spirit and belief of the truth:
14 Whereunto he called you by our gospel, to the obtaining of the glory of our Lord Jesus Christ.

Note:  A person MUST be CALLED to approach a King.  They must be Called, drawn, by God the Father, to approach God the Son. 
" . . . to the obtaining of the glory of our Lord Jesus Christ."  As it is in the Lord Jesus Christ's hands for them.  This glory is what the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth is preparing for them, and for which Christ Jesus gives them both a right and a meetness in eternity for, and which He will at last introduce them into.  The glory is what the Elect will obtain, and it will lie greatly in conformity to the Lord Jesus Christ, and in the everlasting vision and enjoyment of Him in Heaven forever.  Here, God's Elect, God's Called, God's Chosen are Called by the Ministry of the Word to "the obtaining" of this glory, not by any merit of theirs, nor by any works of righteousness which they have done, but to the "possession" of it, the obtaining of it, of the glory received from our Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.



Titus 3:5-7

5 Not by works of righteousness which we have done, but according to his mercy he saved us, by the washing of regeneration, and renewing of the Holy Ghost;

6 Which he shed on us abundantly through Jesus Christ our Saviour;

7 That being justified by his grace, we should be made heirs according to the hope of eternal life.
