During the Middle Ages, the Donation of Constantine was widely accepted as genuine for about 800 years and was used by medieval popes to bolster territorial and secular claims to power. The document was acknowledged by the Roman Catholic church as fraudulent at about the same time Andreas Helwig published Antichristus Romanus (1612) which identifies "Vicarius Dei Filli" with the number of the beast in Revelation 13:16-18.
This was used, among other things, to identify the Pope as the Antichrist. The conviction that the Pope is the Antichrist was once a common belief among Protestants. Most mainstream Protestant denominations have since rejected this teaching, (These Protestant churches have become themselves harlots and follow after "mommy" who is called the great whore). but it is still part of the confession of faith of some Protestant Churches, such as those within Confessional Lutheranism.

The Roman Catholic church has consistently denied the existence of such a title for Popes and labeled it an "anti-Catholic myth".  However, again, during the Middle Ages, the Donation of Constantine was widely accepted as genuine for about 800 years (eight centuries) offered as true by the Roman Catholic system of error and was used by medieval Popes to bolster territorial and secular claims to power.   Also to note, various Catholic articles have made mention to such a title.

In the 12th century, to counter the spread of Catholicism, prosecution of heretics became more frequent. The Church charged councils composed of bishops and archbishops with establishing inquisitions (Episcopal Inquisition).

In the 13th century, Pope Gregory IX (reigned 1227–1241) assigned the duty of carrying out inquisitions to the Dominican Order. Inquisitors acted in the name of the pope and with his full authority.
The Roman Catholic church felt themselves threatened by what they perceived as heresy, brought on by the then schism of the Protestant Reformation, they reacted. Paul III (Pope from 1534 to 1549) established a system of tribunals, administered by the "Supreme Sacred Congregation of the Universal Inquisition", and staffed by cardinals and other Church officials. This system would later become known as the Roman Inquisition.
In 1908 Saint Pope Pius X renamed the organization: it became the "Supreme Sacred Congregation of the Holy Office". This in its turn became the Congregation for the Doctrine of the Faith in 1965, which name continues to this day.

Historians distinguish four different manifestations of the Inquisition:
the Medieval Inquisition (1184–1230s)
the Spanish Inquisition (1478–1834)
the Portuguese Inquisition (1536–1821)
the Roman Inquisition (1542 – c. 1860 )
The Inquisition was a religious court that terrorized the Christian world for over eight hundred years.

The Inquisition was set up in 1233 as a Roman Catholic tribunal to investigate and punish heresy.

Originally set up by the Dominican order, it aimed to suppress the Albigensian heresy in France, it later to spread throughout medieval Europe (France, Italy, Spain, the Holy Roman Empire), the Americas (Mexico, Peru, etc.) and other parts of the world where Catholicism held sway (Goa, Philippines, etc.) and was sanctioned by the popes.

Its trials were conducted in secret and, from the time of Pope Innocent IV, torture was used to obtain confessions. Punishments ranged from fines to flogging and imprisonment to execution by burning at the stake.

The most severe form of the inquisition was the Spanish Inquisition, which was founded in 1478 and abolished in the 19th century.

There were many thousands of victims of the Inquisition. Some of the more famous have included the scientist Galileo Galilei and the philosopher Giordano Bruno.
With the Inquisition in Germany, girls as young as nine and boys as young as ten were tried for witchcraft. Children much younger were tortured to extract testimony against their parents. Children were then flogged until they passed out while physically being forced to watch by priests as their parents were burned alive.
A documented case in the Silesian town of Neisse reveals a huge oven was constructed, which over a ten year period, more than a thousand "condemned witches, some as young as two years old" were roasted alive. Many victims were also extremely old, some in their 80's. This made no difference to the Roman Catholic church.

The Roman Catholic church took good care that the nature of the request should not be misapprehended. It taught that all mercy was misplaced unless the heretic became a convert, and proved his sincerity by denouncing all his fellows. The remorseless logic of St. Thomas Aquinas rendered it self-evident that the secular power could not escape the duty of putting the heretic to death, and that it was only the exceeding kindness of the church that led it to give the criminal two warnings before handing him over to meet his fate. The inquisitors themselves had no scruples on the subject, and condescended to no subterfuges respecting it, but always held that their condemnation of a heretic was a sentence of death. They showed this in averting the pollution of a church by not uttering these sentences within the sacred precints, this portion of the ceremony of an auto de fé being performed in the public square. One of their teachers in the thirteenth century, copied by Bernard Gui in the fourteenth, argues: "The object of the Inquisition is the destruction of heresy. Heresy cannot be destroyed unless heretics are destroyed: heretics cannot be destroyed unless their defenders and fautors (fathers) are destroyed, and this is effected in two ways, viz., when they are converted to the true Roman Catholic faith, or when, on being abandoned to the secular arm, they are corporally burned." In the next century, Fray Alonso de Spina points out that they are not to be delivered up to extermination without warning once and again, unless, indeed, their growth threatens trouble to the church, when they are to be extirpated without delay or examination. Under these teachings the secular powers naturally recognized that in burning heretics they were only obeying the commands of the Inquisition. In a commission issued by Philippe le Bon of Burgundy, November 9, 1431, ordering his officials to render obedience to Friar Kaleyser, recently appointed Inquisitor of Lille and Cambrai, among the duties enumerated is that of inflicting due punishment on heretics "as he shall decree, and as is customary." In the accounts of the royal procureurs des encours, the cost of these executions in Languedoc was charged against the proceeds of the confiscations as part of the expenses of the Inquisition and the remainder of confiscations over cost to be rendered to the church, thus showing that they were not regarded as ordinary incidents of criminal justice, to be defrayed out of the ordinary revenues, but as peculiarly connected with and dependent upon the operations of the Inquisition, of which the royal officials only acted as ministers. The Inquisitor Sprenger had no hesitation in alluding to the victims whom he caused to be burned - "quas incinerari fecimus." In fact, how modern is the pretension that the Roman Catholic church was not responsible for the atrocity is apparent when, as late as the seventeenth century, the learned Cardinal Albizio, in controverting Frà Paolo as to the control of the Inquisition by the State of Venice, had no scruple in asserting that "the inquisitors in conducting the trials, regularly came to the sentence, and if it was one of death it was immediately and necessarily put into execution by the doge and the senate."

The Seven Hills of Rome (Italian: Sette colli di Roma) east of the river Tiber form the geographical heart of Rome, within the walls of the ancient city.
The Seven Hills of Rome are:

Aventine Hill (Aventinus)
Caelian Hill (Caelius)
Capitoline Hill (Capitolinus)
Esquiline Hill (Esquilinus)
Palatine Hill (Palatinus)
Quirinal Hill (Quirinalis)
Viminal Hill (Viminalis)
The original city was held by tradition to have been founded by Romulus on the Palatine Hill.

The seven hills of early Rome – the Cermalus, Palatium, and Velia (the three peaks of the Palatine Hill), the Cispius, Fagutalis, and Oppius (the three peaks of the Esquiline Hill), and the Sucusa – figured prominently in Roman mythology, religion, and politics.
Revelation 17:15,18
15And he saith unto me, The waters which thou sawest, where the whore sitteth, are peoples, and multitudes, and nations, and tongues.
18And the woman which thou sawest is that great city, which reigneth over the kings of the earth.
Virtually all attention these days is focused on the coming Antichrist –but he is only half the story. Many are amazed to discover in Revelation 17 that there is also another mysterious character at the heart of the Prophecy –a woman who rides the beast.
The Bible says the great whore of Revelation 17 is a city and gives remarkable clues to her identity. 
Finally, the angel reveals to the Apostle John that the woman "is that great city which reigneth over the kings of the earth" (Revelation 17:18). Is there such a city? Yes, and again only one: Vatican City (Rome). Popes crowned and deposed kings and emperors, exacting obedience by threatening them with excommunication. At the time of the First Vatican Council in 1869, J.H. Ignaz von Dollinger, Professor of Church History in Munich, warned that Pope Pius IX would force the Council to make an infallible dogma out of "that pet theory of the Popes - that they could force kings and magistrates, by excommunication and its consequences, to carry out their sentences of confiscation, imprisonment, and death... as they have in the past." He reminded his fellow Roman Catholics of some of the evil consequences of papal political authority: When, for instance, pope Martin IV placed King Pedro of Aragon under excommunication and interdict...then promised indulgences for all their sins to these who fought against him and the [tyrant] Charles [I of Naples), and finally declared King Pedro's kingdom for-feit...which cost the two kings of France and Aragon their life, and the French the loss of an army. 


Pope Clement IV, in 1265, after selling millions of South Italians to Charles of Anjou for a yearly tribute of eight hundred ounces of gold, declared that Charles of Anjou would be excommunicated if the first payment was deferred beyond the appointed term, and that for the second neglect the whole nation would incur interdict.

Though Ratzinger (current pope) lacks the power to enforce such brutal claims today, his church still retains the dogmas which authorize him to do so. And the practical effects of his power are no less than those of his predecessors, though exercised quietly behind the scenes. The Vatican is the only city which exchanges ambassadors with nations, and she does so with every major country on earth. Ambassadors come to the Vatican from every major country, including the United States (Listed here under Holy See (Instead of Vatican) as a country whom we send an Ambassador to, and the United States Ambassador to the Vatican (Holy See) is Ambassador: Miguel Humberto Diaz. http://www.state.gov/r/pa/ei/bgn/3819.htm The Holy See conducts active diplomacy. As noted, it maintains formal diplomatic relations with 178 nations and the Order of Malta; 78 of these maintain permanent resident diplomatic missions accredited to the Holy See in Rome. The rest have missions located outside Italy with dual accreditation. The Holy See maintains 106 permanent diplomatic missions to nation-states. Further, the Holy See has a separate permanent diplomatic mission to the European Union. The Holy See also maintains relations of a special nature with the Palestine Liberation Organization.
The Holy See is especially active in international organizations. The Holy See has diplomatic relations with the European Union (EU) in Brussels, and is a permanent observer in the following international organizations: United Nations (UN), Organization of American States (OAS) in Washington, African Union (AU), World Tourist Organization (WToO), World Trade Organization (WTO), World Health Organization (WHO), World Food Program (WFP), United Nations Educational, Scientific and Cultural Organization (UNESCO), United Nations Environment Program (UNEP), United Nations International Drug Control Program (UNDCP), United Nations Center for Human Settlements (UNCHS), Latin Union (LU), International Organization for Migration (IOM), International Labor Organization (ILO), International Fund for Agricultural Development (IFAD), and the United Nations Food and Agriculture Organization (FAO).

The Holy See is also an observer on an informal basis of the World Meteorological Organization in Geneva (WMO), United Nations Committee of Peaceful Use of Outer Space (UNCOPUOS), International Strategy for Disaster Reduction (ISDR), International Maritime Organization (IMO), African Asian Legal Consultative Committee (AALCC) and the International Civil Aviation Organization (ICAO).

The Holy See is a member of the Organization for the Prohibition of Chemical Weapons (OPCW), Organization for Security and Cooperation in Europe (OSCE), International Telecommunication Union (ITU), International Telecommunication Satellite Organization (ITSO), World Intellectual Property Organization (WIPO), Universal Postal Union (UPU), International Institute for the Unification of Private Law (UNIDROIT), United Nations High Commissioner for Refugees (UNHCR), United Nations Conference on Trade and Development (UNCTAD), International Grains Council (IGC), International Committee for Military Medicine (ICMM), International Atomic Energy Agency (IAEA), and the Preparatory Commission for the Comprehensive Nuclear Test Ban Treaty Organization (CTBTO).

In 1971, the Holy See announced the decision to adhere to the nuclear Non-Proliferation Treaty (NPT) in order to "give its moral support to the principles that form the base of the treaty itself." The Holy See is also a participating state in the OSCE and a guest of honor to the Parliamentary Assembly of the OSCE.
The Holy See also has a delegate to the Arab League (AL) in Cairo.
U.S.-HOLY SEE RELATIONS 
The United States maintained consular relations with the Papal States from 1797 to 1870 and diplomatic relations with the Pope, in his capacity as head of the Papal States, from 1848 to 1868, though not at the ambassadorial level. These relations lapsed with the loss of all papal territories in 1870.

From 1870 to 1984, the United States did not have diplomatic relations with the Holy See. Several presidents, however, designated personal envoys to visit the Holy See periodically for discussions of international humanitarian and political issues. Myron C. Taylor was the first of these representatives, serving from 1939 to 1950. Presidents Nixon, Ford, Carter, and Reagan also appointed personal envoys to the Pope.

The United States and the Holy See announced the establishment of diplomatic relations on January 10, 1984. On March 7, 1984, the Senate confirmed William A. Wilson as the first U.S. ambassador to the Holy See. Ambassador Wilson had been President Reagan's personal envoy to the Pope since 1981. The Holy See named Archbishop Pio Laghi as the first Apostolic Nuncio (equivalent to ambassador) of the Holy See to the U.S.

The U.S.-Holy See relationship is best characterized as an active global partnership on a wide range of global issues. There is frequent contact and cooperation between the United States and the Holy See on many important international issues of mutual interest, including human rights and human dignity, inter-religious understanding, peace and nonproliferation, development, and environmental protection.
Holy See priorities for 2010 include freedom of religion and protection of Christian minorities; inter-religious dialogue, particularly with the Muslim world; aid for developing nations; protection of the environment; peace as a means of solving political problems, particularly for the Middle East; defense of the traditional family; and nuclear nonproliferation.

The U.S. Embassy to the Holy See is located in Rome in the Villa Domiziana, Via delle Terme Deciane 26, 00153 Rome, Italy, tel: (396) 4674-3428. ), The United States of America does not out of mere courtesy send an Ambassador to the Vatican, but because the pope is the most powerful ruler on earth today. Even President Clinton journeyed to Denver in August 1993 to greet the pope. He addressed him as "Holy Father" and "Your Holiness." President Bush met him at the airport, which has never been done to a Head of State before in our nation's history.

Yes, ambassadors of nations come to Washington D.C., to Paris, or to London, but only because the national government has its capital there. Nor does Washington, Paris, London, or any other city send ambassadors to other countries. Only Vatican City does so. Unlike any other city on earth, the Vatican is acknowledged as a sovereign state in its own right, separate and distinct from the nation of Italy surrounding it. There is no other city in history of which this has been true, and such is still the case today.
Only of the Vatican (Rome, Roman Catholic church) could it be said that a city reigns over the kings of the earth. The phrase "the worldwide influence of Washington" means the influence not of that city of Washington, D.C., but of the United States, which has its capital there. When one speaks, however, of the influence of the Vatican around the world, that is exactly what is meant - the city and the worldwide power of Roman Catholicism and its leader the pope. Vatican City is absolutely unique. 

Forget a Rebuilt Babylon, Vatican City (Rome) IS Babylon the great, the Great Whore of Revelation 17.

Some suggest that the Vatican will move to Babylon in Iraq when Iraq is rebuilt, and rule from there. That, however, conflicts with Holy Scripture that declares physical Babylon of old (Iraq) would never rule again.

21Prepare slaughter for his children for the iniquity of their fathers; that they do not rise, nor possess the land, nor fill the face of the world with cities. 

22For I will rise up against them, saith the LORD of hosts, and cut off from Babylon the name, and remnant, and son, and nephew, saith the LORD.
Spiritual Babylon, Rome, however, does rule. The Vatican has been fulfilling the Apostle John's vision from its location in Rome for the past 15 centuries. Moreover, we have shown the connection to ancient Babylon which the Vatican has maintained down through history in the paganized Christianity it has promulgated. As for ancient Babylon itself, it wasn't even in existence during the past 2300 years to "reign over the kings of the earth." Babylon of old (Iraq) lay in ruins while pagan Rome and later Catholic Rome (Roman Catholic church), the new Babylon, was indeed reigning over the kings of the earth.

One eighteenth-century historian counted 95 popes who claimed to have divine power to depose kings and emperors. Historian R.W. Southern declared: "During the whole medieval period there was in Rome a single spiritual and temporal authority [the papacy] exercising powers which in the end exceeded those that had ever lain within the grasp of a Roman emperor."

That the popes reigned over kings is an undisputed fact of history. That in so doing horrible abominations were committed, as the Apostle John foresaw, is also indisputable. Pope Nicholas I (858-67) declared: "We [popes] alone have the power to bind and to loose, to absolve Nero and to condemn him; and Christians cannot, under penalty of excommunication, execute other judgment than ours, which alone is infallible." In commanding one king to destroy another, Nicholas wrote: 
We order you, in the name of religion, to invade his states, burn his cities, and massacre his people…
The qualifying information which the Apostle John gives us under the inspiration of the Holy Spirit for identifying this woman, who is a city, is specific, conclusive, and irrefutable. There is no city upon earth, past or present, which meets all of these criteria except Catholic Rome (Vatican city, under the Holy See -- the pope, head of the Roman Catholic church). That inescapable conclusion will become increasingly clear as the world continues on its course to follow this antiChrist.
