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I've always like to joke, that I'm a "meatetarian". 


Genesis 9:1-5

1 And God blessed Noah and his sons, and said unto them, Be fruitful, and multiply, and replenish the earth.

2 And the fear of you and the dread of you shall be upon every beast of the earth, and upon every fowl of the air, upon all that moveth upon the earth, and upon all the fishes of the sea; into your hand are they delivered.

3 Every moving thing that liveth shall be meat for you; even as the green herb have I given you all things.

4 But flesh with the life thereof, which is the blood thereof, shall ye not eat.

Note:  Meaning, this is the only exception to the eating of flesh; it was not to be eaten with the blood in it.  That is, while the creature is living; the meaning is, that a creature designed for food should be properly killed, and its blood let out.  It should not be devoured alive.  This prohibition in part is so that man doesn't become as an animal by eating part of a creature while it is still alive, such as a beast of prey does.  Man is not to act like such a beast; that raw flesh should not be eaten, as do those who practice eating raw flesh, or flesh taking from a creature, while it is still alive as practiced by cannibals.  The design of this was to restrain men of cruelty, or the cruelty in men, and particularly here is mentioned to prevent the shedding of human blood, which men might be led into, were they given by God permission to tear living creatures in pieces, and feed upon their raw flesh while it is still living, or before the blood is let out.

5 And surely your blood of your lives will I require; at the hand of every beast will I require it, and at the hand of man; at the hand of every man's brother will I require the life of man.


Note:  Killing a man, or eating a man, God will require that person's death.  So, too, at the hand of every beast will I require it. Should a beast kill a man, or be the instrument of shedding his blood, the beast shall be slain for it.  Any animal that kills a man is to be immediately killed.  " . . . and at the hand of man; . . ." at the hand of every man's brother will I require the life of man; which may be reasonably understood as follows: for if God requires the life of a beast that kills a man, in that it is punished for the slaughter of a man, then how much more a man himself, that is willfully guilty of murder.  If he is a brother of near relation, a brother-in-law, or a close family member his crime is all the greater, he shall not go unpunished.


1 Timothy 4:1-5

1 Now the Spirit speaketh expressly, that in the latter times some shall depart from the faith, giving heed to seducing spirits, and doctrines of devils;

2 Speaking lies in hypocrisy; having their conscience seared with a hot iron;

3 Forbidding to marry, and commanding to abstain from meats, which God hath created to be received with thanksgiving of them which believe and know the truth.

Note:  Above, Roman Catholic 'priests' are forbidding to marry, and Command not to eat meat on Fridays.  The Romans used to be much stricter about meats, and some still follow the old ways.  ***See full explanation below.


4 For every creature of God is good, and nothing to be refused, if it be received with thanksgiving:

5 For it is sanctified by the word of God and prayer. 

1 Corinthians 10:31

31 Whether therefore ye eat, or drink, or whatsoever ye do, do all to the glory of God. 

****In the latter days, the antiChrist, the 'pope' of Rome moves to keep people under the dietary laws . . .  (The Roman Catholic system
of error).

The Roman Catholic 'church' teaches that all people are obliged by God
to perform some penance for their sins, and that these acts of penance
are both personal and corporate. Abstinence is asked throughout the
year on Fridays, though the bishops' conferences in some areas allow
other penitential acts (e.g., prayer, abstinence from another food,
giving up something like TV).  The Knights of Columbus have long been
proponents of holding fish fries on Fridays. Most parish based councils
hold fish fries on Fridays during Lent, while other more well-off councils
hold such events either monthly or bi-monthly throughout the year.
Still others hold the event once or twice a year, according to demand
and financial capabilities. Knights of Columbus fish fries are often 
advertised throughout the local parish or local community as a family 
event, often resulting in a social environment for parishioners to come 
together. The modern fish fry tradition is strongest in the state of 
Wisconsin, where more than 1,000 eateries hold a weekly fish fry on 
Fridays, and often on Wednesdays.[citation needed] The traditional 
Wisconsin fish fry is considered incomplete, to some, if missing the 
following ingredients: a choice of either fried or baked cod, bluegill, 
or perch, German-style potato pancakes and/or french fries, cole slaw, 
marbled bread, and at least two locally brewed beers. The strength of 
the tradition in Wisconsin is a fortuitous amalgam of various events and 
social processes. Wisconsin was settled heavily by German Catholics. The 
fish fry was also a means by which Wisconsinites successfully evaded 
many of the unpopular requirements of Prohibition.[citation needed] The 
tradition is perhaps strongest in southeastern Wisconsin. However, 
Scandinavian settlement of northern and eastern Wisconsin encouraged the 
preservation and development of the "fish boil", a variant on the fish 
fry, usually involving potatoes, white fish, kerosene, and a large 
cauldron. The current regulations concerning Lenten fasting and 
abstinence for Roman Catholics in the United States generally are as 
follows.[2] Abstinence from all meat is to be observed by all Roman 
Catholics 14 years old and older on Ash Wednesday and on all Fridays of 
Lent.

Fasting is to be observed on Ash Wednesday and Good Friday by all Roman 
Catholics who are 18 years of age but not yet 59.

Until the Second Vatican Council, Roman Catholics were required to abstain 
from meat every Friday, as a form of penance in honor of the death of 
Jesus Christ on the Cross on Good Friday. Since Catholics are normally 
allowed to eat meat, this prohibition is very different from the dietary 
laws of the Old Testament or of other religions (such as Islam) today.  

Many Catholics don't realize that their 'church' still recommends abstinence on all Fridays of the year, not just during Lent. In fact, if we don't abstain from meat on non-Lenten Fridays, we're required to
substitute some other form of penance.

The rules for fasting and abstinence in the Catholic 'church' are set 
forth in the Code of Canon Law (for the Roman Catholic 'church') and in 
the Code of Canons of Oriental 'churches' (for the Eastern Catholic 
'churches'). To a limited extent, they can be modified by the conference 
of bishops for each particular country (or, in the Eastern 'churches', for 
each particular rite).

The Code of Canon Law prescribes (Canons 1250-1252):

Can. 1250: The penitential days and times in the universal Church are 
every Friday of the whole year and the season of Lent.

Can. 1251: Abstinence from meat, or from some other food as determined 
by the Episcopal Conference, is to be observed on all Fridays, unless a 
solemnity should fall on a Friday. Abstinence and fasting are to be 
observed on Ash Wednesday and Good Friday.

Can. 1252: The law of abstinence binds those who have completed their 
fourteenth year. The law of fasting binds those who have attained their 
majority, until the beginning of their sixtieth year. Pastors of souls 
and parents are to ensure that even those who by reason of their age are 
not bound by the law of fasting and abstinence, are taught the true 
meaning of penance.

In the United States, the U.S. Conference of Catholic Bishops has 
declared that "the age of fasting is from the completion of the 
eighteenth year to the beginning of the sixtieth." The USCCB also allows 
the substitution of some other form of penance for abstinence on all of 
the Fridays of the year, except for those Fridays in Lent. Thus, the 
rules for fasting and abstinence in the United States are:

Every person 14 years of age or older must abstain from meat (and items 
made with meat) on Ash Wednesday, Good Friday, and all the Fridays of Lent.

Every person between the age of 18 and 60 must fast on Ash Wednesday and 
Good Friday.

Every person 14 years of age or older must abstain from meat (and items 
made with meat) on all other Fridays of the year, unless he or she 
substitutes some other form of penance for abstinence.  Silly as it 
seems, if you are outside the United States, you should check with the bishops' 
conference for your country.

For the Eastern Catholic 'churches', the Code of Canons of Oriental 
'churches' prescribes (Canon 882):
Can. 882: On the days of penance the Christian faithful are obliged to 
observe fast or abstinence in the manner established by the particular 
law of their Church sui iuris.

Thus, Eastern Catholics should check with the governing body for their 
particular rite.

Since the Roman Catholic system of error teaches that it is through 
Grace and/or your Works that get you to Heaven, then they believe in 
paying "penance" for your sins.  Part of this penance is not to eat meat 
on Fridays.  They also forbid their "priests" from marrying or having a 
wife.


Ephesians 2:8-9

8 For by grace are ye saved through faith; and that not of yourselves: it is the gift of God:

9 Not of works, lest any man should boast. 
Galatians 5:4

4 Christ is become of no effect unto you, whosoever of you are justified by the law; ye are fallen from grace.



Romans 11:2-6

2 God hath not cast away his people which he foreknew. Wot ye not what the scripture saith of Elias? how he maketh intercession to God against Israel saying,

3 Lord, they have killed thy prophets, and digged down thine altars; and I am left alone, and they seek my life.

4 But what saith the answer of God unto him? I have reserved to myself seven thousand men, who have not bowed the knee to the image of Baal.

5 Even so then at this present time also there is a remnant according to the election of grace.

6 And if by grace, then is it no more of works: otherwise grace is no more grace. But if it be of works, then it is no more grace: otherwise work is no more work. 

Note:  These things are contrary to one another, i.e.:  Grace and works.  They are so unalienable and unalterable in their natures, that the one cannot pass for the other, or into the other, nor the one be joined with the other.  Simply put, Grace is a free unmerited gift of pardon by God.  Free.  Man does nothing to obtain it, not even receives it unto himself.  It is something God does to a man, in that God has Mercy upon the sinner, provides freely an unmerited gift of pardon.  Grace is not Grace, unless it is altogether free.  But if it be of works, then it is no more Grace:  If election springs from, and depends upon, the works of men, let no man ascribe to then the Grace of God; for there is nothing of God's Grace in works.



Ephesians 2:4-6

4 But God, who is rich in mercy, for his great love wherewith he loved us,

5 Even when we were dead in sins, hath quickened us together with Christ, (by grace ye are saved;)

6 And hath raised us up together, and made us sit together in heavenly places in Christ Jesus:



The error of penance is that one has to do "their part" to get to Heaven, counting the Lord Jesus Christ self-sacrifice on the Cross of Calvary as insufficient, and God's Mercy, God's Grace is simply not enough to get one to Heaven.  Penance is a work, a work done to "assist one" into Heaven.  The problem is, of course, that penance is a work that denies God's Grace.  The real issue, of course, is not penance, but the Doctrine of Justification.  See *@@* below:


Matthew 26:28

28 For this is my blood of the new testament, which is shed for many for the remission of sins.



Romans 3:24-26

24 Being justified freely by his grace through the redemption that is in Christ Jesus:

25 Whom God hath set forth to be a propitiation through faith in his blood, to declare his righteousness for the remission of sins that are past, through the forbearance of God;

Note:  Forbearance in the Greek means:  Delay.  Properly, Divine forbearance (patient endurance) whose mercy holds back for a time His Judgement.  God Mercy holds up His Judgement.

Propitiation in the Greek means:  The place of propitiation; which is the lid of the Golden Ark, also know as:  The Ark of the Covenant, The Ark of the Testimony, The Ark of God.  Upon the lid of the Ark of the Covenant, the Ark of Testimony (the Mercy-seat, Exodus 26:34, shown above) where the blood of a vicarious (a substitute) lamb appeased God's wrath on sin.  In the place of propitiation (substitute) a lamb's blood was placed upon the lid of the Ark of Testimony, the Ark of the Covenant, the Ark of God, where God excepted the substitute for sin and held back his wrath upon the sinner(s) by God's forbearance.

26 To declare, I say, at this time his righteousness: that he might be just, and the justifier of him which believeth in Jesus.


Note:  " . . . for the remission of sins that are past, through the forbearance of God; . . . "  By "sins that are past," are meant, not sins before one's Baptism, after coming to the knowledge of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth as one's Lord, God, and perfect Savior, nor the sins of a individual man's life only, but the sins of all Old Testament Saints, who lived before the incarnation of the Lord Jesus Christ, and the religious offering of His sacrifice, of His self-sacrifice. This, though, is not to mean them only, the Old Testament Saints only, for the Lord Jesus Christ's blood was shed for the remission of all of His people's sins: past, present, and future.  Yet, the sins of the Saints of old, those before the coming of the Lord Jesus Christ, seem to be particularly designed.  Which shows the insufficiency of the Old Testament legal sacrifices offered to Priests, and sets forth the efficacy of The Lord Jesus Christ's blood and sacrifice and God's Grace, which further demonstrates the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth to be a perfect Savior. 

Note:  *@@*
The Doctrine of Justification is at the center of the Christian faith.
To be justified, is to be made right with God. It is to be declared righteous before God, and therefore to be Saved. The entire Christian faith rises and falls on our answer to the question, 'How can a sinful person be justified before God?' As it stands, Roman Catholics and Protestants have two different answers to that question -- ONLY ONE is Correct.  The Roman Catholics made-up system, satanic system denies the efficaciousness of the Cross, of the Blood of the Lamb, of The Lord Jesus Christ to pay in full one's sin debt to God.  Denying Holy Scripture, the Roman Catholic 'church' makes up other whole systems, such as penance, purgatory, etc . . . to mind-control their captives, those who fear going to Hell and abide by the satanic Roman Catholic system of error convinced they are of God, or that they speak for God.



Protestants believe that our Justification is complete and secure the moment we place our faith in Christ Jesus, and is totally dependent on the Lord Jesus Christ’s righteousness ALONE. Roman Catholics believe quite the opposite. The satanic Roman Catholicism believes that at Baptism we ourselves become righteous, as a gift of Grace, but that we are justified before God on account of our own righteousness.

(What does the Apostle Paul say about his righteousness?  He counts it (the works he did to get to Heaven) as filthy rags. Because their justification rests at least in part on the individual that needs do works to be right with God, it is therefore not secure nor complete, and thus wholly dependent on these, their future works, to maintain.


Isaiah 64:6

6 But we are all as an unclean thing, and all our righteousnesses are as filthy rags; and we all do fade as a leaf; and our iniquities, like the wind, have taken us away.

Note:  The Hebrew word her for filthy means:  The menstrual flux (as periodical) a menstrual rag; by implication equivalent to man's righteousness before God.


Romans 10:3-4

3 For they being ignorant of God's righteousness, and going about to establish their own righteousness, have not submitted themselves unto the righteousness of God.

4 For Christ is the end of the law for righteousness to every one that believeth. 

Titus 3:5
5 Not by works of righteousness which we have done, but according to his mercy he saved us, by the washing of regeneration, and renewing of the Holy Ghost; 

2 Corinthians 11:13-15

13 For such are false apostles, deceitful workers, transforming themselves into the apostles of Christ.

14 And no marvel; for Satan himself is transformed into an angel of light.

15 Therefore it is no great thing if his ministers also be transformed as the ministers of righteousness; whose end shall be according to their works.



The Protestant Reformation of the early 1500’s, was largely a response to these faulty views, out and out errors on Justification by the Roman Catholic 'church'. While many other Doctrines and ideas were part of the Protestant Reformation as a whole, Justification stood at the center and is still central today. In our modern day there have been a number of efforts to whitewash over the differences between Roman Catholic and Protestant positions on this topic. These efforts, which often stem out of a genuine desire to see the the Lord Jesus Christ's Kingdom extended, have attempted to state that while Protestants and Roman Catholics might disagree in nuances, the larger picture is the same. NOT!  The whole of the Roman Catholic 'church' is satanic from top to bottom.  Unfortunately, it is not simply the minor details in which Protestant and Roman Catholics disagree when it comes to the topic of Justification. There is a fundamental divide, in which the true Gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth is at stake.

The Roman Catholic Council Of Trent declared that God does not justify anyone until real righteousness inheres (Inheres--That is, belongs to a person by either nature of habit) within the person. In other words, God does not declare a person righteous unless he or she is righteous by their nature or habit. So, according to the Roman Catholic system of error, their Doctrine on Justification depends on a person's Sanctification. By contrast, the Protestant Reformers declared that Justification is based on the imputation of the righteousness of the Lord Jesus Christ, by propitiation which is given to the sinner, Romans 3:24-26 shown below, at the very moment that person believes on the Lord Jesus Christ, ALONE, for their Salvation. The only ground by which a person can be Saved is Christ Jesus' righteousness, which is reckoned to the sinner the moment he believes.



Exodus 26:34

34 And thou shalt put the mercy seat upon the ark of the testimony in the most holy place.


Note:  Propitiation in the Greek means:  The place of propitiation; which is the lid of the Golden Ark, also know as:  The Ark of the Covenant, The Ark of the Testimony, The Ark of God.  Upon the lid of the Ark of the Covenant, the Ark of Testimony (the Mercy-seat, Exodus 26:34, shown above) where the blood of a vicarious (a substitute) lamb appeased God's wrath on sin.  In the place of propitiation (substitute) a lamb's blood was placed upon the lid of the Ark of Testimony, the Ark of the Covenant, the Ark of God, where God excepted the substitute for sin and held back his wrath upon the sinner(s) by God's forbearance.


Philippians 3:9

9 And be found in him, not having mine own righteousness, which is of the law, but that which is through the faith of Christ, the righteousness which is of God by faith:




Romans 3:24-26

Note:  Forbearance in the Greek means:  Delay.  Properly, Divine forbearance (patient endurance) whose mercy holds back for a time His Judgement.  God Mercy holds up His Judgement.  Holds up Judgement until when?  The Cross when the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth paid fully the price of the sin with His Own blood, the blood of the lamb.

Propitiation in the Greek means:  The place of propitiation; which is the lid of the Golden Ark, also know as:  The Ark of the Covenant, The Ark of the Testimony, The Ark of God.  Upon the lid of the Ark of the Covenant, the Ark of Testimony (the Mercy-seat, Exodus 26:34, shown above) where the blood of a vicarious (a substitute) lamb appeased God's wrath on sin.  In the place of propitiation (substitute) a lamb's blood was placed upon the lid of the Ark of Testimony, the Ark of the Covenant, the Ark of God, where God excepted the substitute for sin and held back his wrath upon the sinner(s) by God's forbearance.
