Leviticus 14:57
57 To teach when it is unclean, and when it is clean: this is the law of leprosy.

Note:  The Law of Leprosy was to teach a man what is unclean, and when it is clean:  whether it be the man, his garment, or his house.  This law pertained to the Jews only, and not to the Gentiles.  When Naaman, the Syrian, was cured of his leprosy he was NOT Commanded to show himself to the Priest, though he was cured in River Jordan, 2 Kings 5:1-14, Luke 4:27.  Naaman, the Syrian, was cured by his faith in Jehovah God to cure him.  At first, Naaman doubted, but followed the Command of the Prophet.  However, the Jews that were cured by the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth were required to go show themselves to the Priest, Matthew 8:1-4, Luke 5:1-14, Luke 17:12-19 .  This was the job of the Priest, to show the people, whether a man, his garment, or his house was unclean or clean.


Deuteronomy 24:8
8 Take heed in the plague of leprosy, that thou observe diligently, and do according to all that the priests the Levites shall teach you: as I commanded them, so ye shall observe to do.

Note:  Purification consisted in taking away the wicked who corrupted the public testimony—that which was manifested (made known) outside the Assembly (what we know as a Church). It was not merely a question of restoring the conscience.  The whole of the Assembly, the Church, rests anew on the complete efficacy of the work of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, which renders the Assembly (the True Church, the True Worshipers within the Assembly) acceptable to God the Father by faith through God's Grace.


Luke 7:19-23

19 And John calling unto him two of his disciples sent them to Jesus, saying, Art thou he that should come? or look we for another?

20 When the men were come unto him, they said, John Baptist hath sent us unto thee, saying, Art thou he that should come? or look we for another?

21 And in that same hour he cured many of their infirmities and plagues, and of evil spirits; and unto many that were blind he gave sight.

22 Then Jesus answering said unto them, Go your way, and tell John what things ye have seen and heard; how that the blind see, the lame walk, the lepers are cleansed, the deaf hear, the dead are raised, to the poor the gospel is preached.

23 And blessed is he, whosoever shall not be offended in me.




Leviticus 14:1-57

1 And the Lord spake unto Moses, saying,

2 This shall be the law of the leper in the day of his cleansing: He shall be brought unto the priest:

3 And the priest shall go forth out of the camp; and the priest shall look, and, behold, if the plague of leprosy be healed in the leper;

4 Then shall the priest command to take for him that is to be cleansed two birds alive and clean, and cedar wood, and scarlet, and hyssop:
Note:  A leper, one who had leprosy, had a horrible stench, a terrifically horrible smell.  It was the smell of death, of rotting flesh, flesh that had no blood in it.  Thus, the flesh was white, then decayed, Numbers 12, specifically Numbers 12:10.  Hyssop being of a savory smell, that the disagreeable scent and stench of death by it were gone.  Hyssop for its purifying use, as it deals with the blood of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.  Leprosy=sin.


Psalm 51:7
7 Purge me with hyssop, and I shall be clean: wash me, and I shall be whiter than snow.

Hyssopus officinalis, hyssop is a herbaceous plant of the genus Hyssopus native to Southern Europe, the Middle East, and the region surrounding the Caspian Sea. Due to hyssop's properties as an antiseptic, cough reliever, and expectorant, it is commonly used as an aromatic herb and medicinal plant.  

An aromatic herb is an essential oil from which a concentrated hydrophobic liquid containing volatile aroma compounds are extracted or come from plants. Essential oils are also known as volatile oils, ethereal oils, or aetherolea, or simply as the "oil of" the plant from which they were extracted, such as oil of clove. An oil is "essential" in the sense that it carries a distinctive scent, or essence, of the plant. Essential oils do not form a distinctive category for any medical, pharmacological, or culinary purpose.

Essential oils are generally extracted by distillation, often by using steam. Other processes include expression (Expression:  an act or product of pressing out) or through solvent extraction. An aromatic herb has a strong smell associated with it.  They are used in perfumes, cosmetics, soaps and other products, for flavoring food and drink, and for adding scents to incense and household cleaning products.

Essential oils have been used medicinally in history. Medical applications proposed by those who sell medicinal oils range from skin treatments to remedies for cancer and often are based solely on historical accounts of use of essential oils for these purposes



returning to Leviticus 14:5-57

 5 And the priest shall command that one of the birds be killed in an earthen vessel over running water:

6 As for the living bird, he shall take it, and the cedar wood, and the scarlet, and the hyssop, and shall dip them and the living bird in the blood of the bird that was killed over the running water:

7 And he shall sprinkle upon him that is to be cleansed from the leprosy seven times, and shall pronounce him clean, and shall let the living bird loose into the open field.

8 And he that is to be cleansed shall wash his clothes, and shave off all his hair, and wash himself in water, that he may be clean: and after that he shall come into the camp, and shall tarry abroad out of his tent seven days.

9 But it shall be on the seventh day, that he shall shave all his hair off his head and his beard and his eyebrows, even all his hair he shall shave off: and he shall wash his clothes, also he shall wash his flesh in water, and he shall be clean.

10 And on the eighth day he shall take two he lambs without blemish, and one ewe lamb of the first year without blemish, and three tenth deals of fine flour for a meat offering, mingled with oil, and one log of oil.

11 And the priest that maketh him clean shall present the man that is to be made clean, and those things, before the Lord, at the door of the tabernacle of the congregation:

12 And the priest shall take one he lamb, and offer him for a trespass offering, and the log of oil, and wave them for a wave offering before the Lord:

13 And he shall slay the lamb in the place where he shall kill the sin offering and the burnt offering, in the holy place: for as the sin offering is the priest's, so is the trespass offering: it is most holy:

14 And the priest shall take some of the blood of the trespass offering, and the priest shall put it upon the tip of the right ear of him that is to be cleansed, and upon the thumb of his right hand, and upon the great toe of his right foot:

15 And the priest shall take some of the log of oil, and pour it into the palm of his own left hand:

16 And the priest shall dip his right finger in the oil that is in his left hand, and shall sprinkle of the oil with his finger seven times before the Lord:

17 And of the rest of the oil that is in his hand shall the priest put upon the tip of the right ear of him that is to be cleansed, and upon the thumb of his right hand, and upon the great toe of his right foot, upon the blood of the trespass offering:

18 And the remnant of the oil that is in the priest's hand he shall pour upon the head of him that is to be cleansed: and the priest shall make an atonement for him before the Lord.

19 And the priest shall offer the sin offering, and make an atonement for him that is to be cleansed from his uncleanness; and afterward he shall kill the burnt offering:

20 And the priest shall offer the burnt offering and the meat offering upon the altar: and the priest shall make an atonement for him, and he shall be clean.

21 And if he be poor, and cannot get so much; then he shall take one lamb for a trespass offering to be waved, to make an atonement for him, and one tenth deal of fine flour mingled with oil for a meat offering, and a log of oil;

22 And two turtledoves, or two young pigeons, such as he is able to get; and the one shall be a sin offering, and the other a burnt offering.

23 And he shall bring them on the eighth day for his cleansing unto the priest, unto the door of the tabernacle of the congregation, before the Lord.

24 And the priest shall take the lamb of the trespass offering, and the log of oil, and the priest shall wave them for a wave offering before the Lord:

25 And he shall kill the lamb of the trespass offering, and the priest shall take some of the blood of the trespass offering, and put it upon the tip of the right ear of him that is to be cleansed, and upon the thumb of his right hand, and upon the great toe of his right foot:

26 And the priest shall pour of the oil into the palm of his own left hand:

27 And the priest shall sprinkle with his right finger some of the oil that is in his left hand seven times before the Lord:

28 And the priest shall put of the oil that is in his hand upon the tip of the right ear of him that is to be cleansed, and upon the thumb of his right hand, and upon the great toe of his right foot, upon the place of the blood of the trespass offering:

29 And the rest of the oil that is in the priest's hand he shall put upon the head of him that is to be cleansed, to make an atonement for him before the Lord.

30 And he shall offer the one of the turtledoves, or of the young pigeons, such as he can get;

31 Even such as he is able to get, the one for a sin offering, and the other for a burnt offering, with the meat offering: and the priest shall make an atonement for him that is to be cleansed before the Lord.

32 This is the law of him in whom is the plague of leprosy, whose hand is not able to get that which pertaineth to his cleansing.

33 And the Lord spake unto Moses and unto Aaron, saying,

34 When ye be come into the land of Canaan, which I give to you for a possession, and I put the plague of leprosy in a house of the land of your possession;

35 And he that owneth the house shall come and tell the priest, saying, It seemeth to me there is as it were a plague in the house:

36 Then the priest shall command that they empty the house, before the priest go into it to see the plague, that all that is in the house be not made unclean: and afterward the priest shall go in to see the house:

37 And he shall look on the plague, and, behold, if the plague be in the walls of the house with hollow strakes, greenish or reddish, which in sight are lower than the wall;

38 Then the priest shall go out of the house to the door of the house, and shut up the house seven days:

39 And the priest shall come again the seventh day, and shall look: and, behold, if the plague be spread in the walls of the house;

40 Then the priest shall command that they take away the stones in which the plague is, and they shall cast them into an unclean place without the city:
Note:  1 Peter 2:1-10

41 And he shall cause the house to be scraped within round about, and they shall pour out the dust that they scrape off without the city into an unclean place:

42 And they shall take other stones, and put them in the place of those stones; and he shall take other morter, and shall plaister the house.

43 And if the plague come again, and break out in the house, after that he hath taken away the stones, and after he hath scraped the house, and after it is plaistered;

44 Then the priest shall come and look, and, behold, if the plague be spread in the house, it is a fretting leprosy in the house; it is unclean.

45 And he shall break down the house, the stones of it, and the timber thereof, and all the morter of the house; and he shall carry them forth out of the city into an unclean place.

46 Moreover he that goeth into the house all the while that it is shut up shall be unclean until the even.

47 And he that lieth in the house shall wash his clothes; and he that eateth in the house shall wash his clothes.

48 And if the priest shall come in, and look upon it, and, behold, the plague hath not spread in the house, after the house was plaistered: then the priest shall pronounce the house clean, because the plague is healed.

49 And he shall take to cleanse the house two birds, and cedar wood, and scarlet, and hyssop:

50 And he shall kill the one of the birds in an earthen vessel over running water:

51 And he shall take the cedar wood, and the hyssop, and the scarlet, and the living bird, and dip them in the blood of the slain bird, and in the running water, and sprinkle the house seven times:

52 And he shall cleanse the house with the blood of the bird, and with the running water, and with the living bird, and with the cedar wood, and with the hyssop, and with the scarlet:

53 But he shall let go the living bird out of the city into the open fields, and make an atonement for the house: and it shall be clean.

54 This is the law for all manner of plague of leprosy, and scall,
Note:  Scall in the Hebrew is a scale or scab.

55 And for the leprosy of a garment, and of a house,

56 And for a rising, and for a scab, and for a bright spot:

57 To teach when it is unclean, and when it is clean: this is the law of leprosy.


The blood, then, was put upon the tip of his right ear, his right hand, his right foot—his thoughts, his conduct, and his walk purified on the principle of obedience according to the measure of the Lord Jesus Christ's death, and the claim of the love of God toward His Chosen, a True Worshiper, one "Born Again" from the death of leprosy, displayed in it. Over that they sprinkled oil—the presence and sanctifying influence of the Holy Spirit as given to us, by which we are anointed and sealed—not washing (that was typified by water, the application of the Word by the Spirit), but given to consecrate in knowledge and power of purpose and affection to God (with whatever gifts the Holy Spirit might be added thereto to one, Born Again).  Thus, the whole man being consecrated, Holy, set aside by God for His use, according to the intelligence and the devotedness wrought by the Holy Spirit, to God, by the Lamb of God being sacrificed for His people. After that the oil was put upon the man's/woman's head, his whole person, his whole being thus was consecrated to the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth. The work was complete upon the man, who could not cleanse himself, but who was to be cleansed. Cleansed, only, after that the sin-offering was offered.  The sin offering is, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth (not only for the purification of the conscience in a practical sense, for its actual faults,) in order that sin might be Judged by the High Priest, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, in its full extent before God.  
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Titus 1:15 
15Unto the pure all things are pure: but unto them that are defiled and unbelieving is nothing pure; but even their mind and conscience is defiled.
Note:  Noting the difference between pure and unpure, clean and unclean.  To the defiled even their mind and conscience is defiled.


Hebrews 10:22 
22Let us draw near with a true heart in full assurance of faith, having our hearts sprinkled from an evil conscience, and our bodies washed with pure water.
Note:  "Let us draw near . . ."  Draw nigh to God.  God is Holy, and where God is is Holy.  We cannot drag the filth that we have when walking through the world into His presence.  Thus, when Called to draw nigh, draw near to God, although the rest of us may have be clean, are feet, our shoes are not clean from walking in the midst of the unclean, the unpure, in the presence of the world, among satan's world, satan's family.  Thus, we CANNOT draw nigh, draw near to God in that defiled condition:


Exodus 3:5-6 
5And he said, Draw not nigh hither: put off thy shoes from off thy feet, for the place whereon thou standest is holy ground.

6 Moreover he said, I am the God of thy father, the God of Abraham, the God of Isaac, and the God of Jacob. And Moses hid his face; for he was afraid to look upon God.



Joshua 5:15 
15And the captain of the Lord's host said unto Joshua, Loose thy shoe from off thy foot; for the place whereon thou standest is holy. And Joshua did so.
Note:  Joshua was now the leader of Israel, a battle hardened man, who apparently had lost a leg in battle.


Song of Solomon 5:3 
3I have put off my coat; how shall I put it on? I have washed my feet; how shall I defile them?


John 13:3-12

3 Jesus knowing that the Father had given all things into his hands, and that he was come from God, and went to God;

4 He riseth from supper, and laid aside his garments; and took a towel, and girded himself.

5 After that he poureth water into a bason, and began to wash the disciples' feet, and to wipe them with the towel wherewith he was girded.

6 Then cometh he to Simon Peter: and Peter saith unto him, Lord, dost thou wash my feet?

7 Jesus answered and said unto him, What I do thou knowest not now; but thou shalt know hereafter.

8 Peter saith unto him, Thou shalt never wash my feet. Jesus answered him, If I wash thee not, thou hast no part with me.

9 Simon Peter saith unto him, Lord, not my feet only, but also my hands and my head.

10 Jesus saith to him, He that is washed needeth not save to wash his feet, but is clean every whit: and ye are clean, but not all.
Note:  We who are Saved by the Blood of the Lamb, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, still pick up the filth of the world (satan's family) as we walk through the world day-by-day.  We are cleaned, except for our feet, which the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth Himself washes.

11 For he knew who should betray him; therefore said he, Ye are not all clean.

12 So after he had washed their feet, and had taken his garments, and was set down again, he said unto them, Know ye what I have done to you?



Not being able to discern clean and unclean, pure and unpure, those who claim to be God's people draw near to Him, being defiled, not knowing how wretched, and miserable, and poor, and blind, and naked they are, Revelation 3:13-22, specifically, Revelation 3:17, having NOT been washed by the Blood of the Lamb, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.  As the nation of Israel of old had done, and still does, and most of the "churches" today do, their consciences are NOT pure, they simply honor God with their mouths:



Matthew 15:8 
8This people draweth nigh unto me with their mouth, and honoureth me with their lips; but their heart is far from me.


Hebrews 7:19 
19For the law made nothing perfect, but the bringing in of a better hope did; by the which we draw nigh unto God.
Note:  The word perfect in the Greek means:  Complete, whole, to consummate, reaching the end-stage, i.e. working through the entire process (stages) to reach the final phase (conclusion,) to bring to an end, to complete, to finish, perfected,  pure, total:  lacking in no essential detail, complete, perfect.
"For the law made nothing perfect, . . ."  " . . .but the bringing in of a better hope did (MAKE PERFECT); . . ."  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth and His New Covenant, His blood, which made the Covenant between Him and His people, perfect, reached the final conclusion, brought to an end, made pure, total, lacking in no essential detail, complete, whole our Salvation before God, and our Eternal Life in Christ Jesus, the sole Mediator between man and God, " . . .by the which we draw nigh unto God."



James 4:8 
8Draw nigh to God, and he will draw nigh to you. Cleanse your hands, ye sinners; and purify your hearts, ye double minded.


James 5:8 
8Be ye also patient; stablish your hearts: for the coming of the Lord draweth nigh.
Note:  Stablish in the Greek means:  A support that fixes, or by which the support holds a plant down.  To give support so as to secure (firmly establish,) a plant so that it is not to be moved.  



1 Timothy 3:9 
9Holding the mystery of the faith in a pure conscience.


2 Timothy 1:1-3

1 Paul, an apostle of Jesus Christ by the will of God, according to the promise of life which is in Christ Jesus,

2 To Timothy, my dearly beloved son: Grace, mercy, and peace, from God the Father and Christ Jesus our Lord.

3 I thank God, whom I serve from my forefathers with pure conscience, that without ceasing I have remembrance of thee in my prayers night and day;



As the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth was made sin for us, as well as bore our sins upon Himself at the Cross of Calvary, to free us from sin that we might be made the righteousness of God in Him.  Thus, our consciences with regard to those sins— He, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, frees us from the guilt before God, as there now is no condemnation before God, because of the perfect sacrifice of the Lamb of God, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth of Himself for a Born Again Believer's sins.

2 Corinthians 5:21 
21For he hath made him to be sin for us, who knew no sin; that we might be made the righteousness of God in him.


Romans 8:1 
1There is therefore now no condemnation to them which are in Christ Jesus, who walk not after the flesh, but after the Spirit.



The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, who was dead, but, being raised for a Born Again Believer's justification before God, and He lives forever more.


Revelation 1:18
18I am he that liveth, and was dead; and, behold, I am alive for evermore, Amen; and have the keys of hell and of death.



The Old Covenant people were sprinkled with blood:


Exodus 24:1-8

1 And he said unto Moses, Come up unto the Lord, thou, and Aaron, Nadab, and Abihu, and seventy of the elders of Israel; and worship ye afar off.

2 And Moses alone shall come near the Lord: but they shall not come nigh; neither shall the people go up with him.

3 And Moses came and told the people all the words of the Lord, and all the judgments: and all the people answered with one voice, and said, All the words which the Lord hath said will we do.

4 And Moses wrote all the words of the Lord, and rose up early in the morning, and builded an altar under the hill, and twelve pillars, according to the twelve tribes of Israel.

5 And he sent young men of the children of Israel, which offered burnt offerings, and sacrificed peace offerings of oxen unto the Lord.

6 And Moses took half of the blood, and put it in basons; and half of the blood he sprinkled on the altar.

7 And he took the book of the covenant, and read in the audience of the people: and they said, All that the Lord hath said will we do, and be obedient.

8 And Moses took the blood, and sprinkled it on the people, and said, Behold the blood of the covenant, which the Lord hath made with you concerning all these words.



The Lord Jesus Christ sprinkles His blood, as the High Priest, on the unclean sinner, as was the first Covenant dedicated WITH blood. 



Hebrews 10:22 
22Let us draw near with a true heart in full assurance of faith, having our hearts sprinkled from an evil conscience, and our bodies washed with pure water.


Hebrews 12:24 
24And to Jesus the mediator of the new covenant, and to the blood of sprinkling, that speaketh better things than that of Abel.


1 Peter 1:2 
2Elect according to the foreknowledge of God the Father, through sanctification of the Spirit, unto obedience and sprinkling of the blood of Jesus Christ: Grace unto you, and peace, be multiplied.



Hebrews 9:18-22

18 Whereupon neither the first testament was dedicated without blood.
Note:  Neither the first testament, the first Covenant, was dedicated without blood.  In other words, it was dedicated WITH blood.

19 For when Moses had spoken every precept to all the people according to the law, he took the blood of calves and of goats, with water, and scarlet wool, and hyssop, and sprinkled both the book, and all the people,

20 Saying, This is the blood of the testament which God hath enjoined unto you.

21 Moreover he sprinkled with blood both the tabernacle, and all the vessels of the ministry.

22 And almost all things are by the law purged with blood; and without shedding of blood is no remission.
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Jeremiah 31:31 
31Behold, the days come, saith the Lord, that I will make a new covenant with the house of Israel, and with the house of Judah:

Hebrews 8:8 
8For finding fault with them, he saith, Behold, the days come, saith the Lord, when I will make a new covenant with the house of Israel and with the house of Judah:

Hebrews 8:13 
13In that he saith, A new covenant, he hath made the first old. Now that which decayeth and waxeth old is ready to vanish away.

Hebrews 12:24 
24And to Jesus the mediator of the new covenant, and to the blood of sprinkling, that speaketh better things than that of Abel.


The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, the sole Mediator between man and God, instituted a New Covenant, a New Testament, made in and with His blood, the blood of Lamb of God, for the remission of sins for many, not all.  The remission of sins is for God's Elect, His Chosen, the True Worshipers, those Born Again, Called by God to be Saved alone.


Matthew 26:28 
28For this is my blood of the new testament, which is shed for many for the remission of sins.

Mark 14:24 
24And he said unto them, This is my blood of the new testament, which is shed for many.

Thus, the earthen vessel, over running water, presents to us the efficacy of the Holy Spirit, according to the all-powerful efficacy of which, in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth as man, this work of the death of the Lord Jesus Christ then has been accomplished.  Through the eternal power of the Holy Spirit, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth offered up Himself without spot to Jehovah God—God having brought forth from the dead the great Shepherd of the sheep, through the blood of His Everlasting Covenant. The sinner, was cleansed by not just the Priest, but by the High Priest before God through faith alone in the efficacy of the Lord Jesus Christ's work and sacrifice of Himself on the Cross of Calvary.

It is important to recognize the perfect work of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth under these two aspects.  Its intrinsic efficacy for the acceptance of the person before God the Father on the one hand, and, on the other hand, the purification of the individuals conscience itself, in order that there may be Communion with God, according to the price and the perfection of the Lord Jesus Christ's work as the High Priest, known in the conscience of a Born Again Believer, one Called of God, a True Worshiper, as a means of drawing near to God, and as the moral condition of that nearness.


The cleansed leper was to be presented to the Lord, with his offerings. When God has restored us to enjoy public worship again after sickness, by distance, or otherwise, we should testify our thanksgiving by our diligent use of the liberty granted us by God to commune with Him and His people.  Even for the poor, one lamb without spot was necessary in order to be cleansed from the plague of leprosy, death. No sinner could be saved, had it not been for the Lamb that was slain, and hath redeemed us to God with His blood, that of the Lord Jesus Christ's blood shed for those Born Again, Chosen by God before the foundation of the world.



Leviticus 14:57
57 To teach when it is unclean, and when it is clean: this is the law of leprosy.




The Old Testament, the Old Covenant, was not good enough, and it was a mere shadow only of the reality which appeared in the New Testament which was given and bought by the Blood of the Lamb, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.  



Hebrews 8:13 
13In that he saith, A new covenant, he hath made the first old. Now that which decayeth and waxeth old is ready to vanish away.
Note:  The New Covenant was better than the Old Covenant.  When the New Covenant was made, it made the first Covenant old.  The first Covenant, the Old Testament, decayeth and waxeth old, and was ready to vanish away, so that the reality of the New Covenant, the New Testament would appear in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth replacing the shadow of the Old Testament, the Old Covenant.  The Old Covenant which was to vanish away for God's people for it could not save one from his sins, as this required faith in God through the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, Hebrews 11:1-40 specifically.  Hebrews 11:40, note the use of the word perfect, whole, complete in Hebrews 11:40.

Note:  The word perfect in the Greek means:  Complete, whole, to consummate, reaching the end-stage, i.e. working through the entire process (stages) to reach the final phase (conclusion,) to bring to an end, to complete, to finish, perfected,  pure, total:  lacking in no essential detail, complete, perfect.
"For the law made nothing perfect, . . ."  " . . .but the bringing in of a better hope did (MAKE PERFECT); . . ."  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth and His New Covenant, His blood, which made the Covenant between Him and His people, perfect, reached the final conclusion, brought to an end, made pure, total, lacking in no essential detail, complete, whole our Salvation before God, and our Eternal Life in Christ Jesus, the sole Mediator between man and God, " . . .by the which we draw nigh unto God."




Revelation 21:1-8

1 And I saw a new heaven and a new earth: for the first heaven and the first earth were passed away; and there was no more sea.

2 And I John saw the holy city, new Jerusalem, coming down from God out of heaven, prepared as a bride adorned for her husband.

3 And I heard a great voice out of heaven saying, Behold, the tabernacle of God is with men, and he will dwell with them, and they shall be his people, and God himself shall be with them, and be their God.

4 And God shall wipe away all tears from their eyes; and there shall be no more death, neither sorrow, nor crying, neither shall there be any more pain: for the former things are passed away.

5 And he that sat upon the throne said, Behold, I make all things new. And he said unto me, Write: for these words are true and faithful.

6 And he said unto me, It is done. I am Alpha and Omega, the beginning and the end. I will give unto him that is athirst of the fountain of the water of life freely.

7 He that overcometh shall inherit all things; and I will be his God, and he shall be my son.

8 But the fearful, and unbelieving, and the abominable, and murderers, and whoremongers, and sorcerers, and idolaters, and all liars, shall have their part in the lake which burneth with fire and brimstone: which is the second death.


Ezekiel 21:24 
24Therefore thus saith the Lord God; Because ye have made your iniquity to be remembered, in that your transgressions are discovered, so that in all your doings your sins do appear; because, I say, that ye are come to remembrance, ye shall be taken with the hand.


Revelation 18:4-6

4 And I heard another voice from heaven, saying, Come out of her, my people, that ye be not partakers of her sins, and that ye receive not of her plagues.

5 For her sins have reached unto heaven, and God hath remembered her iniquities.

6 Reward her even as she rewarded you, and double unto her double according to her works: in the cup which she hath filled fill to her double.



Leviticus 13:9 
9When the plague of leprosy is in a man, then he shall be brought unto the priest;

Note:  A leper, one who had leprosy, had a horrible stench, a terrifically horrible smell.  It was the smell of death, of rotting flesh, flesh that had no blood in it.  Thus, the flesh was white, then decayed, Numbers 12, specifically Numbers 12:10.  Hyssop being of a savory smell, that the disagreeable scent and stench of death by it were gone.  Hyssop for its purifying use, as it deals with the blood of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.  Leprosy=sin.


Leviticus 14:57
57 To teach when it is unclean, and when it is clean: this is the law of leprosy.

Psalm 51:7
7 Purge me with hyssop, and I shall be clean: wash me, and I shall be whiter than snow.
