Isaiah 55:1-3
1 Ho, every one that thirsteth, come ye to the waters, and he that hath no money; come ye, buy, and eat; yea, come, buy wine and milk without money and without price.
2 Wherefore do ye spend money for that which is not bread? and your labour for that which satisfieth not? hearken diligently unto me, and eat ye that which is good, and let your soul delight itself in fatness.

3 Incline your ear, and come unto me: hear, and your soul shall live; and I will make an everlasting covenant with you, even the sure mercies of David.
4 Behold, I have given him for a witness to the people, a leader and commander to the people.
5 Behold, thou shalt call a nation that thou knowest not, and nations that knew not thee shall run unto thee because of the Lord thy God, and for the Holy One of Israel; for he hath glorified thee.
Note:  "even the sure mercies of David."  By this, we are to understand God's Messiah, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth. All of the Lord Jesus Christ's mercies are Covenant mercies.  All His mercies are purchased by the Lord of Hosts, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, the Messiah of God.  All these Covenant mercies are promised in Him, www.alemattec.com/The Lord of Hosts the God of Israel, I AM HE, the Lord thy God, I AM the Lord, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, Lord God, Jehovah God.doc, and out of His hand they are dispensed to us, as we know NOT the Father except that God the Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth does reveal Him to us, Matthew 11:27. We know NOT how to find the way to the waters, i.e.:  the Living Waters of God, the Holy Spirit, John 7:38-39, except that the Lord Jesus Christ send Him as another Comforter, the Spirit of Truth, to glorify the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, John 14:15-24; John 16:13. Our business is to obey the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, and to follow Him. There is no coming to the Father but by Him, John 14:6. The Lord of Hosts, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth is the Holy One of Israel, true to His promises.  God the Father has promised to glorify His Only Begotten Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, by giving Him a name above every name, Philippians 2:8-11, and God the Father has promised to give the Lord Jesus Christ the heathen for His inheritance, Psalm 2:8. Begotten, means to procreate as the father :  sire, coming from the male ancestor, forefather, author, originator.
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Begotten:  Single of its kind, only, one of a kind, of the male ancestor passing down attributes to the son, used of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, denotes the only begotten Son of God. What does the Holy Bible say about the Saints.  Are Saints all dead?  Does it cost anything to be made a Saint? The power of baptism frees people from original sin, grafts them to God and makes them bearers of "a new hope" that nothing and nobody can destroy, he said.

"Thanks to baptism, we are able to forgive, to love -- even those who offend us and hurt us; that we are able to recognize the face of Christ in the least and the poor," he said.

The fact that baptism is always conferred by a priest in the Lord's name shows it is a gift that is passed on from person to person "a chain of grace," he said. It is "an act of fraternity" and becoming a child of the church, who, like a mother, generates new children in Christ through the Holy Spirit.

Note:  Baptism does NOT free people from anything, much less original sin.
Let's see what the Holy Bible declares about Baptism:
The Ordinance of Baptism by immersion is Commanded by the Holy Scriptures, the Holy Bible. All who repent and believe on the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, alone, as Savior and Lord are to be Baptized. In so doing, those Baptized declare to the world that they have died with the Lord Jesus Christ and have been raised unto life with Him to walk in newness of life as a new creature.  Going under the water represents the grave, www.alemattec.com/Death, Hell . . . .doc, dying to our old self, or old nature, and being raised out of the water represents being Born Again, a new birth in Christ Jesus.  Thus, we are crucified with the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth as we die to self, or old nature dying as represented in Baptism, Romans 6:6, Galatians 2:20, and raised to newness of life in Christ Jesus, Romans 6:4.
 

What is water baptism? 
Baptism is subsequent (subsequent:  happening or coming after something else) to conversion.  Baptism DOES NOT Save, Baptism does not cause one to be Saved, and being Baptized is not a saving ordinance.  Baptism is merely an outward sign of an inward work already completed by the Holy Spirit by bringing one to Salvation by faith in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth alone for a man's Salvation. Baptism is not optional for the Born Again Believer, but a Command(ment) of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth to be obeyed.  However, if one who is Born Again IS NOT Baptized, it DOES NOT cause them to be excluded from Heaven for all eternity with the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, www.alemattec.com/Baptism . . . .doc, www.alemattec.com/Roman Catholic Absolution -- priest can forgive sins.doc. It is NOT the Blood of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth AND Saint Louis water in Baptism that Saves me.  It is merely the Blood of the Lamb, the Lord Jesus Christ's sacrifice of Himself at the Cross of Calvary that Saves me, not the water of Baptism.  Just before the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth returned to Heaven to sit at the right hand of God the Father in Glory, Colossians 3:1.  He Commanded His followers to Preach the Gospel to all people and to baptize Born Again Believers in the NAME of the Father, and the Son, and the Holy Ghost, Matthew 28:18-20. Baptism is an outward sign to everyone watching that he or she has been Born Again by faith alone in the Lord Jesus Christ as their Savior, and that he or she plans to obey the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, and live to please Him. 


Who should be baptized? 
Everyone who is sorry for his or her sins, who repents, and believes alone in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth as their Savior should be Baptized by water immersion. There is no age limit for Baptism. However, one must be able to understand fully what happened at the Cross of Calvary wherein the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth fully paid for the individuals sin by His Own Blood.  Without that understanding, the person is not Saved, Ephesians 2:8-9, 1 Timothy 2:1-6.  Each person must come to the knowledge of dying to self, Luke 9:23.  When a person is Saved by coming to the knowledge of the Truth and understands what Baptism means, he or she should be Baptized. The requirements for Baptism are given in Holy Scriptures, the Holy Bible, Acts 8:36-39, Acts 10:47-48 

Does baptism save me? 
No. Water Baptism does not give us Salvation. The Holy Bible teaches that we can only be Saved by believing on the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth alone as one's Savior, www.alemattec.com/Sirs, what must I do to be saved . . . .htm. If a person does not believe that by the Lord Jesus Christ sacrifice of Himself alone is sufficient to get to Heaven, it does no good to be Baptized. Water does not wash away nor cleanse anyone from their sin—only the Blood of the Lamb, John 1:29, 1:36, www.alemattec.com/What in the world does the word 'WORLD' mean in the Greek . . . .doc, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth alone can take away our sins, Ephesians 2:8-9.

Do you know for certain that you are Saved? A Christian is not merely a religious person nor just a member of a Church organization.  A Christian is one who has been forgiven of his or her sin and has an ongoing personal relationship with God through the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth. Not only this, a Christian is someone that the Holy Spirit of God is living in them by the Lord Jesus Christ, and is one that through the Blood and Sacrifice of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth alone, has become Born Again, John 3:3.  A Christian then lives in full assurance that the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, alone, has paid the price for them to be right with God in order for them to go to Heaven. 


What does “baptism by immersion” mean? 
The New Testament was first written in Greek. The Greek word for Baptize comes from the Greek word baptizó, which means “to go down under, to dip, to submerge.” To immerse, submerge; to make whelmed (i.e. Fully wet); used only (in the New Testament) of ceremonial ablution, especially (technically) of the ordinance of Christian baptism -- Baptist, baptize, wash.   This DOES NOT mean to sprinkle, which is altogether a different word, which is the Greek word rhantismos, to cleans or purify.  The word Baptized is always preceded by a linking verb, such as:  was, were, be, have, meaning an action is taking place.  Water baptism represents the Born Again Believer's identification with the Lord Jesus Christ's death, burial, and resurrection. This is why each Born Again Believer should be submerged in water at Baptism, not have water sprinkled or poured on him or her. Baptism is for those who follow the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth by faith, believing on Him, this cannot include babies who are not old enough to make such a decision, Mark 16:16, Acts 19:3-6, www.alemattec.com/Tongues, Predestination, modern 'church'.doc.

There is no "original sin," passed down to us being the children of Adam, but what is passed down from Adam is our "sinful nature" . . .  Our nature as fallen children of Adam is to sin, but Adam's sin is NOT assigned to us.  We have enough sin of our own, as all have sinned including the Virgin Mary who needed a Savior because of her sinful nature.

Luke 1:46-48
46 And Mary said, My soul doth magnify the Lord,
47 And my spirit hath rejoiced in God my Saviour.
48 For he hath regarded the low estate of his handmaiden: for, behold, from henceforth all generations shall call me blessed.
The idea of "original sin" being passed down to us goes against Holy Scriptures, the Holy Bible:

Ezekiel 18:20
20 The soul that sinneth, it shall die. The son shall not bear the iniquity of the father, neither shall the father bear the iniquity of the son: the righteousness of the righteous shall be upon him, and the wickedness of the wicked shall be upon him.

2 Corinthians 5:10
10 For we must all appear before the judgment seat of Christ; that every one may receive the things done in his body, according to that he hath done, whether it be good or bad.



What about what God said in His Law concerning the third and fourth generation having God punishing them for the sins of their father's?  God does this UNLESS the generations after their father who has sinned against God, turn from their sin and love God and keep His Commandments.  If they love God and keep His Commandments, God then does NOT hold them trapped in their parent's sinful nature, but instead God shows them Mercy, by giving them a new nature, Ephesians 2:3, 2 Corinthians 5:17.
Exodus 20:5
5Thou shalt not bow down thyself to them, nor serve them: for I the Lord thy God am a jealous God, visiting the iniquity of the fathers upon the children unto the third and fourth generation of them that hate me;

Exodus 34:7
7Keeping mercy for thousands, forgiving iniquity and transgression and sin, and that will by no means clear the guilty; visiting the iniquity of the fathers upon the children, and upon the children's children, unto the third and to the fourth generation.

Numbers 14:18
18The Lord is longsuffering, and of great mercy, forgiving iniquity and transgression, and by no means clearing the guilty, visiting the iniquity of the fathers upon the children unto the third and fourth generation.

Deuteronomy 5:9-10

9Thou shalt not bow down thyself unto them, nor serve them: for I the Lord thy God am a jealous God, visiting the iniquity of the fathers upon the children unto the third and fourth generation of them that hate me,

10 And shewing mercy unto thousands of them that love me and keep my commandments.

Those that love God, love the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, and keep His Commandments:  John 14:15-31.

The "third and fourth generation" are mentioned, because sometimes parents lived to see these, and so with their eyes beheld the punishment inflicted upon their posterity in the physical realm for their sins, which must be distressing to them.  This is to impress upon their minds and affect them, to think what their sins would bring upon their descendants, who would quickly come after them, and share in the sad effects of their iniquities, and so be a means to deter them from them.

These verses clearly teach that children do not inherit the guilt of sin from their parents (or Adam as original sin), but people will be judged based on their own actions and relationship to God by their faith in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth alone. All nonbelievers will be judged based on what they have done, not based on any other person.  However, if they are a Born Again Believer they will be judged by the perfect righteousness of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth not their own righteousness, Psalm 22:31; Psalm 50:6; Psalm 97:6; Romans 3:25-26.
