We know satan takes over the whole world, through the papacy, the 'pope' of Rome, the antiChrist.  Anti in the Greek means:  against, opposed to, opposing or hostile to in opinion, sympathy, or practice; one opposite to, or one who acts in place of another, one who acts in place of, or who acts as one's substitute.

We use a substitute teacher as an example for the word anti, such as antiChrist.  Substitute teacher acts in place of the teacher.  Anti, one who is a substitute, one who acts in place of another.  Vicar = anti.  Vicar one who serves as a substitute, who takes the place of, or opposes the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.

Here are a few verses as examples to show you the word anti in the Greek meaning substitute:


Matthew 20:28

28 Even as the Son of man came not to be ministered unto, but to minister, and to give his life a ransom for many.
The word here in the Greek for is the word anti, meaning here a substitute.


1 Corinthians 11:15

15 But if a woman have long hair, it is a glory to her: for her hair is given her for a covering.

The first Greek word for means:  because.  The second Greek word for is the word anti which means a substitute (covering).



Hebrews 12:2

2 Looking unto Jesus the author and finisher of our faith; who for the joy that was set before him endured the cross, despising the shame, and is set down at the right hand of the throne of God.
The word here in the Greek for is the word anti, meaning substituted.

Daniel's vision assures us that the world's empires have a certain amount of authority for a certain length of time -- but they all passed away, and we find that 'the Holy people of the Most High God, Jehovah, will receive the Kingdom and will possess it forever—yes, for ever and ever.' Daniel 7:18.

1.) This first beast is of King Nebuchadnezzar of Babylon.
2.) The second beast is the Medo-Persian Empire.
3.) The third beast is Greece.
4.) The fourth beast is Rome.

Given the fact that the antiChrist emerges from the fourth beast leads us to surmise that, in the end times, there will be a "revival" of the Roman Empire, i.e.:  the European Union, https://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/European_Union completely controlled by the papacy, as is the United Nations, WHO,  banking systems, etc . . . the UNited States, the C.I.A., F.B.I. NASA, etc . . . , featuring a coalition of ten world leaders. The antiChrist will take his position of leadership at the expense of three of those leaders, and he will eventually wield dictatorship global authority where every statement, at every whim, becomes law instantly. The little horn of Daniel 7:1-28 is the first beast of Revelation 13:1-18. Notice here that the beast in Revelation 13 also has ten horns, and the Apostle John describes it as resembling a leopard, but [it] had feet like those of a bear and a mouth like that of a lion, Revelation 13:2.  In other words, the beast of Revelation 13 contains elements of all of the Prophet Daniel's beasts. Like Daniel's fourth beast, the Apostle John's beast in Revelation 13 speaks proudly and oppresses God's people for three and a half years (42 months or 1,260 days (years--)  Revelation 13:5–7.  (A day for a year:  Numbers 14:34; Ezekiel 4:6;  Luke 13:31-33).

Others who have used these interpretations of a day for a year are:  Jan Huss, John Wycliffe, John Knox, William Tyndale, Martin Luther, John Calvin, Ulrich Zwingli, Phillip Melanchthon, Sir Isaac Newton,  John Foxe, John Wesley, George Whitefield, Charles Finney, C. H. Spurgeon, Matthew Henry, Adam Clarke, Albert Barnes, and Bishop Thomas Newton.
The day-year principle specifically applies to prophecy 
This day-year principle specifically applies to prophecy and is used for prophetic interpretation of "days" in prophecies. For example, historicist interpreters have usually understood the "time, times and half a time", "1260 days," and "42 months" mentioned in Daniel and Revelation to be references to represent a period of 1260 years.

This particular time period occurs seven times in scripture:
· Daniel 7:25, "time, times and a half"

· Daniel 12:7, "time, times and a half"

· Revelation 11:2, "42 months"

· Revelation 11:3, "1260 days"  (Note:  The Jews calendar used 360 days, 30 days for each month or 30x12=360 days which equals a "time".)
· Revelation 12:6, "1260 days"  A "score" equals 20, so threescore is 3 x 20 which is 60 or following the verse 1200 + 60 = 1260 years.

· Revelation 12:14, "time, times and a half of a time -- 3.5 or 3 1/2 years "

· Revelation 13:5, "42 months" 

1,260 = a Time, Times, and half of a time or 3 ½ years.  1,260/360 (360 days in Jewish year) = 3 1/2 or 3.5 years.  A time then is 360 days. Times then are TWO 360 days, and a half of a time is 180 or 360/2=180.  Time 360, plus times (360 x 2=720) and a half of a time or 180 = 1,260 (day years) or 1,260 years.   

Biblical historians in general believe the 1,260 days or 1,260 (day years, i.e. 1,260 years represented in Holy Scripture as days for a year) spanned the Middle Ages when the papacy controlled the world and the Kings of the world, and concluded within the early modern or modern era. The leaders of the Reformation and post-Reformation eras, understood the 1260 "days, i.e.: years"  to be the period from A.D. 538 to 1798 A.D. when the papacy exercised spiritual and political dominance over the Kings of the world -- for 1,260 (day years). This 1260-year-period began with the defeat of the Ostrogoths by General Belisarius under the Siege of Rome as the beginning of the 'papacy' rise to dominance using 'two heads' -- spiritual and political, 538 A.D.  The Lord Jesus Christ openly declares that His Kingdom is not of the world, but spiritual ONLY, John 18:35-37, not political or else His Disciples would fight for their piece politically.  Why, because politics is about money, plain and simple.  Who gets it, and how much.  The papacy's political head started in 538 A.D. and ended as to death with the successes of Napoleon of France; specifically, the capture of Pope Pius VI by General Louis Alexandre Berthier in 1798 A.D.  So 1,260 (day years) from 538-1798 A.D. equals 42 months.  The papacy's political head was taken from him in 1798  A.D. by Napoleon.  His political head was cut off as to death – as having a deadly wound.  Looked like the end of the papacy's political power:

Revelation 13:3-8
3 And I saw one of his heads as it were wounded to death; and his deadly wound was healed: and all the world wondered after the beast.
Note:  " . . .  and his deadly wound was healed: . .  ."  The papacy's political power restored by Roman Catholic Dictator Mussolini in 1929 under the Lateran Treaty, https://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Lateran_Treaty.  Both Mussolini and Hitler were Roman Catholics.
4 And they worshipped the dragon which gave power unto the beast: and they worshipped the beast, saying, Who is like unto the beast? who is able to make war with him?

5 And there was given unto him a mouth speaking great things and blasphemies; and power was given unto him to continue forty and two months.

6 And he opened his mouth in blasphemy against God, to blaspheme his name, and his tabernacle, and them that dwell in heaven.

7 And it was given unto him to make war with the saints, and to overcome them: and power was given him over all kindreds, and tongues, and nations.

8 And all that dwell upon the earth shall worship him, whose names are not written in the book of life of the Lamb slain from the foundation of the world.
The good news is that the reign of the antiChrist is limited to -- forty-two months, and no more. Then, God promises to judge the little horn, i.e. the antiChrist. The court will sit, and the little horn's power will be taken away and completely destroyed forever, Daniel 7:26. As the Apostle John saw it, the beast was captured, and with him the false prophet, and both were thrown alive into a lake of fire burning with brimstone, Revelation 19:20.  The Son of Man will rule forever.

It is interesting to compare Daniel’s vision of the four beasts with King Nebuchadnezzar’s dream of a large statue. Both visions symbolize the same Kingdoms of the world. In Daniel 2:1-49, the King dreams of the earthly Kingdoms as a statue, a great image, bright and excellent looking and terrible,  Daniel 2:31. Although the Prophet Daniel sees the same Kingdoms as hideous beasts, Daniel 7:1-28. So, we have two very different perspectives on the Kingdoms mankind builds. The rulers of the world see their Kingdoms as imposing, artistic monuments fashioned of valuable metals, pearls, etc . . .. However, God's Prophets view the same Kingdoms as unnatural monsters, beasts.

Daniel's vision of the four beasts warned Israel that there would be a procession of enemies and world rulers holding authority over them.  They were shown these Prophesies so as not to lose heart. In the end, God is in always in control, and His Messiah to come will defeat the Kingdoms of this world, He will judge them, Matthew 25:31-46, for all judgment is given to the Messiah -- the Son of God, John 5:21-23, and establish His Throne forever Daniel 2:44; 7:13–14; Revelation 11:15.
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
