What greater love could God the Father have for His Elect (Hand picked, Ordained, Chosen, Called) than to have His Only Begotten Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, die a criminal’s death? 

Romans 3:24-26

24Being justified freely by his grace through the redemption that is in Christ Jesus: 

25Whom God hath set forth to be a propitiation through faith in his blood, to declare his righteousness for the remission of sins that are past, through the forbearance of God; 

26To declare, I say, at this time his righteousness: that he might be just, and the justifier of him which believeth in Jesus.


So, . . . what did the Cross of Calvary mean to God the Father?  Only God the Father knew what would would turn aside His wrath for man's sin.


The Turning Away of God’s Wrath:

Romans 3:25
"25Whom God hath set forth to be a propitiation through faith in his blood, . . ." The Greek word propitiation means “sacrifice of atonement”.  Few people have ever heard the word propitiation, and fewer still understand what it means. Here’s a simple definition: To turn away wrath by the giving of a gift. In this context it means that the death of Christ Jesus turns away God’s wrath by the gift of His Perfect (whole, complete, undefiled, without blemish, without sin) Only Begotten Son. 

In the Book of Ephesians, we find from the Apostle Paul that God the Father makes us acceptable to the Son (His Beloved) verse 6.  In so doing, and by the Propitiation of the death of His Only Begotten Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, God the Father makes us acceptable then to Himself and by so doing adopts us into His family (world) by and through the Lord Jesus Christ.  The wording of Ephesians 1st Chapter by the Holy Spirit through the Apostle Paul shows everything in the past tense . . . it already has happened, not is predestined to happen some time in the future.  It's already a done deal.




Ephesians 1:6-12

6To the praise of the glory of his grace, wherein he hath made us accepted in the beloved. 

 7In whom we have redemption through his blood, the forgiveness of sins, according to the riches of his grace; 

 8Wherein he hath abounded toward us in all wisdom and prudence; 

 9Having made known unto us the mystery of his will, according to his good pleasure which he hath purposed in himself: 

 10That in the dispensation of the fulness of times he might gather together in one all things in Christ, both which are in heaven, and which are on earth; even in him: 

 11In whom also we have obtained an inheritance, being predestinated according to the purpose of him who worketh all things after the counsel of his own will: 

 12That we should be to the praise of his glory, who first trusted in Christ.


I realize that God’s wrath is not a popular topic these days. Many "pastors" fear to Preach the wrath of God to come lest they incur the "wrath of their congregation".  The false believers within the "church," which is most, and has been almost from the beginning, desire to hear that which pleases them, and desire only to hear about God’s love than about His wrath. However, both are entirely Biblical, and is Sound Doctrine to Preach both (the full counsel of God) as the wrath and love flow from God’s basic nature.



Acts 20:27
27For I have not shunned to declare unto you all the counsel of God.

Note:  counsel in the Greek means:  counsel, deliberate wisdom, decree.  Meaning, a resolved plan, used particularly of the immutable aspect of God's plan – purposefully arranging all physical circumstances in the Believers life, one Born Again, which guarantees every scene of life works to His eternal purpose, proposed in God in eternity paste, before the foundations of the world.


Hebrews 6:17-20

17Wherein God, willing more abundantly to shew unto the heirs of promise the immutability of his counsel, confirmed it by an oath: 

 18That by two immutable things, in which it was impossible for God to lie, we might have a strong consolation, who have fled for refuge to lay hold upon the hope set before us: 

Note:  Immutable in the Greek means:  no-change-of-position; hence, immutable, unchangeable, never to be changed, permanent, fixed.

 19Which hope we have as an anchor of the soul, both sure and stedfast, and which entereth into that within the veil; 

 20Whither the forerunner is for us entered, even Jesus, made an high priest for ever after the order of Melchisedec.


These promises of God the Father may safely be depended upon; for here we have two things which cannot change, that is things which are Immutable: the Counsel and the very Oath of God who swears by Himself for there is none greater, in which it is not possible for God to lie; as it would be contrary to His very nature as well as to His Own Will. Therefore, as God cannot lie, two things are Immutable; the destruction of the unbeliever by the sending to Hell for all eternity, and the Salvation of the Born again Believer by the sending to Heaven for all eternity, are alike certain.


It is true that “God is love” . . .

1 John 4:8

8He that loveth not knoweth not God; for God is love.


1 John 4:16
16And we have known and believed the love that God hath to us. God is love; and he that dwelleth in love dwelleth in God, and God in him.


However, it is equally true that God hates the wicked and those who do violence:


Psalm 11:5
 5The LORD trieth the righteous: but the wicked and him that loveth violence his soul hateth.

Psalm 5:4-5
 4For thou art not a God that hath pleasure in wickedness: neither shall evil dwell with thee. 

 5The foolish shall not stand in thy sight: thou hatest all workers of iniquity.

Psalm 37:13
13The LORD shall laugh at him: for he seeth that his day is coming.

Psalm 37:20
 20But the wicked shall perish, and the enemies of the LORD shall be as the fat of lambs: they shall consume; into smoke shall they consume away.

Psalm 101:7
 7He that worketh deceit shall not dwell within my house: he that telleth lies shall not tarry in my sight.

Psalm 119:119
 119Thou puttest away all the wicked of the earth like dross: therefore I love thy testimonies.

Psalm 9:5
5Thou hast rebuked the heathen, thou hast destroyed the wicked, thou hast put out their name for ever and ever.

Psalm 37:38
38But the transgressors shall be destroyed together: the end of the wicked shall be cut off.

Psalm 92:6-8
6A brutish man knoweth not; neither doth a fool understand this. 

7When the wicked spring as the grass, and when all the workers of iniquity do flourish; it is that they shall be destroyed for ever: 

8But thou, LORD, art most high for evermore.

Psalm 145:20
20The LORD preserveth all them that love him: but all the wicked will he destroy.

The wicked themselves, those of satan knew this, and by their own mouths declare it to the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.

Matthew 21:41
41They say unto him, He will miserably destroy those wicked men, and will let out his vineyard unto other husbandmen, which shall render him the fruits in their seasons.

Mark 1:24
24Saying, Let us alone; what have we to do with thee, thou Jesus of Nazareth? art thou come to destroy us? I know thee who thou art, the Holy One of God.

Luke 4:34
34Saying, Let us alone; what have we to do with thee, thou Jesus of Nazareth? art thou come to destroy us? I know thee who thou art; the Holy One of God.

2 Thessalonians 2:8-12

 8And then shall that Wicked be revealed, whom the Lord shall consume with the spirit of his mouth, and shall destroy with the brightness of his coming: 

 9Even him, whose coming is after the working of Satan with all power and signs and lying wonders, 

 10And with all deceivableness of unrighteousness in them that perish; because they received not the love of the truth, that they might be saved. 

 11And for this cause God shall send them strong delusion, that they should believe a lie: 

 12That they all might be damned who believed not the truth, but had pleasure in unrighteousness.

Ezekiel 18:32
32For I have no pleasure in the death of him that dieth, saith the Lord GOD: wherefore turn yourselves, and live ye.

Ezekiel 33:11
11Say unto them, As I live, saith the Lord GOD, I have no pleasure in the death of the wicked; but that the wicked turn from his way and live: turn ye, turn ye from your evil ways; for why will ye die, O house of Israel?

Jeremiah 6:16-17
16Thus saith the LORD, Stand ye in the ways, and see, and ask for the old paths, where is the good way, and walk therein, and ye shall find rest for your souls. But they said, We will not walk therein.
17Also I set watchmen over you, saying, Hearken to the sound of the trumpet. But they said, We will not hearken.


The wicked are wicked still, and the filthy be filthy still . . .



Jeremiah 44:15-17
15Then all the men which knew that their wives had burned incense unto other gods, and all the women that stood by, a great multitude, even all the people that dwelt in the land of Egypt, in Pathros, answered Jeremiah, saying, 

 16As for the word that thou hast spoken unto us in the name of the LORD, we will not hearken unto thee. 

 17But we will certainly do whatsoever thing goeth forth out of our own mouth, to burn incense unto the queen of heaven, and to pour out drink offerings unto her, as we have done, we, and our fathers, our kings, and our princes, in the cities of Judah, and in the streets of Jerusalem: for then had we plenty of victuals, and were well, and saw no evil.



Revelation 22:10-12

10And he saith unto me, Seal not the sayings of the prophecy of this book: for the time is at hand. 

 11He that is unjust, let him be unjust still: and he which is filthy, let him be filthy still: and he that is righteous, let him be righteous still: and he that is holy, let him be holy still. 

 12And, behold, I come quickly; and my reward is with me, to give every man according as his work shall be.
Sometimes in our attempt to appear compassionate, we proclaim that God “hates the sin and loves the sinner.” Often time, it is our way to apologize to someone as we declare the Truth of God about one's sin.  I always caution against using this statement indiscriminately, because it is only partly true and can and is often time misleading. Does God love sinners, yes those who are the Elect of God. It is true, God does love sinners, for we too who are Born Again were like all others in that we were (and still are sinners and sinful), and because we sinners who are part of His world (His family) the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth came to save us while we were yet sinners and part of satan's world (family).


John 3:1-20

 1There was a man of the Pharisees, named Nicodemus, a ruler of the Jews: 

 2The same came to Jesus by night, and said unto him, Rabbi, we know that thou art a teacher come from God: for no man can do these miracles that thou doest, except God be with him. 

 3Jesus answered and said unto him, Verily, verily, I say unto thee, Except a man be born again, he cannot see the kingdom of God. 

 4Nicodemus saith unto him, How can a man be born when he is old? can he enter the second time into his mother's womb, and be born? 

 5Jesus answered, Verily, verily, I say unto thee, Except a man be born of water and of the Spirit, he cannot enter into the kingdom of God. 

 6That which is born of the flesh is flesh; and that which is born of the Spirit is spirit. 

 7Marvel not that I said unto thee, Ye must be born again. 

 8The wind bloweth where it listeth, and thou hearest the sound thereof, but canst not tell whence it cometh, and whither it goeth: so is every one that is born of the Spirit. 

 9Nicodemus answered and said unto him, How can these things be? 

 10Jesus answered and said unto him, Art thou a master of Israel, and knowest not these things? 

 11Verily, verily, I say unto thee, We speak that we do know, and testify that we have seen; and ye receive not our witness. 

 12If I have told you earthly things, and ye believe not, how shall ye believe, if I tell you of heavenly things? 

 13And no man hath ascended up to heaven, but he that came down from heaven, even the Son of man which is in heaven. 

 14And as Moses lifted up the serpent in the wilderness, even so must the Son of man be lifted up: 

 15That whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have eternal life. 

 16For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have everlasting life. 

 17For God sent not his Son into the world to condemn the world; but that the world through him might be saved. 

 18He that believeth on him is not condemned: but he that believeth not is condemned already, because he hath not believed in the name of the only begotten Son of God. 

 19And this is the condemnation, that light is come into the world, and men loved darkness rather than light, because their deeds were evil. 

 20For every one that doeth evil hateth the light, neither cometh to the light, lest his deeds should be reproved.


As it stands, the statement God “hates the sin and loves the sinner” seems to imply that love is God’s only response to sin. Much of modern "preaching" is more than just a bit anemic precisely because they refuse to Preach the Truth, much less than the whole Truth of the Gospel to guilty sinners. If all we say to the lost is “God loves you,” we are in danger of making them think that their continued rebellion doesn’t matter to God, and that they are actually "saved" by NOT knowing the Truth which is the Gospel message.  Instead, we must warn them to flee from the wrath to come.

Luke 3:7
7Then said he to the multitude that came forth to be baptized of him, O generation of vipers, who hath warned you to flee from the wrath to come?

When Jonathan Edwards Preached his famous sermon “Sinners in the Hands of an Angry God,” the message was so real to the listeners, that many are said to have held on to the pillars of the building lest they suddenly slip down into eternal damnation. Can anyone imagine that happening today?  Jonathan Edwards Preached this Sermon “Sinners in the Hands of an Angry God,” to the “respectable church going people" and relentlessly hammered home the instability of their position before a Just (One who requires Justice for a violation of His Righteousness) and a Holy God. The total depravity of man, the Holiness and Wrath of God and the only way of Salvation in and by and through Jesus Christ alone was most powerfully presented in this devastatingly effective Sermon. Lives were transformed, previously lukewarm and worldly church members abandoned questionable practices and communities were dramatically transformed. 

Many of Edward’s Bible studies and sermons were later published. This included Justification By Faith in (1737), The Distinguishing Marks of a Work of the Spirit of God (1741), Thoughts on the Revival (1742), and Religious Affections in (1746).

God’s love, as magnificent as it is, cannot cancel God’s Holy hatred of sin, and the Wrath of God coming against it. There is no conflict between love and Righteous anger. True love is often angry. Ask any wife and she will say to you, yes I'm angry some times.  I’m angry because the one I love has disappointed me. Likewise, God Who is Holy is angry over sin.  Our sin. As God is love, He provided a means to turn away His own anger, His Wrath by the offering, propitiation of His Only Begotten Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth as an Atonement. 

In many pagan religions, the worshipers offer animal sacrifices to appease "their gods".   As an example, Haiti is the land of voodoo. It is said that at least 90% of the people practice voodoo to one degree or another. Sometimes the Haitians will slaughter a chicken and place the blood (with the entrails) on a dish by the front door, hoping to ward off evil spirits. It is their way of appeasing "the god" who stands behind voodoo. That is the pagan idea of propitiation. 

On a completely different level, we see a form or type of propitiation at work when a husband realizes that he has offended his wife. Hoping to make it up to her, he stops on the way home and buys flowers, or candy, or maybe a card. If he can, before she can even say a word, he gives her the gifts, hoping to turn away her wrath and restore a good relationship and harmony in the home. 

The greatest illustration, though, of propitiation in the Old Testament was the Day of Atonement (Yom Kippur) when the High Priest would enter the Holy of Holies with the blood of a goat. Leviticus 16 describes the ritual in exacting detail. It must be the High Priest alone who enters into the Holy of Holies, and it must happen on the Day of Atonement—and on no other day. On the Day of Atonement, the High Priest would take off his regular clothes and put on a sacred linen tunic. Then, the High Priest would sprinkle the blood of the goat on the lid of the Ark of the Covenant. That lid—made of beaten gold—was called the “Mercy Seat.” Inside the Ark was a copy of the Ten Commandments—representing the Law of God. By the sprinkling of the blood, the sins of the people were “covered,” hid, but NOT taken away. Those Chosen of God, Elect of the Old Testament would not be made perfect, whole or complete, until the Cross.

Hebrews 7:19
19For the law made nothing perfect, but the bringing in of a better hope did; by the which we draw nigh unto God.

The Old Testament Saints of God, His Chosen, were not made perfect (whole or complete before God) WITHOUT US, that is, all had to wait for the Cross at Calvary, and the propitiation of the Son of God, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, to pay the price to God the Father to redeem us from the bondage of sin and death.

Hebrews 11:40
40God having provided some better thing for us, that they without us should not be made perfect.

Hebrews 10:1
1For the law having a shadow of good things to come, and not the very image of the things, can never with those sacrifices which they offered year by year continually make the comers thereunto perfect.

Hebrews 10:14
14For by one offering he hath perfected for ever them that are sanctified.

That covering by means of blood was called the “atonement.” The sacrifice of blood turned away the Wrath of God. Why is this important? God’s Justice demands death as the ultimate punishment for sin. 



A Loving Father, Not an Angry God . . .

What does the symbolism of the Day of Atonement represent? During the other days of the year when God looked down from Heaven, He saw the Ten Commandments inside the Ark. These Ten Commandments, representative of God's Law including what became known as the Law of Moses which included Ordinances against us for our sin.  
Colossians 2:13-15
13And you, being dead in your sins and the uncircumcision of your flesh, hath he quickened together with him, having forgiven you all trespasses; 

 14Blotting out the handwriting of ordinances that was against us, which was contrary to us, and took it out of the way, nailing it to his cross; 
 15And having spoiled principalities and powers, he made a shew of them openly, triumphing over them in it.

The Ten Commandments stood as a testimony against the sins of the nation of Israel. However, on the Day of Atonement, once a year, God saw the blood of the sacrifice "which covered the sins of the people" of Israel, but did not remove their sins.

The sacrificial system had one major problem. It provided only temporary forgiveness.  It had to be repeated every year, and it was based on the blood of animals. We know that it is impossible for the blood of bulls and goats to take away sin.

Hebrews 10:4
4For it is not possible that the blood of bulls and of goats should take away sins.



That is why every year, year after year, year after year, year after year, then another High Priest after the one proceeding him had died, the High Priest would yet again go in and offer the Atonement all over again. Then, yet again, when he died, another High Priest would take his place and do the same thing each year on the Day of Atonement. The Old Testament Law provided no permanent forgiveness for sin.

Hebrews 7:20-28

20And inasmuch as not without an oath he was made priest: 

 21(For those priests were made without an oath; but this with an oath by him that said unto him, The Lord sware and will not repent, Thou art a priest for ever after the order of Melchisedec:) 

 22By so much was Jesus made a surety of a better testament. 

 23And they truly were many priests, because they were not suffered to continue by reason of death: 

 24But this man, because he continueth ever, hath an unchangeable priesthood. 

 25Wherefore he is able also to save them to the uttermost that come unto God by him, seeing he ever liveth to make intercession for them. 

 26For such an high priest became us, who is holy, harmless, undefiled, separate from sinners, and made higher than the heavens; 

 27Who needeth not daily, as those high priests, to offer up sacrifice, first for his own sins, and then for the people's: for this he did once, when he offered up himself. 

 28For the law maketh men high priests which have infirmity; but the word of the oath, which was since the law, maketh the Son, who is consecrated for evermore.


When the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth died on the Cross at Calvary, His blood was shed for Born Again Believers for all time as the blood on the Mercy Seat, the Seat of Judgment.  This blood was not like the blood of dead animals that had to be repeated.  It was done once, and was final.  This perfect blood of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, without blemish, was received as the Atonement for the Elect of God, and it alone turns away the Wrath of God. How could that be? In the Old Testament it is the blood of bulls and goats, in the New Testament it is the eternal blood of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth which has eternal value in the eyes of God.



When the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth hung on the Cross at Calvary, and He cried out:

Matthew 27:45-50

45Now from the sixth hour there was darkness over all the land unto the ninth hour. 

 46And about the ninth hour Jesus cried with a loud voice, saying, Eli, Eli, lama sabachthani? that is to say, My God, my God, why hast thou forsaken me?

Note:  Ninth hour, 3:00 P.M. 

 47Some of them that stood there, when they heard that, said, This man calleth for Elias. 

 48And straightway one of them ran, and took a spunge, and filled it with vinegar, and put it on a reed, and gave him to drink. 

 49The rest said, Let be, let us see whether Elias will come to save him. 

 50Jesus, when he had cried again with a loud voice, yielded up the ghost.


Matthew 27:46

46" . . . My God, my God, why hast thou forsaken me?" In that very moment of time all the Wrath of God against the sins of His world (His family, the Elect of God, saints of both the Old and New Testaments alike at one exact moment in time) was poured out on the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth. At that very moment, the Lord Jesus Christ, the Only Begotten Son of God, the Beloved of the Father, the One Who was perfect, without blemish, without sin, became sin for us, and all of the sins of the whole world (His family) were cleansed by the stripes of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth with His blood as the Atonement and propitiation for the sins of His people, having all of the Wrath of God poured out on the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.


Hebrews 9:28

28So Christ was once offered to bear the sins of many; and unto them that look for him shall he appear the second time without sin unto salvation.

Isaiah 53:1-12

 1Who hath believed our report? and to whom is the arm of the LORD revealed? 

 2For he shall grow up before him as a tender plant, and as a root out of a dry ground: he hath no form nor comeliness; and when we shall see him, there is no beauty that we should desire him. 

 3He is despised and rejected of men; a man of sorrows, and acquainted with grief: and we hid as it were our faces from him; he was despised, and we esteemed him not. 

 4Surely he hath borne our griefs, and carried our sorrows: yet we did esteem him stricken, smitten of God, and afflicted. 

 5But he was wounded for our transgressions, he was bruised for our iniquities: the chastisement of our peace was upon him; and with his stripes we are healed. 

 6All we like sheep have gone astray; we have turned every one to his own way; and the LORD hath laid on him the iniquity of us all. 

 7He was oppressed, and he was afflicted, yet he opened not his mouth: he is brought as a lamb to the slaughter, and as a sheep before her shearers is dumb, so he openeth not his mouth. 

 8He was taken from prison and from judgment: and who shall declare his generation? for he was cut off out of the land of the living: for the transgression of my people was he stricken. 

 9And he made his grave with the wicked, and with the rich in his death; because he had done no violence, neither was any deceit in his mouth. 

 10Yet it pleased the LORD to bruise him; he hath put him to grief: when thou shalt make his soul an offering for sin, he shall see his seed, he shall prolong his days, and the pleasure of the LORD shall prosper in his hand. 

 11He shall see of the travail of his soul, and shall be satisfied: by his knowledge shall my righteous servant justify many; for he shall bear their iniquities. 

 12Therefore will I divide him a portion with the great, and he shall divide the spoil with the strong; because he hath poured out his soul unto death: and he was numbered with the transgressors; and he bare the sin of many, and made intercession for the transgressors.

In that moment God the Father turned His face away from His Only Begotten Son, as God cannot even look upon sin. To call the death of Jesus Christ of Nazareth a “propitiation” means that God’s wounded heart is now satisfied with the death of His Only Begotten Son. When a sinner, a heathen, a non-believer becomes a Born Again Believer, a Christian, God the Father accepts him on the basis of the bloody sacrifice Christ Jesus made when He died on the Cross of Calvary.

Why did God do it this way? In the infinite God of infinite Holiness, all and any sin committed against Him are infinite in magnitude, and thus His Righteousness when violated causing His Justice to demand payment for the violation. Nothing can satisfy His wrath but the death of the one who caused the sin.  Any sin.  One sin against God is worthy of death.  Therefore, only a gift of infinite value could turn away the infinite Wrath of God. Only God himself (in the Person of His Only Begotten Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth) could make such an infinite gift, as that gift alone is all that could be acceptable. That’s why man's efforts to turn aside God’s wrath are doomed to failure. The Roman Catholic "church" who uses the Old Testament "priesthood" to offer sacrifices to their "god," by their "priest" are of Hell and not acceptable to God.  Many believe that going to "church or being baptized" or going to "Mass" or saying many prayers, or being good or stopping a bad habit (for a period of time, such as during "Lent" or “trying really hard to be better”) will somehow turn away the infinite Wrath of God. The wonder of God's Propitiation is that the offended party (God the Father), who has every right to be angry at sinners Himself, offers the gift (the death of His Only Begotten Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth) to turn away His Own Wrath, thus making it possible for guilty sinners to be forgiven and acceptable in His sight.  The Father makes us acceptable to the Beloved (His Only Begotten Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth,) and the Son of God thus makes us acceptable to God the Father by His Atonement, His Propitiation, His Righteousness.  Again, Ephesians 1st chapter.

Therefore, when we come to God through the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, we come to a friendly loving Father and not to an angry God.


William Cowper . . .

Some 220 years ago there was a man in England by the name of William Cowper. William Cowper had a nervous disposition and often struggled with bouts of severe depression. At one point he became extremely depressed, fearing that he was under the Wrath of God. “I flung myself into a chair by the window and there saw the Holy Bible on the table by the chair. I opened it up and my eyes fell on Romans 3:25, which says of Christ Jesus, 25Whom God hath set forth to be a propitiation through faith in his blood, to declare his righteousness for the remission of sins that are past, through the forbearance of God; Then and there, I realized what Christ’s blood had accomplished and I realized the effects of His atonement for me. I realized God was willing to justify me, and then and there, I trusted the Lord Jesus Christ alone for my Salvation, and a great burden was lifted from my soul.”
